Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
Eleven days ago Honduras (the entire country) was awaken by an earthquake which magnitude measure on the Richter scale was 7.1 the strongest I have experience in my span of life in Honduras.  Causing damage to the already weaken national infrastructure.  Ever since, we have experience a number of aftershocks, last night was our last, 5.8.
Last week I sent part of my staff to visit the many different deaneries and their report was devastating in the department of Santa Barbara (San Joaquin), Copan, Puerto Cortes (San Marcos and Chachahuala), El Progreso, (San Patricio) and Atlántida and the Bay Islands.  People in these places have begun the slow process of digging among the rubbles to try and recover whatever they can to go on with their lives.  What has made things worse is the fact that we have not have media coverage, since I assume there are other interesting events happening in the world around us.

Anyone who has experienced disastrous weather condition knows the road these people must travel.  What may surprise us, however is how many people are still sleeping on the streets and in tents from week before last quake and other life threatening natural disasters droughts, floods, hurricanes and now we have to learn to deal with earthquakes.  This is a road some have called a quiet disaster, overshadowed by other news.  Listen to the roll of disasters that have created this quiet suffering across this country in the past 8 months:

Floodings in eastern and southern Honduras caused by Tropical storm #16,  destroyed crops and houses.
Thunderstorms brought floodings and wind damage to Central Honduras.

Lately the strongest  quake  has caused paranoia throughout the entire northwestern Honduras including Atlántida and the Bay Islands, finally I must say that  given the magnitude of this earthquake we should have suffered a lot more destruction than we did, this was not so, because God has been good to us.

In  places mentioned above and others unnamed, thousands of people – many who already live on the edge – struggle as quakes have heightened their vulnerability.

Extensive damage has been reported specially those living in the rural areas where most of the homes are constructed of adobe bricks.  Rescuers have struggled to reach remote villages, therefore the full extend of destruction is really unknown.
The logistics of all emergency and rehabilitation activities are very complex due to the lack of contingency plans. 

The affected population is still in need of water, medicines, food. I am making this an urgent appeal for building materials including carpentry tools, etc.

Important note:  Rice and beans are staples of our diet.  Rice and beans packets are the best source of energy my people could receive.  Usually when we think of relief food, we sometimes think of cans and non – perishable foods.  Keep in mind that most of these people do not have can openers and most are not aware of “pork and beans”

If you wish to help us all monetary donations will be greatly appreciated as transportation of donated goods is a serious problem, and great expenses are being incurred transporting goods to the impacted communities.  Additionally rice and beans can be purchased locally in San Pedro Sula, Santa Barbara, or Puerto Cortes, at a much cheaper price than having them shipped into Honduras.
