Report of the celebration of  March 25th,  2009 by Mothers’Union in Bukavu Diocese.
He theme of that day was ‘’ Christian women at the exempleof the virgin Mary, the mother of the Saviour’’.

From 9h00 AM we gathered 9 section from the anglican parishes of Christ the King/Muhumba, St Peter Cathedral, Mulambi, Panzi, Bagira, Kabanda, Chirunga, Nyantende, and Kadutu.
1. Activities of the day
1.1. The Holy Service 
It begun by choruses of praise qnd worship before the songs of different choirs.
The offertories of 12 300 Congolese money was collected by participants from their drespective sections.
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1.2. Theater played by women
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 They didn’t miss to present a theatre (playhouse) showing the noble characterof Abigaïl Nabal’s wife at David the warrior (I Sa,uel 25:1-16). Women wore military uniform have realy played their role and David on his throne commanding (leading) his army. 
Abigaïl Nabalis’wife with the shephered of her husband has succeeded to to cool down the hanger of David by offering food to Davids soldiers. There is a great lesson in this biblical text. A good women sustains and protectes her family (house).
1.3. The theatre played by childreen
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The children from Sunday school have demonstrated in an other playhouse, the clear significance of an emancipate women in African context.
1.4.   The conference 
The conference debate was led by Rt Revd Bahati Bali-Busane, Bishop of Bukavu Diocese on the qualities and faillures of a christian women in her family, Church and society.
The debate went on smouthly: Almost all the women have participated by questions, responses and causels. Women were very active in decisions. Even ladies have participated asking questions to challenge women. 
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1.5.   Award of Certificates and sewing machines
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The most culminant point was the proclamation, the award of certificates and sewing machines to 12 finalists in dressmaking training. In her speech, the Diocesan Mothers’Union President has given a report of the 92 sewing machines received from revd Jenny and Mr David Annis. 
· 21 sewing machines sent in Christ the King/Muhumba parish.

· 28 sewing machines were given to 4 archdeaconries (Bukavu, Goma, Rutshuru and Lac Tanganyika).

· 12 sewing machines distributed to the finalists in dressmaking after a one year training.

· 9 sewing machines were given to sections’ members meeting in Saint Peter Cathedral for celebrating Mothers’Union day.

· 22 machines left for the next training in dressmaking field.

This women training was organised following the millenium objectives for development to fight poverty in the families of vulnerable women, creating incomes generating activities for them.  We thank through Revd Jenny and David  Annis and all persons of good will who have offered these machines to Mothers’Union in Bukavu Diocese.
