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INTRODUCTION 

TWO reasons have led to this publi-
cation. First, great numbers of our 

men and women in service love to 
carry prayer books, but space and 
weight in military equipment are of 
immense importance. Even the small­
est of prayer hooks is too bulky. Parts 
of the prayer book are not es'sential 
or useful to the man or woman in 
service, I. e., the thirty-nine articles 
will scarcely be thought essential to 
the man in the trenches.

was reckoned to Ahraham for righteousness. 
HoI\' was it then reckoned 1 when he was in 
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circumCISlon, or in uncircumcision1 Not in 
circumcision, but in un circumcision. lind he 
received the sign of ' circumcision, a seal of 
the righteousness of the faith whlCh ho had 
yet being lillcircumcised: that he might be 
the father of all them that believe, though 
they be not circumcised; that righteousness 
migbt be imputed unto them also: and the 
father of circumcision to them who are not of 
the circumcision only, but who also walk in 
the steps of that faith of our father Abraham, 
which he had being yet uncircumcised. For 
the promise, that he should be the heir of the 
world, was not to Abraham. or to his seed, 
through the law, but through the righteous· 
ness of faith. For if they which arc of the 
law be heirs, faith is made void, and the pro­
mise made of none eft'ect.

among false brethren; in weariness and pain­
fulness, in watchings often, in hunger and 
thirst, in fastings often, in cold and naked­
ness_ Beside thosc things that are without, 
that which cometh upon me daily, tho care of 
all the churches. \Vho is weak, and I am not 
weak? who is offended, and I hurn not 1 If I 
must needs glory, I will glory of the things 
which concern mine infirmities. The God and 
Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, ,,-hich is 
blessed for eyermore, knoweth that I lie not. 

The Gospel. St. Luke viii. 4. 

WHEN much people were gathered to­
gether, and were come to him out of 

every city, he spake by a parable: A sower 
went out to sow his seed: and a s he sowed, 
some fell by the way side; and it was trodden 
down, and the fowls of the air devoured it. 
And some fell upon a rock; and as soon as it 
was sprung up, it witbered away, because it 
lacked moisture. And some fell among thorns; 
and the thorns sprang up with it, and choked 
it. And other fell on good ground, and sprang 
up, and bare fruit an hundredfold. And when 
he had said thilse things, he cried, He that 
hath cars to hcar, lct him hear. And his dis­
ciples asked him, saying, " -hat o:'ig:ht .this 
parable be I And he said, Unto you It IS glyen 
to know the mysteries of the kingdom of God: 
but to others in parables; that seeing the~­
might not see, and hcaring they mi~bt not 
understand. Now the parable is thIS: The 
seed is tbe won1 of God. Those by the way 
side are they that hear; then cometh the 
devil, and taketh away the word out of their 
hearts, lest they should believe and be Soc'wed. 
They on the rock are they, which, when they 
hear, receive the word with joy: and these 
have no root, ,yhich for a while believe, and in 
time oftemptaiion fall away. And that which 
fell among thorns are thev, wbich, when they 
bavc heard. go forth, arid are choked with 
cares and riches and pleasures of this life, and 
bring no fruit to perfection. But tbat on the 
good ground are they, which in an bonest and 
good heart, having heard the word, keep it, 
and bring fortI) fruit with patience.

Then 
goeth he, and taketh to him seyen ot.her spirits 
more wicked than himself; and they enter in, 
anel dwell there: and the last state of that 
man is worse than the first. And it came to 
pass, as he spake these things. a certain wo­
man of the company lifted up her Yoice, anel 
said unto him, Blessed is the womb that hare 
thee, anel the paps which thou hast suckeel.

For it is written, Re· 
doice, thou barren that bcarest not; break forth 
and cry, thou that travailest not: for the deso· 
late hath many more children than she which 
hath an busoon(l. Xow we, brethren, as Isaac 
was. are the children of promise. Butas then 
he that was born after the fiesh persecnted 
him that was born "fter the Spirit, e\' en so it 
is now. Nevertheless what saith the scrip­
turo? Cast out the bondwoman and her son: 
for the son of the bondwoman shall not be 
heir with the son of the freewoman. So then, 
brethren, we aro not children of the bond­
woman, but of the free.

J ESUS went over the sea of Galilee, which 
is the sea of Tiberias. And a great multi­

tude followed him, hecause they saw his mira­
cles which he did on them that were diseased. 
And Jesus went up into a mountain, and there 
he sat with his diseiples. And the passover, a 
feast of the Jews, was nigh. '''hen Jesus then 
lifted up bis cye~, and saw a great company 
come unto him: he saith unto Philip, "'hence 
shall we buy bread, that these may eat1 And 
this he said to prove him: for he himself knew 
what he would do. Philip answered him, Two 
hundred pennyworth of bread is not sufficient 
for them, that everyone of tbem may take a 
little. One of his disciples. Anor(}w, Simon 
Peter's brother, Raitb unto him, There is a lad 
here, which hath five barley loave~, and two 
small fishes: but what are they among so 
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many 'I And Jesus said, Make the men sit 
down. Now there was much grass in the 
place. So the men sat down, in number about 
five thousand. And Jesns took the loaves; 
and wben he had given tlmnks, he distribnted 
to the disciples, and the disciples to tbem that 
were set down' and likewise of the fisbes as 
much as they ,,:ould. When they were filled, 
he said unto his disciples, Gather np the frag­
ments that remain, that nothing be lost. 
Therefore they gathered tbem together, and 
filled twelve baskcts with the fragments of 
the five barley loaves, which remained over 
and above unto them that had eaten. Then 
those men when they had seen the miracle 
that Jesus' did said, 'fhis is of a truth that 
prophet that should corne into the world.

