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REPORT. 

To the General · Convention of the Protestant Episcopal 
Church in the United States of America. 
The Joint Committee of Twenty-one appointed by 

the General Convention of 1880 to consider and to 
report, Whether the changed conditions of the national 
life do not demand "certain alterations in the Book of 
Common Prayer, in the direction of liturgical enrich­
ment and increased flexibility of use," respectfully ask 
leave to report as follows. 

In accordance with a resolution of the General Con­
vention which recommends all committees appointed 
to sit during the recess to meet, for the purpose of 
organizing, immediately after the close of the session; 
the Committee came together on the evening of 
WedneHday, the twenty-seventh day of October, 1880, 
and W:1S organized by the appointment of the Bishop 
of Connecticut :tH Chairman, and of Dr. Huntington of 
Massachusetb; as Secretary. Later, it was agreed that 
the official title of the Committee ::;hould be, TnE JOINT 
COMMITTEE ON THE BOOK OF COMMON PRAYER. 
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In a.udition to t he /lrst meeting for orga.nization, 
Uu·ee groUpR of i'eH:" i011R have been held dllriug the 
reee:-;R, OIle of the In ill J:ll1uary, 188] , :tJlotllCr ill 
OctoLer , 1882, and lI,Hot lJ e r in April, l St)3. All of 
theHe were conve ned in the city of New York , alld 
were very fully attended.
