And Note further , That in the case of a P salm 
which is divided into sections, the Minister may use 
a section or sections of such P salm.

But some man will say, How are the dead rais('d 
up 1 and with what body do they c0111e 1 Thou foolish 
une, that which t11011 sowest is not quickened, eX('lO'pt it 
die: and that which thou sow est, thou so\\'cst not 
that body that shall be, but bare grain, it may chane'e 
of wheat, or of some other grain: but God giveth 
it a body as it hath pleased him, and to every seed 
its own body. All flesh is not the same flesh: but 
there is one kind of flesh of men, another flesh of 
beasts, another of fishes, and another of birds. There 
are also celestial bodies, and bodies terrestrial: but 
the glory of the celestial is one, and the glory of the 
terrestrial is another. There is one glory of the 
sun, and another glory of the moon, and another 
glory of the stars: for one star differeth from an­
other star in glory. So also is the resurrection of 
the dead. It is sown in corruption ; it is raised in 
incorruption: it is sown in dishonour; it is raised 
in glory: it is sown in weakness ; it is raised in 
power: it is sown a natural body; it is raised a 
spiritual body. There is a natural body, and there 
is a spiritual body. And so it is written, The first 
man Adam was made a living soul; the last Adam I 
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was made a quickening spirit. Howbeit that was 
not first which is spiritual, but that which is natu­
ral; a.nd afterward that which is spiritual. The first 
man IS of the earth, earthy: the second man is the 
Lord from heavcn. As is the earthy, such are they 
also that are earthy: and as is the heavenly, such 
are they also that are heavenly. And as we have 
~orne the image of the earthy, we shall also bear the 
Image of the heavenly.

And therefore, to the intent that these Orders may be continned, and 
reverently 'Used and esteemed in this Ohurch, no man shall be ac­
counted or taken to be a lawful Bishop, Priest, or Deacon, in this 
Ohurch, or suffered to execute any of the said Functions, except he be 
called, tried, examined, and admitted thereunto, according to the 
Form hereafter following. or hath had Episcopal Oonsecration or 
Ordination. 

A1Ld none shall be admitted a Deacon, Priest, or Bishop. except he 
be of the age which the Canon in that case provided may req l.twe .

Have always therefore printed in your remem­
brance, how great a treasure is c:ommitted to your 
charge. For they are the sheep of Christ, which he 
bought with his death, and for whom he shed his 
blood. The Church and Congregation whom you must 
serve, is his Spouse, and his Body. And if it shall 
happen that the same Chureh, or any Member thereof, 
do take any hurt or hindrance by reason of your neg­
ligence, ye know the greatness of the fault, and also . 
the horrible punishment that will ensue. Wherefore 
consider with -yourselves the end of the Alinistrv 
towards the chiidren of God, towards the Spouse and 
Body of Christ; and see that ye never cease your la­
bour, your care and diligence, until ye have done all 
that lieth in you, according to your bounden duty, to 
bring all such as are or shall be committed to your 
charge, unto that agreement in the faith and knowl­
edge of God, and to that ripeness and perfectness of 
age in Christ, that there be no place left among you, 
eithcr for error in religion, or for viciousness in life. 

Forasmuch then as your Office is both of so great 
excellency, and of so great difficulty, ye see with how 
great care and study ye ought to apply yourselves, 
as well to show vourselves dutiful and thankful unto 
that Lord, who hath placed you in so high a dignity; 
as also to beware that neither you yourselves offend, 
110r be occasion that others offend. Howbeit, ye can­
not have a l1lind and will thereto of yourselves; for 
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tha t will and ability is given of God alone : therefore 
ye ought, and have need, to pray earnestly for his 
Holy Spirit. And seeing that ye cannot hy any othel' 
means compass the doing of so weighty a work, per­
taining to the salnltion of man, but with doctrine and I 
exhortatioll taken out of the Holy Scriptures, and ':' 
with a life agreeable to the same; consider how stu- _ 
dious ye ought to be in reading and learning the 
Scriptures, and in framing the mannel'S both of your­
selves, and of them that specially pertain unto you, 
according to the rule of the same Scriptures; and for 
this self-same cause, how ye onght to forsake and set 
aside, as much as ye may, all worldly cares and 
studies. 

We have good hope that ye have well weighed 
these things with yourselves, long before this time; 
and that ye have clearly determined, by God's grace, 
to give yourselves wholly to thi s Office, ",hereunto it 
hath pleased God to call you: so that, as much as lieth 
in you, ye will apply yourselves wholly to this one 
thing, and draw all your cares and studies this way; 
and that ye will continually pray to God the Father, 
by the mediation of our only Saviour J esus Christ, 
for the heavenly assistance of the Holy Ghost; that, 
by daily reading and weighing the Scriptures, ye may 
wax riper and stronger in yom Ministry; and that ye 
may so endeavour yourselves, from time to time, to 
sanctify the lives of you and yours, and to fashion 
them after the Rule and Doctrine of Christ, that yc 
may be wholesome and godly examples and patterns 
for the people to follow,

tion of the devil. Moreover he must have a good re­
port of them which are without; lest he fall into re­
proach and the snare of the devil.

FROM Miletus Paul sent to Ephesus, and called 
the elders of the church.
