THE RATIFICATION OF 
THE BOOK OF COMMON PRAYER. 

BY THE BISHOPS, THE CLERGY, AND THE LAITY OF THE 
PROTESTANT EPISCOPAL CHURCH IN THE UNITED 
STATES OF AMERICA, IN CONVENTION, THIS SIXTEENTH 
DAY OF OCTOBER. IN THE YEAR OF OUR LORD ONE 
THOUSAND SEVEN HUNDRED AND EIGHTY- NINE. 

This Convention having, in their present session, set 
forth A Book of Common Prayer, and Administratio'J of 
the Sacraments. and oilier Riles and Ceremonies oj tlte 
Church. do hereby establish the said Book: And they 
declare it to be the Liturgy of this Church: And require 
that it be received as such by all the members of the 
same: And this Book shall be in use from and after the 
First Day of October. in the Year of our Lord one thou­
iand seven hundred and ninety. 

Preface 

I T is a most inDo/uable part of that blessed "Ubnty where­
with Christ hath made us free," that in his worship dlf­

fertnt forms alld usages may without offence be ailofted 
prorlided the substance of the Faith be kept e,ttire; and that: 
H/ etJtry Church. what camlot be clearly determim!d to belong 
/0 Doc/rine must be referred to Discipline; and therefore, by 
common consent and authority, may be altered, abridged, 
{'"Iarged, amended, or otherwise disposed of. as may seem 
most comenienl for Ihe edification of Ihe People, .. accord;'lg 
to the variolts exigency of times and occasions." 

The Church of England, /0 which Ihe Protes/mlt Episco­
pal Church in these States is indebted, wider God, for her 
first foundation and a long continuance of mlrsing care and 
protection, hath, in the Preface of her Boolt of Commo" 
Prayer, laid it down as a rule, that" The particular Forms 
of Divine Worship, and the Rites and Ceremonies appoil//ed 
to be used therein. being things in their OW" nature indiffer­
ent, and alierable, and so achlOwledged; it is but reasonable 
th.t upon weighty and important considerations. according 
/0 the various exigency of times and occasions. such changes 
and alterations should be made therein. as to those that are 
in place of Authority should. from time to time, senn either 
necessary or expedient." 

The same Church hath not only in her Preface. bllt like­
wise;'1 her Articles and Homilies. declared tlte Iltcessity and 
expediency of occasional alterations a"d ame"dmmts in 
her Forms of Pllblic Worship; mId we fin d accordingly. 
Ihal. seek;'lg to keep the happy mean between too milch 
stiff,zess in refusing, and too milch easiness T'" admitting 
varia/Ions in things once advisedly established. she hath. 
in the reign of several Princes. since the first compiling of 
her Litl/rgy in the time of Edward the Sixth, upon jllst and 
weighty considerations her thereunto moving, yielded /0 make 
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vi Preface 
SlIch allerotions in somc partiCIIloTs. as in their Ttspcctirle 
times were thought com:en;enl; yet so as thallhe main botly 
and essential parts of the slime (as well ill Ihe ehiefesl 
materials. as i" Ihe frame and order thereof) haDe still bem 
continued firm ami' unshaken. 

Her ge"nol aim in these different Ttfliews mid aileTotion5 
halh been, as she further declares in her said Preface, to do 
that which, according /0 lin best understanding. might "wsl 
lend to Ihe /JrtseTtJotion of peoce and zmi/y in the Church; Ihe 
procuring 0/ reoerence, and the exciting of piety and deeo­
tion i" Ihe worship of God; ani. finally, lhe cutti"l of! 
occasion. from Ihem that seek occasi.n, of caoil or quarrel 
against her Liturgy. And allhough, according to her judg­
menl. there bl 'lOt any tiling in it contrary to tile Word of 
God, or to sound doctrine. or which a godly mmJ may 
not with a good comcience use and submit wllo, or whiC/, 
is 'lOt fairly defensible. If aI/owed such just and favourable 
constructioll as ill common equity oUlht to be allowed to 
all humml lllritings; yet upon the principles already laid 
dOllm. it camlOt but be supposed that further alterations 
would in lime be found exjJedie'lt. Accordingly, a Com mis­
sio" for a reuiew was issued in the year 1689: but this great 
a'id good work miscarried at that time; and the Civil Au­
thority has not since thougld proper 10 rerlive ~'t by any " ew 
Commissioll. 

But when i" the course of Divine Providence. these Ameri­
can Stales became indepelldent with respect to civil goveTII­
metlt, tlteir ecclesiastical independence was necessarily 
included; mid tlce different religious denom i'lations of 
Christians in these Slates were lefl tit full and equal liberty 
to model a'id organize their respective Churches. and fo rms 
of worship, and discipline, in such manner as they might 
judge most conrlenientfor their future prosperity; consistenlly 
with the constitution and laws of Iheir country. 

The aUmlion of this Church was in Ihe first place drawn 
to those alterations in the Liturgy which became necessary 
in the prayers for our Cirlil Rulers. in conseque'lCe of the 
R etlolulion. And the principal care herein was to make 
them conformable to what ought to be the proper md of all 
such prayers, tlamely, that" Rulers may have grace, wisdom , 
olld wlderstanding to execute justice. and to maiulaill

truth'" and that tile people" may lead quiet and peaceable 
lires, in all godliness ami h.onesty.". . 

But while these aUerallo,ls were In rtl/lew b.fore the 
Conrmtion, they could not but, with gratitude to GOd. 
embrace the happy occasion which was offered to them (un­
influmced and unrestrai,led by a'IY worldly authority what­
soetler) to take a further rtfliew of the Public Service, mid 
to utablish such other alterations and amendments therein 
as might be deemed expedient. 

It sums umlecessary to enumerate allihe different aUera­
tjo,1S and amt1ldments. They will appear, alld i t is to be 
hoped. the reasons of them also, upo" a comparison of this 
with the Book of ConwlO" Prayer of the Church of Eng/mid. 
III which it will (liso appear that this Church is for from 
i"temling to depart from Ihe Churci, of England i,t any 
esst1ltial point of doctrine. disciplim. or worship; or furth er 
than local circllmsiances require. 

And tlOW, this important work being brought to a ~onclu­
S;01l it is hoped the whole will be received an.d examl1led by 
e,er; true member of our Chltrch. and every si1Zce~e Chrj~ti(m . 
with a meek, candid, and charitable frame of tnmd; wdltout 
prejudice or prepossessions; seriously consideri"g what 
Christianity is , and what the truths of the Gosp'-l or!; atl~ 
eameslly beseeching Almighty God to ~ccompallY wltk ~IS 
bltssing tl/ery endeavour Jor promu,tlatmg the~J t~ tnankmd 
;" the clearest, plaintst, most affecttng and ma}eshc ma".ner. 
Jor the sake of j eslls Christ, ollr blessed Lord and SaVlollr.

For Days of Fasting and-Thanksgiving appointed by th~ Civil or 
Eccle@iastlcal Authority, and for other @pedal occasions, (or which no 
Service or Prayer hath been pto\'ided in thi! Book, th~ Bishop may 
set fort h such form or forms as he shall see fit, in which case 1I0ne other 
shall be used. 

NOTK: That in the directions for lhe scv('ml Services in this Book. 
it i9 not intended. by th~ use of any pnrticulM word denoting vocal 
utterance. to Pre!lCribe the tone or manner of their r~tation . 

THE USE OF THE PSALTER. 

IN placft whe~ it is convenient, the P&llter shall be read through 
once every month. 

The Mini!lt.er shall, on the days for which they are appointed, or on 
the eves thert'Of, u!leone or more of the Proper Psalms. aliet forth in 
the Table of Proper Psalms. 

But Non:, l1ut on other days. instead of reading from th~ Psalter 
as divided for Daily Morning and Evening Prayer. he may read one 
or mote of the Psalms for the Day. or one or mor~of the Psalms from 
the Selections set forth by this Church. 

And NOTE/lUlher, That in the case of a Psllm which is divided into 
sections. the Minist.er may use a section or sections of luch Psalm.

Table of Lessont for the Christian Year: ex~pt only those for the 
Immovable Holy DaY5. the Proper Leuons for all which days are to 
be found in the Table of Proper LeMons. 

If in any Church. upon a Sunday or Holy Day, both Morning and 
Evening Prayer be not said, the Minister may read the Lessons ap­
pointed either for Morning or for Evening Prayer. 

At Evening Prayer on Sunday, the Minister may read the Leuon 
from the Gotpelt appointed for any day of the week. in place of the 
S«ond Lesson for the Sunday. 

Upon any weekday, other than a Holy Day, the Lessonsappointed 
fClr any day in the same week may be read in place of the Lessons for 
the day. 

On Days of Fasting and Thanksgiving. especially appointed, on 0c­
casions of Ecclesiastical Conventions and of Charitable Collections. 
and on other tpedal occasions. the Minister may appoint tuch I..eS8Ona 
as he shall think fit in his di!Cretion. 

HYMNS AND ANTHEMS. 

HYMNS set forth and allowed by the authority of thi9 Church. and 
Anthems in the words of Holy Scripture or of the Book of Com_ 

mon Prayer, may be tung before and after any Office: in this Book, and 
also before and after Sermon,.

in Christ by the gospel: whereof I was made a mlntS­
teT, accordmg to the gift of the grace of God given 
unto me by the effectual working of his power. Unto me. 
who am less than the least of all saints, is this grace 
given, that I should preach among the Gentiles the un­
searchable riches of Christ; and to make all men see 
what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from thebe­
ginning of the world hath been hid in GOO, who created 
all things by Jesus Christ: to the intent that now ~nto 
the principalities and powers in heavenly places might 
be known by the church the manifold wisdom of God. 
according to the eternal pur~ which he purposed 
in Christ J esus our Lord: in whom we have boldness 
and access with confidence by the faith of him.

W HEN Jesus was born in Bethlehem of lud::ea. 
in the days of Hercx:l the king. behold. 

there came wise men from the east to Jeru­
salem. saying. Where is he that is born King 
of the Jews? for we have seen his star in the east. 
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and arecome to worship him. When Herod the king had 
heard these things. he was troubled. and all Jerusal~m 
with him. And when he had gathered all the chief 
priests and scribes of the people together. he demand~ 
of them where Christ should be born. An~ ~ey. said 
unto him In Bethlehem of Jud::ea: for thus It IS wntten 
by the p~ophet, And thou Bethlehem, in the land of 
Juda. art not the least among the princes of J uda: for out 
of thee shall cornea Governor, that shall rule my people 
Israel. Then Herod, when he had privily called the wise 
men. enquired of them diligently what time the s~raP'" 
peared. And he sent them to Bethleh~m. and saId. Go 
and search diligently for the young. child; and when ye 
have found him, bring me word agam, that I may c~me 
and worship him also. When they had heard the kmg. 
they departed; and. 10, the star, which they saw in the 
east, went before them, till it came and stoodoverwhere 
~h.e you ng child \~as. Whe~ they saw the star. they re­
JOICed withexceedmggreat JOY. And when they were come 
Into the house, they saw the young child \~ith Mary his 
mother. and fell down, and worshipped him: and wh~n 
they had opened their treasures, they presente? untohlm 
gifts; gold, and frankincense, and myrrh. And being warned 
of God inadream that they should not return to Herod. 
they departed into their own country another way.