and gave 'them tor the potter's fteld. as tbe 
Lord appointed me. And Jesus stood before 
the governor: and the governor asked him, 
saying, Art thou .the ~ing of the Jews! And 
Jesus said unto hlln, lhou sayest. And when 
he was accused of the chief priests and elders, 
he answered nothing. Then said Pilate un· 
to him, Hearest thou not how many things 
they witness against thee1 And he answered 
him to never a word; insomuch that the gov· 
ernor marvelled greatly. Now at that feast 
the governor was wont to release unto the 
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people a prisoner, whom they would. And 
they ha~, then a notable prisoner, called Bar­
abbas. lherefore when they were gathered 
together, Pilate said unto them, 'Whom will 
ye that I release unto you 1 BarabOOs or 
Jesus which is called ChrisU For he k~ew 
that for envy they had delivered him. '\i\'hen 
hI! was set down on the judgment seat his 
Wife sent unto him, saying, Haye thou' no­
thmg to do with that just man: tor I haye 
suifered "!any thmgs this day in a dream be­
cause of hUll. But the chief priests and elders 
persuaded the multitude that they should ask 
Barabbas, and destroy Jesus. Tbe goYel'nor 
ans:"ered and said unto them, 'Whether of the 
t":alll WIll ye that I release unto you 1 They 
salCil Barabbas. Pil.ate saith unto tbem, What 
thhra . tI do then WIth Jesus which is called 

1~.1 They all say unto him, Let him be 
cr~elfied. And the governor said, "'hy, what 
evil hath he done? But they cried out the 
m.ore, snying, Let him be crucified. When 
Pilate saw that he could prevail nothing but 
that rather n tumult was mnde he took water 
nnd. washed his hands before 'the multitude' 
saYlllg, I am innocent of the blood of this just 
person: see ye to it. Then answered all the 
people, and said, His blood be on us ~nd on 
our cbildren. Then released he BarabOOs un­
to them: a,!d when be had scourlf,ed Jesus, he 
d~livered hlll1 to be crucified. '1 hen the sol­
diers of the governor took Jesus into the C01l1-
mon hall, a~d gathered unto him the whole 
band of Soldiers. And they stripped him and 
put on him a scarlet robe. And when 'they 
had pl~tted a crown of tborns, they put it 
upon hIS head, and a reed in his right band: 
and they. bowed the knee before him and 
mocked hlll1, saying, Hail, King of the Jews' 
And they spit upon him, and took the reed' 
and smote him on the hcad. And after that 
they h";d mocked him, they took the robe ort· 
from hlm,.and put his own raiment on hin1 
and led hIm away to crucify him. And a~ 
~ey came out, they found a man of Cyrene 
S!,,1On by name: hin1 they compelled to bcal: 
hIS cross. And wben they were come unto a 
place called Golgotha, tbat is to say, a place 
Of. a skull,. they gave him '.inegar to drink 
lffingled WIth gall: and when he had tasted 
thereof, he would not drink. And they cruei-
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tied him, and parted his garments, casting 
lots: that it might be fulfilled which was 
spoken by the prophet, They parted my gar­
ments among them, and upon my vesture did 
they cast lots. And sitting down they watehed 
him there: and set up over his head his accu­
sation written, THIS IS JESUS THE KING 
OF THE JKWS. Then were there two thieves 
crucified with him, one on the right hand, and 
another on the left. And they that passed by 
reviled him, wagging their heads, and saying, 
Thou that destroyest the temple, and buildest 
it in three days, S!lo\'e thyself. If thou be the 
Son of God, come down froIll the cross. Like­
wise also the chief priests mocking him, with 
the scribes and elder$, said, He saved others, 
himself he cannot save. If he be the King of 
Israel, let him now COIlle down frolU the cross, 
and we will belie,-e him. He trusted in God; 
let him deliver hilll now, if he will have him: 
for he said. I am the Son of God. The thieves 
also, which were crucified with him, cast the 
same in his teeth. Now from the sixth hour 
there was darkness over all the land unto the 
ninth hour. And about the ninth hour Jesus 
cried with a loml voice, sayin.~, Eli, Eli, lama 
&'tbachthani? that is to say, My God, my God, 
why hast thou forsaken me 1 Some of them 
that stood there, when tbey heard that, said, 
This man caUeth for Elias. And strn.ightway 
one of them ran, and took a spllllge, and tilled 
it with vinegar, and put it on a reed, and gave 
him to drink. The rest said, Let be, let us see 
whether Elias will come to f!>we him_ Jesus, 
when he had cried again with a loud voice, 
yielded up the ghost. And, behold, the veil 
of the temple was renL in twain fJ'om the 
top to the bottom: and the earth did quake, 
and the rocks rent; and the gral'cs were 
opened; and mllny hodies of the saints which 
slept arose, and callie out of the graves after 
his resurrection, and went into the holy city, 
and appeared unto many. Now when the cen­
turion, aud they that were with him, watch­
inS' Jesus. saw the earthquake, and those 
chmgs that were done. they teared greatly, 
saying, Truly this was the Son of God. 
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sword, let-him sell his garment, and buy one. 
For I say unto you, that this that is written 
must yet be accomplished in me, And he was 
reckoned among the transgressors: for the 
things concerning me have an end. And they 
said, Lord, behold, here are two swords. Anel 
he said unto them, It is enough. And he came 
out, and went, aH he ,"vas \vont, to the Inount 
of Olives; and his disciples also followed him. 
And when he was at the place, he said unto 
them, Pray that ye enter not into temptation. 
And he was withdrawn from them about a 
sto,?e's cast, an~l kneeled d~wn, and prayed, 
MY1l1g, Father, if thou bc wIlling, remove thi~ 
cup from me: nevcrtheless not my will but 
thine, be done. And there appeared an angel 
unto him from heaven, strengthening him. 
And being in an agony he prayed more earn· 
estly: and his sweat was as it were great 
drops of blood falling down to the ground. 
And when he rose up from prayer, and W"H 
come to his disciples, he found them sleeping 
for SOrI'OW, and said unto them, 'Vhy sleep 
ye1 rise and pray, lest ye enter into tempta' 
tion. And while he yet spake, behold a mul· 
titude, and he that was called Judas, one of 
the twelve, went before them, and drew near 
unto Jesus to kiss him. But Jesus said unto 
him, Judas, betrarest thou the Son of man 
with a kiss? "'-ben they which were about 
him saw what would foilow, t.hey said unto 
him, Lord, shall we smite with the sword? 
And one of them smote the servant of the 
high priest, and ('ut oft· his right ear. And 
Jesus answered and said, Suffer ye thus far. 
And he touched his ear, and healed him. 
'1'hen Jesus said unto the chief priests, and 
captains of the temple, and the elder", \rhich 
were come to him, Be ye come out, as against 
a thief, with swords and staves? 'Vhen I waR 
daily with you in the temple, ye stretched 
forth no hands against me: but thi8 is your 
hour, and the power of darkness. Then took 
they him, and led him, and brought him into 
the high priest's house. And Peter followed 
afar off. And when they bad kindled a fire 
in the mid"t of the hall, and were set down 
together, Peler sat down among them. But 
a certain maid beheld him as he sat by the 
firo, and earnestly looked upon him, and MidJ '1'his man was 0,1"0 with him. And he denieo 
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him. saying, Woman, I know him not. And 
after a little while another saw him, and said, 
Thou art also of them. And Peter said, Man, 
I am not. And about the space of one honr 
after another confidently affirmed, saying, Of 
a truth this fellow also was with him: for he 
is a Galilrean. And Peter Mid, :Man, I know 
not what thou sayest. And immediately, 
while he yet spake, the cock crew. And the 
Lord turned, and looked upon Peter. And 
Peter remembered the word of the Lord, how 
he had said unto him, Before the cock crow, 
thou shalt deny me thrice. And Peter went 
out, and wept bitterly. And tho men that 
held Jesus mocked him, and smote him. And 
when they had blindfolded him, they struck 
him on the face, and asked him, saying, Pro­
phesy, who is it that smote thee1 And many 
other things blasphemously "pake they against 
him. And as soon as it was day, tlle elders of 
the people and the chief priests and the scribes 
came together, and led him into their conncil, 
saring, Art thou the Christ I tell us. And he 
~aId tillto them, If I tell you, ye will not be· 
lieye: and if I also ask you, yo will not answer 
me, nor let me go. Hereafter shall the Son of 
man Rit on the right hand of the power of God. 
Then said they all, Art thou then the Son of 
God! And he said unto them, Yo say that I 
am. And they said, "'hat need we any fur­
ther witneRS? for we ourselves have heard of 
his own mouth.