~hystand ye here all the day idle? They say unto him, 
U\!Cause no man hath hired us. He saith unto them, Go 
Ye also into the vineyard; and whatsoever is right, that 
~all yereceive. So when even was come, the lord of the 
Vmeyard saith unto his steward, Call the labourers. 
and give them their hire, beginning from the last unto 
the first. And when they came that were hired about 
the eleventh hour, they received every man a penny. 
SUt when the first came, they su pposed that they should 
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have received more; and they likewise received. every 
man a penny .. And when they had received it, they 
murmured agamst the goodman of the house, saying, 
These last have wrought but one hour, and thou hast 
made them equal unto us, which have borne the bur­
den and heat or the day. But he answered one of them. 
and sai~, Friend, I do thee no wrong: didst not thou 
agree with me for a penny? Take that thine is, and 
go thy way: I will give unto this last. even as unto 
thee. Is it not lawful for me to do what I will with 
mine own? Is thine eye evil, because I am good? So 
the last shall be first. and the first last: for many 
be called, but few chosen.

Thrice was I beaten with rods, once was I 
stoned, thrice I suffered Shipwreck. a night and a 
day I have been in the deep; in journeyings often, in 
perils of waters, in perils of robbers. in penIs by mine 
own countrymen, in perils by the heathen, in perils 
in the city. in perils in the wilderness. in perils in thE­
sea, in perils among false brethren; in wearines.<; and 
painfulness, in watchings often, in hunger and thirst, 
In fastings often, in cold and nakedness. Beside those 
things that are without, that which cometh upon me 
daily. the care of all the churches. Who is weak. and I 
am not weak? who is ofTended. and I bum not? If I must 
~eeds glory, I will glory of the things which concern mine 
Infimll ties. The Cod and Father of our Lord JesusChrist. 
which is blessed for evermore, knoweth that I lie not.

\ i"{ THEN much people were gathered together. and 

r V were come to him out of every city, he spake 
by a parable: A sower went out to sow his seed: and 
as he sowed, some fell by the way-side; and it was 
tnxlden down, and the fowls of the air devoured it.

They on the rock are they, which, when 
they hear, receive the word with joy; and these have 
no root. which for a while believe, and in time of 
temptation fall away. And that which fell among 
thorns are they, WhiCh, when they have heard. go 
forth, and are choked with cares and riches and 
pleasures of this life, and bring no fruit to perfection. 
But that on the gcxxl ground are they. which in an 
honest and good heart. having heard the word, keep 
it. and bring forth fruit with patience.

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.' th in the truth· beareth all things, believeth all rejOICe , 1 hin eh ' t 
things, hopeth all things, endureth al t gs.. an y 
never faileth: but whether there be prophecIes, they 
shall fail' whether there be tongues, they shall cease : 

For 
we know in part, and we prophesy in pa~. ~u~ when 
that which is perfect is come, then tha~ whIch IS m part 
shall be done away. When I was a chtld, I spa~e as a 
child I understood as a child, I thought as a ch1id: but 
whe~ I became a man, I put away childish things. For 
now we see throughaglass, darkly; but then face to face : 
now I know in part; but then shall I know even as ~lso 
I am known. And now abideth faith, hope. chanty. 
these three; but the greatest of these is charity.

When the unclean 
spirit is gone out of a man, he walketh through dry 
places, seeking rest; and finding none, he saith. I will 
return unto my house whence I came out. And when 
he cometh, he findeth it swept and garnished. Then 
goeth he, and taketh to him seven other spirits more 
wicked than himself; and they enter in, and dwell 
there: and the last state of that man is worse than the 
first . And it came to pass, as he spake these things, a 
certain woman of the company lifted up her voice, 
and said unto him, Blessed is the womb that bare thee.

Which 
things are an allegory: for these are the two covenants; 
the one from the mount Sinai, which gendereth to 
bondage, which is Agar. For this Agar is mount Sinai 
in Arabia, and answereth to Jerusalem which now 
is, and is in bondage with her children. But Jerusalem 
which is above is free, which is the mother of us all. 
For it is written, Rejoice. thou barren that bearest 
not : break forth and cry. thou that travailest not: 
for the desolate hath many more children than she 
which hath an husband. Now we. brethren, as Isaac 
was, are the children of promise. But as then he 
that was oorn after the flesh persecuted him that was 
born after the Spirit. even so it is now. Nevertheless 
what saith the scripture? Cast out the bondwoman 
and her son: for the son of the bondwoman shall not 
be heir with the son of the freewoman. So then, breth­
ren, we are not children of the bondwoman, but of the 
free.

US went over the sea of Galilee. which is the sea 

of Tiberias. And a great multitude followed him, 
use they saw his miracles which he did on them 

~t were diseased. And Jesus went up into a moun­
tain, and there he sat with his disciples. And the pass­
~ver, a feast of the Jews, was nigh. When Jesus then 
hfted up his eyes. and saw a great company come 
unto him, he saith unto Philip, Whence shall we buy 
bread. that these may eat? And this he said to prove 
him: for he himself knew what he would do. Philip 
~nswered him, Two hundred pennyworth of bread 
IS not sufficient for them, that every one of them 
~ay take a little. One of his disciples, Andrew, 
Simon Peter's brother, saith unto him, There is a 
lad here, which hath five barley loaves, and two small 
fiShes: but what are they among so many? And 
Jesus said, Make the men sit down. Now there was

much grass in the place. So the men sat down. in 
number 300Ut five thousand. And Jesus took the 
loaves; and when he had given thanks. he distributed 
to the disciples, and the disciples to them that were 
set down; and likewise of the fishes as much as they 
would. When they were filled, he said unto his dis­
cipl~. Gather up the fragments that remain, that 
nothmg be lost. Therefore they gathered them to­
gether, and filled twelve baskets with the fragments 
of the five barley loaves. which remained over and 
above unto them that had eaten. Then those men. 
when they had seen the miracle that Jesus did said. 
This is of a truth that prophet that should com~ into 
the world.

hen said the Jews unto him, Thou art not yet fifty 
r~rsold, and hast thou seen Abraham? Jesus said unto 
\I,> em. Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before Abraham 
J as, I am. Then took they up stones to cast at him: but 
esus hid himself, and went out of the temple.

being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, 
and became obedient unto death, even the death of 
the cross. Wherefore God also hath highly exalted 
him, and given him a name which is above ever'! 
name: that at the name of Jesus every knee shoul(t 
bow, o( things in heaven, and things in earth, and 
things under the earth; and that every tongue should 
confess that Jesus Christ is Lord. to the glory of c;od 
the Father. 

The Gospel. St. Matthew xxvii. I. 

W HEN the morning was come, all the chief priests 
and elders of the people took counsel againstJestl' 

to put him todeath:and when they had bound him, they 
ledhimaway,anddeliveredhimtoPontiusPilatethego"· 
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ernor. Then Judas, which had betrayed him, when he 
saw that he was condemned, repented himself, and 
brought again the thirty pieces of silver to the chief 
priests and elders, saying, I have sinned in that I have 
betrayed the innocent blcxxl. And they said, What is 
that to us? see thou to that. And he cast down the 
pieces of silver in the temple, and departed, and went 
and hanged himself. And the chief priests took the 
silver pieces, and said, It is not lawful (or to put them 
into the treasury, because it is the price of blood. 
And they took oounsel. and bou~ht with them the 
potter's field, to bury strangers m. Wherefore that 
field was called. The field of blood. unto this day. 
Then was fulfilled that which was spoken by Jeremy 
the prophet. saying. And they took the thirty piece. 
of silver, the pnce of him that was valued, whom they 
of the children of Israel did value; and gave them (or 
the potter's field, as the Lord appointed me. And Jesus 
s~ood before the governor: and the governor asked 
him, saying, Art thou the King of the Jews? And Jesus 
said unto him, Thou sayest. And when he was accused 
of the chief priests and elders, he answered nothing. 
Then said Pilate unto him, Hearest thou not how 
many things they witness a~inst thee? And he an­
swered him to never a word; msomuch that the gover­
nOr marvelled greatly. Now at that feast the governor 
was wont to refease unto the people a prisoner, whom 
they would. And they had then a notable prisoner, 
called Barabbas. Therefore when they were gathered to­
gether, Pilate said unto them, Whomwill yethat I release 
Unto you? Barabbas, or Jesus which is called Christ? 
Korheknew that for envy they had delivered him. When 
~was set down on the judgment-seat,his wife sent unto 

~Irn.saying, Havethounothingtodowith that justman: 
Or I have suffered many things this day in a dream be­

cause of him. But the chief priests and elders persuaded 
the multitude that they should ask Barabbas, and 
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destroy Jesus. The governor answered and said unto 
them, Whether of the twain will ye that I release unto 
you?Theysaid, Barabbas. Pilatesaith unto them, What 
shall I do then with Jesus which is called Christ? They 
all say unto him, Let him be crucified. And the gover. 
nor said. Why. what evil hath he done? But they cried 
out the more, saying. Let him be crucified. When Pi­
late saw that he could prevail nothing. but that rather 
a tumult was made, he took water, and washed his 
hands before the multitude, saying. I am innocent 01 
the blood of this just person: see ye to it. Then an­
swered all the people, and said. His blood be on us, and 
on our children. Then released he Barabbas unto them: 
and when he had scourged Jesus, he delivered him to 
be crucified. Then the soldiers of the governor took 
Jesus into the common hall, and gathered unto him 
the whole band of soldiers. And they stripped him, and 
put on him a scarlet robe. And when they had platted a 
crown or thorns, they put it upon his head, and a reed 
in his right hand: and they bowed the knee befoft 
him, and mocked him, saying, Hail, King of the Jewsl 
And they spit upon him. and took the reed, and smote 
him on the head. And after that they had mocked hi~. 
they took the robe off from him, and put his own rat­
ment on him, and led him away to crucify him. And 
they came out, they found a man of Cyrene, Simon 
name: him they compelled to bear his cross. And 
they were come unto a place called Golgotha, that is to 
say. a place of a skull, they gave him vinegar to dri nk 
mmgled with gall: and when he had tasted thereof, ~e 
would not drink. And they crucified him, and parted hi! 
garments, casting lots: that it might be fulfilled whicb 
was spoken by the prophet, They parted my garment' 
among them, and upon my vesture did they cast lots. 
And sitting down they watched him there; and set 
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up over his head his accusation written, THIS IS 
JESUS THE KING OF THE JEWS. Then were 
there two thieves crucified with him. one on the right 
hand, and another on the left. And they that passed 
by reviled him, wagging their heads, and saying, Thou 
that destroyest the temple, and buildest it in three 
days, save thyselr. If thou be the Son of God, come 
down from the cross. Likewise also the chief priests 
mocking him, with the scribes and elders, sald, He 
saved others; himself he cannot save. If he be the 
King of Israel, let him now come down from the cross, 
and we will believe him. He trusted in God; let him 
deliver him now. if he will have him: for he said, I am 
the Son of God. The thieves also, which were crucified 
with him, cast the same in his teeth. Now from the 
sixth hour there was darkness over all the land unto 
the ninth hour. And about the ninth hour Jesus cried 
with a loud voice, saying, Eli. Eli, lama sabachthani? 
that is to say, My God, my God, why hast thou for­
saken me? Some of them that stood there, when they 
heard that, said. This man cal1eth for Elias. And 
straightway one of them ran , and took a spunge, and 
fi~led it with vinegar, and put it on a reed. and gave 
hIm to drink. The rest said. Let be, let us see whether 
Elias will come to save him. Jesus, when he had cried 
again with a loud voice, yielded up the ghost. And, 
behold. the veil of the temple was rent in twain from 
the top to the bottom; and the earth did quake, and 
the rocks rent; and the graves were opened; and many 
bodies of the saints which slept arose, and came out of 
~egravesafter his resurrection, and went into the holy 
CIty. and appeared unto many . Now when the centurion, 
and they that were with him, watChing Jesus. saw the 
earthquake, and those things that were done, they 
feared greatly, saying, Truly this was the Son of God. 
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Monday before Easter.