The Epistle, 1 Cor. xi. 17. 

I N this that I declare unto you I praise you 
not, that ye come togel her not for the 

better, but for the worse. ],or first of all, 
when ye come together in the chur~h, I hear 
tbat there bo divisions amoug you; and I 
partly believe it. For there must be also 
heresies among you, that they which are 
approved may be made manifest among you. 
"ben ye come together therefore into one 
place, this is not to eat the Lord's supper. 
For in eating everyone taketh before other 
bis own supper: and ono is hungry, and 
another is drunken. ,,'hat I have ye not 
houses to eat and to drink in I or despise ye 
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the church of God, and shame them that haye 
not ~ What shall I say to you 1 shall I praise 
you in this 1 I praise you not. For I have re­
ceived of the Lord that which also I delivered 
~nto y.ou, That the Lord Jesus the same night. 
111 whIch he was betrayed took bread' and 
when he had given thanks. he brake it and 
said, Take, eat: this is my body, which is 
broken for you: this do in remembrance of 
me. After the same manner also he took the 
cup, when he had supped, saying. This cup is 
the new testament in my hlood: this do ye R' 
oft as ye drink it, in rem em hranre of me. j.·or 
as often as ye cat this hread, and drink this 
cup, ye do shew the Lord's death lill he come. 
"\V,herefo.ro whosoever slmll cat this hread, aud 
drlllk thIs cup of the Lord, unworthily shall 
be guilty of the body and blood of the'Lord. 
But let a man examine himsclf, and so let him 
eat of that bread, and drink of that cup. For 
he that. eaieth and drinketh unworthily Ek'tt-
eth and drinketh damnation to himseit' not 
discerning the Lord's body. For this cause 
many are we~k !"nd sickly among you. and 
many sleep. l< or if we would judge ourselyes 
~"e shonld not be judged. But when we are 
Judged, we are chastened of the Lord that 
we should not be condemned with the ';'orld 
~'herefore, my brethren, when ye come to: 
gether to eat, tarry one for another. And if 
any man hunger, let him eat at home' that Ye 
come not together unto condemnation. Alld " 
the rest will I set in order when I come. 

The Gospel. St. Luke xxiii. 1. 