Look down from heaven, and behold 
from the habitation of thy holiness and of thy ~lory:

Doubtless thou art our father, though 
Abraham be ignorant of us, and Israel acknowledge 
us not: thou, 0 LoRD. art our father, our redeemer;

And he taketh with 
him Peter and James and John, and began to be sore 
amazed, and to be very heavy; and saith unto them, 
My soul is exceeding sorrowful unto death: tarry ye 
here, and watch. And he went forward a little. and 
f~U on the ground. and prayed that. if it were JX>S­
ruble. the hour might pass from him. And he said. 
Aoba, Father, all things are possible unto thee; take 
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away this cup from me: nevertheless not what I will. 
but what thou wilt. And he cometh, and findeth them 
sleeping, and saith unto Peter, Simon, sleepest thou?

behold. the Son of man is betrayed into the hands of 
sinners. Rise up, let us go; 10, he that betrayeth me is 
at hand. And immediately. while he yet spake. cometh 
Judas. one of the twelve, and with him a great multi­
tude with swords and staves, from the chief priests and 
the scribes and the elders. And he that betrayed him 
had given them a token, saying, Whomsoever I shall 
kiss, that same is he; take him, and lead him away 
safely. And as soon as he was come, he goeth straight­
way to him, and saith, Master. master; and kiSsed 
him. And they laid their hands on him, and took him. 
And one of them that stood by drew a sword, and 
smote a servant of the high priest. and cut off his ear. 
And Jesus answered and said unto them, Are ye come 
out, as against a thief, with swords and \vith staves, to 
take me? I was daily with you in the temple teaching, 
and ye took me not: but the scriptures must be ful ­
filled. And they all forsook him, and fled. And there fol­
lowed him a certain young man, having a linen cloth 
cast about his naked body; and the young men laid 
hold on him: and he left the linen cloth, and fled from 
them naked. And they led Jesus away to the high 
priest: and with him were assembled all the chief priests 
and the elders and the scribes. And Peter followed him 
afar off, even into the palace of the high priest: and he 
sat with the servants, and warmed himself at the fire.

And when Herod saw Jesus, he was exceeding 
glad: for he was desirous to see him of a long season. 
because he had heard many things of him; and he 
hoped to have seen some mIracle done by him. Then 
hequestioned with him in many words; but heanswered 
him nothing. And the chief priests and scribes stood 
and vehemently accused him. And Herod with his 
men of war set him at nought. and mocked him, and 
arrayed him in a gorgeous robe, and sent him again to 
Pilate. And the same day Pilate and Herod were made 
friends together: for before they were at enmity be­
tween themselves. And Pilate, when he had called 
together the chief priests and the rulers and the 
people, said unto them, Ye have brought this man 
Unto me, as one that perverteth the people: and, be­
hold , I, having examined him before you, have found 
no fault in this man touching those things whereof ye 
accuse him: no. nor yet Herod: for I sent you to him; 
~d , la, nothing worthy of death is done unto him. I 
Will therefore cnastise him, and release him. (For of 
necessity he must release one unto them at the feast.) 
And they cried out all at once, saying, Away with this 
rnan, and release unto us Barabbas: (who for a certain 
~ition made in the city, and for murder, was cast into 
Posen.) Pilate therefore, willing to release Jesus, spake 
again to them. But they cried, saying, Crucify him. crn· 
Clfy him. And he said unto them the third bme, Why, 
What evil hath he done? I have found no cause of deathm 
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him: I will therefore chastise him, and let him go. And 
they were instant with loud voices, requiring that he 
might be crucified. And the voices of them and of the 
chief priests prevailed. And Pilate gave sentence that 
it should be as they required. And he released 
them him that for sedition and murder was cast into 
prison, whom they had desired; but he delivered JesUi 
to their will. And as they led him away, they laid 
hold upon one Simon. a Cyrenian, coming out of the 
country. and on him they laid the cross, that he might 
bear it after Jesus. And there followed him a great 
company of people, and of women, which also bewailed 
and lamented hIm. But Jesus turning unto them said, 
Daughters of Jerusalem, weep not for me, but 
(or yourselves, and for your children. For, behold, the 
days are coming. in the which they shall say. Blessed 
are the barren, and the wombs that never bare, and 
the paps which never gave suck. Then shall they begin 
to say to the mountams, Fall on us; and to the hills. 
Cover us. For if they do these things in a green tree. 
what shall be done in the dry? And there were also 
two other, malefactors, led with him to be put to 
death. And when they were come to the place which 
is called Calvary, there they crucified him. and tht 
malefactors, one on the right hand. and the other 
on the left. Then said Jesus, Father. forgive them; for 
they know not what they do. And they parted hiS 
~iment, and cast lots. And the people stood behold­
mg. And the rulers also with them derided him, say­
ing. He saved others; let him save himself, if he be 
Christ, the chosen of God. And the soldiers also mocked 
him, coming to him, and offering him vinegar, and say" 
ing, If thou be the king of the Jews, save thyself. And' 
superscription also was written over him, In letters of 
Greek, and Latin, and Hebrew, THIS IS THE KING 
OF THE JEWS. And oneof the malefactors which were 
hanged railed on him, saying, If thou be Christ, sa¥e 
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thyself and us. But the other answe.ring rebuke~ him, 
saying. Dost not ~hou fear God,. seemg ~hou art In the 
same condemnatton? And we mdeed Justly; for we 
receive the due reward of our deeds: but this man hath 
done nothing amiss. And he said unto Jesus, Lord, 
remember me when thou eornest into thy kingdom. 
And Jesus said unto him. Verily I say unto thee, To-­
day shalt thou be with me in paradise. And it was 
about the sixth hour. and there was a darkness over 
all the earth until the ninth hour. And the sun was 
darkened, and the veil of the temple was rent in the 
midst . And when Jesus had cried with a loud voice. he 
said, Father, into thy hands I commend my spirit: 
and having said thus. he gave up the ghost. Now 
When the centurion saw what was done, he glorified 
God, saying, Certainly this was a righteous man. And 
all the people that carne together to that sight, b~­
holding the things which were done, smote thelr 
breasts, and returned. And all his acquaintance, and 
the women that followed him from Galilee, stood afar 
off, beholding these things.

NOW before the feast of the passover, when Jesu!S 
knew that his hour was come that he should de· 

part out of this world unto the Father, having loved 
his own which were in the world, he loved them unto 
the end. And supper being ended, the devil having now 
Put into the heart of Judas Iscariot, Simon's son, to be­
tray him; Jesus knowing that the Father had given all 
things into his hands, and that he was come from God, 
and went to God; he riseth from supper, and laid

Simoa 
Peter saith unto him, Lord, not my feet only, but 
also my hands and my head. Jesus saith to him, He 
that is washed needeth not save to wash his feet, but 
is clean every whit: and ye are clean, but not all. 
he knew who should betray him; therefore said h~ 
Ye are not alJ clean. So after he had washed thed' 
feet. and had taken his garments. and was set 
again, he said unto them, Know ye what I 
to you? Ye call me Master and Lord: and 
well; for SO I am. If I then, your Lord and Master,:! 
have washed your feet; ye also ought to 
another's feet. For I have given you an example, 
ye should do as I have done to you.

Sacrifice and 
Offering 'and bumt~fferings and offering fo~ sin tl~ou 
wouldest not, neither hadst pleasure therem; whIch 
are Offered by the law; then said he. Lo. I come to 
do thy will, 0 God: he taketh away the first, that he 
may establish the second. By the whIch WIll we are 
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sanctified through the offering of the body of hold, I bring him forth to you, that ye may know that 
Christ once for all. And every priest standeth I find no fault in him. Then came Jesus forth, wearing 
ministering and offering oftentimes the same sacri'fi"';lI the crown of thoms, and the purple robe. And Pilate 
which can never take away sins: but this saith unto them, Behold the man!

And certain of them which 
were with- us went to the sepulchre. and found it 
even so as the women had said: but him they saw 
not. Then he said unto them. 0 fools. and slow of 
heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken: 
OUght not Christ to have suffered these things. and 
to enter into his glory? And beginning at Moses 
and all the prophets. he expounded unto them in 
~l the scriptures the things concerning himself. 

nd they drew nigh unto the village, whIther they 
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went: and he made as ~hough. he w~uld haye gone 
further. But they constramed him, saymg. Abide with 
us: for it is toward evening. and the day is far spent 
And he went in to tarry with them. And it came to 
pass, as he sat at meat with them, he took bread. 
and blessed it, and brake, and gave to them. And their 
eyes were opened, and they knew him; and he vanished 
out of their sight. And they said one to another, Did 
not our heart bum within us, while he talked with \II 
by the way, and while he opened to us the scriptures? 
And they rose up the same hour, and returned to 
Jerusalem, and found the eleven gathered together, 
and them that were with them, saying, The Lord is 
risen indeed, and hath appeared to Simon.

For theY 
that dwell at Jerusalem, and their rulers, because 
they knew him not. nor yet the voices of the prophet! 
WhICh are read every sabbath day, they have fulfilled 
them in condemning him. And though they found 
no cause of death In him, yet desired they Pilate 
that he should be slain. And when they had fulfi lled 
all that was written of him. they took him doWfl 
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from the tree, and laid him in a sepulchre. But God 
raised him from the dead: and he was seen many days 
of them which came up with him from Galilee to 
Jerusalem, who are his witnesses unto the people. And 
we declare unto you glad tidings. how that the prom­
ise which was made unto the fathers. God hath ful­
filled the same unto us their children, in that he hath 
raised up Jesus again; as it is also written in the second 
psalm. Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten 
thee. And as concerning that he raised him up from 
the dead, now no more to return to corruption, he 
said on this wise, I will give you the sure mercies of 
David. Wherefore he saith also in another psalm, 
~hou shalt not sufTer thine Holy One to see corrup­
bon. For David, after he had served his own genera­
tion by the will of God. fell on sleep, and was laid 
unto his fathers, and saw corruption: but he, whom 
God raised again, saw no corruption. Be it known unto 
you therefore, men and brethren, that through this 
man is preached unto you the forgiveness of sins: 
an~ by him all that believe are justified from all 
thlllgS, from which ye could not be justified by the 
law of Moses. Beware therefore, lest that come 
upon you, which is spoken of in the prophets; Behold, 
ye d~pisers, and wonder, an~ perish: for. I work. a 
Work In your days. a work whIch ye shall 10 no WlSe 

believe, though a man declare it unto you. 