THE whole multitude of ihem arose and 
led him unto Pilate, And they began to 

accuse him, saying, We found this fellow per­
verting the nation, and forbidding to give 
tribute to Cresar, saving that he himself is 
Christa King. And Pilate asked him saying 
Art thou the King of the Jews~ And he an: 
swered him and said, Thou sayest it. Then 
said Pilate to the chief priests and to the 
people, I find no fault in this man. And they 
were the more fierce, saying. He stirreth up 
the. pe?ple, teachin~ throughout all Jewry, 
begmmng from Galilee to this place. VI'hen 
Pilate heard of Galilee, he asked whether the 
man were a Galilrean. And as soon as he 
knew that he belonged unto Herod's juris-
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diction he sent him to Herod, who himself 
also was at Jerusalem at that time. And 
when Herod saw Jesus, he was exceeding 
glad: for he was desirous to see him of,a long 
season, hecause he had heard many thi~gs of 
him; and he hoped to haye se~n some !"lra,?le 
done by him. Then hc questlOne«;l wIth I,llm 
in many words; but he answered hun nothmg. 
And the chief priests and scribes stood and 
\'ehemently accused him. And Herod with 
his men of war set him at nought, and mocked 
him, and arrayed him in a gorgeous rohe, and 
Rent him again to Pilate. And the same day 
Pilate ancl Herod were made friends together: 
for before they were at enmity between them­
Helves. And Pilate, when he had called to­
gether the chief priests and the rulers and th.e 
\leople, said unto them, Ye have brought tillS. 
man unto me, as one that pervcrteth ihe 
people: and, behold, I, having ex,:unin,?d him 
before you, have found no fault m tIllS I~an 
touching those things whereof ye acc~lse hun: 
no nor ret Herod: for I sent you to hIm; and, 
10: nothmg worthy of death is done unto h!m. 
1 will therefore chastise him, and release hun. 
(For of necessity he must release one unto 
them at the feast.' And they cried out all at 
once, saying, Away '\vith this man, a;nd rc].~sc 
unto us Barabbas: (who for a cm'tam sedltlOn 
made in the city, and for murd~r .. was cast 
into prison.) Pilate therefore, willing to re­
lease Jesus, spake again to th~m. put they 
cried, saying, Crucify hin:', cr?-cify him. And 
he said unto them the third time, Why, what 
evil hath he done ~ I have fouud no cause of 
death in him: I "ill therefore chastise him, 
and let him go. And they were i.nstant with 
loud voices requiring that he l111gh t be cru­
cified, And the yoices of them and of the 
chief priests prevailed. And Pilate gave sen­
tence that it should be as they required. And 
he released unto them him that for 'sedition 
and murder was cast into prison, whom the,r 
had desired; but he delivered J csus to their 
\\ill. And aq they led him away, th,!,y laid 
hold upon one Simon, a Cyrenian, conllng out 
of the country, and on him they laid the cross, 
that he mi~ht bear it after Jesus. And therp 
followed hIm a great company of people, and 
of women which also bewailed and lament· 
ed him. But Jesus turning unto them said. 
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Daughters of Jerusalem, weep not for me, 
but weep for yourselves, and for your chil­
dren. For, behold, the days are coming, in 
the which they shall say, Blessed are the 
barren, and the wombs that never bare, and 
the paps which never gave suck. Then shall 
thoy begin to &'1Y to tho mountains. Fall on 
us; and to the hills, Cover us. For if they do 
these things in a green tree, what shall bo 
done in the dry 1 And there were also two 
other, malefactors, led with him to be put to 
death. And when they were come to the 
place which is called Calvary, there they cru­
cified him, and the malefactors, one on the 
right hand, and tho other on the loft. 'fhen 
&'1id Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they 
know not what they do. And they parted hiB 
raiment, and cast lots. Aml the people stood 
·beholding. And the rulers also with them 
derided him, saying, He sayed others; let him 
save himself, if he be Christ, the chosen of 
God. And the soldiers also lllopked him, 
coming to him, and oJfering him vinegar, and 
saying, If thou be the king of the Jew", 8ave 
thyself. And a Huperscription also was writ­
ten over him, ill letters of Greek. and Latin, 
and Hebrew, THIS IS THE KIXG OF THE 
JE'VS_ And one of the malefactors "'hieh 
were hanged railed on him, saying, If thou be 
Christ, save thyself and us .. But the other 
answering rebuked him, saying, Dost not 
thou fear God, soeing thou art in the &'1me 
condemnation? And we indeed justll'; for 
we recei\-e the due reward of our deeds: but 
this man hath done nothing amiss. And he 
~aid unto Jesus, Lord, rcnlcJnber 111e '''hen 
thou com est into tllY kingdom. Aud Jesus 
said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, To day 
shalt thtu be with me in pamdise. And it 
waH about the sixth hour, and there was a 
darknes" over all the earth until the ninth 
hour. And the sun \VaR darkened, and the 
veil of the temple was rent in the midst. And 
when JCSUR had cried with a loud ,"oice, he 
said, Father, into thy hands I commend my 
spirit: and having &'lid thus, he ga\~e up the 
ghost. ~ow when the centurion saw what 
was done, hc glorificd God, &'lying, Certainly 
this waR a righteous !!lan. And all the peo­
ple that ~ame together to that sight, behold­
mil' the thing" which were done, smote their 
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breasts and returned. And all his acquaint­
ance, and the women that follo~vod him 
from Galilee, stood afar off, beholdmg these 
things.

The Epistle. Heb. x. 1. 

TIlE law having a shadow of good things 
to come and not the very image of the 

things can ~eyer with those sacrifices which 
they offered year by year continually make 
the comers thereunto perfect. For then would 
they not have ceased to be offered! because 
that the worshippers once purged should have 
had no more conscience of sins. But in those 
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sacdfice~ there is a remembrance again made 
of sms every year. For it is not possible that 
the blo~ of bulls and of goats should take 
away sms. 'Vherefore when he cometh into 
the world, he Haith, Sacdfice and offering 
thou wouldest not, but a body hast thou pre­
pare~ me: in burnt offerings and sacrifices 
for sm thou hast had no pleasure. Then said 
I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is 
wl'ltten of me,) to do thy will, 0 God. Above 
whcn he said, Sacrifice and offedng and burnt 
offerings and offering for sin thou wouldest 
not, neither hadst pleasure therein' which 
arc oft'ered by tbe law: then said he Lo I 
come to do thy will, 0 God. He taketl~ away 
the first, that he may establish the second. 
By the which will we arc sanctified through 
the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once 
~or afl. And every. priest standeth daily min-
1stCrIng and offermg oftentimes the same 
sacrifices, ,vhich can never take away R.ins· 
but this man, after he had offered one sacrifice 
for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand 
of God; from henceforth expecting till his 
enemies be made his footstool. For by one 
offering he hath perfected for eyer thcm that 
are sanctified. 'Vhereof the Holy Ghost also 
is a witness to us: for aftcr that 'he had said 
before, This is the covenan t that I will make 
witJ? them after those days. saith the Lord, 
I will put my laws into thcir hearts, and in 
their minds will I write them; and their sins 
and iniquitie will I remember no more. XOI\' 
where remission of thc~e is, there is no Inore 
offering for sin. Having therefore, brethren. 
boldncss to enter into the holiest by the blood 
of Jesus, by a new and living way, which he 
)lath eonsccrated for us, through the veil, that 
1S to say, his flesh: and haYing an high priest 
over the house of God; let us draw near with 
a true heart in fnll assurance of faith, having 
our hearts sprinkled from an eYiI conscience, 
and our bodlCs washed with pure water. Let 
us hold fast the profcssion of our faith with­
out wavermg; (for he is faithful that pro­
mised;) and let us consider one another to 
provoke unto love and to good works: not 
forsaking the asscmbling of ourselves to­
gcther. as the manner of somc is; but exhort­
ing one another: and so much the more, as \'e 
see the day approaching. • 
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The Gospel. St. John xix. 1. 