The Gospel. St. Luke xxiv. 36. 

JRSUS himself stood in the midst of them, and 
. saith unto them. Peace be unto you. But they 

""ere terrified and affrighted. and supposed that 
they had seen a spirit. And he said unto them, Why 
hre ye troubled? and why do thoughts arise in your 
I earts?

Neither murmur ye. as some of them also 
murmured. and were destroyed of the destroyer. Now 
aU these things happened unto them for ensamples: 
and they are written for our admonition, uiX>n whom 
the ends of the world are come. Wherefore let him 
that thinketb he standeth take heed lest he fall . 
'there hath no temptation taken you but such as is 
COmmon to man: but God is faithful. who will not 
~lTer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but 
WIU with the temptation also make a way to escape. 
that ye may be able to bear it.

] ESUSsaid, A certain man had twooons:and the younger

of them said to his father, Father, givemetheportion 

o gOOds that falleth to me. And he divided unto them his

JESUS spake this parable unto certain which trusted 
in themselves that they were righteous. and de· 

Spised others: Two men went up into the temple to 
pray ; the one a Pharisee, and the other a publican. 
The Pharisee stood and prayed thus with himself, 
God. 1 thank thee. that I am not as other men are, 
~xtortioners, unjust, adulterers. or even as this pub· 
hean. I fast twice in the week. I give tithes of all that 
I possess. And the publican, standing afar off, would 
not lift up so much as his eyes unto heaven, but smote 
upon his breast, saying, God be merciful to me a 
~1nner. I tell you, this man went down to his house 
Justified rather than the other: for everyone that 
exalteth himself shall be abased; and he that humbleth 
himself shall be exalted.

the coasts of Decapolis. And they bring unto him 
one that was deaf. and had an impediment in his 
speech; and they beseech him to put his hand upo~ 
him. And he took him aside from the mulU­
tude, and put his fingers into his ears, and 
he spit, and touched his tongue; and looking up to 
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heaven. he sighed, and saith unto him, .Ephphatha, 
that is, Be opened. And straightway hIS ears were 
opened, and the string of his tongue was loosed. and 
he spake plain. And he charged them that they should 
tell no man: but the more he charged them. so much 
the more a great deal they published it; and were 
beyond measure astonished. saying. He hath done all 
thtngs well: he maketh both the deaf to hear, and 
the dumb to speak.

Fc;>r If the mhentan~e 
be of the law, it is no more of promIse: but Gcxl gave It 
to Abraham by promise. Wherefore then. serve~h the 
law? It was added because of transgressions, tlll the 
seed should come to whom the promise was made; and 
it was ordained by angels in the hand of a m~iator. 
Now a mediator is notamediatorof one, but God IS one. 
ls the law then against the promises of 9od? God for­
bid: for if there had been a law given which could have 
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given life, verily righteousness should have been by 
the law. But the scripture hath concluded all under 
sin , that the promise by faith of Jesus Christ might 
be given to them that believe. 

The Gospel. St. Luke x. 23. 

BLESSED are the eyes which see the things that ye 
see: for I tell you, that many prophets and kings 

have desired to see those things which ye see, and 
have not seen them; and to hear those things which ye 
hear, and have not heard them. And, behold, a certain 
lawyer stood up. and tempted him, saying, Master, 
what shall I do to inherit eternal life? He said unto 
him. What is written in the law? how readest thou? 
And he answering said, Thou shalt love the Lord thy 
God with all thy heart. and with all thy soul, and with 
all thy strength, and with all thy mind; and thy 
neighbour as thyself. And he said unto him. Thou hast 
answered right : this do, and thou shalt live. But he. 
willing to justiry himself. said unto Jesus, And who is 
my neighbour? And Jesus answering said, A certain 
man went down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell 
among thieves, which stripped him of his raiment, 
and wounded him. and departed, leaving him half 
dead. And by chance there came down a certain priest 
that way: and when he saw him, he passed by on the 
other side. And likewise a Levite. when he was at 
the place. came and looked on him, and passed 
by on the other side. But a certain Samaritan. as 
he journeyed, came where he was: and when he saW 
him, he had compassion on him, and went to him, 
and bound up his wounds, pouring in oil and wine. 
and set him on his own beast, and brought him to 
an inn, and took care of him. And on the morrow when 
he departed. he took out two pence, and gave them to 
the host, and said unto him, Take care of him; and 
whatsoever thou spendest more, when I come again, I 
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will repay thee. Which now of these three, thinkest 
thou. was neighbour unto him that fell among the 
thieves? And he said, He that shewed mercy on him. 
Then said Jesus unto him, Go, and do thou likewise.

No man can serve two masters: for either he will

Ye cannot serve 
God and mammon. Therefore I say unto you, Be not 
anxious for your life. what ye shall eat, or what ye 
shall drink; nor yet for your body, what ye shall put 
on. Is not the liCe more than the food, and the body 
than the raiment? Behold the birds of the heaven,

Are not ye of much more value than they? And which 
of you by being anxious can add one cubit unto the 
!l1easure of his life? And why are ye anxious concern­
Ing raiment? Consider the lilies of the field, how they 
grow ; they toil not, neither do they spin: yet I say 
Unto you, that even Solomon in all his glory was not 
arrayed like one of these. But if God doth so clothe 
~e grass of the field, which to-day is, and to-morrow 
IS cast into the oven, shall he not much more clothe 
you , 0 ye of little faith? Be not therefore anxious, 
saying. What shall we eat? or, What shall we drink? 
Or. Wherewithal shall we be clothed? For after all 
these things do the Gentiles seek: for your heavenly 
~ather knoweth that ye have need of all these things. 

Ul seek ye first his kingdom, and his righteousness; 
and all these things shall be added unto you. Be n?t 
~~erefore anxious for the morrow: for the morro~ will 
ue. anxious for itself. Sufficient unto the day IS the 
eVil thereof.

Let him that stole 
steal no more: but rather let him labour, working 
with his hands the thing which is good, that he may 
have to give to him that needeth. Let no corrupt 
co~mu!lication proceed out of your mouth. but that 
wl.u~h IS good to the use of edifying, that it may 
mlnlster grace unto the hearers. And grieve not the 
holy Spint of God, whereby ye are sealed unto the 
day of redemption. Let all bitterness, and wrath. and 
anger. and cI:3ID0ur, an~ evil speaking, be put away 
from you, WIth all malice: and be ye kind one to 
another, tender-hearted. forgiving one another, e.,eII 
as God for Christ's sake hath forgiven you.

J~US. enter~ intoaship.and passed over, and camt 
mtohls own CIty. And. behold. they brought to hiIll'

And when the king came III 
to see the guests, he saw there a man which had not 
on a wedding-garment: and he saith unto him, Friend. 
how earnest thou in hither not having a wedding· 
garment? And he was speechless. Then said the king 
to the servants, Bind him hand ::Ind foot and take 
him away, and cast him into outer dark~ess' there 
shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth. For'many 
are called, but few are chosen.

But 
they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Esaias saith, 
Lord. who hath believed our report? So then faith 
cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. 
But I say, Have they not heard? Yes verily, their 
sound went into all the earth, and their words unto 
the ends of the world. But I say, Did not Israel know? 
First Moses saith, I will provoke you to jealousy by 
them that are no people. and by a foolish nation I 
will anger JOu. But Esaias is very bold, and saith, 
I was faun of them that sought me not; I was made 
manifest unto them that asked not after me. But to 
Israel he saith, All day long I have stretched forth 
my hands unto a disobedient and gainsaying people.

and he fell to the earth, and heard a voice saying 
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unto him, Saul. Saul, why persecutest thou me? And he 
said. Who art thou, Lord? And the Lord said. I am 
Jesus whom thou fK:rsecutest: it is hard for thee to 
kick against the pncks. And he trembling and aston­
ished said. Lord. what wilt thou have me to do? And 
the Lord said unto him, Arise, and go into the city. and 
it shall be told thee what thou must do. And the men 
which journeyed with him stood speechless, hearing a 
voice, but seeing no man. And Saul arose from the 
earth; and when his eyes were opened, he saw no man: 
but they led him by the hand. and brought him into 
Damascus. And he was three days without sight, and 
neither did eat nor drink. And there was a certain 
disciple at Damascus, named Ananias; and to him said 
the Lord in a vision, Ananias. And he said, Behold. I 
am here, Lord. And the Lord said unto him, Arise, and 
go into the street which is ealled Straight, and en­
quire in the house of Judas for one called Saul, of 
Tarsus: for, behold, he prayeth. and hath seen in a 
vision a man named Ananias coming in, and putting 
his hand on him, that he might receive his sight. Then 
Ananias answered. Lord. I have heard by many of this 
man, how much evil he hath done to thy saints at 
Jerusalem: and here he hath authority from the chief 
priests to bind all that call on thy name. But the 
Lord said unto him, Go thy way: (or he is a chosen 
vessel unto me. to bear my name before the Gentiles. 
and kings. and the children of Israel : for I will 
shew him how great things he must suffer for my 
name's sake. And Ananias went his way. and entered 
into the house; and putting his hands on him said, 
Brother Saul. the Lord. even Jesus, that appeared unto 
thee in the way as thou earnest, hath sent me. that thou 
mightest receive thy sight. and be filled with the Holy 
Ghost. And immediately there fell from his eyes as It 
had been scales: and he received sight forthwith. and 
arose, and was baptized.. And when hehad received meat. 
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he was strengthened. Then was Saul certain days with 
Ute disciples which were at Damascus. And straight­
way he preached Christ in the synagogues. that he is 
the Son of God.

18 To deliver their soul from death, • and to feed 
them in the time of dearth. 

19 Our soul hath patiently tarried for the LoRD; • 
for he is our help and our shield. 

20 For our heart shall rejoice in him; • because 
We have hoped in his holy Name. 
. 21 Let thy merciful kindness, 0 LoRD, be upon us,· 

like as we do put our trust in thee. 
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Psalm 34. Benedicam Dominum. 

I WILL alway give thanks unto the LoRD; • his 
praise shall ever be in my mouth. 

2 My soul shall make her boast in the Lmm; • 
the humble shall hear thereof, and be glad. 

3 0 praise the LORD with me, • and let us magnify 
his Name together. 

4 1 sought the LORD. and he heard me; • yea, he 
delivered me out of all my fear. 