PILATE therefore took Jesus, and scourged 
him. And the soldiers platted a crown 

of thorns, and put it on his head, and they 
put on him a purple robe, and said, Hail, 
King of the Jews! and they smote him with 
thcir hands. Pilate thereforc wcn t forth 
a~ain, and saith unto them, Behold, I bring 
hllll forth to you, that ye may know that I 
find no fault in him. Then came Jcsus forth, 
wearing the crown of thorns, and the purple 
robe. And Pilate saith unto them, Behold the 
man! \Vhen the chicf priests therefore and 
officers saw him. they cried out, saying, Cru­
cify him, crucify him. Pilate saith unto thcm, 
Take ye him, and crucify him: for I find no 
fault in him. The Jews answercd him, We 
have a law. and by our law he ought to die, 
because he made himsclf the Son of God. 
When Pilate therefore hcard that saying, he 
was the more afraid; and went again into the 
judgment hall, and saith unto Jesus, "'hcnee 
art thou! But Jesus gave him no answer. 
Then saith Pilate unto him, Speakest thou 
not unto me 1 knowcst thon not that I have 
power to crucify thee, and have power to 
relea~e thee! Jesus answered, Thou couldest 
have no powcr at all against mc, exccpt it 
were given thce from aboyc: thcrefore he 
that delh'ered me unto thee hath the grcater 
Rin. And from thenceforth Pilate sought to 
release him: but the Jews cried out, sayin~, 
If thou let this man go, thou art not CIP8ar S 
friend: whosoever maketh himsclf a king, 
speaketh against Cresar. \Vhcn Pilate thcre­
fore heard that saying, he brought J csns forth, 
and sat down in the judgment seat in a place 
that is called the Pavement, but in the He­
brew, Gabbatha. And it was the prepuration 
of the passover, and about the sixth hour: 
and he saith unto the Jews, Behold your 
King! But they cried out, A wav with him, 
away with him, crucify him. l'ilate saitb 
unto them, Shall I crucify your King! The 
chief priests answered, "'e have no king but 
Cresar. Then deliycred he him thcrefore unto 
them to bc crucified. And they took Jesus, 
and led him a,,·ay. And hc bearing his cross 
went forth into a place call cd thc place of a 
skull, which is called in the Hebrew Golgotha: 
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where they crucified him, and two other with 
him, on either side one, and Jesus in the 
midst. And Pilate wrote a title, and put it on 
the cross. And the writing was. JESUS OF 
NAZARETH THE KING OF THE JJ<~WS. 
This title then read many of the Jews: for the 
place where Jesus was crucified was nigh to 
the city; and it·waH written in Hehrew, and 
Greek, and Latin. Then said the ehief priests 
of the Jews to Pilate, Write not, The King ot 
the Jews; but that he said, I am King of the 
Jews. Pilate answered\ \Vhat I have written ~ 
I have written. Then t 1e soldiers, when thoy 
had crucified Jesus, took his garments, ancl 
made four parts, to every soldier a part; and 
also his coat: now the coat was without seam, 
woven from the top throughout. They Mid 
therefore among themsel \'e8, Let U8 not rend 
it. but cast lots for it, whoRe it shall be: that 
the scripture might be fulfilled, which Mith, 
They parted my raiment among them, and for 
my yesture they did cast lots. These things 
therefore the soldiers did. Now there stood 
by the cross of Jesus his mother, and his 
mother's sister, Mary the wife of Cleophas, 
and Mary Magaalene. When Jesus therefore 
AAW his mother, and the disciple standing by, 
whom he loved, he saith unto his mother, 
Woman, behold thy son! Then saith he to 
the disciple, Behold thy mother! And from 
that hour that diRciple took her unto his own 
home. After this, J eSllS kno\\ing that all 
things were now accomplished, that the scrip-
ture might be fulftlled, Raith, I thirst .• 'ow 
there was set a vessel full of vinegar: and 
they filled a spunge with vinegar, and put it 
upon hyssop, and put it to his mouth. ""hen 
Jesus therefore had received the vinegar, he 
Raid, It is ftnished: and he bowed his head, 
and gave up the ghost. The Jews therefore, 
because it was the preparation, that the bodies 
should not remain upon the cross on the sab­
bath day. (for that AAbbath day was an high 
day,) besought Pilate that their legs might be 
hroken, and that they might be taken away. 
Then came the soldiers, and brake the legs of 
the ftrst, and of the other whirh was crucified 
with him. But when they came to Jesus, and 
Haw that he was dead already, they brake not 
his legs: but one of the soldiers \\ith a spear 
pierced his side, and forthwith came there out 
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blood and water. And he that saw it bare 
record, and his record is true: and he knoweth 
that he saith true, that ye might believe. ]<'01' 
these things were done, that the scripture 
should be fulfilled, A hone of him shall not be 
broken. And again another scripture saith, 
They shall look on him whom they pierced.

And they drew nigh uu­
to the village, whither they went: and he 
made as though he would have gone further. 
But they constrained him, saying, Abide with 
us: for it is toward evening, and the day is 
far spent. And he weut in to tarry with them.