5 They had an eye unto him, and were lightened;· 
and their faces were not ashamed. 

6 Lo, the poor crieth, and the LoRD heareth him; • 
yea, and saveth him out of all his troubles. 

7 The angel of the LORD tarrieth round about them 
that fear him, • and delivereth them. 

8 0 taste, and see, how gracious the LORD is: • 
blessed is the man that trusteth in him. 

9 0 fear the LORD, ye that are his saints; • for they 
that fear him lack nothing. 

10 The lions do lack, and suffer hunger; • but they 
who seek the LORD shall want no manner of thing that 
is good. ' 

II Come, ye children, and hearken unto me; • I 
will teach you the fear of the LORD. 

12 What man is he that lusteth to live, • and would 
fain see good days? 

13 Keep thy tongue from evil, • and thy lips, that 
they speak no guile. 

14 Eschew evil, and do good; • seek peace, and 
ensue it. 

IS The eyes of the LORD are over the righteous, • 
and his ears are open unto their prayers. 

16 The countenance of the LORD is against thelTl 
that do evil, • to root out the remembrance of them 
from the earth. 
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17 The righteous cry, and the loRD heareth them, • 
and delivereth them out of all their troubles. 

18 The LORD is nigh unto them that are of a 
contrite heart, • and will save such as be of an humble 
spirit. 

19 Great are the troubles of the righteous; • but 
the loRD delivereth him out of all. 

20 He keepeth all his bones, • so that not one of 
them is broken. 

21 But misfortune shall slay the ungodly; • and 
they that hate the righteous shall be desolate. 

22 The LORD delivereth the souls of his servants; • 
and all they that put their trust in him shall not be 
destitute.

10 All my bones shall say. LORD, who is like unto 
thee, who deliverest the poor from him that is too 
strong for him; • yea. the poor, and him that is in 
misery. from him that spoileth him? 

11 False witnesses did rise up: • they laid to my 
charge things that I knew not. 

12 They rewarded me evil for good, • to the great 
discomfort of my soul. 

13 Nevertheless. when they were sick, I put on 
sackcloth, and humbled my soul with fasting; • and 
my prayer shall turn into mine own bosom. 

14 I behaved myself as though it had been my 
friend or my brother; • I went heavily, as one that 
mourneth for his mother. 

15 But in mine adversity they 'ejoiced, and 
gathered themselves together; • yea, the very abjects 
came together against me unawares, making mouths 
at me. and ceased not. 

16' With the flatterers were busy mockers, • who 
gnashed upon me with their teeth. 

17 Lord, how long wilt thou look upon this? • 0 
deliver my soul from the calamities which they bring 
on me, and my darling from the lions. 

18 So will I give thee thanks in the great congre­
gation; • I will praise thee among much people. 

19 0 let not them that are mine enemies triumph 
over me ungodly; • neither let them wink. with their 
eyes. that hate me without a cause. 
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20 And why? their communing is not for peace; • 

but they imagine deceitful words against them that 
are quiet in the land. 

21 They gaped upon me with their mouths, and 
said .• Fie on thee! fie on thee! we saw it with our eyes. 

22 This thou hast seen. 0 LORD; • hold not thy 
tongue then; go not far from me~ 0 Lord. 

23 Awake. and stand up to Judge my quarrel; • 
avenge thou my cause, my God and my Lord. 

24- Judge me, 0 LoRD my God, according to thy 
righ teousness; • and let them not triumph over me. 

25 Let them not say in their hearts, There! there! 
so would we have it; • neither let them say. We have 
devoured him. 

26 Let them be put to confusion and shame to­
gether. that rejoice at my trouble: • let them be 
clothed with rebuke and dishonour, that boast them­
selves against me. 

27 Let them be glad and rejoice. that favour my 
righteous dealing; • yea. let them say alway, Blessed 
be the LORD, who hath pleasure in the prosperity of 
his servant. 

28 And as for my tongue, it shall be talking of thy 
righteousness, • and of thy praise, all the day long. 

Psalm 36. Dixit injuslu5. 

My heart showeth me the wickedness of the un­
godly •• that there is no fear of God before his 

eyes. 
2 For he flattereth himself in his own sight, • until 

his abominable sin be found out. 
3 The words of his mouth are unrighteous and full 

of deceit: • he hath left off to behave himself wisely, 
and to do good. 

4 He imagineth mischief upon his bed, and hath set 
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himself in no good way; • neither doth he abhor any 
thing that is evil. 

5 Thy mercy, 0 LoRD. reacheth unto the heavens. · 
and thy faithfulness unto the clouds. 

6 Thy righteousness standeth like the strong moun· 
tains: • thy judgments are like the great deep. 

7 Thou, LoRD, shalt save both man and beast: how 
excellent is thy mercy, 0 Goo! • and the children of 
men shall put their trust under the shadow of thy 
wings. 

8 They shall be satisfied with the plenteousness of 
thy house; • and thou shalt give them drink of 
thy pleasures, as out of the river. . 

9 For with thee is the well of life; • and In thy 
light shall we see light. 

10 0 continue forth thy loving-kindness unto them 
that know thee, • and thy righteousness unto them 
that are true of heart . 

I I 0 let not the foot of pride come against me; • 
and let not the hand of the ungodly cast me down. 

12 There are they faUen, all that work wicked­
ness; • they are cast down, and shall not be able to 
stand. 

Evening Prayer. 
Psalm 37. Noli omwiori. 

FRET not thyself because of the ungodly; • neither 
be thou envious against the evil doers. 

2 For they shall soon be cut down like the grass • • 
and be withered even as the green herb. 

3 Put thou thy trust in the LORD, and be doing 
good; • dwell in the land. and verily thou shalt be fed .

28 For the LORD loveth the thing that is right; • 
he forsaketh not his that be gcxlly, but they at< 
preserved for ever. 

29 The unrighteous shall be punished.; • as fo r the

32 The law of his God is in his heart , • and hit 
goings shall not slide. 

33 The unScxlly watcheth the righteous, • and 
-se.eketh occasion to slay him. 

34 The LORD will not leave him in his hand, • nor 
fCondemn him when he is judged. 

35 Hope thou in the LORD, and keep his way. and hC 
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shall promote thee, that thou shalt possess the land: • 
when the ungodly shall perish, thou shalt see it. 

36 I myself have seen the ungodly in great power, .. 
and flounshing like a green bay-tree. 

37 I went by. and 10, he was gone: • I sought him. 
but his place could no where be found.

14 I became even as a man that heareth not, • and 
in whose mouth are no reproofs. 

15 For in thee, 0 LoRD, have I put my trust; • 
thou shal t answer for me, 0 Lord my God. 

16 I have required that they, even mine enemies. 
should not triumph over me; • for when my foot 
slipt, they rejoiced greatly against me. 

17 And I truly am set in the plague, • and my 
heaviness is ever in my sight. 

18 For I will confess my wickedness, • and be sorry 
for my sin. 

19 But mine enemies live, and are mighty; • and 
they that hate me wrongfully are many in number. 

20 They also that reward evil for good are against 
me; .. because I follow the thing that good is. 

21 Forsake me not, 0 LORD my God; • be not thoU 
far from me. 
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22 Haste thee to help me, • 0 Lord God o( my sal­

vation. 

Psalm 39. Dixi, Custodiam. 

I SAID, I will take heed to my ways, • that I offend 
not in my tongue. 
2 I will keep my mouth as it were with a bridle .• 

while the ungodly is in my sight. 
3 I held my tongue, and spake nothing: • I kept 

silence. yea, even from good words; but it was pain 
and grief to me. 

4 My heart was hot within me: and while I was 
thus musing the fire kindled, • and at the last I spake 
with my tongue:

14 For I am a stranger with thee, and a sojourner, · 
as all my fathers were. 

15 0 spare me a little. that I may recover my 
strength, • before I go hence. and be no more seen. 

Psalm 40. Expecla'ls expeciatJi. I WAITED patiently for the LoRD,· and he inclined 
unto mc, and heard my calling. 

2 He brought me also out of the horrible pit, out of 
the mire and clay, • and set my feet upon the rock, and 
ordered my goings.

I i For the voice of the slanderer and blasphemer, • 
for the enemy and avenger. 

18 And though all this be corne upon us, yet do we 
not forget thee, • nor behave ourselves frowardly in 
thy covenant. 

19 Our heart is not turned back. • neither our 
Steps gone out of thy way; 

20 No. not when thou hast smitten us into the 
Place of dragons, • and covered us with the shadow 
of death. 

21 If we have forgotten the Name of our God. and

25 For our soul is brought low, even unto the dust ; " 
our belly cieaveth unto the ground. 

26 Arise. and help us, • and deliver us, for thy 
mercy's sake. 

Psalm 45. Efuctaoit cor meum. 

M y heart overtloweth with a good matter; I speak 
the things which I have made concerning the 

King .• My tongue is the pen of a ready writer. 
2 Thou art fairer than the children of men; • full of 

grace are thy lips. because God hath blessed t~ee for ever, 
3 Gird thee with thy sword upon thy thigh, 0 thou 

Most Mighty,· according to thy worship and reno':,"' 
4 Good luck have thou with thine honour: .. fide

I I 0 God, how long shall the adversary do this 
dishonour? • shall the enemy blaspheme thy Name 
for ever? 

12 Why withdrawest thou thy hand? • why pluck­
est thou not thy right hand out of thy bosom to con­
sume the enemy? 

13 For God is my King of old; • the help that is 
done upon earth, he doeth it himself. 
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14 Thou didst divide the sea through thy power; • 

thou brakest the heads of the dragons in the waters. 
15 Thou smotest the heads of leviathan in pieces, • 

and gavest him to be meat for the people of the 
wilderness. 

16 Thou broughtest out fountains and waters out 
of the hard rocks; • thou driedst up mighty waters. 

17 The day is thine, and the night is thine; • thou 
hast prepared the light and the sun. 

18 Thou hast set all the borders of the earth; • 
thou hast made summer and winter. 

19 Remember this, 0 LoRD. how the enemy hath 
rebuked; • and how the foolish people hath blas­
phemed thy Name. 

20 0 deliver not the soul of thy turtle-dove unto 
the multitude of the enemies; • and forget not the 
congregation of the poor for ever. 

21 Look upon the covenant; • for all the earth is 
fu ll of darkness and cruel habitations. 

22 0 let not the simple go away ashamed; • but 
let the JX>Or and needy give praise unto thy Name. 

23 Arise. 0 God, maintain thine own cause; • 
remember how the foolish man blasphemeth thee 
daily. 

24 Forget not the voice of thine enemies: • the 
presumption of them that hate thee increaseth ever 
more and more.

I N Judah is God known; • his Name is great in 
Israel. 

2 At Salem is his tabernacle, • and his dwelling in 
Sian. 

3 There brake he the arrows of the bow, • the 
shield, the sword, and the battle. 

4 Thou art glorious in might, • when thou comest 
from the hills of the robbers. 

5 The proud are robbed, they have slept their 
sleep; • and all the men whose hands were mighty 
have found nothing. 

6 At thy rebuke, 0 God of Jacob, • both the 
chariot and horse are fallen. 
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7 Thou, even thou art to be feared; • and who may 

stand in thy sight when thou art angry? 
8 Thou didst cause thy judgment to be heard from 

heaven; • the earth trembled, and was still, 
9 When God arose to judgment, • and to help all 

the meek upon earth. 
10 The fierceness of man shall tum to thy praise; • 

and the fierceness of them shalt thou refrain . 
II Promise unto the LORD your Gcxi, and keep it, 

all ye that are round about him; • bring presents unto 
him that ought to be feared. 