But forasmuch as he had not to 
pay, his lord commanded him to be sold, and 
his wife, and children, and all that he had, 
and payment to be made. 'fhe senant there­
forc fell down, and worshipped him, saying, 
Lord, have patience with me, and I will pay 
thee all. Then the lord of that servant was 
moved with compassion, and loose(l him, and 
forgave him the debt. But the Rame servant 
went out, and found one of his fellowRervants, 
which owed him all hundred pence: and he 
laid hands on him, and took him by the throat, 
Raying, Pay me that thou owest. And his 
fellowservant fell down at his feet, and be­
sought hin1, saying, Have patience with me, 
and I will pay thee all. And he would not: 
but went and cast him into prison, till he 
shonld pay the debt. So when his fellow­
servants saw what was done, they were very 
sorry, and came and told unto their lord all 
that was done. Then his lord, after that he 
had called him, said unto him, 0 thou wicked 
servant, I forgave thee all that debt, because 
thou desiredst me: shouldest not thou also 
have had compassion on thy fellowservant, 
even as I had pity on thee! .A nd his lord was 
wroth, and delivered him to the tormentors, 
till he should pay all that was due unto him. 
So likewise shall my hea,-enly Father do also 
unto you, if ye from your hearts forgive not 
everyone his brother their trespasses.

DEARL Y beloved, on -- day next I 
purpose, through God's assistance, to ad­

minister to all such as shall be religiously and 
devout~ disposed the most comfortable Sacra­
ment 0 the Body and Blood of Christ; to be 
by them received in remembrance of his meri­
torious Cross and Passion; whereby alone we 
obtain remission of our sins, and are made 
partakers of the Kingdom of heaven. Where­
fore it is our duty to render most humble and 
hearty thanks to Almighty God, our heavenly 
Fatber, for that he hath given his Son our 
Saviour Jesus Christ, not only to die for us, 
but also to be our spiritual food and suste­
nance in that holy Sacrament. 'Which being 
so divine and comfortable a thing to them 
who receive it worthily, and so dangerous to 
those wbo will presume to receive it un­
worthily; my duty is to exhort you, in the 
mean season to consider the dignitr of that 
holy mystery, and the great peril 0 the un· 
worthy receiving thereof; and so to search 
and examine your own consciences, (and that 
not lightly, and after the manner of dissem-
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biers with God; but so) that ye may come holy 
a.nd clean to such a heavenly Feast, in the 
marriage-garment required by God in holy 
Scripture, and be received as worthy partakers 
of that holy Table. 

Tbe way and means thereto is: First to ex· 
amine your lives and conversations by the rule 
of God's commandments; and whereinsoever 
ye shall perceive yourselves to have offended, 
either by will, word, or deed, there to bewail 
your own sinfulness, and to confess yourselves 
to Almighty God, with full purpose of amend­
ment of life. And if ye shall perceive your

that he may receive such godly counsel and 
ad vice, as may tend to the quieting of his con­
science, and the removing of all scruple and 
doubtfulness.

DEARLY belm-ed brethren, on -- I in­

Lord's Supper: unto which, in God's behalf I 
bid you all who arc here present; and beseech 
y<!u, for the Lord Jesus Christ's sake, that ye 
wIll not refuse to come thereto. being so lov­
ingly called and bidden by God bimself. Ye 
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know how grievous and unkind a thing it is 
when a man hath prepared a rich feast, decked 
his table with all kind of provision. so that 
there lacketh nothing but the guests to sit 
down; and yet they who are called (without 
any cause) most un thankfully refuse to cOllie. 
Whieh of you in such a. case would not be 
moved 1 ,\\'ho would not think a great injury 
and wrong done unto him! 'Vherefore, most 
dearly beloved in Christ, take ye good heed, 
lest ye, withdrawing yourselves from this holy 
Supper, provoke God's indignation against 
you. It is an caRr matter for a man to say, I 
will not communicate, beC<"1,use I am otherwise 
hindered with worldly busincss. But such ex­
cuscs are not so easily accepted and allowed 
b.efore God. If any man Ray, I am a grievous 
smner,and therefore am afraid to come: where­
fore then do ye not repent and amend 1 "\\'hen 
God calleth you, are yo not ashamed to sav ye 
will not come 1 "'hen ye should return to God, 
will ye excuse yourselvcs, and say ye are not 
ready I Consider earnestly with yourselves 
how little such feigned excuses wiil avail be­
fore God. Those who refused the feaRt in the 
Gospel, because they had bought a farm, or 
would try their yokes of oxen. or because they 
were Jl1arricd, were not so excused, but counted 
unworthy of the heavenlv feast. '\'herefore, 
according to mine office, I bid you in the~ame 
of God, I ("all you in Christ's behalf. I exhort 
yon,as ye ]ove your own ~a]yation. thatye,vill 
be partakers of this holy Communion. And as 
the ~on of God did vouc!1.'X"lfe to yield up his 
80ul by death upon the Cross for your &"1,lya­
tion; so it is your duty to receh-" the Com­
munion in remembrance of the sacrifice of his 
death, as he himself hath commanded: which 
if ye shall neglect to do, ("on sider with your­
selves how great is your ingratitude to God, 
and how sore puni,hment hangeth over your 
heads for the same; when ye wilfully abstain 
from the Lord's 'fable. and separate from your 
brethren, who come to feed on the banquet of 
that most heavenly food.

4 That we should not hide them from the 
children of the generationR to come : but to 

- show the bonour of the LORD, his mighty and 
wonderful works that he hath done. 