12 He shall refrain the spirit of princes, • and is 
wonderful among the kings of the earth.

I WILL cry unto God with my voice; • even unto 
God will t cry with my voice, and he shall hearken 

unto me. 
2 In the time of my trouble I sought the Lord: • I

7 Will the Lord absent himself for ever? • and will 
he be no more intreated? 

8 Is his mercy clean gone for ever? • and is his 
promise come utterly to an end for evermore? 

9 Hath God forgotten to be gracious? • and will he 
shut up his loving-kindness in displeasure? 
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10 And I said, It is mine own infinnity; • but I will 
remember the years of the right hand of the Most 
Highest. 

I I I will remember the works of the LoRD • and 
call to mind thy wonders of old time. • 

I ~ I will think also of all thy works, • and my 
talkmg shall be of thy doings. 

13 Thy way, 0 God. is holy: • who is so great a 
God as our God? 

14 Thou art the God that doest wonders, • and 
hast declared thy power among the peoples. 

15 Thou hast mightily delivered thy people, • even 
the sons of Jacob and Joseph. 

16 The waters saw thee, 0 God, the waters saw 
thee, ~nd were afraid; • the depths also were troubled. 

17 rhe clouds poured out water. the air thun­
dered, • and thine arrows went abroad. 

18 The voice of thy thunder was heard round 
about: • the lightnings shone upon the ground; the 
earth was moved, and shook withal. 

19 Thy way is in the sea, and thy paths in the great 
waters .• and thy footsteps are not known. 

20 Thou leddest thy people like sheep • • by the 
hand of Moses and Aaron. 

Evening Prayer. 
Psalm 78. Atlendile, popule. 

HEAR my law, 0 my people; • incline your ears 
un~o the words of my mouth. 

2 I will open my mouth in a parable; • I will de­
clare hard sentences of old; 

3 Which we have heard and known, • and such as 
our fathers have told us; 

4 That we should not hide them from the children of 
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the generations to come; • but to show the honour of 
the LORD, his mighty and wonderful works that he 
hath done. 

S lie made a covenant with Jacob. and gave 
Israel a law •• which he commanded our forefathers 
to teach their children; 

6 That their posterity might know it, • and the 
children which were yet unborn; 

7 To the intent that when they came up •• they 
might show their children the same; 

8 That they might put their trust in God; • and 
not to forget the works of God, but to keep his 
commandments; 

9 And not to be as their forefathers, a faithless and 
stubborn generation; • a generation that set not their 
heart aright. and whose spirit clave not stedfastly 
unto God; 

10 Like as the children of Ephraim; • who being 
harnessed. and carrying bows, turned themselves 
back in the cllly of battle. 

I I They kept not the covenant of God •• and would 
not walk 10 his law; 

12 But forgat what he had done • • and the wonder­
ful works that he had showed for them. 

13 Marvellous things did he in the sight of OUf 

forefathers, in the land of Egypt •• even in the field 
of loan. 

14 He divided the sea, and let them go through; • 
he made the waters to stand on an heap. 

IS In the day-time also he led them wiLl-t a cloud, • 
and all the night through with a light of fire. 

16 He clave the hard rocks in the wilderness •• and 
gave them drink thereof, as it had been out of the 
great depth. 

17 He brought waters out of the stony rock, • sc 
that it gushed out like the rivers. 
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18 Yet (or all this they sinned more against him, • 
and provoked the Most Highest in lhe wilderness. 

19 They templed God in their hearts .• and re­
quired meal for thei r lust. 

20 They spake aga inst God also, saying . • Shall 
God prepare a table in the wilderness? 

2 1 He smote the stony rock indeed. that the water 
gushed out. and the streams flowed witha l; .. but can 
he give bread also. or provide flesh for his people? 

22 When the LonD heard this, he was wroth: • SO 

the fire was kind led in J acob, and there carne up heavy 
displeasure against Israel; 

23 Because they believed not in God, .. and put 
not their trust in hi s help. 

24 So he commanded the clouds above. • and 
opened the doors of heaven. 

25 He rained down manna also upon them for to 
eat. .. and gave them food from heaven .• 

26 So man did eat angels' food; .. for he sent them 
meat enough. 

2i He caused the east-wind to blow under heaven; • 
and through his power he brought in the southwest­
wind. 

28 He rained (Iesh upon them as thick as dust. • 
and feathered fowls like as the sand of the sea. 

29 lIe let it fall among thei r tents . .. even round 
about their habitation. 

30 So they did eat, and were well filled; for he gave 
them their own desire: .. they were not disappointed 
of their lust. 

3 ' But while the meat was yet in their mouths, the 
heavy wrath o( God came upon them. and slew the 
wealthiest of them; .. yea, and smote down the chosen 
men that were in Israel. 
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32 But (or all this they sinned yet more, .. and 

believed not his wondrous works. 
"3 Therefore their days did he consume in vanity. " 

and thei r years in trouble. 
34 When he slew them, they sought him, • and 

turned them ea rly. and inquired after God. 
3:; And they remembered that God. was their 

strength, .. and that the High God was th~l r r~eeme~ . 
,,6 Nevertheless, they did bu~ fla.tter h.lm With their 

mouth, • and dissembled with him III their tongue. 
3i For their heart was not. wh? le with him . • 

neither con tinued they sled fasl III IllS covenant. 
,,8 But be was so mercifuL that he forgave their 

misdeeds, .. and destroyed them not. 
39 Yea. many a time turned he. his wrath awax, .. 

and would not suffer his whole dIspleasure to anse. 
40 For he considered that they were but flesh, .. 

and that they were even a wind that passeth away. 
and cometh not again. 

4 ' Manya time did they provoke him in the wilder­
ness .• and grieved him in the desert. 

42 They turned back. and tempted God, • and 
provoked the Holy One in Israel. 

43 They thought not of his hand .• and of the day 
when he delivered them from the hand of the enemy; 

44 How he ha? wrought his ~ miracles in Egypt. • 
and his wonders 111 the field of Zoan. 

45 He turned their waters. into blood, • SO that 
they might not drink of the flvers. 

46 He sent flies among them, and devoured them 
up; • and frogs to destroy them. 

47 He gave their fruit unto the caterpillar, • and 
their labour unto the grasshopper. 
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48 He destroyed their vines with hailstones, • and 
their mulberry·trees with the frost. 

49 He smote their cattle also with hailstones •• and 
their flocks with hot thunderbolts. 

50 He cast upon them the Curiousness of his wrath, 
anger, displeasure, and trouble: • and sent evil angels 
among them. 

51 He made a way to his indignation, and spared 
not their soul from death; • but gave their life over 
to the pestilence; 

S2 And smote all the firstborn in Egypt, • the most 
principal and mightiest in the dwellings of Ham. 

53 But as {Of his own people, he led them forth 
like sheep •• and carried them in the wilderness like a 
flock. 

54 He brought them out safely, that they should 
not fear, • and overwhelmed their enemies with the 
sea. 

55 And brought them within the borders of his 
sanctuary, • even to this mountain, which he pur­
chased with his right hand. 

56 He cast out the heathen also beCore them, • 
caused their land to be divided among them Cor an 
heritage, and made the tribes of Israel to dwell in 
their tents. 

57 Yet they tempted and displeased the Most 
High God, • and kept not his testimonies. . 

58 They turned their backs. and fell away like thel! 
forefathers; • starting aside like a broken bow. 

59 For they ~rieved him with their hill-altars, • 
and provoked him to displeasure with their images. 

60 When God heard thiS, he was wroth, • and tOok 
sore displeasure at Israel; 

61 So that he forsook the tabernacle in Shiloh, • 
even the tent that he had pitched among men. 

62 He delivered their power into captivity, • and 
their beauty into the enemy's hand. 
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63 He gave his people over also unto the sword, • 

and was wroth with his inheritance. 
64 The fire consumed their young men, • and their 

maidens were not given in marriage. 
65 Their priests were slain with the sword , • and 

there were no widows to mak~ lamentation. 
66 So the Lord awaked as one out of sleep, • and 

like a giant refreshed with wine. 
67 He drave his enemies backward, • and put 

them to a perpetual shame. 
68 He refused the tabernacle of J oseph, • and 

chose not the tribe of Ephraim; 
69 But chose the tribe of Judah, • even the hill of 

Sion which he loved. 
,70 And there he built his temple on high, • and 

laid the foundation of it like the ground which he 
hath made continually. 

7 I He chose David also his servant, • and took 
him away from the sheep-folds: 

72 As he was following the ewes with their young 
he took him, • that he might feed Jacob his people, 
and Israel his inheritance. 

73 So he fed them with a faithful and true heart, • 
and ruled them prudently with all his power.

Psalm 79. Deus. VtneTunt. o GOD, the heathen are come into thine inherit­
ance ; • thy holy temple have they defiled. and

8 0 remember not our old sins. but have mercy 
upon us, and that soon; • for we are come to great 
misery. 

9 Help us, 0 God of our salvation, for the glory 
of thy Name: • 0 deliver us, and be merciful unto 
our sins. for thy Name's sake. 

10 Wherefore do the heathen say .... Where is no'll' 
their God? 

It 0 let the vengeance of thy servants' blood that 
is shed, ... be openly showed upon the heathen, in our 
sight. 

12 0 let the sorrowful sighing of the prisoners come 
before thee;'" according to the greatness of thy p:>wer• 
preserve thou those that are app:>inted to die. 

13 And for the blasphemy wherewith our neigh­
bours have blasphemed thee .... reward thou theIll, 
o Lord, seven-fold into their bosom. 

'4 So we, that are thy people, and sheep of thy 
pasture, shall give thee thanks for ever, ... and will 
alway be showing forth thy praise from generation 
to generation. 
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Psalm 80. Qui regis I srael. 

HEAR, 0 thou Shepherd of Israel, thou that lead­
est Joseph like a flock; ... show thyself also. thou 

that sittest upon the Cherubim. 
2 Before Ephraim, Benjamin, and Manasseh, ... 

sti r up thy strength, and come and help us. 
3 Turn us again, 0 God; ... show the light of thy 

countenance, and we shaJ1 be whole. 
4 0 LoRD God of hosts, ... how long wilt thou be 

angry with thy people that prayeth? 
S Thou feedest them with the bread of tears, ... and 

givest them plenteousness of tears to drink. 
6 Thou hast made us a very strife unto our neigh­

bours, • and our enemies laugh us to scorn. 
7 Tum us again, thou God of hosts; • show the 

light of thy countenance, and we shall be whole. 
8 Thou hast brought a vine out of Egypt; ... thou 

hast cast out the heathen, and planted it. 
9 Thou madest room for it; • and when it had 

taken root, it filled the land. 
laThe hills were covered with the shadow of it . ... 

and the boughs thereof were like the goodly cedar­
trees. 