5 He made a covenant with Jacob, and gave 
17 
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Israel a law: which he commanded our;fore­
fathers to teach their children: 

6 That their posterity might know it : and 
the children whieh were yet unborn ; 

7 To the intent that when they came up : 
they might sbow their children the same: 

8 That they might put their trust in God : 
and not to forget the works of God, but to 
keep his commandments ; 

9 And not to be as their forefathers. a faith­
less and stubborn generation : a generation 
that set not their heart aright, and whose 
spirit cleaveth not stedfastly unto God; 

lO·Like as the children of Ephraim: who 
being harnessed, and carrying bows, turned 
themselves baek in the day of battle. 

n They kept not the covenant of God: and 
would not walk in his law; 

12 But forgat what he had done: and the 
wonderful works that he had showed for them. 

13 Marvellous things did he in the sight of 
our forefathers, in the land of Egypt: even in 
the field of Zoan. 

14 Hedivided the sea, and let them go through: 
he made the waters to stand on an heap. 

15 In the day·time also he led them with a 
cloud: and all the night through with a light 
of fire. 

16 He elave the hard roeks in the wilder­
ness: and gave them drink thereof, as it had 
been out of the great depth. 

17 He brought waters out of the stony roek : 
so that it gushed out like the rivers. 

18 Yet for all this they sinned more apinst 
him : and provoked the Most Highest III the 
wilderness. 

19 They tempted God in their hearts: and 
required meat for their lust. 

20 They spake against God also, saying : 
Shall God prepare a table in the wilderness? 

21 He smote the stony roek indeed, that the 
water gushed out, and the streams flowed 
withal: but can he give bread also, or provide 
flesh for his people 1 

22 When the LoRD heard this, he was wroth: 
so the fire was kindled in Jacob, and there 
came up heavy displeasure against Israel; 

23 Because they believed not in God : and 
put not their trust in his help. 

2! So he commanded the clouds above: and 
opened the doors of heaven. 
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25 He rained down manna also upon them 
fOl""to eat: and gave them food from heaven. 

26 So man did eat angels' food: for he sent 
thom meat enough. 

27 He eaused the cast·wind to blow und~r 
h~"ven : and through his power he brought ill 
the southwest-wind. . 

98 He rained flesh upon them as thick as 
d,i'Rt : and feathered fowls like as the sand <>f 

th~ H~ let it fall among their tents : even 
round about their habitation. 

30 So they did eat, and were well filled; for 
1\6 go, ve them their own desire: they were not 
disappOinted of their lust. 

31 But while the meat was yet in their 
mouths the heavy wrath of God came upon 
them and slew the wealthiest of them: yea, 
and ,inote down the chosen men that were in 

I~~e~ut for all this they sinned yet more: and 
believed not his wondrous works. 

33 Therefore their days did he consume in 
,'anity : and their years in trouble. 

3! \Vhen he slew them, they sought him: and 
turned them early. and inquired after God .. 

35 And they remembered that God was thell" 
Rtrength : and that the High God was their 
redeemer. 

36 Nevertheless, they did but flatt~r hjm 
with their mouth : and dissembled Wlth hun 
in their tongue. 

37 For their heart was not whole ,vith him: 
neithereontinued theystedfast in his covenant. 

38 But he was so merciful. that he forgave 
their misdeeds: and destroyed them '.lot. 

39 Yea many a time turned he h1s wrath 
away : and would not suffer his whole dis· 
pleasure to arise. 

40 For he considered that they were but 
lI.esb . and that they were even a wind that 
PMseth away, and <:,ometh not again.. . 

41 Many a time dId they provoke h1m ill the 
wilderness: and grieved him in the desert. 

42 They turned back, and tempted God: and 
moved the Holy One in Israel. 

43 Thev thought not of his hand: and of the 
day when he delivered them from tho hand of 
the enemy: . 

44 How he had wrought his lniracles 1Il 
Egypt: and his wonders in the field of Zoan. 
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45 He turned their waters into blood: EO 

that they might not drink of the rivers. 
46 He sent lice among them, and devoured 

them up : and frogs to destroy them. 
47 He gave their fruit unto the caterpillar: 

and their labour un to the grasshopper. 
48 He destroyed their vines with hailstones: 

and their mulberry-trees with the frost. 
49 He smote their cattle also with hailstones : 

and their flocks with hot thunderbolts. 
50 He cast upon them the furiousness of his 

wrath, anger, displeasure, and trouble : and 
sent evil angels among them. 

51 He made a way to his indignation, and 
spared not their soul from death: but gave 
their life over to the pestilence; 

52 And smote all the firstborn in Egypt: the 
most principal and mightiest in the dwellings 
of Ham, 

53 But as for his own people, he led them 
forth like sheep : and carried them in the 
wilderness like a flock. 

&! He brought them out safely, that they 
should not fear: and overwhelmed their ene­
mies with the sea. 

55 And brought them within the borders of 
his sanctuary : even' to his mountain, which 
he purchased with his right hand. 

56 He cast out the heathen also before them: 
caused their land to be divided among them 
for an heritage, and made the tribes of Israel 
to dwell in their tents. 

57 So they tempted and displeased the Most 
High God : and kept not his testimonies; 

58 But turned their backs, and fell away 
like their forefathers : starting aside like a 
broken bow. 

59 For they grieved him with their hill­
altars: and provoked him to displcasure with 
their images. 

60 When God heard this, he was wroth: and 
took sore displeasure at Israel; 

61 So that he forsook the tabernacle in Silo: 
even the tent that he had pitched among men. 

62 He delivered their power into captivity: 
and their heauty into the enemy's haml. 

63 He gave his people over also unto the 
sword: and was wroth with his inheritance. 

64 The fire consumed their young men: and 
their maidens were not given to marriage. 

65 Their priests were slain with the sword : 
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and there were no widows to make lamenta­
tion. 

66 So the Lord awaked as one out of sleep: 
and like a giant refreshed with wine. 

67 He smote his enemies in the hinder parts: 
and put them to a perpetual shame.

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to another : from one kingdom to another 
people; . 