1 I She stretched out her branches unto the sea, ... 
and her boughs unto the River. 

12 Why hast thou then broken down her hedge, ... 
that all they that go by pluck 01T her grapes? 

13 The wild boar out of the wood doth root it up .... 
and the wild beasts of the field devour it. 

14 Turn thee again. thou God of hosts, look down 
from heaven, ... behold, and visit this vine; 

15 And the place of the vineyard that thy right 
hand hath planted, ... and the branch that thou madest 
So strong for thyself. 
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16 It is burnt with fire. and cut down; • and they 
shall perish at the rebuke of thy countenance. 

'7 Let thy hand be upon the man of thy right 
hand, • and upon the son of man, whom thou madest 
so strong for thine own self. 

18 And so will not we go back from thee: • 0 let 
us live, and we shall call upon thy Name. 

19 Tum us again, 0 LoRD God of hosts; • show 
the light of thy countenance, and we shall be whole.

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12 But my people would not hear my voic~; • and 

Israel would not obey me; 
13 So I gave them up unto their own hearts' lusts . • 

and let them follow their own imaginations. 
14 0 that my people would have hearkened unto 

me! • for if Israel had walked in my ways, 
15 I should soon have put down their enemies, • 

and turned my hand against their adversaries. 
16 The haters of the LORD should have submitted 

themselves unto him; • but their time should have 
endured for ever. 

17 I would have fed them also with the finest 
wheat-flour; • and with honey out of the stony rock 
would I have satisfied thee.

22 When the peoples are gathered together, • and 
the kingdoms also. to serve the LoRD. 

23 He brought down my strength in my journey, • 
and shortened my days. 

24 But I said. 0 my God, take me not away in tPe 
midst of mine age; • as for thy years. they endure 
throughout a ll generations. 

2S Thou. Lord. in the beginning hast laid the 
foundation of the earth •• and the heavens are the 
work of thy hands. 

26 They shall perish. but thou shalt endure: • they 
all shall wax old as doth a gannent; 
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27 And as a vesture shalt thou change them, and 
they shall be changed; • but thou art the same, and 
thy years shall not fail. 

28 The children of thy servants shall continue, • 
and their seed shall stand fast in thy sight.

Y E h~ve ~eard, ~rethren, as wel~ in your private ex­
ammatlon, as m the exhortatton which was now 

made to you, and in the holy Lessons taken out of the 
~ospel, and the writings of the AfX>stles, of what dig­
nity, and of how great imfX>rtance this Office is. where­
unto ye are called. And now again we exhort you, in 
the Name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye have in re­
me~brance . into how high a Dignity. and to how 
weighty an Office and Charge ye are called: that is to 
say. to be Messengers. Watchmen. and Stewards of 
t~e Lord; to teach, and to premonish, to feed and pro­
VIde for the Lord's family; to seek for Christ's sheep 
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that are dispersed abroad, and for his children who are 
in the midst of this naughty world. that they may be 
saved through Christ for ever. 

Have always therefore printed in your remembrance, 
how great a treasure is committed to your charge.

ye will continually pray t~ God the Fatl~er , by the 
mediation of our only SaVIOur Jesus Chnst, for t,he 
heavenly assist~n~e of the H,o!y Ghost; that. by d~lly 
reading and welghlOg the SCriptures, ye may wax nper 
and stronger in your Ministry; and that ye may so en­
deavour yourselves, from time to tiJ?e, to sanctify the 
lives of you and yours, and to fashion them after the 
Rule and Doctrine of Christ, that ye may be whole­
some and godly examples and patterns for the people 
to follow.

that I should believe all the Articles of the Christian 
Faith; And Thirdly, that I should keep God's holy 
will and commandments, and walk in the same all 
the days of my life. 

Questioll. Oo5t thou not think that thou art bound 
to believe, and to do, as they have promised for thee? 

Answer. Yes, verily; and by God's help so I will. 
And 1 heartily thank our heavenly Father, that he 
hath called me to this state of salvation, through 
Jesus Christ our Saviour. And I pray unto God to 
give me his grace, that I may continue in the same 
unto my life's end. 

Catechisl. Rehearse the Articles of thy Belief.

Answer. A death unto sin. and a new bIrth unto ~ght­

Question. What IS requITed of persons to be baptlz~. 
Answer. Repentance. whereby they forsake sm; 

and Faith. whereby they stedfastly beheve the prom­
ises of God made to them in that Sacra.ment. 

Why then are Infants baptlzed. when b~ 
reason of their tender age they cannot perform the~. 

Answer. Because they promise them both by their 
Sureties; which promise. when they come to age, them­

Supper ordained? 
AtJswer. For the continual remembrance of the 

sacrifice of the death of Christ. and of the benefits 
which we receive thereby. 

Question. What is the outward part or sign of the 
Lord's Supper? 

Answer. Bread and Wine, which the Lord hath 
commanded to be received. 

Question. What is the inward part, or thing signified? 
Answer. The Body and Blood of Christ, which are 

spiritually taken and received by the faithful in the 
Lord's Supper. 

Questi01l. What are the benefits whereof we are par­
takers thereby? 

Answer. The strengthening and refreshing of our 
souls by the Body and Blood of Christ, as our bodies 
are by the Bread and Wine. 

Question. What is required of those who come to the 
Lord's Supper?

Wherefore till!)' arc not to be heard, which feign that the okl 
Fathcl'lldid look only for transitory promi!ll'L Although the Law !liven 
from God by MOIIes. as touching Ceremonies and Rites. do not bind 
Christian men, nor the Civil precepts then!Of ought of nece88ity to be 
received in any commonwealth; yet notwithstanding, no Christian 
man whatsoever is free from the obedience of the Commandmenta 
which are called Moral. 

VIU. O/IM Creeds. 
TilE Nicene Creed, and that which is commonly called the Apostles' 
Creed. ought thoroughly to be received and believed: for they may be 
proved by most certain warrnnts of Holy Scripture. 

IX. 0/ Original or Birth·Sin. 
ORIGINAL sin standeth not in the following of Adam, (as the Pe.1agians 
do vainly talk;) but it is the fault and corruption of the Nature of 
every man, that naturally is engendered of the offspring of Adam; 
whereby man is very far iOne from original riahteousness, and is of 
his own nature inclined to evil, 80 that the flesh lusteth alwayt con­
trary to the Spirit; and therdore in every PCTllOn born into this world, 
it deserveth God'. wrath and damnation. And this infection of nature 
doth remain, yea in them that are regenerated, whereby the IUlIt of 
the flesh, called in Greek, /f>pOV'l)l-'o. .,. .. p..6f, lwhich some do ex­
I)QUnd the wi3dom, I!JOme 8ensUality, aome the affection, &orne the 
desire, of the flesh,) is not subject to the Law of God. And although 
there is no condemnation for them that believe and are bapt..ized; yet 
the Apostle doth confess. that concupi~nce and lust hath of itself 
the nature of sin. 

x. 0/ Free-Will. 
T'lrE condition of Man after the fall of Adam is aucll, that be cannot tum and 
prepaTe himself, by his own natural strength and good WOTks, to faith, and 
c.lhllg upon God. Wherefore we have no power to do good woru pleasant 
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and acceplable to God, without the g~ of God by Christ preventing 
us, that we may have a good ~.jIl, and working with us, when we have 
that good will. 

XI. 0/ the Justifieolion 0/ Alan. 
WK are accounted righteous before God, only for the merit of our 
Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ by Faith, and not for our own works or 
deservings.. Wherefore, that we are justified by Faith only, is a most 
wholeaome Doctrine, and very full of comfort, aa more largely is 
upreaed in the Homily of Justification. 

XII. 0/ Good Works. 
ALBEIT th.1t Good Works. which a re the fruite of Faith, and follow 
after Justification, cannot put away our sins. and endure the severity 
of God's judgment; yet are they pleasing and accePla:ble to God in 
Christ, and do spring out necessarily of a true and hvely Faith; inao­
much that by them a lively Faith may be aa evidently known as a 
tree: discerned by the fruit. 

xru. 0/ Works be/ore Justification. 
WORKS done before the grace of Christ, and the Inspiration of his 
Spirit, are not pleasant to God, forasmuch as they spring not of faith 
in Jesus Christ; neither do they make men meet to receive grace, or 
(as the School,authors say) deserve grace of congruity: yea rather, for 
that they 3re not done as God hath willed and commanded them to 
be done, we doubt not but they have the nature of sin. 

XIV. 0/ Works 0/ SuptTt!rogotion. 
VOI..lJlIo,'TARV \Vorks besides, over and above, God's Commandments. 
which they call \Vorks of Supererogation, cannot be taught without 
arrogancy and impiety: for by them men do declare, that they do not 
only render unto God as much as they are bound to do, but that they 
do more for his sake, than of bounden duty is f'CQuired: whereas Christ 
saith phinly, When yc have done all that are commanded to you, say, 
We are unprofitable servants. 

XV. 0/ Christ alom wil/wut Sin. 
CHRrsT in the truth of our nature was made like unto us in all thinRS, 
sin only except, from which he was clearly void, both in his flesh, and 
in his spirit. He came to be the Lamb without spot, who, hy sacrifice 
of himllClf once made. should take away the sins of the W()rJd; and sin 
(as Saint John saith) was not in him. But all we the rest, although 
baptiV!d, and born again in Christ, yet offend in many things; and if 
we say we have no sin, we deceivc ourselves, and the truth is not in us. 

XVI. 0/ Sin a/kr Baptism. 
NOT every deadly sin willingly committed after Baptism il 
sin against the Holy Ghost, and unpardonable. Wherefore 
the grant of repentance is not to be denied to such as fall 
into Bin after Baptism. After we have received the Holy Ghost, we 
may depnrt from grace given, and fall into si n, and by the grnce of 
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God we may ariae again, and amend our li~. And therefore they are 
10 be C()ndemn~, which say, they can no more sin as long M they live 
here, or deny the place of forgiveness to such as truly repent. 

XVII. Of P,~dtstinalion and EkctWn. 
PRECESTINATION to Life is the everlasting purpoee of God, whereby 
(before the f::lU nd:ltions of the world were laid) he hath constantly 
de-creed by his ("CunseI aecret to us. to deliver from CUl"ge and dalnna­
lion those whom he hath cbc>scn in Christ. out of mankind. and to 
bring them by Christ to everlasting salvation. as vetl8Cls made to 
honour WhereforI!'. they which be endued with 50 excellent a benefit 
of God. be called according to God's purpollC by his Spirit. working: in 
due &e3IOn: they through Grace obey the calHng: they be justified 
freely. they be made sons of God by adoption: they be made like the 
image of hi! only-begott.en Son JesUI Christ: they walk religiously in 
good works, and at length, by God', mercy, they attain to everlasting 
feliCIty, 

A, the godly con5ideration of Predestination, and our Election in 
Christ, is full 01 sweet. pleasant, and unspeakable comfort to godly 
perlOns. and luch at feel in thenu.elves the \\'Orking of the Spirit of 
Christ, mortifying the works of the flesh, and their earthly membera. 
and drawing up their mind to high and heavenly things, as well be­
caU9/! it doth areatly establish and conHnn their faith of eternal Salva· 
tion to be enjoyed through Christ., as because it doth fervently kindle 
their love towards God: So, for curious and carnal penons, tacking 
the Spirit of Christ, to have continually before their eyes the sentence 
of God'i Predestination, is a most dangerous downfall, whereby the 
Devil doth thrust them either into desperation, or into wretchlcsslle9l!l 
of most unclean living, no less perilous than desperation. 