14 He suffered no man to do them wrong: 
but reproved even kings for their sakes; 

15 Touch not mine anointed : and do my 
prophets no harm. 

16 Moreover, he called for a dearth upon the 
land: and destroyed all the provision of bread. 

17 But he had sent a man before them: even 
Joseph, who was sold to be a bond-servant; 

18 'Vhose feet they hurt in the stoeks ; the 
iron entered into his soul; 

19 Until the time came that his cause was 
known: the word of the LORD tried him. 

20 The king sent, and delivered him ; the 
prince of the people let him go free. 

21 He made him lord also of his house: and 
ruler of all his substance; 

22 That he might inform his princes after 
his will : and teach his senators wisdom. 

23 Israel also came into Egxpt : and Jacob 
was a stranger in the land of Ham. 

24 And he increased his pcople exceedingly: 
and made them stronger than their enemies; 

25 Whose heart turned so. that they hated 
his people : and dealt untruly with his ser­
vants. 

26 Then sent he Moses his servant : and 
Aaron whom he had chosen. 

27 And these showed his tokens among them: 
and wonders in the land of Ham. 

28 He sent darkness, and it was dark : and 
they were not obedient unto his word. 

29 He turned their waters into blood; and 
slew their fish. 

30 Their land brought forth frogs ; yea, 
even in their kings' chambers. 

31 He spake the word, and there came all 
manner of fiies : and lice in all their quarters. 

32 He gave tbem hailstones for raill : aml 
fiames of fire in their land. 

3.1 He smote their vines also and fig-trees: 
and destroyed the trees that were in their 
coasts. 

34 IIe spake the word, and the grasshoppers 
came, and caterpillars innumerable: and did 
eat up all the grass in their land, and devoured 
the fruit of their ground. 

35 He smote all the firstborn in their land: 
even the chief of all their strength. 

36 He brought them forth also with silver 
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and gold : there was not one feeble persoll 
among their tribes. 

37 Egypt was glad at their departing : for 
they were afraid of them.

39 At their de~ire he brought quails: and he 
filled them with the bread of heaven. 

40 He opened the rock of stone, and the 
waters flowed out: so that rivers ran in the 
dry places. 

41 For why? he remembered his holy prom· 
ise : and Abraham his serl·ant. 

42 And he brou~ht forth his people with joy: 
and his chosen With gladness; . 

13 And gave them the lands of the heathen: 
and they took the labours of the people in pos· 
session; 

44 That they might keep his statutes: and 
ob~erve his laws.

8 :\fcverthcless, he helped them for his 
Kame's Hake: that he might make his power 
to he known. . 

9 He rebuked the Red Sea also, and it was 
dried up : so he led them through the deep, as 
through a wilderness. 

10 And he saved them from the adversary's 
hand : and delivered them from the hand ot 
the enemy, 
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11 As for those that troubled them, the wa­
ters overwhelmed them: there was not one of 
them left. 

12 Then believed they his words : and sang 
praise unto him. 

13 But within a while they forgat his works: 
and would not abide his counsel. 

14 But lust came upon them in the wilder­
ness: and they tempted God in the desert. 

15 And he gave them their desire: and sent 
leanness withal into their soul. 

16 They angered Moses also in the tents: 
and Aaron the saint of the LORD. 

17 So the earth opened, and b wallowed up Da· 
than: and covered the congregation of Ahiram. 

18 And the fire was kindled in their com­
pany: the flame burnt up the ungodly. 

19 They made a calf in Horeb: and worship· 
ped the molten image. 

20 Thus they turned their glory : into the 
similitude of a calf that eateth hay. 

21 And they forgat God their Saviour: who 
had done so great things in Egypt; 

22 Wondrous works in the land of Ham: and 
fearfnl things by the Red Hea. 

23 Sohe said he would have destroyed them, 
had not Moses his chosen stood before him 
in the gap: to turn away his wrathful indlg­
nation, lest he should destroy them. 

24 Yea, they thought scorn of that pleasant 
land: and gave no credence unto his word; 

25 But murmured in their t<lnts : and heark­
ened not unto the voice of the LOUD. 

26 Then lift he up his hand against them: to 
overthrow them in the wilderncRs ; 

ZI '1.'0 cast out their seed among the nations: 
and to scatter them in the lands. 

28 They joined themselves unto Baal-peor : 
and ate the offerings ot the dead. 

29 Thus they provoked him to anger with 
their own inventions : and the plague was 
great among them. 

30 Then stood up Phinees, and prayed : and 
so the plague ceased. 

31 And that was counted untohim for right­
eousness : among all posterities for evermore. 

32 They angered him also at the waters <?f 
Rtrife : so that he punished Moses for therr 
sakes' 

33 Because they provoked his spirit: so that 
he spake unadvisedly with his lips. 
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34 Neither destroyed they the heathen : as 
the LoRD eommandeel them; 

35 But were mingled among the heathen: 
and learned their works. 

36 Insomuch that they worshipped their 
idols, which turned to their own decay: yea, 
they offered their sons and their daughters 
unto devils; 

37 And shed innocent blood, even the blood 
of their sons and of their daughters: whom 
they offered unto the idols of Canaan; and tbe 
land was defiled with blood. 

38 Thus were they stained with their own 
works: and went a whoring with their own 
inventions. 

39 Therefore was the wrath of the LORD 
kindled against his people: insomuch that 
he abhorred his own inheritance. 

40 And he gave them over into the hand of 
the heathen : and they that hated them were 
lords over them. 

41 Their enemies oppressed them : and had 
them in subjection. 

42 Many a time did he deliver them : but 
they rebelled against him with their own in­
ventions, and were brought down in their 
wickedness. 

43 Nevertheless, when he saw their adver­
sity : he heard their complaint. 

44 He thought upon his covenant, and pitied 
them, according unto the multitude of his 
mercies: yea, he made all those that led them 
away captive lo pity them. 

45 Deliver us, 0 LORD our God, and gather 
us from among the heathen: that we may give 
thanks unto thy holy Name, and make our 
boast of thy praise. 

46 Blessed be the LORD God of Israel, from 
everlasting, and world without end: And let 
all the people say. Amen.