Furthermore. we must rKeive God'i promises in such \\;se, as they 
be generally set forth to us in Holy Scripture: and, in our doings, th .. \ t 
Will of God [sto be followed, which we have expressly declared unto 
us in the Word of God. 

XVIII, Of obtaining eternal Sal~ation only by tht Nameo/Chrisl, 
THin' al90are to be had accursed that presume to say. That every man 
shall be saved by the Law or Sect which he profeaeth, 10 that he be 
diligent to frame his life according to that Law, and the light of Nature. 
For Holy Scripture doth!Jct. out unto Ulonly the Name of J~us Christ, 
whereby men must be saved, 

XIX, 0/ the Church. 
TilE visible Church of Christ is a congregation of faithful men, in the 
which the pure Word of God is preachcd, and the &!.craments be duly 
ministered according to Christ 's ordillance, in all those things that of 
necessity are reQuisite to the same. 

As the Church of Jerusalem. Alexandria, and Antioch, hav~eJTed; 110 
al90 the Church of Rome ha th erred, not only in thcir living and man· 
ner of Ceremonies. but a190 in mattel'll of Faith. 
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xx. 0/ the Authority of the Church. 
TUE Church hath power to decree Rites or Cer~monies. and authority 
in Controversies of Faith: and yet it is not lawful for the Church to 
ordain any thing that is contrary to God's Word written, neither may 
it 10 expound one place of Scripture, that it be repugnant to anoth~r, 
Wherefore, although the Church be a \\;tnC811 and a kec~ of Holy 
Writ. yet, as it ought not to decree any thing against the same, 10 be­
sides the sallie ought it not to enforce any thing to be believed for 
necessity of Salvation, 

XXI. Of the A ufhority of Gentral Ccmtwils. 
[The Twenty·first of the former Articles is omitted; because it is 
partly of a local and civil nature, and is provided fo r, as to the re­
maining parts of it, in other Artic1ea.! 

XXII, 0/ Purgatot'y, 
T liE Romish Doctrine concerning Purgatory, Pardons, Worshipping 
and Adoration, as well of Images as of Relics, and allO Invocation of 
Saints., is a fond thing, vainly invented, and grounded upon no .... -ar. 
mnty of Scripture, but rather repugnant to th~ Word of God. 

XXJII. OJ Minislering in the Congregation, 
IT is n')t lawful for any lnan to take upon him the office of public 
preaching. or ministering the &!.craments in the Congregation, be­
fore he be lawfully called. and sent to execute the same, And th06C ..... e 
ought to judge lawfully called and sent, which be choeen and called 
to this work by men who have public authority giv~n unto them in 
the Congregation. to call and send Ministel'll into th~ Lord's vineyard, 

XXIV. 0 / Speaking in the Congregation in such a Tongue as Ihe 
people undtrstandeth. 

IT is a thin4 plainly repugnant to the Word of God, and the custom 
of the PrimItIve Church. to have public Prayer in the Church, or to 
minister the Sacraments. in a tongue not undent,anded of the people. 

xxv. O/Ihe Sacraments. 
SACRA.'fENTS ordained of Christ be not only badge!! or tok~n8 of Chri. 
tian men's profC8!lion, but rather they be certain 8ur~ witnesses, and 
effectual signs of grace, and God's good will towards us, by the ..... hich 
he doth work invisibly in us, and doth not onl)' quicken, but al80 
strengthen and confinn our Faith in him, 

Thereare two Sacraments ordained of Christ our Lord in th~GoepeI, 
that is to say, Baptism, and the Supper of th~ Lord. 

Those five commonly called Sacraments, that is to say, Confirma· 
tion, Penance, Orders, Matrimony, and Extrellle Unction, are not to 
be counted for Sacmmenl!l of the Gospel. being such as have grown 
partly of the corrupt following of the Apostles. partly are states of lif~ 
allo ..... ed in the Scripturew; but yet have not like natur~ of Sacramenl!l 
with Baptism, and the Lord's Supper, for that they have not any 
visible sign or ceremony ordained of God. 
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The Sacraments were not ordained of Christ to be gazed upon. or to 

be carried about. but that we should duly U!Ie them. And in such only 
as worthily receive the same, they have a wholesome effect or opera­
tion: but they lh.at receive them unworthily, purchase to them!lelves 
damnation, as Saint Paul saith. 

XXVI. Of the Unworthi,uss of the Ministers, 'Which hindus not 
the ~1fecl oj Ihe Sauamatts. 

ALTliOUCH in the visible Church the evil be ~r mingled with the 
good. and sometimes the evil have chief authority in the Ministration 
of the Word and SacramenlS, yet forasmuch as they do not the same 
in their own name, but in Christ'l!. and do minister by his commission 
and authority, we may \Ue their Ministry, both in hearing the Word 
of God. and in receiving lheSacramena. Neither is the effect of Christ's 
ordinance taken away by their wickedness. nor the grace of God's 
giflS diminished from such as by faith. and rightly, do receive the 
Sacramenta ministertd unto them; which be effectual, because of 
Christ's institution and promillC, although they be ministered by 
evil men. 

Nevertheless. it apperta[neth to the di!ICipline of the Church. that 
inquiry be made of evil Ministers. and that they be acclUCd by thosc 
that have knowledge of their ofIenc:ee; and finally, being found guilty, 
by just judgment be deposed. 

XXVII. OJ Baptism. 
BA.PTISM is not only a sign of I)fofession, and mark of difference. 
whereby Christian men are di!ICCrned fr.>ln others that be not chris­
tened. but it isa\!O a sign of Regeneration or New-Binh. whereby. as 
by an instrument. they that receive Baptism rightly afe grafted into 
the Church; the promillCS of the forgiveness of sin, and of our adoption 
to be the.ansof God by the Holy Ghost. afe visibly signed and sealed ; 
Faith is confirmed, and Grace increaeed by vinue of prayer unto God. 

The Baptism of youn, Children is in 3ny wise to be retained in the 
Church. as most agreeable with the institution of Christ. 

XXVlIl. OJ the Lord's Suppa. 
THE Supper of the Lord is not only a sign of the love that Christiana 
ought to have among themselvee one to another; but rather it is a 
Sacrament of our Redemption by Christ's death: insomuch that to 
such as rightly. worthi ly, and with faith, receive the same, the Bread 
which we break isa partaking of the Body of Christ; and likewi8C the 
Cup of Blessing is a partakina: of the Blood of ChrisL 

Transubstantiation (or the change of the substance of Bread and 
Wine) in the Supper of the Lord, cannot be proved by Holy Writ; 
but ill repugnant to the plain words of Scripture. ovenhroweth the 
nature of a Sacrament, and hath given occasion to many superstitions. 

The Body of Christ is !pven, taken, and eaten, in the Supper. only 
after an heavenly and SPIritual manner. And the mean whereby the 
Body of Christ is received and eaten in the Supper. is Faith. 

The Sacrament of the Lord', Supper was not by Christ's ordinance 
reserved, earned about. lifted uP. or worshipped. 
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XXIX. OJ Ihe Wicktd, which tat not the Body of Christ in lheuse 

oj the Lord's Supper. 
THE Wicked, ,!-n.d !lUch as ~ void of a lively faith, although they do 
carnally and vt8lbly prC!18 WIth their teeth (as Saint AugUstine saith) 
the Sacrament of the .Body and Blood of Christ; yet in no wise are 
they partakers of Chnst.: but rathe.r , to their condemnation do eat 
and drink the sign or Sacrament of 80 great a thing. • 

xxx. OJ both Kiflds. 
THE CUP of the Lord ~s not to be denied to the Lay-people: for both 
the parts of the Lord S Sacrament, by Christ·s ordinance and com­
mandment, ought to be ministered to all Christian men alike. 

XXXI. OJ the one Oblation oj Christ finishtd upon the Cross. 
~"B Offering. of C I.lrist once made is that perfect redemption, propitia­
tIon, and satl!lfacuon .. for all the sins of the whole world, both onginal 
and actual; and th<;re IS none other satisfaction for sin. but that a lone. 
Wherefore t.he l13~fices of Masses, in the which it was commonly said, 
tha~ t~e Pnest .dld offe~ Christ for the Quick and the dead, to have. 
d~:.on of pain or guilt, were blasphemous rabies, and dangerou! 

XXXII. OJ the Marriage oj Priests. 
~ISIIOPS. Priests, and Dcaco~s. are. not commanded by God's Law. 
eIther to '!O.w the estate of smgle Me. or to abstain from marriage: 
theref?re It IS !awfu' for them, as for all other Christian men, to marry 
at thor own dlllCfCllon. as they shall judge the same to serve better to 
gtKIliness.. 

XXXIII. OJ t%Communicate Persons, hO'"ID they are to be at:Qidtd. 
THAT pe~n which by open denunciation of the Church is righ tly cut 
off from the unity of the Church, and excommunicated, ought to be 
taken of the whole multitude of the faithful. as an Heathen and 
Publican. until he be openly reconciled by penance. and received into 
the Churt:h by a Judie that hath authority thereunto. 

x:xxrv. OJ Ihe Traditions oj the Chlmh. 
IT is not neces<!ary that Traditions and CeremoniCl! be in all places 
one, or utterly like; for at all limes they have. been divers, and may be 
changed aa::ording to the diversity of countries, times. and men's 
manners.1I!l that nothing be ordained againstGod's Word. Whoaoever. 
through hIS pril;'ate judgment. willingly and pUl'pOSCly, doth openly 
break the TradLtions and Ceremonies of the Church, which be not 
repugnant to the Word of God, and be ordained and approved by 
common authority, ought to be rebuked openly, (that others may fear 
to do the like,) as he that offendeth against the common order of the 
Church, and hurteth the authority of the M3,iistrate, and woundcth 
the con!ICiencetl of the weak brethren. 

Every particular or naliooai OIurch hath authority to ordain. change, and 
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abolish. Ceremonies or RileS of the Church ordained only by man', 
authority, 80 that all things be done to edifying. 

xxxv. Of Ih~ Homili~s. 
Til" Second Book of Homilies. the several titles whereof we have 
joined under this Article. doth contain a godly and wholesome D0c­
trine. and necessary for the!le times. a8 doth the fonner Book of 
Homilies, which were eet forth in lhe time of Edward the Sixth; and 
therefore we judge them to be read in Churches by the Ministers. 
diligently and distinctly, tnat they may be understanded of the people.
