~uch by all the members of the same: And this Book shall be 
In use from and after the First Day of October in the Ye 
of our Lord one thousand seven hundred and ninety. ar

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Preface 

I T is a most invaluable part of that blessed" liberty wherewith. Christ 
hath made us free," that in his worship different jonns and usages may 

withollt offence be allowed, provided the substance of the Faith be kept 
etl/ire; mul that, i" every Church, what caUtlot be clearly determined to 
belollg to Doctrine must be referred to Discipline; and therefore, by com­
ma" COtlSCllt and authority, may be altered, abridged, enlarged, amellded, 
or otherwise disposed oj, as may seem most convel1ient for tlte edification 
of lite people, I<according 10 tire various exigency of times and occasions." 

The Church of England, to which the Protestant Episcopal Church in 
these States is indebted, under God, for Iter first foundation and a long 
contilmance of llursing care and protection, hath, in the Preface of her 
Book of Commo" Prayer, laid it down as a rule, that" The particular 
Forms of Divine Worship, and the Rites and Ceremonies aPPOinted to 
be used therein, beil~g things in their own nature indifferent, and alterable, 
alut so acknowledged; it is but reasonable that upon weighty ami im­
portant considerations, accordi"g to the various exigency of times all.d 
occasions, such changes and alterations should be made therein, as to those 
that are in place of A uthority should, from time to time, seem either 
necessary or expedient." 

TIre same Church hath not only in lrer Preface, but l£kewise in her 
Articles and Jlomilies, declared the necessity and expediency of occasional 
alterations a1ld amendments in her Forms of P ublic Worship; and we 
find accordingly, that, seeking to keep tIre happy tIIean between too much 
stiffness in refusing, and too much easiness in admitting variatiOlU in 
tMngs 01LU advisedly established, she hath, in the reign of several Princes, 
since the first compiling of her Liturgy in the time of Edward the Sixth , 
upon just anti weighty considerations her thereunto moving, yielded to 
make such alteratiOl's i1l some particulars, as in their respective times 
were thought conve'm·e1lt~· yet so as tlUlt the main body and essential parts 
of the same (as well in the chiefest materials, as ill the frame and order 
thereof) have still been contimred firm alut unshaken.. 

Her general aim in these different reviews and alterations hath been, 
as she further declares in her said Preface, to do that which, according 
to her best mulerstanding, might most tend to the preservation of peace 
and unity ill the Church; the procuring of reverence, and the exciti1lg 
oj piety and devotion in the worship of God; and, finally, the cutting 
off occasimJ, from them tlUlt seek occasiOl~, of cavil or quarrel against 
her Liturgy. A,ut although, according to her ju.dgme'~t, there be not 
any thing in it cOlltrary to lite Word of God, or to somul doctrine, or 
whi.ch a godly man may not with a good conscience 1,se alut submit 
unto, or which is not fairly defensible, if alltrdJel.l Sitch just mul 
favourable construction as in C011WJ01J equity ought to be allowed to 
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Preface 
all human writings; )'ct 1Lpol~ tlte principles already fa id doum, it ca1Hwt 
but be supposed that further alteratious would in time be found expedient. 
Accordi"giy, a Commission for a review was issued in the ,.ear 1689: but 
this great and good work miscarried at that time; a".d the C1'Vj/ Authority 
has not since thought proper to revive it by any new Commissi01J. 

But when in the course of Divine Provide,u,c, these A meriwn Slales 
became independent with respect to civil govermnent, their ecclesiastical 
indepemlence was necessarily included; a1ul the dillere1lt religious de­
nominations of Christians in these States were left at full ami equal liberty 
to model and organize their respective Churches, and forms of worship, 
and discipline, i" sitch manner as they might judge most convwiellt Jor 
their f uture prosperitYi consistently with the C01JstitutioIJ and laws of 
their cOlmtry, 

The attention of this Church was in the first place drawn to those 
alterations ht the Liturgy which became necessary ill the prayers for our 
Civil Rulers, in C01tSeque'lce of the RevolutioIJ , And tlte principal care 
herein was to make tltem conformable to what ought to be the proper elUl 
of all such prayers, namely, that " Rulers may have grace, wisdom, and 
1mderstamli1lg to execute justice, and to maintain truth " i and that the 
people" may lead quiet and peaceable lives, i " all godliness and h01lesty." 

But while these alterations were in review before the Conve1ztio" , they 
could not but, with gratitude to God, embrace tlte happy occasio" which 
was offered to them (uninfluenced mui ullrestrained by any worldly author· 
ity whatsoever) to take a further review of the Public Service, ami to es/nb· 
lish such other alterations and ame1uiments therein as might be deemed 
expedient. 

It seems unnecessary to e1t1lmerate all the different alterations aud 
ame,uiments. They wilt appear, and 1't is to be hoped, the reasons of 
them also, ttpon a comparison of this with the Book of Common P rayer 
of the Church of E1Jgland. In which it will also appear that litis Church 
is Jar Jrom intending to depart from the Church of E1Jglaild i" any 
essentwl point oj doctrine, d'iscipline, or worshiPi or Jurther than local 
circumstances require, 

A nd UO'W , this important work being brought to a conclusion, it is 
hopeli Ihe whole will be received ami examined by every trite member of 
our Church, and every sincere Christum, with a meek, candid, alul chari· 
table frame of mindi witholtt prejudice or prepossessions; seriously call· 
sit/ering what Christianity is, and wlUlt the truths of the Gospel are,. and 
earnestly beseeching Almighty God to accompa.ny with his blessing et'ery 
endeavour for promulgatillg them to manki1u.l in the clearest, plainest, 
most affecting mui majestic manner, for the sake of Jesus Christ , ottr 
blesseli Lord arId Saviour.

Concerning the 
Service of the Church 

T
HE Order for H.oly Communion, the ,Order for Morning Prayer, the 
Order for Eve~lng Pray~r, and the Litany. as set forth in thiS Book, 

are the regular Scrv~ces appom~ed for Public Worship in this Church, and 
sh~ll, be w~ed ~cco~dmg~y ; Prov~ded, that in addition to these Services, the 
Minister, In hiS, dlscretton, subject to the direction of the Ordinary, may 
u~ ~ther ,devotions taken from this Book or set forth by lawful authority 
Wlt~1n thts Chu,rch, ,or from Holy Scripture; and Provr'ded further, that, 
subject to the direction of the Or~inary, in Mission Churches or ChapelS, 
and, also, when expressly authon zed by the Ordinary, in Cathedral or 
Pan sh Churches or o,ther ,places. such other devotions as aforesaid may 
be used, when the ~dlficatlon of the Congregation so requires, in place of 
the Order for Mormn~ Prayer, or the Order for Evening Prayer. 

For . Da:ys of Fast!ng and Thanksgiving ap(X>inted by the Civil or 
Eccl~lasttcal Authonty, and for other special occasions, for which no 
SerVIce or Prayer hath been provided in this Book. the Bishop may set 
forth such form or fOrolS as he shall see fit, in which case none other 
shall be used. 

NOTE, That in the directions for the several Services in this Book it 
is not intended, by the use of any particular word denoting vocal uttera~ce 
to prescribe the tone or manner of their recitation. ' 

THE USE OF THE PSALTER AND THE LECTIONARY. 

THE Old Testament is appointed for the First Lessons, and the New 
Testament for the Second Lessons, at Morning and Evening Prayer 

throughout the year. 
The. Psalms and Lessons to be read every day are to be found in the 

followmg Table of Psalms and Lessons for the Christian Year; except only 
those ~or t he Immovable Holy I?ays, the Proper Psalms and Lessons for 
all which days are to be found m the Table for the Fixed Holy Days. 

9n th~ following days, and their eves, if any, the Proper Psalms ap­
pointed m the Tables s~al1. be used: C~ristmas, Epiphany, Purifica tion, 
ASh. WednesdaY',A,nnunclabon, Good Fnday, Easter Day, Ascension Day, 
\y~ltsunday, Tn mty Sunday, Transfiguration, All Saints, and Thanks­
glVlng Day . 
. But NOTE, That on,oth.erdars, the Minister shall use the Psalms ap(X>inted 
~n the Tables ; or at hiS discretion he may use one or more of those assigned 
m the Psalter to the day of the month, or from the Table of Selections of 
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Service of the Church 
Psalms. And NOTE further, That in the case of a Psalm which is divided 
into sections. the Minister may use a section or se<::tions of. such Psalm. 

The Psalms and Lessons printed on the same hne are mtended to be 
used together. At any service for which more tl~an one suc~ set .of Psalms 
and Lessons are appointed, the choice thereof 15 at the discretion of the 
Minister. . 

Any set of Psalms and Lessons appointed for the even~ng of any day 
may be read at the morning service. and any set of mornmg Psalms and 
Lessons may be read in the evening. . . 

The starred Lessons provided ~or Sundays are particularly appropriate 
for use when Morning Prayer With onc Lesson precedes the Holy Com-
munion. hE· tI 

Upon any Sunday or Holy Day. the Minister may read t e .pIS e 
or the Gospel of the Day in place of the Second Lesson at Mornmg or 
Evening Prayer. 

Up:m any weekday, other than a Holy Day, the Psa.1~s and Lessons 
appointed for any day in the same week may be read Instead of those 
appointed for the Day. 

When an Octave is observed for any Holy Day, the Psalms and Lessons 
for the Day may be used upon the Sunday within the Octave. 

Upon special occasions the Minister may select such Psalms and Lessons 
as he may think suitable. .. , . 

Any Lesson may be lengthened or shortened at the MIOlster s diS­
cretion. 

HYMNS AND ANTHEMS. 

HYMNS set forth and allowed by the authority of this Church, and 
Anthems in the words of Holy Scnpture or of the Book of Common 

Prayer, may be sung before and after any Office in this Book, and also 
before and after Sermons.

That the Full Moon. for the purposes of these Rules and 
Tables. is the Fourteenth Day of a Lunar Month, reckoned according to an 
ancient Ecclesiastical computation, and not the real or Astronomical Full 
Moon.

THE Numbers prefixed to the several Days, in the foregoing Calendar, 
between the twenty·first Day of March and the eighteenth Day of 

April, both inclusive. denote the Days upon which those Full Moons do 
fall, which harpen upon or next after the twenty·first Day of March, in 
those Years 0 which they are respectively the Golden Numbers; and the 
Sunday Letter next following any such Full Moon points out Easter Day 
(or that ,Year. All which holds until the Year of OUf Lord 2199 inclusive; 
aft~r which Year, the places of these Golden Numbers will be to be changed. 
as IS hereafter expressed. 

To find Easter Day, look in the first column of the Calendar, between the 
twentieth Day of March and the nineteenth Day of April, for the Golden 
Number of the Year, against which stands the Day of the Paschal Full 
Moon. Then look in the third column for the Sunday Letter next after the 
Day of the Full Moon; and the Day of the Month standing against that 
Sunday Letter is Easter Day. If the Full Moon happen upon a Sunday, 
then (according to the first rule) the next Sunday after is Easter Day. 

To find the Golden Number, or Prime, add 1 to the Year of our Lord, 
and then divide by 19; the Remainder, if any, is the Golden Number; but 
if nothing remain, then 19 is the Golden Number. 

To find the Dominical or Sunday Letter. and the places of the Golden 
Numbers in the Calendar, see the General Tables which follow.

Communion,) may be said all that is appointed at the Communion, unto 
tM end of the Gospel, cDtieluding with the Blessing. 

,. And if any of tlze consecrated Bread and Wine remain after Ihe Communion 
it shall not be carried out of tlu Church; but the Minister and other Com~ 
municants shall, immediately after the Blessing, reverently eal Qnd drink 
ihe same. 

! If am~~ those who come to be partakers of the Holy Communion, 
Jhe MlnJster shall know any to be an open and notorious evil livtT, 
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or to hau done any wrong to his neighbours by word or deed. so that 1M 
Congregation be thereby offended; I~ shall advertise him, that he presume 
not to come to the Lcrd's Table, until he have openly declared himself to 
have truly repented and amended his former evil hIe, that 1M COllgregatioll 
may thereby be satisfied; and that he hath recompensed the parties to whom 
III! hath done wrong; or at least declare h£mself to be in full purpose so to do, 
as soon as he cOllveniently may. 

11 The same order shall the Minister use w£th those, betwixt whom he per­
ceivetll malice and hatred to re£gn; not sufferillg them to be partakers of the 
Lord's Table, UfJtil he k'low tllem to be reconciled. And if one of the parties, 
so at variance. be COfrten! to forgir:e from the bottom of his heart all that the 
other halh trespassed agaitlSt him, and to make amends for thai wherein Ite 
himself halh offended; and lhe other party will not be persuaded to a godly 
unity. but remain still in his frowardness and malice; the Minister t'n that 
case ought to admit the penilent person to the Holy Communion, and not 
him that is obstinate.

whole state of Christ's Church, the Pr£est may say tltis Exhortation. And 
NOTE, That the Exhortation shall be said on the First Sunday 1'n Advent. 
the First Sunday in Lellt, and Trinity Swzday, 

DEARLY beloved in the Lord, ye who mind to come 
to the holy Communion of the Body and Blood 

of our Saviour Christ, must consider how Saint Paul 
exhorteth all persons diligently to try and examine 
themselves, before they presume to eat of that Bread, 
and drink of that Cup. For as the benefit is great, if with 
a true penitent heart and lively faith we receive that 
hOly Sacrament; so is the danger great, if we receive 
the same unworthily. Judge therefore yourselves, breth­
ren, that ye be not judged of the Lord; repent you 
truly for your sins past; have a lively and stedfast faith 
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in Christ our Saviour; amend your lives, and be in per­
fect charity with all men; so shall ye be meet partakers 
of those holy mysteries. And above all things ye must 
give most humble and hearty thanks to God, the Father, 
the Son, and the Holy Ghost, for the redemption of the 
world by the death and passion of our Saviour Christ, 
both God and man; who did humble himself, even to the 
death upon the Cross, for us, miserable sinners, who lay in 
darkness and the shadow of death; that he might make 
us the children of God, and exalt us to everlasting life. 
And to the end that we should always remember the ex­
ceeding great love of our Master, and only Saviour, Jesus 
Christ, thus dying for us, and the innumerable benefits 
which by his precious blood-shedding he hath obtained 
for us; he hath instituted and ordained holy mysteries, 
as pledges of his love, and for a continual remembrance 
of his death, to our great and endless comfort. To him 
therefore, with the Father and the Holy Ghost, let us 
give, as we are most bounden, continual thanks; submit­
ting ourselves wholly to his holy will and pleasure, and 
studying to serve him in true holiness and righteousness 
all the days of our life.

1J When the Alitlister giveth warning for the Celebration oj lite Holy Com~ 
munion, (which he shall always do upon the Sunday, or some Holy Day, 
immediately preceding,) Ite shall rtad this Exhortation following; or sa 
much thereof as, in his discretion, he may think convtmient. 

DEARLY beloved, on --day next I purpose, through 
God's assistance, to administer to all such as shall be 

religiously and devoutly disposed the most comfortable 
Sacrament of the Body and Blood of Christ; to be by them 
received in remembrance of his meritorious Cross and Pas­
sion; whereby alone we obtain remission of our sins, and are 
made partakers of the Kingdom of heaven. Wherefore it is 
our duty to render most humble and hearty thanks to AI-
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mighty God, our heavenly Father, for that he hath given his 
Son our Saviour Jesus Christ, not only to die for us, but 
al<;o to be our spiritual food and sustenance ill that holy 
Sacrament. Which being so divine and comfortable a thmg 
to them who receive it worthily, and so dangerous to those 
who will presume to receive it unworthily; my duty. is to 
exhort you, in the mean season to conSider the dignity of 
that holy mystery, and the great peril of the .unworthy re­
cei ving thereof; and so to search and exarmne your own 
consciences, and that not lightly, and after the manner of 
dissemblers with God; but so that ye may come holy and 
clean to such a heavenly Feast, in the marriage-garment re­
quired by God in holy Scripture, and be received as worthy 
partakers of that holy Table. 

The way and means thereto is: First, to examine your 
lives and conversations by the ru1e of God's command­
ments; and whereinsoever ye shall perceive yourselves t? 
have offended, either by will, word, or deed, there to beWail 
your own sinfu1ness, and to confess yourselves to ~lrmghty 
God, with full purpose of amendment of hfe. And If ye shall 
perceive your offences to be such as are not only agaillst 
God, but also against your neighbours; then ye shallrecon­
eile yourselves unto them; being ready to make restitutIOn 
and satisfaction, according to the uttermost of your powers, 
for all injuries and wrongs done by you to any other; and 
being likewise ready to forgive others who have offended 
you, as ye would have forgiveness of your offences at God's 
hand: for otherwise the receiving of the holy CommunIOn 
doth nothing else but increase your condemnati~n. There­
fore, if any of you be a blasphemer of God, an .hinderer or 
slanderer of his Word, an adu1terer, or be mmahce. or envy, 
or in any other grievous crime; repent you of your sins, or 
else come not to that holy Table. 

And because it is requisite that no man shou1d come to 
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the holy Communion, but with a full trust in God's mercy, 
and with a quiet conscience; therefore, if there be any of 
you, who by this means cannot quiet his own conscience 
herein, but requireth further comfort or counsel, let him 
come to me, or to some other Minister of God's Word, and 
open his grief; that he may receive such godly counsel 
and advice, as may tend to the quieting of his conscience, 
and the removing of all scruple and doubtfulness. 

1J 01, t'n case he shall see lhe People negligent to come to the Holy Communion, 
instead of lhe former, he may use this Exhortation. 

DEARLY beloved brethren, on-- I intend, by God's 
grace, to celebrate the Lord's Supper: unto which, in 

God's behalf, I bid you all who are here present; and be­
seech you, for the Lord Jesus Christ's sake, that ye will not 
refuse to come thereto, being so lovingly called and bidden 
by God himself. Ye know how grievous and unkind a thing 
it is, when a man hath prepared a rich feast, decked his ta­
ble with all kind of provision, so that there lacketh nothing 
but the guests to sit down; and yet they who are called, 
without any cause, most unthankfully refuse to come. 
Which of you in such a case would not be moved? Who 
would not think a great injury and wrong done unto him? 
Wherefore, most dearly beloved in Christ, take ye good 
heed, lest ye, withdrawing yourselves from this holy Supper, 
provoke God's indignation against you. It is an easy matter 
for a man to say, I will not communicate, because I am 
otherwise hindered with worldly business. But such excuses 
are not so easily accepted and allowed before God. If any 
man say, I am a grievous sinner,and therefore am afraid to 
come: wherefore then do ye not repent and amend? When 
God calleth you, are ye not ashamed to say ye will not 
come? When ye should return to God, will ye excuse your­
selves, and say ye are not ready? Consider earnestly with 
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ourselves how little such feigned excuses will avail before 

bod. Those who refused the feast in the Gospel, because they 
had bought a farm, or would try their yokes of oxen, or be­
cause they were married, were not so excused, but counted 
unworthy of the heavenly feast. Wherefore, accordmg to 
mine office, I bid you in the Name of God, I call yo~ m 
Christ's behalf, I exhort you, as ye love your own salvatIOn, 
that ye will be partakers of this holy Communion. And as 
the Son of God did vouchsafe to Yield up hiS soul by death 
upon the Cross for your salvation; so it is your duty to re­
ceive the Communion in remembrance of the sacnfice of 
his death as he himself hath commanded: which if ye shall 
neglect t~ do, consider with yourselves how great is your 
ingratitude to God, and how sore punishment hangeth over 
your heads for the same; when ye wilfully abstain from the 
Lord's Table, and separate from your brethren, who come 
to feed on the banquet of that most heavenly food. These 
things if ye earnestly consider, ye ,;,il.1 by God's grace re­
turn to a better mind : for the obtammg whereof we shall 
not cease to make our humble petitions unto Almighty 
God, our heavenly Father.

The Epistle. Romans xiii. 8. 

OWE no man any thing, but to love one another: for 
he that loveth another hath fulfilled the law. For this, 

Thou shalt not commit adultery, Thou shalt not kill, Thou 
shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear false witness, Thou shalt 
not covet; and if there be any other commandment, it is 
bnefly comprehended in this saying, namely, Thou shalt 
love thy neighbour as thyself. Love worketh no ill to his 
neighbour: therefore love is the fulfilling of the law. And 
that. knowing the time, that now it is high time to awake 
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out of sleep: for now is our salvation nearer than when we 
believed.

worlds; who being the brightness of his glory, and the ex­
press image of his person, and upholding all things by the 
word of his power, when he had by himself purged our 
sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high; 
being made so much better than the angels, as he hath by 
inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they. For 
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unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art my 
Son, this day have I begotten thee? And again, I will be 
to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son?

IN the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with 
God, and the Word was God. The same was in the be­

ginning with God. All things were made by him; and with­
out him was not any thing made that was made. In him 
was life; and the life was the light of men. And the light 
shineth in darkness; and the darkness comprehended it not. 
There was a man sent from God, whose name was John. 
The same came for a witness, to bear witness of the Light, 
that all men through him might believe. He was not that 
Light, but was sent to bear witness of that Light. That was 
the true Light, which lighteth every man that cometh into 
the world.

But while he thought on these things, behold, 
the angel of the Lord appeared unto him in a dream, say­
ing, Joseph, thou son of David, fear not to take unto thee 
Mary thy wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the 
Holy Ghost. And she shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt 
call his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from 
their sins. Now all this was done, that it might be fulfilled 
which was spoken of the Lord by the prophet, saying, Be­
hold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall bring forth a 
son, and they shall call his name Emmanuel, which being 
interpreted is, God with us. Then Joseph being raised from 
sleep did as the angel of the Lord had bidden him, and took 
unto him his wife: and knew her not till she had brought 
forth her firstborn son: and he called his name JESUS.

Then Herod, whe,:, .he had 
privily called the wise men, enquired of them diligently 
what time the star appeared. And he sent them to Bethle­
hem, and said, Go and search diligently for the youn.g child; 
and when ye have found him, bring me word agam, that 
I may come and worship him also. When they had heard 
the king they departed; and, 10, the star, which they saw 
in the ~st, went before them, till it carne and stood over 
where the young child was. When they saw the star, they 
rejoiced with exceedmg great JOY. And w~en they were 
come into the house, they saw the young chl!d with Mary 
his mother, and fell down, and worshipped hlID: and when 
they had opened their treasures, they presente<:J unto him 
gifts; gold, and frankincense, and myrrh. And bemg warned 
of God in a dream that they should not return to Herod, 
they departed into their own country another way.

Jesus .salth un~o her, Woman, 
what have I to do with thee? mme hour IS not yet come. 
His mother saith unto the servants, Whatsoever he salth 
unto you, do it. And there were set. there six water-pots of 
stone after the marmer of the purlfymg of the Jews, con­
tainU;g two or three firkins apiece. Jesus saith unto them, 
Fill the water-pots with water. And they filled them up to 
the brim. And he saith unto them, Draw out n?w, and bear 
unto the governor of the feast. And they bare It. When the 
ruler of the feast had tasted the water that was ma.de wme, 
and knew not whence it was: (but the servants which drew 
the water knew;) the governor of the feast called the.bnde­
groom, and saith unto him, Every man at the begmnmg 
doth set forth good wine; and when men have well dru~k, 
then that which is worse: but thou hast kept the good wme 
until now. This beginning of mir.acles did Jesus in Car;a of 
Galilee, and manifested forth hiS glory; and his diSCiples 
believed on him.

for he beareth not the sword in vain: for he is the minister 
of .God, a revenger to execute wrath upon him that doeth 
evil. Wherefore ye must needs be subject, not only for 
wrat?, but also for conscience sake. For for this cause pay 
y.e tnbute also: for they ar~ God's ministers, attending con­
tmually.upon thiS very thing. Render therefore to all their 
dues: tnbute to whom tribute is due; custom to whom 
custom; fear to whom fear; honour to whom honour. 

The Gospel. St. Matthew viii. I. 

WHEN he was come down from the mountain, great 
multitudes followed him. And, behold, there came 

a leper and worshipped him, saying, Lord, if thou wilt, thou 
canst make me clean. And Jesus put forth his hand, and 
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touched him, saying, I will; be thou clean. And immedi­
ately his leprosy was cleansed. And Jesus saith unto him, 
See thou tell no man; but go thy way, shew thyself to the 
priest, and offer the gift that Moses commanded, fora testi­
mony unto them. And when Jesus was entered into Caper­
naum, there came unto him a centurion, beseeching him, 
and saying, Lord, my servant lieth at home sick of the palsy, 
grievously tormented. And Jesus saith unto him, I will come 
and heal him. The centurion answered and said, Lord, I am 
not worthy that thou shouldest come under my roof: but 
speak the word only, and my servant shall be healed. For I 
am a man under authority, having soldiers under me: and 
I say to this man, Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, 
and he cometh; and to my servant, Do this, and he doeth 
it. When Jesus heard it, he marvelled, and said to them that 
followed, Verily I say unto you, I have not found so great 
faith, no, not in Israel. And I say unto you, that many shall 
come from the east and west, and shall sit down with 
Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, in the kingdom of heaven. 
But the children of the kingdom shall be cast out into outer 
darkness: there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth. 
And Jesus said unto the centurion, Go thy way; and as 
thou hast believed, so be it done unto thee. And his ser­
vant was healed in the selfsame hour.

but we an incorruptible. I therefore so run, not as uncer­
tainly; so fight I, not as one that beateth the air: but I keep 
under my body, and bring it into subjection; lest that by 
any means, when I have preached to others, I myself 
should be a casta way. 

The Gospel. St. Matthew xx. I. 

T HE kingdom of heaven is like unto a man that is an 
. householder, which went out early in the morning to 

hi:-e labourers into his vineyard. And when he had agreed 
WIth the labourers for a penny a day, he sent them into his 
vineyard. And he went out about the third hour, and saw 
others standing idle in the market-place, and said unto them; 
Go ye also into the vineyard, and whatsoever is right I will 
gIve you. And they went their way. Again he went out 
about the sixth and ninth hour, and did likewise. And about 
~he eleventh hour he went out, and found others standing 
Idle, and saith unto them, Why stand ye here all the day t 

Idle? They say unto him, Because no man hath hired us. 
He saith unto them, Go ye also into the vineyard; and 
whatsoever is right, that shall ye receive. So when even 
v.:as come, the lord of the vineyard saith unto his steward, 
Call the labourers, and give them their hire, beginning from 
the last unto the first. And when they came that were hired 
about the eleventh hour, they received every man a penny. 
But when the first came, they supposed that they should 
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have received more; and they likewise received every man 
a penny. And when they had received it, they murmured 
against the goodman of the house, saymg, These last have 
wrought but one hour, and thou hast made them equal unto 
us, which have borne the burden and heat of the day. But 
he answered one of them, and said, Friend, I do thee no 
wrong: didst not thou agree with ~e f?r a penny? Take 
that thine IS, and go thy way: I WIll gIve unto thIS last, 
even as unto thee. Is it not lawful for me to do what I 
will with mine own? Is thine eye evil, because I am good? 
So the last shall be first, and the first last: for many be 
called, but few chosen. 

The Sunday called Sexagesima, or the 
second Sunday before Lent. 

The Collect. 

O LORD God, who seest that we put not our trust in 
any thing that we do; Mercifully grant that by thy 

power we may be defended against all adversity; through 
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

The Epistle. 2 Corinthians xi. 19. 

YE suffer fools gladly, seeing ye yourselves are wise. 
For ye suffer, if a man bring you into bondage, if a 

man devour you, if a man take of you, if a man exalt him­
self, if a man smite you on the face. I speak as concerning 
reproach, as though we had been weak. Howbeit wherein­
soever any is bold, (l speak foolishly, ) I am bold also. Are 
they Hebrews? so am 1. Are they Israelites? so am 1. Are 
they the seed of Abraham? so am 1. Are they ministers of 
Christ? (I speak as a fool) I am more; in labours more abun­
dant, in stripes above measure, in prisons more frequent, in 
deaths oft. Of the Jews five times received I forty stripes 
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save one. Thrice was I beaten with rods, once was I 
stoned, thrice I suffered shipwreck, a night and a day 
I have been in the deep; in journeyings often, in perils of 
waters, in perils of robbers, in perils by mine own coun­
trymen, in perils by the heathen, in perils in the city, in 
perils in the wilderness, m penis m the sea, m penis among 
false brethren; in weariness and painfulness, in watchings 
often, in hunger and thirst, in fastings often, in cold and 
nakedness. Beside those things that are without, that 
which cometh upon me daily, the care of all the churches. 
Who is weak, and I am not weak? who is offended, and 
I burn not? If I must needs glory, I will glory of the 
things which concern mine infirmities. The God and 
Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, which is blessed for 
evermore, knoweth that I lie not. 

The Gospel. St. Luke viii. 4. 

W HE much people were gathered together, and were 
come to him out of every city, he spake by a para­

ble: A sower went out to sow his seed: and as he sowed, 
some fell by the way-side; and it was trodden down, and 
the fowls of the air devonred it. And some fell upon a rock; 
and as soon as it was sprung up, it withered away, because 
it lacked moisture. And some fell among thorns; and the 
thorns sprang up with it, and choked it. And other fell on 
good ground, and sprang up, and bare fruit an hundredfold. 
And when he had said these things, he cried, He that hath 
ears to hear, let him hear. And his disciples asked him, say­
ing, What might this parable be? And he said, Unto you it 
is given to know the mysteries of the kingdom of God: 
but to others in parables; that seeing they might not see, 
and hearing they might not understand. Now the parable is 
this: The seed is the word of God. Those by the way-side 
are they that hear; then cometh the devil, and taketh away 
the word out of their hearts, lest they should believe and 
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be saved. They on the rock are they, which, when they 
hear, receive the word with joy; and these have no root, 
which for a while believe, and in time of temptation fall 
away. And that which fell among thorns are they, which, 
when they have heard, go forth, and are choked with cares 
and riches and pleasures of this life, and bring no fruit to 
perfection. But that on the good ground are they, which in 
an honest and good heart, having heard the word, keep it, 
and bring forth fruit with patience. 

The Sunday called Quinquagesima, or the 
Sunday next before Lent. 

The Collect. 

O LORD, who hast taught us that all our doings with­
out charity are nothing worth; Send thy Holy Ghost, 

and pour into our hearts that most excellent gift of charity, 
the very bond of peace and of all virtues, without which 
whosoever liveth is counted dead before thee. Grant this 
for thine only Son Jesus Christ's sake. Amen. 

The Epistle. I Corinthians xiii. 1. 

T HOUGH I speak with the tongues of men and of an­
gels, and have not charity, I am become as sounding 

brass, or a tinkling cymbal. And though I have the gift of 
prophecy, and understand all mysteries, and all knowledge; 
and though I have all faith, so that I could remove moun­
tains, and have not charity, I am nothing. And though I be­
stow all my goods to feed the poor, and though I give my 
body to be burned, and have not charity, it profiteth m!! 
nothing. Charity suffereth long, and is kind ; charity envieth 
not; charity vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up, doth not 
behave itself unseemly, seeketh not her own, is not easily 
provoked. thinketh no evil; rejoiceth not in iniquity, but 
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rejoiceth in the truth; beareth all things, believeth all 
things, hopeth all things, endureth all things. Charity 
never faileth: but whether there be prophecies, they shall 
fail; whether there be tongues, they shall cease; whether 
there be knowledge, it shall vanish away. For we know 
in part, and we prophesy in part. But when that which 
is perfect is come, then that which is in part shall be 
done away. When I was a child, I spake as a child, I un­
derstood as a child, I thought as a child: but when I 
became a man, I put away childish things. For now we 
see through a glass, darkly; but then face to face: now 
I know in part; but then shall I know even as also I am 
known. And now abideth faith, hope, charity, these three; 
but the greatest of these is charity. 

The Gospel. St. Luke xviii. 31. 

T HEN Jesus took unto him the twelve, and said unto 
them, Behold, we go up to Jerusalem, and all things 

that are written by the prophets concerning the Son of 
man shall be accomplished. For he shall be delivered W1to 
the Gentiles, and shall be mocked, and spitefully entreated, 
and spitted on: and they shall scourge him, and put him to 
death: and the third day he shall rise again. Anr:\ they under­
stood none of these things: and this saying was hid from 
them, neither knew they the things which were spoken. 
And it came to pass, that as he was come nigh unto Jericho, 
a certain blind man sat by the way-side begging: and hear­
rug the multttude pass by, he asked what it meant. And they 
told him, that Jesus of Nazareth passeth by. And he cried, 
saying, Jesus, thou son of David, have mercy on me. And 
they which went before rebuked him, that he should hold 
his peace: but he cried so much the more, Thou son of 
~avid, have mercy on me. And J esusstood, and commanded 
him to be brought unto him: and when he was come near, 
he asked him, saying, What wilt thou that I shall do unto 
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thee? And he said, Lord, that I may receive my sight. And 
Jesus said unto him, Receive thy sight: thy faith hath saved 
thee. And immediately he received his sight, and followed 
him, glorifying God: and all the people, when they saw it, 
gave praise unto God.

through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 
,. This Collect is 10 be said etJery day in Lent, after the Collect appointed for 

tlze day, until Palm Sunday. 

For the Epistle. Joel ii. I2. 

T URN ye even to me, saith the LORD, with all your 
heart, and with fasting, and with weeping, and with 

mourning: and rend your heart, ar.d not your garments, 
and turn unto the LORD your God: for he is gracious and 
merciful, slow to anger, and of great kindness, and repent­
eth him of the evil. Who knoweth if he will retufn and 
repent, and leave a blessing behind him; even a meat-offer­
ing and a drink-offering unto the LORD your God? Blow 
the trumpet in Zion, sanctify a fast, call a solemn assembly: 
gather the people, sanctify the congregation, assemble the 
elders, gather the children, and those that suck the breasts: 
let the bridegroom go forth of his chamber, and the bride 
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out of her closet. Let the priests, the ministers of the LoRD, 
weep between the porch and the altar, and let them say, 
Spare thy people, 0 LORD, and give not thine heritage to 
reproach, that the heathen should rule over them: where­
fore should they say among the people, Where is their 
God? 

The Gospel. St. Matthew vi. I6. 

WHEN ye fast, be not, as the hypocrites, of a sad 
countenance: for they disfigure their faces, that 

they may appear unto men to fast. Verily I say unto you, 
They have their reward. But thou, when thou fastest, 
anoint thine head, and wash thy face; that thou appear 
not unto men to fast, but unto thy Father which is in 
secret: and thy Father, which seeth in secret, shall reward 
thee openly. Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon 
earth, where moth and rust doth corrupt, and where 
thieves break through and steal: but lay up for your­
selves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust 
doth corrupt, and where thieves do not break through nor 
steal: for where your treasure is, there will your heart 
be also.

giving no offence in any thing, that the ministry be not 
blamed: but in all things approving ourselves as the minis­
ters of God, in much patience, in afflictions, in necessities, 
in distresses, in stripes, in imprisonments, in tumults, in 
labours, in watchings, in fastings; by pureness, by know­
ledge, by long-suffering, by kindness, by the Holy Ghost, 
by love unfeigned, by the word of truth, by the power of 
God, by the armour of righteousness on the right hand and 
on the left, by honour and dishonour, by evil report and 
good report: as deceivers, and yet true; as unknown, 
and yet well known; as dying, and, behold, we live; as 
chastened, and not killed; as sorrowful, yet alway rejoicing; 
as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet 
possessing all things. 

The Gospel. St. Matthew iv. 1. 

T HEN was Jesus led up of the spirit into the wilder­
ness to be tempted of the devil. And when he had 

fasted forty days and forty nights, he was afterward an hun­
gred. And when the tempter came to him, he said, If thou 
be the Son of God, command that these stones be made 
bread. But he answered and ~id, I t is written, Man shall not 
live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth 
out of the mouth of God. Then the devil taketh him up 
into the holy city, and setteth him on a pinnacle of the 
temple, and saith unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast 
thyself down: for it is written, He shall give his angelS 
charge concerning thee: and in their hands they shall bear 
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thee up, lest at any time thou dash thy foot against a stone. 
Jesus said unto him, It is written again, Thou shalt not 
tempt the Lord thy God. Again, the devil taketh him up 
into an exceeding high mountain, and sheweth him all the 
kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them; and saith 
unto him, All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt 
fall down and worship me. Then saith Jesus unto him, Get 
thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the 
Lord thy God, and him only shalt thou serve. Then the 
devilleaveth him, and, behold, angels came and ministered 
unto him. 

The Second Sunday in Lent. 

The Collect. 

ALMIGHTY God, who seest that we have no power 
r"\. of ourselves to help ourselves; Keep us both out­
wardly in our bodies, and inwardly in our souls; that we 
may be defended from all adversities which may hap­
pen to the body, and from all evil thoughts which may 
assault and hurt the soul; through Jesus Christ our Lord.

The Epistle. I Thessalonians iv. I. 

WE beseech you, brethren, and exhort you by the 
Lord Jesus, that as ye have received of us how ye 

ought to walk and to please God, so ye would abound more 
and more. For ye know what commandments we gave you 
by the Lord Jesus. For this is the will of God, even your 
sanctification, that ye should abstain from fornication : that 
everyone of you should know how to possess his vessel in 
sanctification and honour; not in the lust of concupiscence, 
even as the Gentiles which know not God: that no man 
go beyond and defraud his brother in any matter: because 
that the Lord is the avenger of all such, as we also have 
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forewarned you and testified. For God hath not called us 
unto uncleanness, but unto holiness. He therefore that de­
spiseth, despiseth not man, but God, who hath also given 
unto us his holy Spirit. 

The Gospel. St. Matthew xv. 2I. 

JESUS went thence, and departed into the coasts of 
Tyre and Sidon. And, behold, a woman of Canaan came 

out of the same coasts, and cried unto him, saying, Have 
mercy on me, 0 Lord, thou son of David; my daughter 
IS gnevously vexed with a devil. But he answered her not 
a word. And his disciples came and besought him, saying, 
Send her away; for she cneth after us. But he answered 
and said, I am not sent but unto the lost sheep of the 
house of Israel. Then came she and worshipped him, say­
mg, Lord, help me. But he answered and said, It is not 
meet to take the children's bread, and to cast it to dogs. 
An? she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the crumbs 
which fall from their masters' table. Then Jesus answered 
and said unto her, 0 woman, great is thy faith: be it unto 
thee even as thou wilt. And her daughter was made whole 
from that very hour. 

The Third Sunday in Lent. 

The Collect. 

WE beseech thee, Almighty God, look upon the hearty 
. desires of thy humble servants, and stretch forth 

t~1e nght ha~d of thy Majesty, to be our defence against 
all our enemies; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

The Epistle. Ephesians v. I. 

BE ye therefore followers of God, as dear children; and 
walk in love, as Christ also hath loved us and hath 

given himself for us an offering and a sacrifice t~ God for a 
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sweet-smelling savour. But fornication, and all unclean­
ness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among 
you, as becometh saints; neither filthiness, nor foolish 
talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but rather 
giving of thanks. For this ye know, that no whoremonger, 
nor unclean person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater, 
hath any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of 
God. Let no man deceive you with vain words: for be­
cause of these things cometh the wrath of God upon the 
children of disobedience. Be not ye therefore partakers 
with them. For ye were sometimes darkness, but now 
are ye light in the Lord: walk as children of light: (for 
the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteous­
ness and truth;) proving what is acceptable unto the 
Lord. And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works 
of darkness, but rather reprove them. For it is a shame 
even to speak of those things which are done of them in 
secret. But all things that are reproved are made mani­
fest by the light: for whatsoever doth make manifest is 
light. Wherefore he saith, Awake thou that sleepest, and 
arise from the dead, and Christ shall give thee light. 

The Gospel. St. Luke xi. 14. 

JESUS was casting out a devil, and it was dumb. And it 
came to pass, when the devil was gone out, the dumb 

spake; and the people wondered. But some of them said, 
He casteth out devils through Beelzebub the chief of the 
devils. And others, tempting him, sought of him a sign from 
heaven. But he, knowing their thoughts, said unto them, 
Every kingdom divided against itself is brought to desola­
tion; and a house divided against a house falleth. If Satan 
also be divided against himself, how shall his kingdom 
stand? because ye say that I cast out devils through Beel­
zebub. And if I by Beelzebub cast out devils, by whom do 
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your sons cast them out? therefore shall they be your 
Judges. But If I wIth the finger of God cast out devils, no 
doubt the kingdom of God is come upon you. When a 
strong man armed keepeth his palace, his goods are in 
peace: but when a stronger than he shall come upon him, 
and overcome him, he taketh from him all his armour 
wherein he trusted, and divideth his spoils. He that is not 
with me is against me: and he that gathereth not with me 
scattereth. When the unclean spirit is gone out of a man, 
he walketh through dry places, seeking rest; and finding 
none, he saith, I will return unto my house whence I came 
o~t. And when he cometh, he findeth it swept and gar­
nIshed. Then goeth he, .and taketh to him seven other spir­
Its more wIcked than himself; and they enter in, and dwell 
there: and the last state of that man is worse than the first. 
And it came to pass, as he spake these things, a certain 
woman of the company lifted up her voice, and said unto 
him, Blessed is the womb that bare thee, and the paps 
which thou hast sucked. But he said, Yea rather, blessed 
are they that hear the word of God, and keep it. 

The Fourth Sunday in Lent. 
The Collect. 

GRANT, we beseech thee, Almighty God, that we, who 
. for our evil deeds do worthily deserve to be pun­
Ished, by the comfort of thy grace may mercifully be re­
lIeved; through our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. Amen. 

The Epistle. Galatians iv. 21. 

T ELL me, ye that desire to be under the law, do ye not 
hear the law? For it is written, that Abraham had two 

;(ms, the one by a bondmaid, the other by a freewoman. 
But he who was of the bondwoman was born after the 
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flesh; but he of the freewoman was by promise. Which 
things are an allegory: for these are the two covenants; 
the one from the mount Sinai, which gendereth to bond­
age, which is Agar. For this Agar is mount Sinai in Ara­
bia, and answereth to Jerusalem which now is, and is in 
bondage with her children. But Jerusalem which is above 
is free, which is the mother of us all. For it is written, 
Rejoice, thou barren that bearest not: break forth and 
cry, thou that travailest not: for the desolate hath many 
more children than she which hath an husband. Now 
we, brethren, as Isaac was, are the children of promise. 
But as then he that was born after the flesh persecuted 
him that was born after the Spirit, even so it is now. 
Nevertheless what saith the scripture? Cast out the bond­
woman and her son: for the son of the bondwoman shall 
not be heir with the son of the freewoman. So then, 
brethren, we are not children of the bondwoman, but of 
the free. 

The Gospel. St. John vi.!. 

JESUS went over the sea of Galilee, which is the sea of 
Tiberias. And a great multitude followed him, because 

they saw his miracles which he did on them that were dis­
eased. And Jesus went up into a mountain, and there he sat 
with his disciples. And the passover, a feast of the Jews, was 
nigh. When Jesus then lifted up his eyes, and saw a great 
company come unto him, he saith unto Philip, Whence 
shall we buy bread, that these may eat? And this he said to 
prove him: for he himself knew what he would do. Philip 
answered him, Two hundred pennyworth of bread is not 
Sufficient for them, that every one of them may take a little. 
One of his disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter's brother, saith 
unto him, There is a lad here, which hath five barley loaves, 
and two small fishes: but what are they among so many? 
And Je<.lUS said, Make the men sit down. Now there was 
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much grass in the place. So the men sat down, in number 
about five thousand. And Jesus took the loaves; and when 
he had given thanks, he distributed to the disciples, and the 
dIscIples to them that were set down; and likewise of the 
fishes as much as they would. When they were filled, he 
said unto his disciples, Gather up the fragments that re­
main, that nothing be lost. Therefore they gathered them 
together, and filled twelve baskets with the fragments of 
the five barley loaves, which remained over and above unto 
them that had eaten. Then those men, when they had seen 
the miracle that Jesus did, said, This is of a truth that 
prophet that should come into the world. 

PASSIONTIDE. 

The Fifth Sunday in Lent, commonly called 
Passion Sunday. 

The Collecl. 

W E beseech thee, Almighty God, mercifully to look 
upon thy people; that by thy great goodness they 

may be governed and preserved evermore, both in body 
and soul; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

The Epistle. Hebrews ix. II. 

CHRIST being come an high priest of good things to 
come, by a greater and more perfect tabernacle, not 

made with hands, that is to say, not of this building; neither 
by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own blood he 
entered in once into the holy place, having obtained eter­
nal redemption for us. For if the blood of bulls and of goats, 
and the ashes of an heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifi­
eth to the purifying of the flesh: how much more shall the 
blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered 
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himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from 
dead works to serve the living God? And for this cause he 
is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of 
death, for the redemption of the transgressions that were 
under the first testament, they which are called might re­
ceive the promise of eternal inheritance. 

The Gospel. St. John viii. 46. 

JESUS said, Which of you convinceth me of sin? And if 
I say the truth, why do ye not believe me? He that is 

of God heareth God's words: ye therefore hear them not, 
because ye are not of God. Then answered the Jews and 
said unto him, Say we not well that thou art a Sam~itan 
and hast a devil? Jesus answered, I have not a devil· but 
I honour my Father, and ye do dishonour me. And I 'seek 
not mine own glory: there is one that seeketh and judgeth. 
Venly, venly, I say unto you, If a man keep my saying, he 
shall never see death. Then said the Jews unto him, Now 
we know that thou hast a devil. Abraham is dead, and the 
prophets; and thou sayest, If a man keep my saying, he 
shall never taste of death. Art thou greater than our father 
Abraham, which is dead? and the prophets are dead: whom 
makest thou thyself? Jesus answered, If I honour myself, 
my honour is nothing: it is my Father that honoureth me; 
of whom ye say, that he is your God: yet ye have not 
known him; but I know him: and if I should say, I know 
hIm not, I shall be a liar like unto you; but I know him, 
and keep his saying. Your father Abraham rejoiced to see 
my day: and he saw it, and was glad. Then said the Jews 
unto him, Thou art not yet fifty years old, and hast thou 
seen Abraham? Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say 
Unto you, Before Abraham was, I am. Then took they up 
stones to cast at him: but Jesus hid himself, and went out 
of the temple. 
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The Sunday next before Easter, commonly called 
Palm Sunday. 

The Collect. 
ALMIGHTY and everlasting God, who, of thy tender 
~ love towards mankind, hast sent thy Son, our Saviour 
Jesus Christ, to take upon him our flesh, and to suffer death 
upon the cross, that all mankind should follow the example 
of his great humility; Mercifully grant, that we may both 
follow the example of his patience, and also be made par­
takers of his resurrection; through the same Jesus Christ 
our Lord. Amen. 

This Collect is to be said every day. ajter the Collect appointed JOT the day. 
until Good Friday. 

The Epistle. Philippians ii. S. 
T ET this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus: 
L who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery 
to be equal with God: but made himself of no reputation, 
and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made 
in the likeness of men: and being found in fashion as a 
man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, 
even the death of the cross. Wherefore God also hath 
highly exalted him, and given him a name which is 
above every name: that at the name of Jesus every knee 
should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, 
and things under the earth; and that every tongue should 
confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the 
Father. 

The Gospel. St. Matthew xxvii. 1. 

WHEN the morning was come, all the chief priests 
and elders of the people took counsel against Jesus 

to put him to death: and when they had bound him, they 
led him away, and delivered him to Pontius Pilate the gov-
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ernor. Then Judas, which had betrayed him, when he saw 
that he was condemned, repented himself, and brought 
again the thirty pieces of silver to the chief priests and 
elders, saying, I have sinned in that I have betrayed the 
innocent blood. And they said, What is that to us? see thou 
to that. And he cast down the pieces of silver in the tem­
ple, and departed, and went and hanged himself. And the 
chief priests took the silver pieces, and said, It is not law­
ful for to put them into the treasury, because it is the 
price of blood. And they took counsel, and bought with 
them the potter's field, to bury strangers in. Wherefore 
that field was called, The field of blood, unto this day. 
Then was fulfilled that which was spoken by Jeremy the 
prophet, saying, And they took the thirty pieces of silver, 
the price of him that was valued, whom they of the chil­
dren of Israel did value; and gave them for the potter's 
field , as the Lord appointed me. And Jesus stood before 
the governor: and the governor asked him, saying, Art 
thou the King of the Jews? And Jesus said unto him, 
Thou sayest. And when he was accused of the chief priests 
and elders, he answered nothing. Then said Pilate unto 
him, Hearest thou not how many things they witness 
against thee? And he answered him to never a word; inso­
much that the governor marvelled greatly. Now at that 
feast the governor was wont to release unto the people 
a prisoner, whom they would. And they had then a nota­
ble prisoner, called Barabbas. Therefore when they were 
gathered together, Pilate said un to them, Whom will ye 
that I release unto you? Barabbas, or Jesus which is 
called Christ? For he knew that for envy they had de­
livered him. When he was set down on the judgment-seat, 
his wife sent unto him, saying, Have thou nothing to dowith 
that just man: for I have suffered many things this day in 
a dream because of him. But the chief priests and elders 
persuaded the multitude that they should ask Barabbas, and 
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destroy Jesus. The governor answered and said unto them. 
Whether of the twain will ye that I release unto you? 
They said. Barabbas. Pilate saith unto them. What shall I 
do then with Jesus which is called Christ? They all say unto 
him. Let him be crucified. And the governor said. Why. 
what evil hath he done? But they cried out the more. say­
ing. Let him be crucified. When Pilate saw that he could 
prevail nothing. but that rather a tumult was made. he took 
water. and washed his hands before the multitude. saying, 
I am innocent of the blood of this just person: see ye to it. 
Then answered all the people. and said. His blood be on 
us, and on our children. Then released he Barabbas unto 
them: and when he had scourged Jesus. he delivered him 
to be crucified. Then the soldiers of the governor took 
Jesus into the common hall. and gathered unto him the 
whole band of soldiers. And they stripped him. and put on 
him a scarlet robe. And when they had platted a crown of 
thorns. they put it upon his head. and a reed in his right 
hand: and they bowed the knee before him. and mocked 
him. saying, Hail. King of the Jews! And they spit upon 
him. and took the reed, and smote him on the head. And 
after that they had mocked him. they took the robe off 
from him, and put his own raiment on him. and led him 
away to crucify him. And as they came out. they found a 
man of Cyrene, Simon by name: him they compelled to 
bear his cross. And when they were come unto a place 
called Golgotha, that is to say. a place of a skull, they gave 
him vinegar to drink mingled with gall: and when he had 
tasted thereof. he would not drink. And they crucified him, 
and parted his garments. casting lots: that it might be ful­
filled which was spoken by the prophet. They parted my 
garments among them, and upon my vesture did they cast 
lots. And sitting down they watched him there; and set 
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up over his head his accusation written. THIS IS JESUS 
THE KING OF THE JEWS. Then v:ere there two 
thieves crucified with him. one on the rIght hand, and 
another on the left. And they that passed by reVIled him, 
wagging their heads, and saying. Thou that destroyest the 
temple. and buildest it in three days. save thyself. If thou 
be the Son of God, come down from the cross. LikeWIse also 
the chief priests mocking him, with the scribes and elders. 
said, He saved others; himself he cannot save. If he be the 
King of Israel, let him now come down from the cr.oss, and 
we will believe him. He trusted ill God; let hllll dehver hIm 
now, if he will have him: for he said. I am the Son of God. 
The thieves also, which were crucified with him, cast the 
same in his teeth. Now from the sixth hour there was 
darkness over all the land unto the ninth hour. And about 
the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eli. 
Eli, lama sabachtlzani? that is to say. My God, my God. why 
hast thou forsaken me? Some of them that stood there. 
when they heard that. said. This man calleth for Elias. And 
straightway one of them ran, and took a spunge, and filled 
it with vinegar. and put it on a reed, and gave him to 
drink. The rest said, Let be, let us see whether Elias will 
come to save him. Jesus, when he had cried again with a 
loud voice, yielded up the ghost. And. behold, the veil of 
the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom; 
and the earth did quake, and the rocks rent; and the graves 
were opened; and many bodies of the saints which slept 
arose, and came out of the graves after his resurrection, 
and went into the holy city, and appeared unto many. Now 
When the centurion. and they that were with him, watch­
IIlg Jesus, saw the earthquake, and those things that were 
done, they feared greatly. saying, Truly this was the Son of 
God .

For the Epistle. Isaiah lxiii. 1. 

W HO is this that cometh from Edom, with dyed 
. garments fr?m ~ozrah? this that is glorious in 

his apparel, travellmg m the greatness of his strength? 
I that speak in righteousness, mighty to save. Wherefore 
art thou red in thine apparel, and thy garments like him 
that treadeth in the winefat? I have trodden the wine­
press alone; and of the people there was none with me : 
for I will tread them in mine anger, and trample them in 
my fury; and their blood shall be sprinkled upon my 
garments, and I will stain all my raiment. For the day 
of vengeance is in mine heart, and the year of my re­
deemed is come. And I looked, and there was none to 
help; and I wondered that there was none to uphold : 
therefore mine own arm brought salvation unto me; and 
my fury, it upheld me. And I will tread down the people in 
mme anger, and make them drunk in my fury, and I will 
brmg down their strength to the earth. I will mention 
the lovingkindnesses of the LORD, and the praises of the 
LORD, according to all that the LORD hath bestowed on 
us, . and the great goodness toward the house of Israel, 
whIch he hath bestowed on them according to his mer­
CIes, and accord~g to the multitude of his lovingkind­
nesses. For he saId, Surely they are my people, children 
that WIll not lie: so he was their Saviour. In all their 
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affliction he was afflicted, and the angel of his presence 
saved them: in his love and in his pity he redeemed them; 
and he bare them, and carried them all the days of old. 
But they rebelled, and vexed his holy Spirit; therefore 
he was turned to be their enemy, and he fought against 
them. Then he remembered the days of old, Moses, and 
his people, sayin~, Where is he that brought them up 
out of the sea wIth the shepherd of his flock? where is 
he that put his holy Spirit within him? that led them 
by the right hand of Moses with his glorious arm, di­
viding the water before them, to make himself an ever­
lasting name? that led them through the deep, as an 
horse in the wilderness, that they should not stumble? 
As a beast goeth down into the valley, the Spirit of 
the LORD caused him to rest: so didst thou lead thy 
people, to make thyself a glorious name. Look down from 
heaven, and behold from the habitation of thy holiness 
and of thy glory: where is thy zeal and thy strength, the 
soundmg of thy bowels and of thy mercies toward me? 
are they restrained? Doubtless thou art our father, though 
Abraham be ignorant of us, and Israel acknowledge us not: 
thou, 0 LORD, art our father, our redeemer; thy name is 
from everlasting. 0 LORD, why hast thou made us to err 
from thy ways, and hardened our heart from thy fear? Re­
turn for thy servants' sake, the tribes of thine inheritance. 
The people of thy holiness have possessed it but a little 
while: our adversaries have trodden down thy sanctuary. 
We are thine: thou never barest rule over them; they 
Were not called by thy name. 

The Gospel. St. Mark xiv.!. 
AFTER two days was the feast of the passover, and of 

n unleavened bread: and the chief priests and the scribes 
SOught how they might take him by craft, and put him to 
death. But they said, Not on the feast day, lest there be an 
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uproar of the people. And being in Bethany in the house 
of Simon the leper, as he sat at meat, there came a woman 
having an alabaster box of ointment of spikenard very pre­
cious; and she brake the box, and poured it on his head. 
And there were some that had indignation within them­
selves, and said, Why was this waste of the ointment made? 
for it might have been sold for more than three hundred 
pence, and have been given to the poor. And they mur­
mured against her. And Jesus said, Let her alone; why 
trouble ye her? she hath wrought a good work on me. For 
ye have the poor with you always, and whensoever ye will 
ye may do them good: but me ye have not always. She 
hath done what she could: she is come aforehand to anoint 
my body to the burying. Verily I say unto you, Whereso­
ever this gospel shall be preached throughout the whole 
world, this also that she hath done shall be spoken of for a 
memorial of her. And Judas Iscariot, one of the twelve, 
went unto the chief priests, to betray him unto them. And 
when they heard it, they were glad, and promised to give 
him money. And he sought how he might conveniently 
betray him. And the first day of unleavened bread, when 
they killed the passover, his disciples said unto him, Where 
wilt thou that we go and prepare that thou mayest eat the 
passover? And he sendeth forth two of his disciples, and 
saith unto them, Go ye into the city, and there shall meet 
you a man bearing a pitcher of water: follow him. And 
wheresoever he shall go in, say ye to the goodman of the 
house, TheMastersaith, Where is the guest-chamber, where 
I shall eat the passover with my disciples? And he will sheW 
you a large upper room furnished and prepared: there make 
ready for us. And his disciples went forth, and came into the 
city, and found as he had said unto them: and they made 
ready the passover. And in the evening he cometh with the 
twelve. And as they sat and did eat, Jesus said, Verily I say 
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unto you, One of you which eateth with me shall betray 
me. And they began to be sorrowful, and to say unto him 
one by one, Is it I? and another said, Is it I? And he an­
swered and said unto them, It is one of the twelve, that dip­
peth with me in the dish. The Son of man indeed goeth, 
as it is written of him: but woe to that man by whom the 
Son of man is betrayed! good were it for that man if he 
had never been born. And as they did eat, Jesus took bread, 
and blessed, and brake it, and gave to them, and said, Take, 
eat: this is my body. And he took the cup, and when he 
had given thanks, he gave it to them: and they all drank of 
it. And he said unto them, This is my blood of the new 
testament, which is shed for many. Verily I say unto you, 
I will drink no more of the fruit of the vine, until that day 
that I drink it new in the kingdom of God. And when they 
had sung an hymn, they went out into the mount of Olives. 
And Jesus saith unto them, All ye shall be offended because 
of me this night: for it is written, I will smite the shepherd, 
and the sheep shall be scattered. But after that I am risen, 
I will go before you into Galilee. But Peter said unto him, 
Although all shall be offended, yet will not 1. And Jesus 
saith unto him, Verily I say unto thee, That this day, even 
in this night, before the cock crow twice, thou shalt deny 
me thrice. But he spake the more vehemently, If I should 
die with thee, I will not deny thee in any wise. Likewise 
also said they all. And they came to a place which was 
named Gethsemane: and he saith to his disciples, Sit ye 
here, while I shall pray. And he taketh with him Peter and 
James and John, and began to be sore amazed, and to be 
very heavy; and saith unto them, My soul is exceeding sor­
rowful unto death: tarry ye here, and watch. And he went 
forward a little, and fell on the ground, and prayed that, if 
it were possible, the hour might pass from him. And he 
said. Abba. Father, all things are possible unto thee; take 
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away this cup from me: nevertheless not what I will, but 
what thou wilt. And he cometh, and findeth them sleeping, 
and saith unto Peter, Simon, sleepest thou? couldest not 
thou watch one hour? Watch ye and pray, lest ye enter into 
temptation. The spirit truly is ready, but the flesh is weak. 
And again he went away, and prayed, and spake the same 
words. And when he returned, he found them asleep again, 
(for their eyes were heavy, ) neither wist they what to an­
swer him. And he cometh the third time, and saith unto 
them, Sleep on now, and take your rest: it is enough, the 
hour is come; behold, the Son of man is betrayed into the 
hands of sinners. Rise up, let us go; 10, he that betrayeth 
me is at hand. And immediately, while he yet spake, cometh 
Judas, one of the twelve, and with him a great multitude 
with swords and staves, from the chief priests and the 
scribes and the elders. And he that betrayed him had given 
them a token, saying, Whomsoever I shall kiss, that same is 
he; take him, and lead him away safely. And as soon as he 
was come, he goeth straightway to him, and saith, Master, 
master; and kissed him. And they laid their hands on him, 
and took him. And one of them that stood by drew a sword, 
and smote a servant of the high priest, and cut off his ear. 
And Jesus answered and said unto them, Are ye come out, 
as against a thief, with swords and with staves, to take me? 
I was daily with you in the temple teaching, and ye took 
me not: but the scriptures must be fulfilled. And they all 
forsook him, and fled. And there followed him a certain 
young man, having a linen cloth cast about his naked body; 
and the young men laid hold on him: and he left the linen 
cloth, and fled from them naked. And they led Jesus away 
to the high priest: and with him were assembled all the 
chief priests and the elders and the scribes. And Peter fol­
lowed him afar off, even into the palace of the high priest: 
and he sat with the servants, and warmed himself at the fire. 
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And the chief priests and all the council sought for witness 
against Jesus to put him to death; and found none. For 
many bare false witness against him, b~t therr witness 
agreed not together. And there arose certam, and bare false 
witness against him, saying, We heard h1ffi say,. I will de­
stroy this temple that is made with hands, and wlthm three 
days I will build another made Without hands. B~t neither 
so did their witness agree together. And the high pnest 
stood up in the midst, and asked Jesus: saying, Answerest 
thou nothing? what is it which these wltnes~ agamst. thee? 
But he held his peace, and answered nothmg. Agam the 
high priest asked him, and said unto him, ~rt thou the 
Christ, the Son of the Blessed? And Jesus saId, I am: and 
ye shall see the Son of man sitting on the right hand of 
power, and coming in the clouds of heaven. Then the high 
priest rent his clothes, and saith, What need we any further 
witnesses? ye have heard the blasphemy: what thmk ye? 
And they all condemned him to be guilty of death. And 
some began to spit on him, and to cover his face, and to 
buffet him, and to say unto him, Prophesy: and the servants 
did strike him with the palms of their hands. And as Peter 
was beneath in the palace, there cometh one of the maids 
of the high priest: and when she saw Peter warming him­
self, she looked upon him, and said, And thou also wast with 
Jesus ofN azareth. But he denied, saying, I know not, neither 
understand I what thou sayest. And he went out into the 
porch; and the cock crew. And a maid saw him again, and 
began to say to them that stood by, This is one of them. 
And he denied it again. And a little after, they that stood by 
said again to Peter, Surely thou art one of them: for thou 
art a Galilrean, and thy speech agreeth thereto. But he be­
gan to curse and to swear, saying, I know not this man of 
Whom ye speak. And the second time the cock crew. And 
Peter called to mind the word that Jesus said unto him, Be-
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fore the cock crow twice, thou shalt deny me thrice. And 
when he thought thereon, he wept.

A ND straightway in the morning the chief priests held 
~ a consultation with the elders and SC~lbeS and the 
whole council, and bound Jesus, and camed hlffi away, and 
delivered him to Pila te. And Pilate asked him, Art thou 
the King of the Jews? An? he answering said unto him, 
Thou sayest it. And the chief pnests accused hlffi of many 
things: but he answered nothing. ~nd Pilate asked him 
again, saying, Answerest thou nothing? behold how many 
things they witness against thee. But Jesus yet answered 
nothing; so that Pilate marvelled. Now at that feast h~ re­
leased unto them one prisoner, whomsoever they deSired. 
And there was one named Barabbas, which lay bound with 
them that had made insurrection with him, who had com­
mitted murder in the insurrection. And the multitude cry­
ing aloud began to desire him to do as h~ had ever done 
unto them. But Pilate answered them, saying, Will ye that 
I release unto you the King of the Jews? For he knew 
that the chief priests had delivered him for envy. But the 
chief priests moved the people, that he should rather re­
lease Barabbas unto them. And Pilate answered and said 
again unto them, What will ye then that I shall do unto him 
whom ye call the King of the Jews? And they cned out 
again, Crucify him. Then Pilate said unto them, Why, what 
evil hath he done? And they cried out the more exceed­
ingly, Crucify him. And so Pilate, willing to content the 
people, released Barabbas unto them, and delivered Jesus, 
When he had scourged him, to be crucified. And the sol­
diers led him away into the hall, called Prretorium; and they 
call together the whole band. And they clothed him with 
purple, and platted a crown of thoms, and put it about his 
head, and began to salute him,. Hail, King of the J e~s! And 
they smote him on the head With a reed, and did Spit upon 
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him, and bowing their knees worshipped him. And when 
they had mocked him, they took off the purple from him, 
and put his own clothes on him, and led him out to crucify 
him. And they compel one Simon a Cyrenian, who passed 
by, coming out of the country, the father of Alexander 
and Rufus, to bear his cross. And they bring him unto the 
place Golgotha, which is, being interpreted, The place of 
a skull. And they gave him to drink wine mingled with 
myrrh: but he received it not. And when they had crucified 
him, they parted his garments, casting lots upon them, what 
every manshould take. And it was the third hour, and they 
crucified him. And the superscription of his accusation was 
written over, THE KING OF THE JEWS. And with him 
they crucify two thieves; the one on his right hand, and 
the other on his left. And the scripture was fulfilled, which 
saith, And he was numbered with the transgressors. And 
they that passed by railed on him, wagging their heads, and 
saying, Ah, thou that destroyest the temple, and buildest it 
in three days, save thyself, and come down from the cross. 
Likewise also the chief priests mocking said among them­
selves with the scribes, He saved others; himself he cannot 
save. Let Christ the King of Israel descend now from the 
cross, that we may see and believe. And they that were 
crucified with him reviled him. And when the sixth hour 
was come, there was darkness over the whole land until the 
ninth hour. And at the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud 
voice, saying, Eloi, Eloi, lama sabaclzthani? which is, being 
interpreted, My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me? 
And some of them that stood by, when they heard it, said, 
Behold, he calleth Elias. And one ran and filled a spunge 
full of vinegar, and put it on a reed, and gave him to drink, 
saying, Let alone; let us see whether Elias will come to 
take him down. And Jesus cried with a loud voice, and 
gave up the ghost. And the veil of the temple was rent in 
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twain from the top to the bottom. And when the centu­
rion, which stood over against him, saw that he so cried 
out, and gave up the ghost, he said, Truly this man was the 
Son of God.

The Epistle. Hebrews ix. I6. 

"\ 1. THERE a testament is, there must also of necessity 
V V be the death of the testator. For a testament is of 

force after men are dead: otherwise it is of no strength at 
all while the testator liveth. Whereupon neither the first 
testament was dedicated without blood. For when Moses 
had spoken every precept to all the people according to 
the law, he took the blood of calves and of goats, with 
water, and scarlet wool, and hyssop, and sprinkled both the 
book and all the people, saying, This is the blood of the 
testament which God hath enjoined unto you. Moreover, he 
sprinkled with blood both the tabernacle, and all the ves­
sels of the ministry. And almost all things are by the law 
purged with blood; and without shedding of blood is no 
remission. It was therefore necessary that the patterns of 
things in the heavens should be purified with these; but 
the heavenly things themselves with better sacrifices than 
these. For Christ is not entered into the holy places made 
With hands, which are the figures of the true; but into 
heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God for

us: nor yet that he should offer himself often, as the high 
priest entereth into the holy place every year with blOOd 
()f others; for then must he often have suffered since the 
foundation of the world: but now once in the end of thE! 
world hath he appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of 
himself. And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but 
after this the judgment: so Christ was once offered to bear 
the sins of many; and unto them that look for him shall he 
appear the second time without sin unto salvation. 

The Gospel. St. Luke xxii. r. 

N OW the feast of unleavened bread drew nigh, which 
is called the Passover. And the chief priests and scribes 

sought how they might kill him; for they feared the peo­
ple. Then entered Satan into Judas surnamed Iscariot, be­
ing of the number of the twelve. And he went his way, 
and communed with the chief priests and captains, how he 
might betray him unto them. And they were glad, and cov­
enanted to give him money. And he promised, and sought 
opportunity to betray him unto them in the absence of 
the multitude. Then came the day of unleavened bread, 
when the passover must be killed. And he sent Peter and 
John, saying, Go and prepare us the passover, that we may 
eat. And they said unto him, Where wilt thou that we pre­
pare? And he said unto them, Behold, when ye are entered 
into the city, there shall a man meet you, bearing a pitcher 
-of water; follow him into the house where he entereth in. 
And ye shall say unto the goodman of the house, The 
Master saith unto thee, Where is the guest-chamber, where 
I shall eat the passover with my disciples? And he shall 
shew you a large upper room furnished: there make ready. 
And they went, and found as he had said unto them: and 
they made ready the passover. And when the hour was 
come, he sat down, and the twelve apostles with him. And

he said unto them, With desire I have desired to eat this 

ssover with you before I suffer: for I say unto ~ou, I 
~ll not any more eat thereof, until it be fulfilled m the 
kingdom of God. And he took the cup, and gave thanks, 
and said, Take this, and divide it among yoursel~es: for I 
say unto you, I will not drink of the frUIt of the vme, until 
the kingdom of God shall come. And he took br~d, an.d 
gave thanks, and brake it, and gave unto t~em, ~ymg, This 
is my body which is given for you: thiS do m remem­
brance of me. Likewise also the cup after supper, saymg, 
This cup is the new testament in my blood, which is shed 
for you. But, behold, the hand of him that betrayeth me IS 
with me on the table. And truly the Son of man goeth, as 
it was determined: but woe unto that man by whom he is 
betrayed! And they began to enquire ~mo~g themselves, 
which of them it was that should do this thmg. And there 
was also a strife among them, which of them should be ac­
counted the greatest. And he said unto them, The kings of 
the Gentiles exercise lordship over them; and they that 
exercise authority upon them are called benefactors. But 
ye shall not be so: but he that is greatest among you, let 
him be as the younger; and he that is chief, as he that 
doth serve. For whether is greater, he that sitteth at meat, 
or he that serveth? is not he that sitteth at meat? but I am 
among you as he that serveth. :' e are they which have 
continued with me in my temptations. And I appomt unto 
you a kingdom, asmyFatherhath~ppointed unto me; th~t 
ye may eat and drink at my table m my kmgdom, and Sit 
on thrones, judging the twelve tribes of Israel. And the 
Lord said, Simon, Simon, behold, Satan hath deSired to have 
you, that he may sift you as wheat: but I have prayed for 
thee, that thy faith fail not; and when thou art converted. 
strengthen thy brethren. And he said unto him, Lord, I am 
ready to go with thee, both into prison, and to death. And 
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he said, I tell thee, Peter, the cock shall not crow this day 
before that thou shalt thrice deny that thou knowest m~ 
And he said unto them, When I sent you without purse, 
and scnp, and shoes, lacked ye any thing? And they said 
Nothing. Then said he unto them, But now, he that hath 
a purse, let him take it, and likewise his scrip: and he that 
hath no sword, let him sell his garment, and buy one. For 
I say unto you, that this that is written must yet be ac­
complished in me, And he was reckoned among the trans­
gressors: for the things concerning me have an end. And 
they said, Lord, behold, here are two swords. And he said 
unto them, It is enough. And he came out, and went, as he 
was wont,. to the mount of Olives; and his disciples also 
followed hlffi. And when he was at the place, he said unto 
them, Pray that ye enter not into temptation. And he 
was withdrawn from them about a stone's cast, and kneeled 
do.wn, and prayed, saying, Father, if thou be willing, remove 
thiS cup from me: nevertheless not my will, but thine, be 
done. And there appeared an angel unto him from heaven, 
strengthening him. And being in an agony he prayed more 
earnestly: and his sweat was as it were great drops of blood 
falling down to the ground. And when he rose up from 
prayer, and was come. to his disciples, he found them sleep­
mg for sorrow, and said unto them, Why sleep ye? rise and 
pray, lest ye enter into temptation. And while he yet spake, 
behold a multitude, and he that was called Judas, one of 
the twelve, went before them, and drew near unto Jesus 
to kiss him. But Jesus said unto him, Judas, betrayest thou 
the Son of man with a kiss? When they which were about 
him saw what would follow, they said unto him, Lord, shall 
we smite with the sword? And one of them smote the 
servant of the high priest, and cut off his right ear. And 
Jesus answered and said, Suffer ye thus far. And he touched 
his ear, and healed him. Then Jesus said unto the chief 
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priests, and captains of the temple, and the elders, which 
were come to him, Be ye come out, as against a thief, with 
swords and staves? When I was daily with you in the tem­
ple, ye stretched forth no hands against me: but this is 
your hour, and the power of darkness. Then took they 
him, and led him, and brought him into the high priest's 
house. And Peter followed afar off. And when they had 
kindled a fire in the midst of the hall, and were set down 
together, Peter sat down among them. But a certain maid 
beheld him as he sat by the fire, and earnestly looked upon 
him, and said, This man was also with him. And he denied 
him, saying, Woman, I know him not. And after a little 
while another saw him, and said, Thou art also of them. 
And Peter said, Man, I am not. And about the space of one 
hour after another confidently affirmed, saying, Of a truth 
this fellow also was with him: for he is a Galilrean. And 
Peter said, Man, I know not what thou sayest. And imme­
diately, while he yet spake, the cock crew. And the Lord 
turned, and looked upon Peter. And Peter remembered the 
word of the Lord, how he had said unto him, Before the 
cock crow, thou shalt deny me thrice. And Peter went out, 
and wept bitterly. And the men that held Jesus mocked 
him, and smote him. And when they had blindfolded him, 
they struck him on the face, and asked him, saying, Pro­
phesy, who is it that smote thee? Arid many other things 
blasphemously spake they against him. And as soon as it 
was day, the elders of the people and the chief priests and 
the scribes came together, and led him into their council, 
saYing, Art thou the Christ? tell us. And he said unto them, 
If I tell you, ye will not believe: and if I also ask you, ye 
Will not answer me, nor let me go. Hereafter shall the Son 
of man sit on the right hand of the power of God. Then 
said they all, Art thou then the Son of God? And he said 
unto them, Ye say that I am. And they said, What need 
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we any further witness? for we ourselves have heard of his 
own mouth. 

Thursday before Easter, commonly called

r\. fore he suffered, did institute the Sacrament of his 
Body and Blood; Mercifully grant that we may thankfully 
receive the same in remembrance of him, who in these 
holy mysteries giveth us a pledge of life eternal; the same 
thy Son Jesus Christ our Lord, who now liveth and reigneth 
with thee and the Holy Spirit ever, one God, world with­
out end.

The Epistle. I Corinthians xi. 23. 

I HAVE received of the Lord that which also I delivered 
unto you, That the Lord Jesus the same night in which 

he was betrayed took bread: and when he had given thanks, 
he brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is my body, which is 
broken for you: this do in remembrance of me. After the 
same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, 
saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood: this 
do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me. For as 
often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew 
the Lord's death till he come. 

The Gospel. St. Luke xxiii. r. 

T HE whole multitude of them arose, and led him unto 
Pilate. And they began to accuse him, saying, We found 

this fellow perverting the nation, and forbidding to give 
tribute to C~sar, saying that he himself is Christ a King. 
And Pilate asked him, saying, Art thou the King of the 
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Jews? And he answered him and said, Thou sayest it. Then 
said Pilate to the chief priests and to the people, I fin~ no 
fault in this man. And they were the more fierce, saymg, 
He stirreth up the people, teaching throughout all Jewry, 
beginning from Galilee to this place. When Pilate heard 
of Galilee, he asked whether the man were a Galil~an. And 
as soon as he knew that he belonged unto Herod's juris­
diction, he sent him to Herod, who himself also was at Je­
rusalem at that time. And when Herod saw Jesus, he was 
exceeding glad: for he was desirous to see him of a long 
season, because he had heard many things of him; and he 
hoped to have seen some miracle done by him. Then he 
questioned with him in many words; but he answered hun 
nothing. And the chief priests and scribe~ stood and vehe­
mently accused him. And H:rod WIth his men of war set 
him at nought, and mocked hun, and arrayed hun m a gor­
geous robe, and sent him again to Pilate. And the same day 
Pilate and Herod were made friends together : for before 
they were at enmity between themselves. And Pilate, when 
he had called together the chief priests and the rulers and 
the people, said unto them, Ye have brought this man unto 
me, as one that perverteth the people: and, behold, I, hav­
ing examined him before you, have found no fault in this 
man touching those things whereof ye accuse him: no, nor 
yet Herod: for I sent you to him; and, la, nothing worthy 
of death is done unto him. I will therefore chastise him, 
and release him. (For of necessity he must release one unto 
them at the feast.) And they cried out all at once, saying, 
Away with this man, and release unto us Barabbas: (who for 
a certain sedition made in the city, and for murder, was 
cast into prison.) Pilate therefore: willing. to releas:e Jesus, 
spake again to them. But they cned, saym~, Cr.uclfy him, 
Crucify him. And he said unto them the third tune, Why, 
what evil hath he done? I have found no cause of death in 
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him: I will therefore chastise him, and let him go. And they 
were instant with loud voices, requiring that he might be 
crucified. And the voices of them and of the chief priests 
prevailed. And Pilate gave sentence that it should be as 
they required. And he released unto them him that for 
sedition and murder was cast into prison, whom they had 
desired; but he delivered Jesus to their will. And as they 
led him away, they laid hold upon one Simon, a Cyrenian, 
coming out of the country, and on him they laid the cross, 
that he might bear it after Jesus. And there followed him 
a great company of people, and of women, which also be­
wailed and lamented him. But Jesus turning unto them said, 
Daughters of Jerusalem, weep not for me, but weep for 
yourselves, and for your children. For, behold, the days are 
coming, in the which they shall say, Blessed are the barren, 
and the wombs that never bare, and the paps which never 
gave suck. Then shall they begin to say to the mountains. 
Fallon us; and to the hills, Cover us. For if they do these 
things in a green tree, what shall be done in the dry? And 
there were also two other, malefactors, led with him to be 
put to death. And when they were come to the place 
which is called Calvary, there they crucified him, and the 
malefactors, one on the right hand, and the other on the 
left. Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they know 
not what they do. And they parted his raiment, and cast 
lots. And the people stood beholding. And the rulers also 
with them derided him, saying, He saved others; let him 
save himself, if he be Christ, the chosen of God. And the 
soldiers also mocked him, coming to him, and offering him 
vinegar, and saying, If thou be the king of the Jews, save 
thyself. And a superscription also was written over him, in 
letters of Greek, and Latin, and Hebrew, THIS IS THE 
KING OF THE JEWS. And one of the malefactors which 
were hanged railed on him, saying, If thou be Christ, save 
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thyself and us. But the other answering rebuked him, say­
ing, Dost not thou fear God, seeing thou art in the same 
condemnation? And we indeed justly; for we receive the 
due reward of our deeds: but this man hath done nothing 
amiss. And he said unto Jesus, Lord, remember me when 
thou comest into thy kingdom. And Jesus said unto him, 
Verily I say unto thee, To-day shalt thou be with me in 
paradise. And it was about the sixth hour, and there was a 
darkness over all the earth until the ninth hour. And the 
sun was darkened, and the veil of the temple was rent in 
the midst. And when Jesus had cried with a loud voice, 
he said, Father, into thy hands I commend my spirit: and 
having said thus, he gave up the ghost. Now when the 
centurion saw what was done, he glorified God, saying, 
Certainly this was a righteous man. And all the people 
that came together to that sight, beholding the things 
which were done, smote their breasts, and returned. And 
all his acquaintance, and the women that followed him 
from Galilee, stood afar off, beholding these things.

The Gospel. St. John xiii. I. 

NOW before the feast of the passover, when Jesus knew 
that his hour was come that he should depart out of 

this world unto the Father, having loved his own which 
were in the world, he loved them unto the end. And supper 
bemg ended, the devil having now put into the heart of 
Judas Iscariot, Simon's son, to betray him; Jesus knowing 
that the Father had given all things into his hands, and that 
he was come from God, and went to God; he riseth from 
supper, and laid aside his garments; and took a towel, and 
girded himself. After that he poureth water into a bason, 
and began to wash the disciples' feet, and to wipe them 
WIth the towel wherewith he was girded. Then cometh he 
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to Simon Peter: and Peter saith unto him, Lord, dost thou 
wash my feet? Jesus answered and said unto him, What I 
do thou knowest not now; but thou shalt know hereafter 
Peter saith unto him, Thou shalt never wash my feet. Jesus 
answered him, If I wash thee not, thou hast no part with 
me. Simon Peter saith unto him, Lord, not my feet only, 
but also my hands and my head. Jesus saith to him, He 
that is washed needeth not save to wash his feet, but is 
clean every whit: and ye are clean, but not all. For he 
knew who should betray him; therefore said he, Ye are not 
all clean. So after he had washed their feet, and had taken 
his garments, and was set down again, he said unto them, 
Know ye what I have done to you? Ye call me Master and 
Lord: and ye say well; for so I am. If I then, your Lord and 
Master, have washed your feet; ye also ought to wash one 
another's feet. For I have given you an example, that ye 
should do as I have done to you.

The Epistle. Hebrews x. 1. 

T HE law having a shadow of good things to come, and 
not the very image of the things, can never with 

those sacrifices, which they offered year by year continu­
ally, make the comers thereunto perfect. For then would 
they not have ceased to be offered? because that the wor­
shippers once purged should have had no more conscience 
of sins. But in those sacrifices there is a remembrance again 
made of sins every year. For it is not possible that the 
blood of bulls and of goats should take away sins. Where­
fore when he cometh into the world, he saith, Sacrifice and 
offering thou wouldest not, but a body hast thou prepared 
me: in burnt-offerings and sacrifices for sin thou hast had 
no pleasure. Then said I, Lo, I come (in the volume of the 
book it is written of me, ) to do thy will, 0 God. Above 
When he said, Sacrifice and offering and burnt-offerings and 
offering for sin thou wouldest not, neither hadst pleasure 
therein; which are offered by the law; then said he, Lo, I 
COme to do thy will, 0 God: he taketh away the first, that 
he may establish the second. By the which will we are 
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sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus ,-,ulUlI:. 

once for all. And every priest standeth daily mumsl:erind 
and offering oftentimes the same sacrifices, which 
never take away sins: but this man, after he had ott'~rerfW 
one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand 
of God; from henceforth expecting till his enemies be 
made his footstool. For by one offering he hath perfected 
for ever them that are sanctified. Whereof the Holy Ghost 
also is a witness to us: for after that he had said before, 
This is the covenant that I will make with them after those 
days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, 
and in their minds will I write them; then saith he, And 
their sins and iniquities will I remember no more. Now 
where remission of these is, there is no more offering for 
sin. Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the 
holiest by the blood of Jesus, by a new and living way, 
which he hath consecrated for us, through the veil, that is 
to say, his flesh; and having an high priest over the house 
of God; let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance 
of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil con­
science, and our bodies washed with pure water. Let us 
hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering; (for 
he is faithful that promised;) and let us consider one an­
other to provoke unto love and to good works: not forsak­
ing the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner 
of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the 
more, as ye see the day approaching. 

The Gospel. St. John xix. I. 

PILATE therefore took Jesus, and scourged him. And 
the soldiers platted a crown of thoms, and put it on 

his head, and they put on him a purple robe, and said, Hail, 
King of the Jews! and they smote him with their hands. 
Pilate therefore went forth again, and saith unto them, Be-
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hold, I bring him forth to you, that ye may know that I find 
o fault in him. Then came Jesus forth, wearmg the crown 

nfthoms, and the purple robe. And Pilate saith unto them, 
~ehold the man! When the chief priests therefore and of­
ficers saw him, they cned out, saymg, CruCify him,. cruCify 
him. Pilate saith unto them, Take ye him, and cruCify him: 
for I find no fault in him. The Jews answered him, We 
have a law, and by our law he ought to die, because he 
made himself the Son of God. When Pilate therefore h:ard 
that saying, he was the more afraid; and went agam mto 
the judgment hall, and saith unto Jesus, W~ence art thou? 
But Jesus gave him no answer. Then salth Pilate unto hun, 
Speakest thou not unto me? knowest thou not that I have 
power to crucify thee, and have power to release thee? 
Jesus answered, Thou couldest have no power at all against 
me, except it were given thee from above: ~herefore he 
that delivered me unto thee hath the greater sm. And from 
thenceforth Pilate sought to release him: but the Jews cried 
out, saying, If thou let this man go, thou art not Cre~r's 
friend: whosoever maketh himself a king, speaketh agamst 
Cresar. When Pilate therefore heard that saying, he brought 
Jesus forth, and sat down in the judgment-seat in a place 
that is called the Pavement, but in the Hebrew, Gabbatha. 
And it was the preparation of the passover, and about.the 
sixth hour: and he saith unto the Jews, Behold your Kmg! 
But they cried out, Away with him, away with him, crucify 
him. Pilate saith unto them, Shall I crUCify your Kmg? The 
chief priests answered, We have no king but Cresar. Then 
delivered he him therefore unto them to be crucified. And 
they took Jesus, and led him away. And he bearing his cross 
Went forth into a place called the place of a skull, which IS 

called in the Hebrew Golgotha: where they crucified hi~, 
and two other with him, on either side one, and Jesus m 
the midst. And Pilate wrote a title, and put it on the cross. 
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And the writing was, JESUS OF NAZARETH 
KING OF THE JEWS. This title then read many of 
Jews : for the place where Jesus was crucified was nigh 
the city; and it was written in Hebrew, and Greek, and 
Latin. Then said the chief priests of the Jews to Pilate, 
Write not, The King of the Jews; but that he said, I am 
King of the Jews. Pilate answered, What I have written I 
have written. Then the soldiers, when they had crucified 
Jesus, took his garments, and made four parts, to every sol­
dier a part; and also his coat: now the coat was without 
seam, woven from the top throughout. They said therefore 
among themselves, Let us not rend it, but cast lots for it, 
whose it shall be: that the scripture might be fulfilled, 
which saith, They parted my raiment among them, and 
for my vesture they did cast lots. These things therefore 
the soldiers did. Now there stood by the cross of Jesus 
his mother, and his mother's sister, Mary the wife of Cleo­
phas, and Mary Magdalene. When Jesus therefore saw his 
mother, and the disciple standing by, whom he loved, he 
saith unto his mother, Woman, behold thy son! Then saith 
he to the disciple, Behold thy mother! And from that hour 
that disciple took her unto his own home. After this, Jesus 
knowing that all things were now accomplished, that the 
scripture might be fulfilled, saith, I thirst. Now there was 
set a vessel full of vinegar: and they filled a spunge with 
vinegar, and put it upon hyssop, and put it to his mouth. 
When Jesus therefore had received the vinegar, he said, It 
is finished: and he bowed his head, and gave up the ghost. 
The Jews therefore, because it was the preparation, that 
the bodies should not remain upon the cross on the sab­
bath day, (for that sabbath day was an high day,) besought 
Pilate that their legs might be broken, and that they might 
be taken away. Then came the soldiers, and brake the legs 
of the first, and of the other which was crucified with him. 
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But when they came to Jesus, and saw that he was dead 
already, they brake not his legs: but one of the soldiers 
with a spear pierced his side, and forthwith came there 
out blood and water. And he that saw it bare record, and 
his record is true: and he knoweth that he saith true, that 
ye might believe. For these things were done, that the 
scripture should be fulfilled, A bone of him shall not be 
broken. And again another scripture saith, They shall look 
on him whom they pierced.

The Collect. 

GRANT, 0 Lord, that as we are baptized into the 
death of thy blessed Son, our Saviour Jesus Christ, 

so by continual mortifying our corrupt affections we may 
be buried with him; and that through the grave, and gate 
of death, we may pass to our joyful resurrection; for his 
merits, who died, and was buried, and rose again for us, 
the same thy Son Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

The Epistle. 1 St. Peter iii. 17. 

IT is better, if the will of God be so, that ye suffer for 
well doing, than for evil doing. For Christ also hath once 

suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might bring 
us to God, being put to death in the flesh, but quickened 
by the Spirit: by which also he went and preached unto 
the spirits in prison; which sometime were disobedient, 
when once the long-suffering of God waited in the days 
of Noah, while the ark was a preparing, wherein few, that 
IS, eight souls were saved by water. The like figure where­
unto, even baptism, doth also now save us (not the putting 
aWay of the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good 
tonscience toward God,) by the resurrection of Jesus 
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Christ: who is gone into heaven, and is on the right 
of God; angels and authorities and powers being ,uClue.1 1 
subject unto him. 

The Gospel. St. Matthew xxvii. 57. 

W HEN the even was come, there came a rich man 
Anmathrea, named Joseph, who also himself was 

Jesus' disciple: he went to Pilate, and begged the body of 
Jesus. 1 hen Pilate commanded the body to be delivered. 
And when Joseph had taken the body, he wrapped it in a 
clean lmen cloth, and laid it in his own new tomb, which 
he had hewn out in the rock: and he rolled a great stone 
to the door of the sepulchre, and departed. And there was 
Mary Magdalene, and the other Mary, sitting over against 
the sepulchr~. Now the next day, that followed the day of 
the preparation, the chief pnests and Pharisees came to­
gether unto Pilate, saying, Sir, we remember that that de­
ceiver said, while he was yet alive, After three days I will 
rise again. Command therefore that the sepulchre be made 
sure until t?e third day, lest his disciples come by night, 
and steal hun away, and say unto the people, He is risen 
from the dead: so the last error shall be worse than the 
first. Pilate said unto them, Ye have a watch: go your way, 
make It as sure as ye can. So they went, and made the 
sepulchre sure, sealing the stone, and setting a watch.

Peter therefore went forth, 
and that other disciple, and came to the sepulchre. So 
they ran both together: and the other disciple did out­
run Peter, and came first to the sepulchre. And he stoop­
ing down, and looking in, saw the linen clothes lying; yet 
went he not in. Then cometh Simon Peter following him, 
and went into the sepulchre, and seeth the linen clothes 
lie, and the napkin, that was about his head, not lying 
with the linen clothes, but wrapped together in a place by 
itself. Then went in also that other disciple, which came 
first to the sepulchre, and he saw, and believed. For as yet 
they knew not the scripture, that he must rise again from 
the dead. Then the disciples went away again unto their 
own home.

W I h .

But we trusted that it had been he which should have re­
deemed Israel: and beside all this. to-day is the third day 
since these things were done. Yea. and certain women also 
of our company made us astonished. which were early at 
the sepulchre; and when they found not his body. they 
came. saying. that they had also seen a VISIOn of angels. 
which said that he was alive. And certam of them which 
were with us went to the sepulchre. and found it even so 
as the women had said: but him they saw not. Then he 
said unto them. 0 fools. and slow of heart to believe all 
that the prophets have spoken: ough~ not ~hrist t~ have 
suffered these things. and to enter mto hiS glory. And 
beginning at Moses and all the pro~hets. he ex~oun~ed 
unto them in all the scriptures the thmgs concernmg hun­
self. And they drew nigh unto the village. whither they 
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Easter Tuesday 
went: and he made as though he would have gone b,r''' __ 

But they constramed hun, saymg, Abide with us: for it 
toward evening, and the day is far spent. And he went 
to tarry with them. And it came to pass, as he sat at 
with them, he took bread, and blessed it, and brake, and 
gave to them. And their eyes were opened, and they knew 
him; and he v~mshed out of their sight. And they said one 
to another, Did not our heart burn within us, while he 
talked With us by the way, and while he opened to us the 
scnptures? And they rose up the same hour, and returned 
to Jerusalem, and found the eleven gathered together, and 
them that were With them, saying, The Lord is risen in. 
deed, and hath appeared to Simon. And they told what 
things were done in the way, and how he was known of 
them in breaking of bread.

A.nd we. declare unto 
you glad tidings, how that the promise which was made 
unto the fathers, God hath fulfilled the same unto us their 
children, in that he hath raised up Jesus again; as it is also 
written in the second psalm, Thou art my Son, this day 
have I begotten thee. And as concerning that he raised 
him up from the dead, now no more to return to corrup­
tion, he said on this wise, I will give you the sure memes 
of David. Wherefore he saith also in another psalm, Thou 
shalt not suffer thine Holy One to see corruption. For 
David, after he had served his own generation by the will 
of God, fell on sleep, and was laid unto his fathers, and saw 
corruption: but he, whom God raised again, saw no corrup­
tion. Be it known unto you therefore, men and brethren, 
that tlrrough this man is preached unto you the for­
giveness of sins: and by him all that believe are justified 
from all things, from which ye could not be justified by 
the law of Moses. Beware therefore, lest that come upon 
you, which is spoken of in the prophets; Behold, ye de­
spisers, and wonder, and perish: for I work a work in your 
days, a work which ye shall in no wise believe, though a 
man declare it unto you. 

The Gospel. St. Luke xxiv. 36. 

JESUS himself stood in the midst of them, and saith unto 
them, Peace be unto you. But they were terrified and 

affrighted, and supposed that they had seen a spirit. And 
he said unto them, Why are ye troubled? and why do 
thoughts arise in your hearts?

And he saId unto 
them, The~ are the words which I spake unto you, while 
I was yet Wlt~ you, that all things must be fulfilled, which 
were wntten ill the la~ of Moses, and in the prophets, and 
III the psalms, concern~ng me. Then opened he their under­
st~ndillg, that they mIght understand the scriptures, and 
Said unto them, Thus it is written, and thus it behoved 
Christ to suffer. and to rise from the dead the third day: and 
that repentance and remission of sins should be preached 
III hIS name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. And 
ye are witnesses of these things.

And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like 
as of fire, and it sat upon each of them. And they were all 
fill ed with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other 
tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. And there were 
dwelling at Jerusalem Jews, devout men, out of every na­
tion under heaven. Now when this was noised abroad, the 
multitude came together, and were confounded, because 
that every man heard them speak in his own language.

JESUS said unto his disciples, If ye love me, keep my 
commandments. And I will pray the Father, and he 

shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide 
with you for ever; even the Spirit of truth; whom the 
world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither 
knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, 
and shall be in you. I will not leave you comfortless: I 
will come to you. Yet a little while, and the world seeth 
me no more; but ye see me: because I live, ye shall live 
also. At that day ye shall know that I am in my Father, 
and ye in me, and I in you. He that hath my command­
ments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and 
he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will 
love him, and will manifest myself to him.

But the Comforter, which is the Holy 
Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall 
teach you all things, and bring all things to your remem­
brance, whatsoever I have said unto you. Peace I leave 
"':ith you, my peace I give unto you: not as the world 
gIveth, give I unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, 
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neither let it be afraid. Ye have heard how I said unto you, 
I go away, and come aga~ unto you. If ye loved me, ye 
would rejoice, because I sald, I go unto the Father: for my 
Father is greater than I. And now I have told you before 
it come to pass, that, when it is come to pass, ye mlght 
believe.

For by one Spirit are we all bap­
tized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, 
whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to 
drink into one Spirit. For the body is not one member, but 
many.

JESUS said to his disciples, Ask, and it shall be given you; 
seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened 

unto you. For everyone that asketh receiveth; and he that 
seeketh findeth; and to him that knocketh it shall be opened. 
If a son shall ask bread of any of you that is a father, will 
he give him a stone? or if he ask a fish, will he for a fish 
give him a serpent? or if he sh~ll ask. an egg, Will he offer 
him a scorpion? If ye then, bemg evll, know how to give 
good gifts unto your children: how much more shall your 
heavenly Father give the Holy Spmt to them that ask hlffi?

THEN ~eter opened his mouth, and said, Of a truth. I 
perceive that God IS no respecter of persons: but m 

every nation he that feareth him, and worketh righteousness, 
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is accepted with him. The word which God sent unto the 
children of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ: (he 
IS Lord of all:) that word, I say, ye know, which was 
published throughout all Judrea, and began from Galilee, 
after the baptism which John preached; how God anointed 
Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power· 
who went about doing good, and healing all that wer~ 
oppressed of the devil; for God was with him. And we are 
witnesses of all things which he did both in the land of 
the Jews, and in Jerusalem; whom they slew and hanged 
on a tree: him God raised up the third day, and shewed 
h= openly; not to all the people, but unto witnesses 
chosen before of God, even to us, who did eat and drink 
with him after he rose from the dead. And he commanded 
us to preach unto the people, and to testify that it is he 
which was ordained of God to be the Judge of quick and 
dead. To him give all the prophets witness, that through 
his name whosoever believeth in him shall receive re­
mission of sins. While Peter yet spake these words, the 
Holy Ghost fell on all them which heard the word. And 
they of the circumcision which believed were astonished, 
as many as came with Peter, because that on the Gen­
tiles also was poured out the gift of the Holy Ghost. For 
they heard them speak with tongues, and magnify God. 
Then answered Peter, Can any man forbid water, that 
these should not be baptized, which have received the 
Holy Ghost as well as we? And he commanded them to be 
baptized in the name of the Lord. Then prayed they him 
to tarry certain days. 

The Gospel. St. John iii. 16. 

GOD so loved the world, that he gave his only-begotten 
. Son, that whosoe.ver believeth in him should not per­
Ish, but have everlastmg hfe. For God sent not his Son 
into the world to condemn the world; but that the world 
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through him might be saved. He that believeth on him is 
not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned 
already, because he hath not believed in the name of the 
only-begotten Son of God. And this is the condemnation, 
that light is come into the world, and men loved darkness 
rather than light, because their deeds were evil. For every 
one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the 
light, lest his deeds should be reproved. But he that doeth 
truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made 
manifest, that they are wrought in God.

only they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. 
Then laid they their hands on them, and they received 
the Holy Ghost. 

The Gospel. St. John x. I. 

VERILY, verily, I say unto you, He that entereth not 
by the door into the sheepfold, but c1imbeth up some 
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other way, the same is a thief and a robber. But he 
entereth in by the door is the shepherd of the sheep. 
him the porter openeth; and the sheep hear his 
and he calleth his own sheep by name, and leadeth 
out. And when he putteth forth his own sheep, he goeth 
before them, and the sheep follow him: for they know his 
voice. And a stranger will they not follow, but will flee 
from him: for they know not the voice of strangers. This 
parable spake Jesus unto them: but they understood not 
what things they were which he spake unto them. Then 
said Jesus unto them again, Verily, verily, I say unto you, 
I am the door of the sheep. All that ever came before me 
are thieves and robbers: but the sheep did not hear them. 
I am the door: by me if any man enter in, he shall be 
saved, and shall go in and out, and find pasture. The thief 
cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy : I 
am come that they might have life, and that they might 
have it more abundantly.

A FTER this I looked, and, behold, a door was opened in 
r-\.. heaven: and the first voice which I heard was as it 
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were of a trumpet talking with me; which said, Come up 
hither, and I will shew thee things which must be here­
after. And immediately I was in the spirit: and, behold, a 
throne was set in heaven, and one sat on the throne. And 
he that sat was to look upon like a jasper and a sardine 
stone: and there was a rainbow round about the throne, in 
sight like unto an emerald. And round about the throne 
were four and twenty seats: and upon the seats I saw four 
and twenty elders sitting, clothed in white raiment; and 
they had on their heads crowns of gold. And out of the 
throne proceeded lightnings and thunderings and voices: 
and there were seven lamps of fire burning before the 
throne, which are the seven Spirits of God. And before 
the throne there was a sea of glass like unto crystal: and 
in the midst of the throne, and round about the throne, 
were four living creatures full of eyes before and behind. 
And the first was like a lion, and the second like a calf, 
and the third had a face as a man, and the fourth was like 
a flying eagle. And the four living creatures had each of 
them six wings about him; and they were full of eyes 
within: and they rest not day and night, saying, Holy, 
holy, holy, Lord God Almighty, which was, and is, and is 
to come. And when those living creatures give glory and 
honour and thanks to him that sat on the throne, who 
liveth for ever and ever, the four and twenty elders fall 
down before him that sat on the throne, and worship 
him that liveth for ever and ever, and cast their crowns 
before the throne, saying, Thou art worthy, 0 Lord, to 
receive glory and honour and power: for thou hast 
created all things, and for thy pleasure they are, and were 
created. 

The Gospel. St. John iii. I. 

THERE was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, 
a ruler of the Jews: the same came to Jesus by night, 
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and said unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher 
come from God: for no man can do these miracles that 
thou doest, except God be with him. Jesus answered and 
said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a 
man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. 
Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when 
he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's 
womb, and be born? Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say 
unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the 
Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. That 
which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is bam 
of the Spirit is spirit. Marvel not that I said unto thee, 
Ye must be born again. The wind bloweth where it list­
eth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst not tell 
whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is everyone 
that is born of the Spirit. Nicodemus answered and said 
unto him, How can these things be? Jesus answered and 
said unto him, Art thou a master of Israel, and know­
est not these things? Verily, verily, I say unto thee, We 
speak that we do know, and testify that we have seen; 
and ye receive not our witness. If I have told you earthly 
things, and ye believe not, how shall ye believe, if I tell 
you of heavenly things? And no man hath ascended up to 
heaven, but he that came down from heaven, even the 
Son of man which is in heaven. And as Moses lifted 
up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of 
man be lifted up: that whosoever believeth in him should 
not perish, but have eternal life.

In this was manifested the love of God toward us, 
because that God sent his only-begotten Son into the 
world, that we might live through him. Herein is love, not 
that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son 
to be the propitiation for our sins. Beloved, if God so 
loved us, we ought also to love one another. No man hath 
seen God at any time. If we love one another, God dwell­
eth in us, and his love is perfected in us. Hereby know we 
that we dwell in him, and he in us, because he hath given 
us of his Spirit. And we have seen and do testify that the 
Father sent the Son to be the Saviour of the world. Who­
soever shall confess that Jesus is the Son of God, God 
dwelleth in him, and he in God. And we have known and 
believed the love that God hath to us. God is love; and 
he that dwelleth in love dwelleth in God, and God in him. 
Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have bold­
ness in the day of judgment: because as he is, so are we in 
this world. There is no fear in love; but perfect love cast­
eth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that feareth is 
not made perfect in love. We love him, because he first 
laved us. If a man say, I love God, and hateth his brother, 
he is a liar: for he that loveth not his brother whom he 
hath seen, how can he love God whom he hath not seen? 
And this commandment have we from him, That he who 
loveth God love his brother also. 
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The Gospel. St. Luke xvi. 19. 

T HERE was a certain rich man, which was clothed in 
purple and fine linen, and fared sumptuously evt;ry 

day: and there was a certain beggar named Lazarus, which 
was laid at his gate, full of sores, and deslrillg to be fed 
with the crumbs which fell from the rich man's table: 
moreover the dogs came and licked his sores. And it came 
to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels 
into Abraham's bosom: the rich man also died, and was 
buried· and in hell he lift up his eyes, being in torments, 
and se~th Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his bosom. And 
he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and 
send Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of his ~ger i.n 
water, and cool my tongue; for I am tormented ill thiS 
flame. But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou ill thy 
lifetime receivedst thy good things, and likewise Lazarus 
evil things: but now he is comforted, and thou art tor­
mented. And beside all this, between us and you there IS 

a great gulf fixed: so that they which would pass from 
hence to you cannot; neither can they pass to us, that 
would come from thence. Then he said, I pray thee there­
fore father that thou wouldest send him to my father's 
hou~: for i have five brethren; that he may testify unto 
them, lest they also come into this place of torment. Abra­
ham saith unto him, They have Moses and the prophets; 
let them hear them. And he said, Nay, father Abraham: 
but if one went unto them from the dead, they will re­
pent. And he said unto him, If they hear not Moses and 
the prophets, neither will they be persuaded, though one 
rose from the dead.

Whosoever hateth his brother is 
a murderer: and ye know that no murderer hath eternal 
life abiding in him. Hereby perceive we the love of God, 
because he laid down his life for us: and we ought to lay 
down our lives for the brethren. But whoso hath this 
World's good, and seeth his brother have need, and shutteth 
up his bowels of compassion from him, how dwelleth the 
love of God in him? My little children, let us not love in 
word, neither in tongue; but in deed and in truth. And 
hereby we know that we are of the truth, and shall assure 
Our hearts before him. For if our heart condemn us, God 
is greater than our heart, and knoweth all things. Beloved, 
if Our heart condemn us not, then have we confidence to­
ward God. And whatsoever we ask, we receive of him, be­
cause we keep his commandments, and do those things 
that are pleasing in his sight. And this is his command­
ment, That we should believe on the name of his Son 
Jesus Christ, and love one another, as he gave us com­
mandment. And he that keepeth his commandments dwell­
eth in him, and he in him. And hereby we know that he 
abideth in us, by the Spirit which he hath given us. 
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The Gospel. St. Luke xiv. 16. 

A CERTAIN man made a great supper, and bade 
many: and sent his servant at supper time to say to 

them that were bidden, Come; for all thmgs are now ready. 
And they all with one consent began to make excuse. The 
first said unto him, I have bought a pIece of ground, and I 
must needs go and see it: I pray thee have me excused. And 
another said, I have bought five yoke of oxen, and I go to 
prove them: I pray thee have me excused. And another 
said, I have married a wife, and therefore I cannot come.

for you. Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary 
the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking 
whom he may devour: whom resist stedfast in the faith, 
knowing that the same afflictions are accomplished in 
your brethren that are in the world.

I say unto 
you, that likewise joy shall be in heaven over one sinner 
that repenteth, more than over ninety and nine just per­
SOns, which need no repentance. Either what woman hav­
mg ten pieces of silver, if she lose one piece, doth not light 
a candle, and sweep the house, and seek diligently till she 
find it? And when she hath found it, she calleth her friends 
and her neighbours together, saying, Rejoice with me; for 
I have found the piece which I had lost. Likewise, I say 
unto you, there is joy in the presence of the angels of God 
OVer one sinner that repenteth.

For 
the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but 
by reason of him who hath subjected the same in hope, 
because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the 
bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the chil­
dren of God.

And not only 
they, but ourselves also, which have the first fruits of the 
Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting 
for the adoption, to wit, the redemption of our body.

BE ye therefore merciful, as your Father also is merci­
ful. Judge not, and ye shall not be judged: conde[l1ll 

not, and ye shall not be condemned: forgive, and ye shall 
be forgiven: give, and it shall be given unto you; good 
measure, pressed down, and shaken together, and running 
over, shall men give into your bosom. For with the same 
measure that ye mete withal it shall be measured to yoU 
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again. And he spake a parable unto them, Can the blind 
lead the blmd? shall they not both fall into the ditch? The 
disciple is not above his master: but everyone that is per­
fect shall be as his master. And why beholdest thou the 
mote that is in thy brother's eye, but perceivest not the 
beam that is in thine own eye? Either how canst thou say 
to thy brother, Brother, let me pull out the mote that is 
in thine eye, when thou thyself beholdest not the beam 
that is in thine own eye? Thou hypocrite, cast out first the 
beam out of thine own eye, and then shalt thou see clearly 
to pull out the mote that is in thy brother's eye.

BE ye all of one mind, having compassion one of an­
other, love as brethren, be pitiful, be courteous: not

should mhent a blessmg. For he that will love life, and see 
~ood days, let him refrain his tongue from evil, and his 
hps that they speak no guile: let him eschew evil, and do tDod ; let him seek peace, and ensue it. For the eyes of the 

ord are over the righteous, and his ears are open unto 
thelr prayers: but the face of the Lord is against them 
that do evil. And who is he that will harm you, if ye be 
fOllowers of that which is good? But and if ye suffer for 
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righteousness' sake, happy are ye: and be not afraid of 
their terror, neither be troubled; but sanctify the Lord 
God in your hearts.

IT came to pass, that, as the people pressed upon him to 
hear the word of God, he stood by the lake of Gen­

nesaret, and saw two ships standing by the lake: but the 
fishermen were gone out of them, and were washing their 
nets. And he entered into one of the ships, which was 
Simon's, and prayed him that he would thrust out a little 
from the land. And he sat down, and taught the people 
out of the ship. Now when he had left speaking, he said 
unto Simon, Launch out into the deep, and let down your 
nets for a draught. And Simon answering said unto him, 
Master, we have toiled all the night, and have taken noth­
ing: nevertheless at thy word I will let down the net. And 
when they had this done, they inclosed a great multitude of 
fishes: and their net brake. And they beckoned unto thelf 
partners, which were in the other ship, that they should 
come and help them. And they came, and filled both the 
ships, so that they began to sink. When Simon Peter saw 
it, he fell down at Jesus' knees, saying, Depart from me; 
for I am a sinful man, 0 Lord. For he was astomshed, and 
all that were with him, at the draught of the fishes which 
they had taken: and so was also James, and John, the sons 
of Zebedee, which were partners with Simon. And Jesus 
said unto Simon, Fear not; from henceforth thou shalt 
catch men. And when they had brought their ships to land, 
they forsook all, and followed him.

T7NOW ye not, that so many of us as were baptized 
1"'- into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death? There­
fore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that 
like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of 
the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. 
For if we have been planted together in the likeness of 
his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrec­
tion: knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, 
that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth 
we should not serve sin. For he that is dead is freed from 
sin. Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we 
shall also live with him: knowing that Christ being raised 
from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more domin­
ion over him. For in that he died, he died unto sin once: 
but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God. Likewise reckon 
ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive 
unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord. 

The Gospel. St. Matthew v. 20. 

JESUS said unto his disciples, Except your righteousne~s 
shall exceed the righteousness of the scribes and Phan­

sees, ye shall in no case enter into the kingdom of heaven. 
Ye have heard that it was said by them of old time, Thou 
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shalt not kill; and whosoever shall kill shall be in danger 
of the judgment: but I say unto you, that whosoever is 
angry with his brother without a cause shall be in danger 
of the judgment: and whosoever shall say to his brother, 
Raca, shall be in danger of the council: but whosoever shall 
say, Thou fool, shall be in danger of hell-fire. Therefore if 
thou bring thy gift to the altar, and there rememberest 
that thy brother hath ought against thee; leave there thy 
gift before the altar, and go thy way; first be reconciled to 
thy brother, and then come and offer thy gift. Agree with 
thine adversary quickly, whiles thou art in the way with 
him; lest at any time the adversary deliver thee to the 
judge, and the judge deliver thee to the officer, and thou 
be cast into prison. Verily I say unto thee, Thou shalt by 
no means come out thence, till thou hast paid the utter­
most farthing.

I SPEAK after the manner of men because of the infir­

holiness. For when ye were the servants of sin, ye were 
free from righteousness. What fruit had ye then in those 
things whereof ye are now ashamed? for the end of those 
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things is death. But now being made free from sin, and 
become servants to God, ye have your fruit unto holiness, 
and the end everlasting life. For the wages of sin is death; 
but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ 
our Lord. 

The Gospel. St. Mark viii. r. 

IN those days the multitude being very great, and having 
nothing to eat, Jesus called hiS diSCiples unto hlffi, and 

saith unto them, I have compassion on the multitude, be­
cause they have now been with me three days, and have 
nothing to eat: and if I send them away fasting to their 
own houses, they will faint by the way: for divers of them 
came from far. And his disciples answered him, From 
whence can a man satisfy these men with bread here in 
the wilderness? And he asked them, How many loaves have 
ye? And they said, Seven. And he commanded the people 
to sit down on the ground: and he took the seven loaves, 
and gave thanks, and brake, and gave to his disciples to set 
before them; and they did set them before the people. 
And they had a few small fishes: and he blessed, and com­
manded to set them also before them. So they did eat, and 
were filled: and they took up of the broken meat that was 
left seven baskets. And they that had eaten were about 
four thousand: and he sent them away.

The 
Spirit himself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are 
the children of God: and if children, then heirs; heirs of 
God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer 
with him, that we may be also glorified together.

BEW A~E of false prophets, which come to you in 
sheep s clothmg, but mwardly they are ravening 

wolves. Ye shall know them by their fruits. Do men gather 
grapes of thoms, or figsof thistles? Even so every good tree 
brmgeth forth good frwt; but a corrupt tree bringeth forth 
evll frwt. A good tree cannot bring forth evil fruit, neither 
can a corrupt tree bring forth good fruit. Every tree that 
bnngeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, and cast into 
the fire. Wherefore by their fruits ye shall know them. Not 
every. one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into 
the kmgdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my 
Father which is in heaven.

BRETHREN, I would not that ye should be ignorant, 
how that all our fathers were under the cloud, and all 

passed through the sea; and were all baptized unto Moses 
in the cloud and in the sea; and did all eat the same spirit­
ual meat; and did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they 
drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them: and that 
Rock was Christ. But with many of them God was not well 
pleased: for they were overthrown in the wilderness. Now 
these things were our examples, to the intent we should 
not lust after evil things, as they also lusted. Neither be 
ye idolaters, as were some of them; as it is written, The 
people sat down to eat and drink, and rose up to play. 
Neither let us commit fornication, as some of them com­
mitted, and fell in one day three and twenty thousand. 
Neither let us tempt Christ, as some of them also tempted. 
and were destroyed of serpents. Neither murmur ye, as 
some of them also murmured, and were destroyed of the 
destroyer. Now all these things happened unto them for 
ensamples: and they are written for our admonition, upon 
Whom the ends of the world are come. Wherefore let him 
that thinketh he standeth take heed lest he fall. There hath 
no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: 
but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted 
above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also 
make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it. 

The Gospel. St. Luke xv. I I. 

JESUS said, A certain man had two sons: and the younger 
of them said to his father, Father, give me the portion 

of goods that falleth to me. And he divided unto them his 
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living. And not many days after the younger son gathered 
all together, and took his journey into a far country, and 
there wasted his substance with riotous living. And when 
he had spent all, there arose a mighty famine in that land; 
and he began to be in want. And he went and joined him­
self to a citizen of that country; and he sent him into his 
fields to feed swine. And he would fain have filled his belly 
with the husks that the swine did eat: and no man gave 
unto him. And when he came to himself, he said, How 
many hired servants of my father's have bread enough and 
to spare, and I perish with hunger! I will arise and go to my 
father, and will say unto him, Father, I have sinned against 
heaven, and before thee, and am no more worthy to be 
called thy son: make me as one of thy hired servants. And 
he arose, and came to his father. But when he was yet a 
great way off, his father saw him, and had compassion, and 
ran, and fell on his neck, and kissed him. And the son said 
unto him, Father, I have sinned against heaven, and in thy 
sight, and am no more worthy to be called thy son. But 
the father said to his servants, Bring forth the best robe, 
and put it on him; and put a ring on his hand, and shoes 
on his feet: and bring hither the fatted calf, and kill it; and 
let us eat, and be merry: for this my son was dead, and is 
alive again; he was lost, and is found. And they began to 
be merry. Now his elder son was in the field: and as he 
came and drew nigh to the house, he heard musick and 
dancing. And he called one of the servants, and asked what 
these things meant. And he said unto him, Thy brother is 
come; and thy father hath killed the fatted calf, because he 
hath received him safe and sound. And he was angry, and 
would not go in: therefore came his father out, and in­
treated him. And he answering said to his father, Lo, these 
many years do I serve thee, neither transgressed I at any 
time thy commandment: and yet thou never gavest me a 
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kid, that I might make merry with my friends: but as soon 
as this thy son was come, which hath devoured thy living 
with harlots, thou hast killed for him the fatted calf. And he 
said unto him, Son, thou art ever with me, and all that I 
have is thine. It was meet that we should make merry, and 
be glad: for this thy brother was dead, and is alive again; 
and was lost, and is found.

Wherefore I give you to understand, that no man speak­
mg by the Spirit of God calleth Jesus accursed: and that 
no man can say that Jesus is the Lord, but by the Holy 
Ghost. Now there are diversities of gifts, but the same 
Spirit. And there are differences of administrations, but the 
same Lord. And there are diversities of operations, but it 
IS the same God which worketh all in all . But the mani­
festation of the Spirit is given to every man to profit 
WIthal. For to one is given by the Spirit the word of wis­
dom; to another the word of knowledge by the same 
Spirit; to another faith by the same Spirit; to another the 
~Ifts of healing by the same Spirit; to another the work­
mg of miracles; to another prophecy; to another discern­
mg of spirits; to another divers kinds of tongues; to an-
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other the interpretation of tongues: but all these worketh 
that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every man 
severally as he will.

AND when he was come near, he beheld the city, and 
.1""\.. wept over it, saying, If thou hadst known, even thou, 
at least in this thy day, the things which belong unto thy 
peace! but now they are hid from thine eyes. For the 
days shall come upon thee, that thine enemies shall cast a 
trench about thee, and compass thee round, and keep thee 
in on every side, and shall lay thee even with the ground, 
and thy children within thee; and they shall not leave in 
thee one stone upon another; because thou knewest not 
the time of thy visitation. And he went into the temple, 
and began to cast out them that sold therein, and them 
that bought; saying unto them, It is written, My house is 
the house of prayer: but ye have made it a den of thieves.

For I am the 
least of the apostles, that am not meet to be called an 
apostle, because I persecuted the church of God. But by 
the grace of God I am what I am: and his grace which was 
bestowed upon me was not in vain; but I laboured more 
abundantly than they all: yet not I, but the grace of God 
which was with me. Therefore whether it were I or they, 
so we preach, and so ye believed. 

The Gospel. St. Luke xviii. 9. 

JESUS spake this parable unto certain which trusted 
in themselves that they were righteous, and despised 

others: Two men went up into the temple to pray; the 
one a Pharisee, and the other a publican. The Pharisee 
stood and prayed thus with himself, God, I thank thee, that 
I am not as other men are, extortioners, unjust, adulterers, 
or even as this publican. I fast twice in the week, I give 
bthes of all that I possess. And the publican, standing abr 
off, would not lift up so much as his eyes unto heaven, but 
S~ote upon his breast, saying, God be merciful to me a 
SiIlJler. I tell you, this man went down to his house justi­
fied rather than the other: for everyone that exalteth 
himself shall be abased; and he that humbleth himselt 
shall be exalted.

TESUS, departing from the coasts of Tyre and Sidon, 
~ came unto tbe sea of Galilee, through the midst of the 
coasts of Decapolis. And they bring unto him one that 
was deaf, and had an impediment in his speech; and they 
beseech him t<> put his hand upon him. And be took hi!11 
aside from the multitude, and put his fingers into his ears. 
and he spit, and touched his tongue; and looking up to 
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beaven, he sighed, and saith unto him, Ephphatha, that is. 
Be opened. And straightway his ears were opened, and the 
string of his tongue was loosed, and he spake plain. And he 
cbarged them that they should tell no man: but the more 
he charged them, so much the more a great deal they pub­
lished It; and were beyond measure astonished, saying, He 
hath done all things well: he maketh both the deaf to hear, 
and the dumb to speak.

made ; and it was ordained by angels in the hand of a me­
?Iator. Now a mediator is not a mediator of one, but God 
IS o~e. Is the law then against the promises of God? God 
forbid: for If there had been a law given which could have 
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given life, verily righteousness should have been. by the 
law. But the scripture hath concluded al.l under sm, that 
the promise by faith of Jesus Christ might be given to 
them that believe. 

The Gospel. St. Luke x. 23. 

BLESSED are the eyes which see the things that ye 
see: for I tell you, that many prophets and kings 

have desired to see those things which ye see, and have 
not seen them; and to hear those things which ye hear, 
and have not heard them. And, behold, a certain lawyer 
stood up, and tempted him, sayin~, Master! what shall 
I do to inherit eternal hfe? He said unto hlffi, What IS 

written in the law? how readest thou? And he answering 
said, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy hea.rt, 
and with all thy soul, and with all thy strength, and With 
all thy mind; and thy neighbour as thyst;lf. And he said 
unto him, Thou hast answered nght: thiS do, and thou 
shalt live. But he, willing to justify himself, said unto 
Jesus, And who is my neighbour? And Jesus answer­
ing said, A certain man went do~ from Jerusalem to 
Jericho, and fell among thieves, which stnpped hlffi . of 
his raiment, and wounded him, and departed, leavmg 
him half dead. And by chance there came down a certam 
priest that way: and when he saw him, he passed by on the 
other side. And likewise a Levite, when he was at the place, 
came and looked on him, and passed by on the other side. 
But a certain Samaritan, as he journeyed, came where he 
was: and when he saw him, he had compassion on him, 
and went to him, and bound up his wounds, pouring m 
oil and wine, and set him on his own beast, and brought 
him to an inn, and took care of him. And on the mor­
row when he departed, he took out two pence, and gav~ 
them to the host, and said unto him, Take care of hun, 
and whatsoever thou spendest more, when I come again, I 
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will repay thee. Which now of these three, thinkest thou, 
was neighbour unto him that fell among the thlev~? And 
he said, He that shewed mercy on hlffi. Then said Jesus 
unto him, Go, and do thou likeWise.

such there is no law. And they that are ChriSt shave 
crucified the flesh with the affections and lusts.

AND it came to pass, as Jesus went to Jerusalem, that he 
n passed through the midst of Samaria and Galilee. And 
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as he entered into a certain village. there met him ten 
men that were lepers. which stood afar off: and they lifted 
up their voices. and said. Jesus. Master. have mercy on us. 
And when he saw them. he said unto them. Go shew your. 
selves unto the priests. And it carne to pass. that. as they 
went. they were cleansed. And one of them. when he saw 
that he was healed. turned back. and with a loud voice 
glorified God. and fell down on his face at his feet. giving 
him thanks: and he was a Samaritan.

For neither they themselves who are circumcised 
keep the law; but desire to have you circumcised. that they 
may glory in your flesh. But God forbid that I should glory.

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uncircumcision. but a new creature. And as many as walk 
according to this rule. peace be on them. and mercy. and 
upon the Israel of God.

Brethren. the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be 
with your spirit. Amen. 

The Gospel. St. Matthew vi. 24. 

No man can serve two masters: for either he will hate 
the one. and love the other; or else he will hold to 

the one. and despise the other. Ye cannot serve God and 
mammon. Therefore I say unto you. Be not anxious for 
your life. what ye shall eat. or what ye shall drink; nor yet 
for your body. what ye shall put on. Is not the life more 
than the food. and the body than the raiment? Behold the 
birds of the heaven. that they sow not. neither do they 
reap. nor gather-into barns; and your heavenly Father feed­
eth them. Are not ye of much more value than they? And 
which of you by being anxious can add one cubit unto 
the measure of his life? And why are ye anxious con­
cerning raiment? Consider the lilies of the field. how they 
grow; they toil not. neither do they spin: yet I say unto 
you. that even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed 
hke one of these. But if God doth so clothe the grass of 
the field. which to-day is. and to-morrow is cast into the 
oven. shall he not much more clothe you. ° ye of little 
faIth? Be not therefore anxious. saying. What shall we 
eat? or. What shall we drink? or. Wherewithal shall we 
be clothed? For after all these things do the Gentiles seek; 
for your heavenly Father knoweth that ye have need of 
a.ll these things. But seek ye first his kingdom. and his 
nghteousness; and all these things shall be added unto 
You. Be not therefore anxious for the morrow: for the 
~orrow will be anxious for itself. Sufficient unto the day 
IS the evil thereof.

Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt 
love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy 
soul, and with all thy mind. This is the first and great com­
mandment. And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love 
thy neighbour as thyself. On these two commandments 
hang all the law and the prophets. While the Pharisees 
were gathered together, Jesus asked them, saying, What 
think ye of Christ? whose son is he? They say unto hun, 
The son of David. He saith unto them, How then doth 
David in spirit call him Lord, saying, The LORD said unto 
my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, till I make thine 
enemies thy footstool? If David then call him Lord, how 
is he his son? And no man was able to answer him a 
word, neither durst any man from that day forth ask him 
any more questions.

T HIS I say therefore, and testify in the Lord, that ye 
henceforth walk not as other Gentiles walk, in the 

vanity of their mind, having the understanding darkened, 
being alienated from the life of God through the ignorance 
that is in them, because of the blindness of their heart: who 
being past feeling have given themselves over unto lasciv­
iousness, to work all uncleanness with greediness. But ye 
have not so learned Christ; if so be that ye have heard 
him, and have been taught by him, as the truth is in Jesus: 
that ye put off concerning the former conversation the 
old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts; 
and be renewed in the spirit of your mind; and that ye 
put on the new man, which after God is created in right­
eousness and true holiness. Wherefore putting away lying, 
speak every man truth with his neighbour: for we are 
members one of another. Be ye angry, and sin not: let 
not the sun go down upon your wrath: neither give place 
to the devil. Let him that stole steal no more: but rather 
let him labour, working with his hands the thing which 
is good, that he may have to give to him that needeth. Let 
no corrupt communication proceed out of your mouth, 
but that which is good to the use of edifying, that it may 
minister grace unto the hearers. And grieve not the holy 
Spirit of God, whereby ye are sealed unto the day of re­
demption. Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and 
clamour, and evil speaking, be put away from you, with all 
malice: and be ye kind one to another, tender-hearted, for­
giving one another, even as God for Christ's sake hath 
forgiven you. 

The Gospel. St. Matthew ix. I. 

JESUS entered into a ship, and passed over, and came 
into his own city. And, behold, they brought to him a 
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an sick of the palsy, lying on a bed: and Jesus, seeing 

~eir faith, said unto the sick of the palsy; Son, be of ~ood 
heer; thy sins be forgiven thee. And, behold, certam of 
~he scribes said within themselves, ThiS man blasphemeth. 
And Jesus knowing their thoughts said, 'Yherefore thmk 
ye evil in your hearts? For wheth~r IS eaSier, t~ say, Thy 
sins be forgiven thee; or to say, Anse, and walk. But that 
ye may kn~w that the Son of man hath power on earth 
to forgive sms, (then salth he to the Sick of the palsy,) 
Arise, take up thy bed, and go unto thme house. An? 
he arose, and departed to his house. But when the multi­
tudes saw it, they marvelled, and glorified God, which had 
given such power unto men.

Again, he sent forth 
other servants, saying, Tell them which are bidden, Be­
hold, I have prepared my dinner: my oxen and my fat. 
lings are killed, and all things are ready: come unto 
the marriage. But they made light of it, and went their 
ways, one to his farm, another to his merchandise: and 
the remnant took his servants, and entreated them spite. 
fully, and slew them. But when the king heard thereof, he 
was wroth: and he sent forth his armies, and destroyed 
those murderers, and burned up their city. Then saith he 
to his servants, The wedding is ready, but they which 
were bidden were not worthy. Go ye therefore into the 
highways, and as many as ye shall find, bid to the mar­
riage. So those servants went out into the highways, and 
gathered together all as many as they found, both bad 
and good: and the wedding was furnished with guests. 
And when the king came in to see the guests, he saw there 
a man which had not on a wedding-garment: and he saith 
unto him, Friend, how earnest thou in hither not having 
a wedding-garment? And he was speechless. Then said 
the king to the servants, Bind him hand and foot, and 
take him away, and cast him into outer darkness; there 
shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth. For many are 
called, but few are chosen. 

The Twenty-first Sunday after Trinity. 
The Collect. 

GRANT, we beseech thee, merciful Lord, to thy faith­
ful people pardon and peace, that they may be 
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cleansed from all their sins, and serve thee with a quiet 
mind; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

The Epistle. Ephesians vi. 10. 

My brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power 
of his might. Put on the whole armour of God, that 

ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil. For 
we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against princi­
palities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness 
of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places. 
Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, that 
ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having 
done all, to stand. Stand therefore, having your loins girt 
about with truth, and having on the breastplate of right­
eousness; and your feet shod with the preparation of the 
gospel of peace; above all, taking the shield of faith, where­
with ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the 
wicked.

mg thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for 
all saints; and for me, that utterance may be given unto 
me, that I may open my mouth boldly, to make known 
~he mystery of the gospel, for which I am an ambassador 
m bonds: that therein I may speak boldly, as I ought to 
speak. 

The Gospel. St. John iv. 46. 

THERE was a certain nobleman, whose son was sick at 
Capemaum. When he heard that Jesus was come out 

o~ Judrea into Galilee, he went unto him, and besought 
him that he would come down, and heal his son: for he was 
at the point of death. Then said Jesus unto him, Except ye 
see signs and wonders, ye will not believe. The nobleman 
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saith unto him, Sir, come down ere my child die. Jesus 
saith unto hun, Go thy way; thy son liveth. And the man 
beheved the word that Jesus had spoken unto him, and he 
went ~iS way. And as he was now going down, his servants 
met him, and told hun, saying, Thy son liveth. Then en­
qurred he of them the hour when he began to amend. And 
they ~aid unto him, Yesterday at the seventh hour the fever 
left him. So the father knew that it was at the same hour, 
in the \~hich Jesus ~id unto him, Thy son liveth: and him­
self beheved, and hiS whole house. This is again the second 
~rrac1e that Jesus did, when he was come out of Judrea 
mto Gahlee. 

The Twenty-second Sunday after Trinity.

C~urch in continual godliness; that through thy pro­
tectlOn it may be free from aU adversities, and devoutly 
given to serve thee in good works, to the glory of thy 
Name; through Jesus Christ our Lord.

The Epistle. Philippians i. 3. 

I THAN~ my God upon every remembrance of you, 
always in every prayer of mine for you aU making re­

quest with J?y, for yo~ feUowship in the gospel from the 
first day until now; bemg confident of this very thing, that 
he ~hlch hath begun a good work in you will perform it 
ul1:tll th~ day of Jesus Christ: even as it is meet for me to 
thmk thiS of yo~ aU, because I have you in my heart; in­
asmuch as both in my bonds, and in the defence and con­
firmation.of the gospel, ye aU are partakers of my grace. 
For God is my ~ecord, ho~ greatly I long after you aU in 
the tender memes of ChriSt Jesus. And this I pray, that

ness, which are by Jesus Christ, unto the glory and praise 
of God. 

The Gospel. St. Matthew xviii. 21. 

PETER said unto Jesus, Lord, how oft s~aU my br?ther 
sin against me, and I forgive him? tIU seve~ times? 

Jesus saith unto him, I say not unto thee, Until .seven 
times: but, Until seventy times seven. Therefore is the 
kingdom of heaven likened unto a certain king, which 
would take account of his servants. And when he had 
begun to reckon, one was brought unto him, which owed 
him ten thousand talents. But forasmuch as he had not 
to pay, his lord commanded him to be sold, and his wife, 
and children, and aU that he had, and payment to be 
made. The servant therefore feU down, and worshipped 
him, saying, Lord, have patience with me, and I will pay 
thee all. Then the lord of that servant was moved with 
compassion, and loosed him, and forgave him the debt. 
But the same servant went out, and found one of his 
feUow-servants, which owed him an hundred pence: and 
he laid hands on him, and took him by the throat, say­
ing, Pay me that thou owest. And his feUow-servant 
feU down at his feet, and besought hrrn, saying, Have 
patience with me, and I will pay thee aU. And he would 
not: but went and cast him into prison, till he should 
pay the debt. So when his feUow-servants saw what was 
done, they were very sorry, and came and told unto 
their lord aU that was done. Then his lord, after that he 
had caUed him, said unto him, 0 thou wicked servant, 
I forgave thee all that debt, because thou desiredst me: 
shouldest not thou also have had compassion on thy 
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fellow-servant, even as I had pity on thee? And his lord 
was wroth, and delivered him to the tormentors, till he 
should pay all that was due unto him. So likewise shall 
my heavenly Father do also unto you, if ye from your 
hearts forgive not everyone his brother their trespasses. 

The Twenty-third Sunday after Trinity. 

The Collect. 

O GOD, our refuge and strength, who art the author 
of all godliness; Be ready, we beseech thee, to hear 

the devout prayers of thy Church; and grant that those 
things which we ask faithfully we may obtain effectually ;

The Epistle. Philippians iii. I7. 

BRETHREN, be followers together of me, and mark 
them which walk so as ye have us for an ensample. 

(For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now 
tell you even weeping, that they are the enemies of the 
cross of Christ: whose end is destruction, whose god is 
their belly, and whose glory is in their shame, who mind 
earthly things.) For our citizenship is in heaven; from 
whence also we look for the Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ: 
who shall change the body of our humiliation that it may 
be conformed unto the body of his glory, according to the 
working whereby he is able even to subject all things unto 
himself. 

The Gospel. St. Matthew xxii. IS. 

T HEN went the Pharisees, and took counsel how they 
might entangle him in his talk. And they sent out 

unto him their disciples with the Herodians, saying, Master, 
we know that thou art true, and teachest the way of God 
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in truth, neither carest thou for any man: for thou regard­
est not the person of men. Tell us therefore, What thinkest 
thoU? Is it lawful to give tribute unto CAEsar, or not? But 
Jesus perceived their wickedness, and said, Why tempt ye 
me, ye hypocrites? Shew me the tribute money. And they 
brought unto him a penny. And he saith unto them, Whose 
is this image and superscription? They say unto him, 
Cregar's. Then saith he unto them, Render therefore unto 
Cresar the things which are Cresar's; and unto God the 
things that are God's. When they had heard these words, 
they marvelled, and left him, and went their way. 

The Twenty-fourth Sunday after Trinity.

O LORD, we beseech thee, absolve thy people from 
their offences; that through thy bountiful goodness

The Epistle. Colossians i. 3. 

WE give thanks to God and the Father of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, praying always for you, since we heard 

of your faith in Christ Jesus, and of the love which ye 
have to all the saints, for the hope which is laid up for you 
in heaven, whereof ye heard before in the word of the 
truth of the gospel; which is come unto you, as it is in all 
the world; and bringeth forth fruit, as it doth also in you, 
since the day ye heard of it, and knew the grace of God 
in truth: as ye also learned of Epaphras our dear fellow­
servant, who is for you a faithful minister of Christ; who 
also declared unto us your love in the Spirit.

The Gospel. St. Matthew ix. IS. 

WHILE Jesus spake these things unto John's dis­
ciples, behold, there came a certain ruler, and wor­

shipped him, saying, My daughter is even now dead: but 
come and lay thy hand upon her, and she shall live. And 
Jesus arose, and followed hinI, and so did his disciples. 
And, behold, a woman, which was diseased with an issue 
of blood twelve years, came behind hinI, and touched the 
hem of his garment: for she said within herself, If I may 
but touch his garment, I shall be whole. But Jesus turned 
him about, and when he saw her, he said, Daughter, be 
of good comfort; thy faith hath made thee whole. And 
the woman was made whole from that hour. And when 
Jesus came into the ruler's house, and saw the minstrels 
and the people making a noise, he said unto them, Give 
place: for the maid is not dead, but sleepeth. And they 
laughed him to scorn. But when the people were put 
forth, he went in, and took her by the hand, and the 
maid arose. And the fame hereof went abroad into all 
that land.

Therefore, be­
hold, the days come, saith the LoRD, that they shall no more 
say, The LORD liveth, which brought up the children of 
Israel out of the land of Egypt; but, The LORD liveth, which 
brought up and which led the seed of the house of Israel 
out of the north country, and from all countries whither I 
had driven them; and they shall dwell in their own land. 

The Gospel. St. John vi. S. 

WHEN Jesus then lifted up his eyes, and saw a great 
company come unto him, he saith unto Philip, 

Whence shall we buy bread, that these may eat? And this 
he said to prove him: for he hinIself knew what he would 
do. Philip answered him, Two hundred pennyworth of 
bread is not sufficient for them, that everyone of them 
may take a little. One of his disciples, Andrew, Simon 
Peter's brother, saith unto him, There is a lad here, which 
hath five barley loaves, and two small fishes: but what are 
they among so many? And Jesus said, Make the men sit 
down. Now there was much grass in the place. So the men

sat down, in number about five thousand. And Jesus tOOk 
the loaves; and when he had given thanks, he distributed 
to the disciples, and the disciples to them that were set 
down; and likewise of the fishes as much as they would. 
When they were filled, he said unto his disciples, Gather 
up the fragments that remain, that nothing be lost. There­
fore they gathered them together, and filled twelve baskets 
with the fragments of the five barley loaves, which re­
mained over and above unto them that had eaten. Then 
those men, when they had seen the miracle that Jesus did, 
said, This is of a truth that prophet that should come into 
the world.

Saint Andrew the Apostle. 
[November 30.] 

The Collect. 
ALMIGHTY God, who didst give such grace unto thy 

.l\.. holy Apostle Saint Andrew, that he readily obeyed 
the calling of thy Son Jesus Christ, and followed him with­
out delay; Grant unto us all, that we, being called by thy 
holy Word, may forthwith give up ourselves obediently to 
fulfil thy holy commandments; through the same Jesus 
Christ our Lord. Amen. 

The Epistle. Romans x. 9. 

I F thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and 
shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him 

from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man 
believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confes­
sion is made unto salvation. For the scripture saith, Who­
soever believeth on him shall not be ashamed. For there 
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is nO difference between the Jew and the Greek: for the 
same Lord over all is rich unto all that call upon him. 
For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall 
be saved. How then shall they call on him in whom they 
have not believed? and how shall they believe in him of 
whom they have not heard? and how shall they hear with­
out a preacher? and how shall they preach, except they be 
sent? as it is written, How beautiful are the feet of them 
that preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of 
good things! But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For 
Esaias saith, Lord, who hath believed our report? So then 
faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. 
But I say, Have they not heard? Yes verily, their sound 
went into all the earth, and their words unto the ends of 
the world. But I say, Did not Israel know? First Moses 
saith, I will provoke you to jealousy by them that are no 
people, and by a foolish nation I will anger you. But Esaias 
is very bold, and saith, I was found of them that sought me 
not; I was made manifest unto them that asked not after 
me. But to Israel he saith, All day long I have stretched 
forth my hands unto a disobedient and gainsaying people. 

The Gospel. St. Matthew iv. 18. 

JESUS, walking by the sea of Galilee, saw two brethren, 
Simon called Peter, and Andrew his brother, casting a 

net into the sea: for they were fishers. And he saith unto 
them, Follow me, and I will make you fishers of men. And 
they straightway left their nets, and followed him. And go­
ing on from thence, he saw other two brethren, James 
the son of Zebedee, and John his brother, in a ship with 
Zebedee their father, mending their nets; and he called 
them. And they immediately left the ship and their father. 
and followed him. 
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Saint Thomas 

Saint Thomas the Apostle. 
[December 21.] 

The Collecl. 

[Dec. 21 

ALMIGHTY and everliving God, who, for the greater 
r-\. confirmation of the faith, didst suffer thy holy Apostle 
Thomas to be doubtful in thy Son's resurrection; Grant us 
so perfectly, and without all doubt, to believe in thy Son 
Jesus Christ, that our faith in thy sight may never be reo 
proved. Hear us, 0 Lord, through the same Jesus Christ 
to whom, with thee and the Holy Ghost, be all honour and 
glory, now and for evermore. Amen. 

The Epistle. Hebrews x. 35, and pari of Chap. xi. 

CAST not away therefore your confidence, 'which hath 
. great recompence of reward. For ye have need of pa­

t1en~e, that, afte.r ye have done the will of God, ye might 
receive ~he promise. For yet a little while, and he that shall 
come.wlil come, and will not tarry. Now the just shall live 
by faith: but If any man draw back, my soul shall have no 
pleasure in him. But we are not of them who draw back 
unto perdition; but of them that believe to the saving of 
the so~l. Now faith IS the substance of things hoped for, 
the eVidence of things not seen. 

The Gospel. St. John xx. 24. 

T H<?MAS, one of the twelve, called Didymus, was not 
with them when Jesus came. The other disciples 

th~refore said unto him, We have seen the Lord. But he 
said unt~ them, Except I shall see in his hands the print 
of the nalls, and put my finger into the print of the nails, 
and thrust my hand into his side, I will not believe. And 
after eight days again his disciples were within and 
Thomas with them: then came Jesus, the doors 'being 
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shut, and stood in the midst, and said, Peace be unto you. 
Then saith he to Thomas, Reach hither thy finger, and 
behold my hands; and reach hither thy hand, and thrust 
it into my side: and be not faithless, but believing. And 
Thomas answered and said unto him, My Lord and my 
God. Jesus saith unto him, Thomas, because thou hast seen 
me, thou hast believed: blessed are they that have not seen, 
and yet have believed. And many other signs truly did Jesus 
in the presence of his disciples, which are not written in 
this book: but these are written, that ye might believe that 
Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God; and that believing ye 
might have life through his name. 

The Conversion of Saint Paul. 
[January 25·] 

The Collecl. 

O GOD, who, through the preaching of the blessed 
Apostle Saint Paul, hast caused the light of the Gospel 

to shine throughout the world; Grant, we beseech thee, 
that we, having his wonderful conversion in remembrance, 
may show forth our thankfulness unto thee for the same, 
by following the holy doctrine which he taught; through 
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

For Ihe Epistle. Acts ix. 1. 

AND Saul, yet breathing out threatenings and slaughter 
n against the disciples of the Lord, went unto the high 
priest, and desired of him letters to Damascus to the syna­
gogues, that if he found any of this way, whether they 
Were men or women, he might bring them bound unto 
Jerusalem. And as he journeyed, he Ca!lle near Damascus: 
and suddenly there shined round about him a light from 
heaven: and he fell to the earth, and heard a voice saying 
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unto him, Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me? And 
said, Who art thou, Lord? And the Lord said, I am Jesll8 
whom thou persecutest: it is hard for thee to kick against 
the pricks. And he trembling and astonished said, Lord, 
what wilt thou have me to do? And the Lord said unto 
him, Arise, and go into the city, and it shall be told thee 
what thou must do. And the men which journeyed with 
him stood speechless, hearing a voice, but seeing no man. 
And Saul arose from the earth; and when his eyes were 
opened, he saw no man: but they led him by the hand, 
a~d brou~ht him into Damascus. And he was three days 
without sight, and neither did eat nor drink. And there 
was a certain disciple at Damascus, named Ananias; and 
to him said the Lord in a vision, Ananias. And he said, 
Behold, I am here, Lord. And the Lord said unto him 
Arise, and go into the street which is called Straight, and 
enquire in the house of Judas for one called Saul, of Tar­
sus: for, behold, he prayeth, and hath seen in a vision 
a ma.n named Ananias coming in, and putting his hand 
on him, that he might receive his sight. Then Ananias 
answered, Lord, I have heard by many of this man, how 
much evil he hath done to thy saints at Jerusalem : and 
here he hath authority from the chief priests to bind all 
that call on thy name. But the Lord said unto him Go 
thy way: for he is a chosen vessel unto me, to bea; my 
name before the Gentiles, and kings, and the children of 
Israel: for I will shew him how great things he must suf­
fer for my name's sake. And Ananias went his way, and 
entered mto the house; and putting his hands on him 
said, Brother Saul, the Lord, even Jesus, that appeared 
unto thee in the way as thou camest, hath sent me, that 
thou mightest receive thy sight, and be filled with the 
Holy Ghost. And immediately there fell from his eyes as 
It had been scales: and he received sight forthwith, and 
arose, and was baptized. And when he had received meat, 
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Feb. 2] The Purification 
he was strengthened. Then was Saul certain days with 
the disciples which were at Damascus. And straightway he 
preached Christ in the synagogues, that he is the Son of 
God. But all that heard him were amazed, and said; Is not 
this he that destroyed them which called on this name in 
Jerusalem, and came hither for that intent, that he might 
bring them bound unto the chief priests? But Saul increased 
the more in strength, and confounded the Jews which 
dwelt at Damascus, proving that this is very Christ. 

The Gospel. St. Matthew xix. 27· 

PETER answered and said unto Jesus, Behold, we have 
forsaken all, and followed thee; what shall we have 

therefore? And Jesus said unto them, Verily I say unto 
you, That ye which have followed me, in the regeneration 
when the Son of man shall sit in the throne of his glory, 
ye also shall sit upon twelve thrones, judging the twelve 
tribes of Israel. And everyone that hath forsaken houses, 
or brethren, or sisters, or father, or mother, or wife, or chil­
dren, or lands, for my name's sake, shall receive an hundred­
fold, and shall inherit everlasting life. But many that are 
first shall be last; and the last shall be first.

AND when the days of her purification according to the 
.l\. law of Moses were accomplished, they brought him 
to Jerusalem, to present him to the Lord; (as it is written 
in the law of the Lord, Every male that openeth the womb 
shall be called holy to the Lord;) and to offer a sacrifice 
according to that which is said in the law of the Lord, A 
pair of turtle-doves, or two young pigeons. And, behold, 
there was a man in Jerusalem, whose name was Simeon; 
and the same man was just and devout, waiting for the con­
solation of Israel: and the Holy Ghost was upon him. And 
it was revealed unto him by the Holy Ghost, that he should 
not see death, before he had seen the Lord's Christ.

seen thy salvation, which thou hast prepared before the 
face of all people; a light to lighten the Gentiles, and the 
glory of thy people Israel. And Joseph and his mother 
marvelled at those things which were spoken of him. And 
Simeon blessed them, and said unto Mary his mother, Be­
hold, this child is set for the fall and rising aga~ of many 
in Israel; and for a sign which shall be spoken agamst; (yea, 
a sword shall pierce through thy own soul also,) that the 
thoughts of many hearts may be revealed. And there was 
one Anna, a prophetess, the daughter of Phanuel, of the 
tribe of Aser: she was of a great age, and had lived With 
an husband seven years from her virginity; and she was 
a widow of about fourscore and four years, which departed 
not from the temple, but served God with fastings and 
prayers night and day. And she coming in that. instant 
gave thanks likewise unto the Lord, and spake of hun to all 
them that looked for redemption in Jerusalem. And when 
they had performed all things according to the law of the 
Lord, they returned into Galilee, to their o~ cit):' Naza­
reth. And the child grew, and waxed strong m sjJlrlt, filled 
with wisdom: and the grace of God was upon him. 

Saint Matthias the Apostle. 
[February 24.]

O ALMIGHTY God, who into the place of the traitor 
Judas didst choose thy faithful servant Matthias to

For the Epistle. Acts i. r 5. 

IN those days Peter stood up in the midst of the disciples, 
and said, (the number of names together were about an 

hundred and twenty,) Men and brethren, this scripture 
must needs have been fulfilled, which the Holy Ghost by 
the mouth of David spake before concerning Judas, which 
was guide to them that took Jesus. For he was numbered 
with us, and had obtained part of this ministry. Now this 
man purchased a field with the reward of iniquity; and 
falling headlong, he burst asunder in the midst, and all 
his bowels gushed out. And it was known unto all the 
dwellers at Jerusalem; insomuch as that field is called 
in their proper tongue, Aceldama, that is to say, The field 
of blood. For it is written in the book of Psalms, Let his 
habitation be desolate, and let no man dwell therein: and 
his bishoprick let another take. Wherefore of these men 
which have companied with us all the time that the Lord 
Jesus went in and out among us, beginning from the bap­
tism of John, unto that same day that he was taken up 
from us, must one be ordained to be a witness with us 
of his resurrection. And they appointed two, Joseph called 
Barsabas, who was surnamed Justus, and Matthias. And 
they prayed, and said, Thou, Lord, which knowest the 
hearts of all men, shew whether of these two thou hast 
chosen, that he may take part of thisministry and apostle­
Ship, from which Judas by transgressIOn fell, that he might 
go to hiS own place. And they gave forth their lots; and 
the lot fell upon Matthias; and he was numbered with the 
eleven apostles.

Be­
lieve me that I am in the Father, and the Father in me: 
or else believe me for the very works' sake. Verily, verily, 
I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I 
do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he 
do; because I go unto my Father. And whatsoever ye shall 
ask in my name, that will I do, that the Father may be 
glorified in the Son. If ye shall ask any thing in my name, 
I will do it.

And the 
angel said unto him, Gird thyself, and bind on thy san­
dals. And so he did. And he saith unto him, Cast thy 
garment about thee, and follow me. And he went out, 
and followed him; and wist not that it was true which 
was done by the angel; but thought he saw a vision. 
When they were past the first and the second ward, they 
came unto the iron gate that leadeth unto the city; which 
opened to them of his own accord: and they went out, 
and passed on through one street; and forthwith the 
angel departed from him. And when Peter was come to 
himself, he said, Now I know of a surety, that the Lord 
hath sent his angel, and hath delivered me out of the 
hand of Herod, and from all the expectation of the people 
of the Jews.

THEN came to him the mother of Zebedee's children 
with her sons, worshipping him, and desiring a certain 

thing of him. And he said unto her, What wilt thou? She 
saith unto him, Grant that these my two sons may sit, the 
one on thy right hand, and the other on the left, in thy king­
dom. But Jesus answered and said, Ye know not what ye ask. 
Are ye able to drink of the cup that I shall drink of, and to 
be baptized with the baptism that I am baptized with? They 
say unto him, We are able. And he saith unto them, Ye shall 
drink indeed of my cup, and be baptized with the baptism 
that I am baptized with: but to sit on my right hand, and on 
my left, is not mine to give, but it shall be given to them 
for whom it is prepared of my Father. And when the ten 
heard it, they were moved with indignation against the 
two brethren. ButJesuscalled them unto him, and said, Ye 
know that the princes of the Gentiles exercise dominion 
over them, and they that are great exercise authority upon 
them. But it shall not be so among you: but whosoever will 
be great among you, let him be your minister; and who­
soever will be chief among you, let him be your servant: 
even as the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, 
but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many.

Master, it is good for us to be here: and let us make three 
tabernacles; one for thee, and one for Moses, and one for 
Elias: not knowing what he said. While he thus spake, 
there came a cloud, and overshadowed them: and they 
feared as they entered into. the cloud: And there came a 
voice out of the cloud, saymg, ThiS IS my beloved Son: 
hear him. And when the voice was past, Jesus was found 
alone. And they kept it close, and told no man in those 
days any of those things which they had seen.

But ye shall not be so: but he that is 
greatest among you, let him be as the younger; and he that 
is chief, as he that doth serve. For whether is greater, he 
that sitteth at meat, or he that serveth? is not he that sit­
teth at meat? but I am among you as he that serveth. Ye 
are they which have continued with me in my temptations. 
And I appoint unto you a kingdom, as my Father hath ap­
pointed unto me; that ye may eat and drink at my table in 
my kingdom, and sit on thrones judging the twelve tribes 
of Israel.

it is better for thee to enter into life with one eye, rather 
than having two eyes to be cast into hell-fire. Take heed 
that ye despise not one of these little ones; for I say unto 
you, That in heaven their angels do always behold the 
face of my Father which is in heaven.

The Ministration of 
Holy Baptism 

The Minister oj e£'e1Y Parish shall often admonish the People, that they 
defer not the Baptism of their Children, and that it is most convenient 
that Baptism should be administered upon Sundays and other Holy Days. 
Nevertheless, if necessity so require, Baptism may be administered upon 
any other day. A'Jd also he shall warn them that, except JOT urgent cause, 
they seek not to have their Children baptized in their houses. 
There shall bejoT every Male~child to be baptized. when they can be had. two 
Godfathers and 01lt Godmother; and for er;try Female, one Godfather and 
two Godmothers; and ParenLs shall be admitted as Sponsors, if it be desired. 

'J When there aTe Children to be baptized, the Parents or Sponsors shall giDe 
knowledge lhueof to the Minister, And then lhe Godfathers and Godmothers. 
and Ihe People with Ihe Children, must be ready at Ihe Font. eilher im­
mediately after the Second Lesson at Morning or E vening Prayer, 01 at sue" 
other h'me as the Minister shall appoint, 

,. When any such Persons as are of riper years are to be baptized. timely 
notice sltall be gillen to the Minister; that so due care may be takm for their 
examination, wltether they be sufficiently instructed 1'n the Principles of 
the Christian Religion; and lhat Ihey may be exhorted to prepare them­
selves, with Prayers and Fasting, for lite receiving of this holy Sacrament. 
And NOTE, Tltat at the time of the Baptism of an Adult, there shall be 
present with him at the Font at least two Witnesses, 

'iI The Minister, ltalli11g come to lite Font , which is then to be filled with pure 
WateT, shall say as followeth, the People all standing, 

HATH this Child (Person) been already baptized, or 
no? 

'iI If Ihey anS1.()er, No: then shall the M1'nisier proceed as followeth , 

DEARLY beloved, forasmuch as our Saviour Christ 
saith, None can enter into the kingdom of God, except 

he be regenerate and born anew of Water and of the Holy 
Ghost; I beseech you to call upon God the Father, through 
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our Lord Jesus Christ, that of his bounteous mercy he will 
grant to thIs CllIld (thIs Person) that which by nature he 
cannot have; that he may be baptized with Water and 
the Holy Ghost, and received into Christ's holy Church 
and be made a living member of the same. ' 

~ Then shall the Minister say, 

Let us pray. 
J\ LMIGHTY and immortal God, the aid of all who need, 

.L\.. the helper ~f all who flee to thee for succour, the life 
of those who beheve, and the resurrection of the dead; 
We ~all upon thee for lhis Child (this thy Servant), that he, 
commg to thy holy Baptism, may receive remission of sin 
by spiritual regeneration. Receive him, 0 Lord, as thou hast 
promised by thy well-beloved Son, saying, Ask, and ye shall 
have; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened 
unto you. So give now unto us who ask; let us who seek, 
find; open the gate unto us who knock' that this Child 
(this thy Servant) may enjoy the everlast~g benediction of 
thy heavenly washmg, and may come to the eternal king­
dom which thou hast promised by Christ our Lord. Amen. 

~ Then the Minister shall say as followeth . 

. Hear the words of the Gospel, written by Saint Mark, 
In the tenth Chapter, at the thirteenth Verse. 

T HEY brought young <;hildren to Christ, that he should 
touch them: and hiS diSCiples rebuked those that 

brought them. But when Jesus saw it, he was much dis­
pleased, and said unto them, Suffer the little children to 
come unto me, and forbid them not: for of such is the 
kingdo~ of God.yerily I say unto you, Whosoever shall 
not receive the kmgdom of God as a little child he shall 
not enter therein. And he took them up in his .:rms put 
his hands upon them, and blessed them. '

thy grace, and faith in thee: Increase this knowledge, And 
confirm this faith in us evermore. Give thy Holy Spirit to 
this Child (this thy Servant), That he may be born again, 
And be made an heir of everlasting salvation; Through our 
Lord Jesus Christ, Who liveth and reigneth with thee and 
the same Holy Spirit, Now and for ever. Amen. 

11' Whetl the Office is used JOT Children, the Minister shall speak unto th, 
Godfathers and Godmothers on this wise. 

DEARLY beloved, ye have brought this Child here to 
be baptized; ye have prayed that our Lord Jesus

sin, to sanctify him with the Holy Ghost, to give him the 
kingdom of heaven, and everlasting life.

for these benefits; and with one accord make our prayers 
unto him, that this Child (this Person) may lead the rest of 
his life according to this beginning. 

11" Then shall be said, 

OUR Father, who art in heaven, Hallowed be thy 
Name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done, On 

earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. 
And forgive us our trespasses, As we forgive those who 
trespass against us. And lead us not into temptation, But 
deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, and the 
power, and the glory, for ever and ever. Amen. 

11" Then shall the Minister say. 

W E yield thee hearty thanks, most merciful Father, 
that it hath pleased thee to regenerate this Chii4 

(this thy Servant) with thy Holy Spirit, to receive hi'" 
for thine own Child, and to incorporate him into thy holy 
Church. And humbly we beseech thee to grant, that he, be­
ing dead unto sin, may live unto righteousness, and being 
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buried with Christ in his death, may also be partaker of 
his resurrection; so that finally, with the residue of thy 
holy Church, he may be an inheritor of thine everlasting 
kingdom; through Christ our Lord. Amen. 

~ Then the Minister shall add, 

THE Almighty God, the Father of our Lord Jesus 
Christ, of whom the whole family in heaven and 

earth is named; Grant you to be strengthened with might 
by his Spirit in the inner man; that, Christ dwelling in 
your hearts by faith, ye may be filled with all the fulness 
of God.

It is expedient that every Adult, thus baptized, should be confirmed by 
the Bishop, so soon after his Baptism as conveniently may be; thai so he 
may be admitted to lhe HoJy Communion. 

PRIVATE BAPTISM. 

When, in consideration of extreme sickness, necessity may require. then lhe 
fOllowing form shall SUffice: 

The Child (or Person) being twmed by some one who is present, the Mi,zister 
shall pour Water upon him, saying these words: 

N I baptize thee In the Name of the Father, and of 
. the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. Amen. 

Afler which shall be said the Lord's Prayer, and the Thanksgiving from 
this Office, beginning, We yield thee hearty thanks, etc. 

But NOTE, That in the case oj an Adult, the Minister shall first ask lite 
questions provided in lhis Office for lite Baptism oj Adults. 

In cases of extreme sickness. or any imminent peril, if a Minister cannot 
be Procured, then any baptized person present may administer holy Baptism, 
'USing the foregoing form. Such Baptism shall be promptly reported to the 
Parish authorities. 

THE RECEiVING OF ONE PRIvATELY BAPTIZED. 

t It is expedient that a Child or Person so baPtized be afterward 
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brought to the Church. at which time these parts oj the foregor'ng ~ 
shall be used:

The outward and visible sign or form in Bap­

tism is Water; wherein the person is baptized, In the Na11ll 
oj the Father, and oj the Son, and oj the Holy Gilost. 

Question. What is the inward and spiritual grace in 
Baptism? 

Answer. The inward and spiritual grace in Baptism 
is a death unto sin, and a new birth unto righteousness; 
whereby we are made the children of grace. 

Question. What is required of persons to be baptized? 
Answer. Repentance, whereby they forsake sin; and 

Faith, whereby they stedfastly believe the promises of 
God to them in that Sacrament. 

Question. Why then are infants baptized, when by rea­
son of their tender age they cannot perform them? 

Answer. Because, by the faith of their Sponsors, infants 
are received into Christ's Church, become the recipients 
of his grace, and are trained in the household of faith. 
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Question. Why was the Sacrament of the Lord's Supper 

. d? ordame . 
Answer. The Sacrament of the Lord's Supper was or­

dained for the continual remembrance of the sacrifice of 
the death of Christ, and of the benefits which we receive 
thereby. 

Question. What is the outward part or sign of the Lord's 
Supper? 

Answer. The outward part or sign of the Lord's Sup­
per is, Bread and Wine, which the Lord hath commanded 
to be received. 

Question. What is the inward part, or thing signified? 
Answer. The inward part, or thing signified, is the Body 

and Blood of Christ, which are spiritually taken and re­
ceived by the faithful in the Lord's Supper. 

Question. What are the benefits whereof we are partak­
ers in the Lord's Supper? 

Answer. The benefits whereof we are partakers in the 
Lord's Supper are the strengthening and refreshing of our 
souls by the Body and Blood of Christ, as our bodies are 
strengthened and refreshed by the Bread and Wine. 

Question. What is required of those who come to the 
Lord's Supper? 

Answer. It is required of those who come to the Lord's 
Supper to examine themselves, whether they repent them 
truly of their former sins, with stedfast purpose to lead a 
new life; to have a lively faith in God's mercy through 
Christ, with a thankful remembrance of his death; and to 
be in charity with all men.

Now is Christ risen from the dead, and become the 
firstfruits of them that slept.

death, by man came also the resurrection of the dead. For 
as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive. 
But every man in his own order: Christ the firstfruits; 
afterward they that are Christ's at his coming. Then com­
eth the end, when he shall have delivered up the kingdom 
to God, even the Father; when he shall have put down all 
rule and all authority and power. For he must reign, till he 
hath put all enemies under his feet. The last enemy that 
shall be destroyed is death. For he hath put all things 
under his feet. But when he saith all things are put under 
him, it is manifest that he is excepted, which did put all 
things under him. And when all things shall be subdued 
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unto him, then shall the Son also himself be subject unto 
him that put all things under him, that God may be all 
in all. 

But some man will say, How are the dead raised up? 
and with what body do they come? Thou foolish one, that 
which thou sowest is not quickened, except it die: and 
that which thou sowest, thou sowest not that body that 
shall be, but bare grain, it may chance of wheat, or of some 
other grain: but God giveth it a body as it hath pleased 
him, and to every seed its own body. All flesh is not the 
same flesh: but there is one kind of flesh of men, another 
flesh of beasts, another of fishes, and another of birds. 
There are also celestial bodies, and bodies terrestrial: but 
the glory of the celestial is one, and the glory of the ter­
restrial is another. There is one glory of the sun, and an­
other glory of the moon, and another glory of the stars: for 
one star differeth from another star in glory. So also is the 
resurrection of the dead. It is sown in corruption; it is 
raised in incorruption: it is sown in dishonour; it is raised 
in glory: it is sown in weakness; it is raised in power: it is 
sown a natural body; it is raised a spiritual body. There 
is a natural body, and there is a spiritual body. And so it is 
written, The first man Adam was made a living soul; the last 
Adam was made a quickening spirit. Howbeit that was 
not first which is spiritual, but that which is natural; and 
afterward that which is spiritual. The first man is of the 
earth, earthy: the second man is the Lord from heaven. 
As is the earthy, such are they also that are earthy: and 
as is the heavenly, such are they also that are heavenly. 
And as we have borne the image of the earthy, we shall 
also bear the image of the heavenly. 

Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot in­
~erit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit 
Illcorruption. Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not 
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all sl~p, but we shall all be changed, in a moment, in the 
twinklmg of an eye, at the last trumP.: for the trumpet shall 
sound, and the dead shaH be raIsed mcorruptible and 
shall be changed. For this corruptible must put ~n inc~~ 
ruptIOn, and thIS mortal must put on immortality. So when 
thIS corruptIble shall have put on incorruption, and this 
mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall be 
brought t? p~ss the saying that is written, Death is Swal­
lowed ~p m vI~tory. 0 death, .where is thy sting? 0 grave, 
where IS thy vIctory? The stmg of death is sin- and the 
strength of si~ is the law. But thanks be to G~, which 
gIveth us the VIctory through our Lord Jesus Christ. There­
fore, my belo:,ed brethren, be ye stedfast, unmoveable, al­
ways aboundmg in the ~ork of the Lord, forasmuch as ye 
know that your labour IS not in vain in the Lord.

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Psalm 10. VI quid, Domine? 

WHY standest thou so far off, 0 LORD, • and hidest 
thy face in the needful time of trouble? 

2 The ungodly, for his own lust, doth persecute the 
poor: * let them be taken in the crafty wiliness that they 
have imagined. 

3 For the ungodly hath made boast of his own heart's 
desire, * and speaketh good of the covetous, whom the 
loRD abhorreth. 

4 The ungodly is so proud, that he careth not for God, • 
neither is God in all his thoughts. 

5 His ways are alway grievous; * thy judgments are f~r 
above out of his sight, and therefore defieth he all hiS 
enemies. 

6 For he hath said in his heart, Tush, I shall never be 
cast down, * there shall no harm happen unto me. 

7 His mouth is full of cursing, deceit, and fraud; * under 
his tongue is ungodliness and vanity. 

8 He sitteth lurking in the thievish comers of the 
streets, * and privily in his lurking dens doth he murder 
the innocent; his eyes are set agamst the poor. 

9 For he lieth waiting secretly; even as a lion lurketh 
he in his den, * that he may raVish the poor. 

10 He doth ravish the poor, * when he getteth him into 
his net. 

II He falleth down, and humbleth himself, * that the 
congregation of the poor may fall into the hands of hiS 
captains. 

12 He hath said in his heart, Tush, God hath forgot­
ten; * he hideth away his face, and he will never see it. 

13 Arise, 0 LORD God, and lift up thine hand; * forget 
not the poor. 

14 Wherefore should the wicked blaspheme God, * 
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while he doth say in his heart, Tush, thou God carest not 
for it? 
. IS Surely thou hast seen it;' for thou beholdest ungod_ 

Imess and wrong, that thou mayest take the matter into 
thy hand. 

16 The poor commi tteth himself un to thee; * for thou 
art the helper of the friendless. 

17 Break thou the power of the ungodly and mali­
cious; * search out his ungodliness, until thou find none. 

18 The LORD is King for ever and ever, • and the hea­
then are perished out of the land. 

19 LORD, thou hast heard the desire of the poor; • thou 
preparest their heart, and thine ear hearkeneth; 

20 To help the fatherless and poor unto their right, • 
that the man of the earth be no more exalted against 
them. 

Psalm 11. I n Domino confido. 

IN the LORD put I my trust; * how say ye then to my 
soul, that she should flee as a bird unto the hill? 

2 For 10, the ungodly bend their bow, and make ready 
their arrows within the quiver, • that they may privily 
shoot at them which are true of heart. 

3 If the foundations be destroyed, • what can the 
righteous do? 

4 The LORD is in his holy temple; • the LORD'S seat is 
in heaven. 

5 His eyes consider the poor, • and his eyelids try the 
children of men. 

6 The LORD approveth the righteous: • but the un­
godly, and him that delighteth in wickedness, doth his 
soul abhor.

3 The LORD shall root out all deceitful lips, • and the 
tongue that speaketh proud things; 

4 Which have said, With our tongue will we prevail; • 
we are they that ought to speak; who is lord over us? 

5 Now, for the comfortless troubles' sake of the needy, • 
and because of the deep sighing of the poor, 

6 I will up, saith the LORD; * and will help everyone 
from him that swelleth against him, and will set him at rest. 

7 The words of the LORD are pure words; • even as the 
silver which from the earth is tried, and purified seven 
times in the fire. 

S Thou shalt keep them, 0 LORD; • thou shalt preserve 
them from this generation for ever. 

9 The ungodly walk on every side:' when they are ex­
alted, the children of men are put to rebuke. 

Psalm 13. Usquequo, Domine? 

HOW long wilt thou forget me, 0 LORD; for ever? * 
how long wilt thou hide thy face from me? 

2 How long shall I seek counsel in my ROul, and be so 
vexed in my heart? • how long shall mine enemy triumph 
oVer me? 
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3 Consider, and hear me, 0 LORD my God; • lighten 
mine eyes, that I sleep not in death; 

4 Lest mine enemy say, I have prevailed against him:. 
for if I be cast down, they that trouble me will rejoice 
at it. 

5 But my trust is in thy mercy, • and my heart is joyful 
in thy salvation. 

6 I will sing of the LORD, because he hath dealt so lov­
ingly with me; • yea, I will praise the Name of the Lord 
Most Highest. 

Psalm 14. Dixit insipiens. 

T HE fool hath said in his heart, • There is no God. 
2 They are corrupt, and become abominable in their 

doings; • there is none that doeth good, no not one. 
3 The LORD looked down from heaven upon the chil­

dren of men, • to see if there were any that would under­
stand, and seek after God. 

4 But they are all gone out of the way, they are alto­
gether become abominable; • there is none that doeth 
good, no not one. 

5 Have they no knowledge, that they are all such work­
ers of mischief, • eating up my people as it were bread, 
and call not upon the LORD? 

6 There were they brought in great fear, even where 
no fear was; • for God is in the generation of the right­
eous. 

7 As for you, ye have made a mock at the counsel of 
the poor; • because he putteth his trust in the LORD. 

8 Who shall give salvation unto Israel out of Sian? • 
When the LORD turneth the captivity of his people, then 
shall Jacob rejoice, and Israel shall be glad.

3 All my delight is upon the saints that are in the 
earth, • and upon such as excel in virtue. 

4 But they that run after another god * shall have great 
trouble. 

5 Their drink-offerings of blood will I not offer, * neither 
make mention of their names within my lips. 

6 The LORD himself is the portion of mine inheritance, 
and of my cup; * thou shalt maintain my lot. 
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7 The lot is fallen unto me in a fair ground; • yea I 
have a goodly heritage. ' 

8 I will thank the LORD for giving me warning; * my 
reins also chasten me in the night season. 

9 I have set the LORD alway before me; * for he is on 
my right hand, therefore I shall not fall. 

10 Wherefore my heart is glad, and my glory rejoiceth:' 
my flesh also shall rest in hope. 

I! For why? thou shalt not leave my soul in hell; • 
neither shalt thou suffer thy Holy One to see corruption. 

12 Thou shalt show me the path of life: in thy presence 
is the fulness of joy, * and at thy right hand there is 
pleasure for evermore. 

Psalm 17. Exaudi, Domine. 

H EAR the right, 0 LORD, consider my complaint, • 
and hearken unto my prayer, that goeth not out of 

feigned lips. 
2 Let my sentence come forth from thy presence; • and 

let thine eyes look upon the thing that is equal. 
3 Thou hast proved and visited mine heart in the night 

season; thou hast tried me, and shalt find no wickedness 
in me; * for I am utterly purposed that my mouth shall 
not offend. 

4 As for the works of men, * by the word of thy lips I 
have kept me from the ways of the destroyer. 

5 0 hold thou up my goings in thy paths, * that my 
footsteps slip not. 

6 I have called upon thee, 0 God, for thou shalt hear 
me: * incline thine ear to me, and hearken unto my words. 

7 Show thy marvellous loving-kindness, thou that art 
the Saviour of them which put their trust in thee, * troP! 
such as resist thy right hand. 
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8 Keep me as the apple of an eye; * hide me under the 
shadow of thy wings, 

9 From the ungodly, that trouble me; * mine enemies 
compass me round about, to take away my soul. 

10 They are inclosed in their own fat, * and their mouth 
speaketh proud things. 

II They lie waiting in our way on every side, * watch­
ing to cast us down to the ground; 

12 Like as a lion that is greedy 0\ his prey, * and as it 
were a lion's whelp lurking in secret places. 

13 Up, LORD, disappoint him, and cast him down; * 
deliver my soul from the ungodly, by thine own sword; 

14 Yea, by thy hand, 0 LORD; from the men of the evil 
world; • which have their portion in this life, whose bellies 
thou fillest with thy hid treasure. 

IS They have children at their desire, • and leave the 
rest of their substance for their babes. 

16 But as for me, I shall behold thy presence in right­
eousness; * and when I awake up after thy likeness, I shall 
be satisfied. 

Evening Prayer. 

Psalm 18. Diligam te, Domine. 

I WILL love thee, 0 LORD, my strength. * The LORD is 
my stony rock, and my defence; 

2 My Saviour, my God, and my might, in whom I will 
trust; * my buckler, the horn also of my salvation, and 
my refuge. 

3 I will call upon the LORD, which is worthy to be 
praised; * so shall I be safe from mine enemies. 

4 The sorrows of death compassed me, • and the over­
flowings of ungodliness made me afraid. 
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5 The pains of hell came about me; * the snares of death 
overtook me. 

6 In my trouble I called upon the LORD, • and com. 
plained unto my God: 

7 So he heard my voice out of his holy temple, • and 
my complaint came before him; it entered even into his 
ears. 

8 The earth trembled and quaked, • the very founda. 
tions also of the hills shook, and were removed, because 
he was wroth. 

9 There went a smoke out in his presence, • and a con. 
suming fire out of his mouth, so that coals were kindled 
at it. 

10 He bowed the heavens also, and came down, • and it 
was dark under his feet . 

I I He rode upon the Cherubim, and did fly; * he came 
flying upon the wings of the wind. 

12 He made darkness his secret place, * his pavilion 
round about him with dark water, and thick clouds to 
cover him. 

13 At the brightness of his presence his clouds re­
moved; • hailstones and coals of fire. 

14 The LORD also thundered out of heaven, and the 
Highest gave his thunder; • hailstones and coals of fire. 

IS He sent out his arrows, and scattered them; • he cast 
forth lightnings, and destroyed them. 

16 The springs of waters were seen, and the foundations 
of the round world were discovered, * at thy chiding, 0 
LoRD, at the blasting of the breath of thy displeasure. 

17 He sent down from on high to fetch me, • and took 
me out of many waters. 

18 He delivered me from my strongest enemy, and frolll 
them which hate me; • for they were too mighty for me. 
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19 They came upon me in the day of my trouble; • but 
the LoRD was my upholder. 

20 He brought me forth also into a place of liberty; * he 
brought me forth, even because he had a favour unto me. 

21 The LORD rewarded me after my righteous dealing, • 
according to the cleanness of my hands did he recompense 
me. 

22 Because I have kept the ways of the LORD, * and 
have not forsaken my God, as the wicked doth. 

23 For I have an eye unto all his laws, * and will not 
cast out his commandments from me. 

24 I was also uncorrupt before him, * and eschewed 
mine own wickedness. 

25 Therefore the LORD rewarded me after my righteous 
dealing, * and according unto the cleanness of my hands 
in his eyesight. 

26 With the holy thou shalt be holy, * and with a per· 
fect man thou shalt be perfect. 

27 With the clean thou shalt be clean, * and with the 
froward thou shalt be froward. 

28 For thou shalt save the people that are in adversity, * 
and shalt bring down the high looks of the proud. 

29 Thou also shalt light my candle; * the LORD my God 
shall make my darkness to be light. 

30 For in thee I shall discomfit an host of men, * and 
With the help of my God I shall leap over the wall. 

31 The way of God is an undefiled way: * the word of 
the LORD also is tried in the fire; he is the defender of all 
them that put their trust in him. 

32 For who is God, but the LORD? * or who hath any 
strength, except our God? 

33 It is God that girdeth me with strength of war, • and 
Illaketh my way perfect. 
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34 He maketh my feet like harts' feet, * and setteth me 
up on hIgh. 

35 He teacheth mine hands to fight, * and mine arms 
shall bend even a bow of steel. 

36 Thou hast given me the defence of thy salvation ; • 
thy nght hand also shall hold me up, and thy loving cor­
rectIOn shall make me great. 

37 Thou shalt make room enough under me for to go • 
that my footsteps shall not slide. ' 

38 I will follow upon mine enemies, and overtake 
them; * neither will I turn again till I have destroyed 
them. 

39 I will smite them, that they shall not be able to 
stand, • but fall under my feet. 

40 Thou hast girded me with strength unto the battle·' 
thou shalt throw down mine enemies under me. ' 

41 Thou hast made mine enemies also to turn their 
backs upon me, * and I shall destroy them that hate me. 

42 They shall cry, but there shall be none to help 
them; * yea, even unto the LORD shall they cry but he 
shall not hear them. ' 

43 I will beat them as small as the dust before the 
wind: • I will cast them out as the clay in the streets. 

44 Thou shalt deliver me from the strivings of the 
people, * and thou shalt make me the head of the nations; 
a people whom I have not known shall serve me. 

45 As soon as they hear of me, they shall obey me; • 
the strangers shall feign obedience unto me. 

4.6 The strangers shall fail, • 3.nd come trembling out of 
theIr strongholds. 

47 T~e LORD liveth; and blessed be my strong helper, • 
and praIsed be the God of my salvation; 

48 Even the God that seeth that I be avenged * and

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49 It is he that delivereth me from my cruel enemies, 
and setteth me up above mine adversaries: • thou shalt 
rid me from the wicked man.

I! Moreover, by them is thy servant taught; * and in 
keeping of them there is great reward. 

12 Who can tell how oft he offendeth? * 0 cleanse thou 
me from my secret faults. 

13 Keep thy servant also from presumptuous sins, lest 
they get the dominion over me; • so shall I be undefiled, 
and innocent from the great offence. 

14 Let the words of my mouth, and the meditation of 
my heart, be alway acceptable in thy sight, * 0 LORD, my 
strength and my redeemer. 

Psalm 20. Exaudiat te Dominus. 

T HE LORD hear thee in the day of trouble;' the Name 
of the God of Jacob defend thee: 

2 Send thee help from the sanctuary, • and strengthen 
thee out of Sion: 

3 Remember all thy offerings, * and accept thy burnt­
sacrifice: 

4 Grant thee thy heart's desire, • and fulfil all thy mind. 
S We will rejoice in thy salvation, and triumph in the

My God, my God, look upon me; why hast thou for­

mother's breasts. 

10 I have been left unto thee ever since I was born; • 
thou art my God even from my mother's womb. 

II 0 go not from me; for trouble is hard at hand, * and 
there is none to help me. 

12 Many oxen are come about me; * fat bulls of Bashan 
close me in on every side. 

13 They gape upon me with their mouths, • as it were 
a ramping and a roaring lion. 

14 I am poured out like water, and all my bones are 
out of joint; • my heart also in the midst of my body is 
even like melting wax. 

IS My strength is dried up like a potsherd, and my 
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tongue cleaveth to my gums, • and thou bringest me into 
the dust of death. 

16 For many dogs are come about me, • and the coun­
cil of the wicked layeth siege against me. 

17 They pierced my hands and my feet: I may tell all 
my bones: * they stand staring and looking upon me.

20 Deliver my soul from the sword, • my darling from 
the power of the dog. 

21 Save me from the lion's mouth; • thou hast heard 
me also from among the horns of the unicorns. 

22 I will declare thy Name unto my brethren; • in the 
midst of the congregation will I praise thee. 

23 0 praise the LORD, ye that fear him:' magnify him, all 
ye of the seed of Jacob; and fear him, all ye seed of Israel. 

24 For he hath not despised nor abhorred the lowes­
tate of the poor; • he hath not hid his face from him; but 
when he called unto him he heard him. 

25 My praise is of thee in the great congregation; • my 
vows will I perform in the sight of them that fear him.

3 He shall convert my soul, * and bring me forth in the 
paths of righteousness for his Name's sake. 

4 Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow 
of death, I will fear no evil; • for thou art with me; thy 
rod and thy staff comfort me.

IS Turn thee unto me, and have mercy upon me; • for 

I am desolate, and in misery. 
16 The sorrows of my heart are enlarged: • 0 bring 

thou me out of my troubles. 
17 Look upon my adversity and misery, * and forgive 

me all my sm. 
18 Consider mine enemies, how many they are; • and 

they bear a tyrarmous hate against me. 
19 0 keep my soul, and deliver me: • let me not be 

confounded, for I have put my trust in thee. 
20 Let perfectness and righteous dealing wait upon 

me; * for my hope hath been in thee. 
2 I Deliver Israel, 0 God, • out of all his troubles. 

Psalm 26. Judica me, Domine. 

BE thou my Judge, 0 LORD, for I have walked inno­
cently: * my trust hath been also in the LORD, there­

fore shall I not fall. 
? Examine me, 0 LoRD, and prove me; * tryout my 

ferns and my heart. 
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3 For thy loving-kindness is ever before mine eyes; • 
and I will walk in thy truth. 

4 I have not dwelt with vain persons; • neither will I 
have fellowship with the deceitful. 

5 I have hated the congregation of the wicked; * and 
will not sit among the ungodly. 

6 I will wash my hands in innocency, 0 LORD;' and so 
will I go to thine altar; 

7 That I may show the voice of thanksgiving, • and tell 
of all thy wondrous works. 

8 LoRD, I have loved the habitation of thy house, • and 
the place where thine honour dwelleth. 

9 0 shut not up my soul with the sinners, * nor my life 
with the blood-thirsty; 

10 In whose hands is wickedness, * and their right hand 
is full of gifts. 

II But as for me, I will walk innocently: * 0 deliver 
me, and be merciful unto me. 

12M Y foot standeth right: • I will praise the LoRD 
in the congregations. 

Evening Prayer. 

Psalm 27. Dominus illuminatio. 

THE LORD is my light and my salvation; whom then 
shall I fear? * the LORD is the strength of my life; 

of whom then shall I be afraid?

7 Praised be the LORD; " for he hath heard the voice of 
my humble petitions. . 

8 The LORD is my strength, and my shield; my heart 
hath trusted in him and I am helped; * therefore my heart 
danceth for joy, and in my song will I praise him. 

9 The LORD is my strength, • and he is the wholesome 
defence of his anointed. 

10 0 save thy people, and give thy blessing unto thine 
inheritance: • feed them, and set them up for ever.

II For my life is waxen old with heaviness. * and my 
years with mournmg. 

12 My strength faileth me. because of mine iniquity • 
and my bones are consumed. • 

13.1 became a reproach among all mine enemies. but 
esp~cJally among my neighbours; * and they of mine ac­
quamtance were afraid of me; and they that did see me 
Without. conveyed themselves from me. 

14 I am clean forgotten as a dead man out of mind' * I 
am become like a broken vessel. • 

I S For. I have heard the blasphemy of the multitude. 
and. fear IS on every side ~ * while they conspire together 
agamst me. and take therr counsel to take away my life. 

.16 But my hope hath been in thee. 0 LORD; * I have 
said. Thou art my God. 

17. My times are in thy hand; deliver me from the hand 
of mme enemies. * and from them that persecute me. 

18 Show thy servant the light of thy countenance, * and 
save me for thy mercy's sake. 

19 Let me not be confounded. 0 LORD. for I have called 
upon th~; * let the ungodly be put to confusion. and be 
put to silence m the grave. 

. 20 .Let the lying lips be put to silence. * which cr'lelly. 
dlsdamfully. and despitefully speak against the righteous. 
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21 0 how plentiful is thy goodness. which thou hast laid 
up for them that fear thee. * and that thou hast prepared 
for them that put their trust in thee. even before the sons 
of men! 

22 Thou shalt hide them in the covert of thine own 
presence from the plottings of men: • thou shalt keep them 
secretly in thy tabernacle from the strife of tongues.

27 Be strong. and he shall establish your heart. * all ye 
that put your trust in the LORD. 

Evening Prayer. 

Psalm 32. Beati quorum. 

BLESSED is he whose unrighteousness is forgiven. • 
and whose sin is covered. 

2 Blessed is the man unto whom the LORD imputeth no 
sin. • and in whose spirit there is no guile. 

3 For whilst I held my tongue. • my bones consumed 
away through my daily complaining. 

4 For thy hand was heavy upon me day and night. • and 
my moisture was like the drought in summer. 

S I acknowledged my sin unto thee; • and mir,!! unright­
eousness have I not hid . 

6 I said. I will confess my sins unto the LoRD; • and so 
thou forgavest the wickedness of my sin.

II Great plagues remain for the ungodly; • but whoso 
putteth his trust in the LORD, mercy embraceth him on 
every side. 

12 Be glad, 0 ye righteous, and rejoice in the LORD; • 
and be joyful, all ye that are true of heart. 

Psalm 33. Exultate, justi. 
DE]OICE in the LORD, 0 ye righteous; • for it be­
.i",- cometh well the just to be thankful. 

2 Praise the LORD with harp; • sing praises unto him 
with the lute, and instrument of ten strings. 

3 Sing unto the Lord a new song; • sing praises lustily 
unto him with a good courage. 

4 For the word of the LORD is true; • and all his works 
are faithful. 

5 He loveth righteousness and judgment; • the earth is 
full of the goodness of the LORD. 

6 By the word of the LORD were the heavens made; • 
and all the host of them by the breath of his mouth. 

7 He gathereth the waters of the sea together, as it were 
upon an heap; • and layeth up the deep, as in a treasure­
house. 
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8 Let all the earth fear the LORD: * stand in awe of him, 
all ye that dwell in the world. 

9 For he spake, and it was done; * he commanded, and 
it stood fast. 

10 The LORD bringeth the counsel of the heathen to 
nought, • and maketh the devices of the peojJle to be of 
none effect, and casteth out the counsels of prmces. 

II The counsel of the LORD shall endure for ever, • and 
the thoughts of his heart from generation to generation. 

12 Blessed are the people whose God is the Lord 
JEHOVAH; • and blessed are the folk that he hath chosen 
to him, to be his inheritance. 
. 13 The LORD looketh down from heave~, and b:holdeth 
all the children of men; • from the habItatIOn of hIS dwell­
ing, he considereth all them that dwell on the earth. 

14 He fashioneth all the hearts of them, * and under­
standeth all their works. 

IS There is no king that can be saved by the multitude 
of an host; • neither is any mighty man delivered by much 
strength . 

16 A horse is counted but a vain thing to save a man; • 
neither shall he deliver any man by his great strength. 

17 Behold, the eye of the LORD is upon them that fear 
him, • and upon them that put theIr trust m hIS mercy; 

18 To deliver their soul from death, • and to feed them 
in the time of dearth. 

19 Our soul hath patiently tarried for the LORD; • for 
he is our help and our shield. 

20 For our heart shall rejoice in him; • because we have 
hoped in his holy Name. 

21 Let thy merciful kindness, 0 LoRD, be upon us, • 
like as we do put our trust in thee. 
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Psalm 34. Benedicam Dominum. 

I WILL alway give thanks unto the LoRD; • his praise 
shall ever be in my mouth. 

2 My soul shall make her boast in the LoRD; • the 
humble shall hear thereof, and be glad. 

3 0 praise the LORD with me, • and let us magnify his 
Name together. 

4 I sought the LORD, and he heard me; • yea, he deliv­
ered me out of all my fear. 

5. They had an eye unto him, and were lightened;' and 
their faces were not ashamed. 

6 Lo, the poor crieth, and the LORD heareth him ; • 
yea, and saveth him out of all his troubles. 

7 The angel of the LoRD tarrieth round about them that 
fear him, * and delivereth them. 

8 0 taste, and see, how gracious the LORD is: • blessed 
is the man that trusteth in him. 

9 0 fear the LORD, ye that are his saints;' for they 
that fear him lack nothing. 

10 The lions do lack, and suffer hunger; • but they who 
seek the LORD shall want no manner of thing that is good. 

II Come, ye children, and hearken unto me; • I will 
teach you the fear of the LORD. 

12 What man is he that lusteth to live, • and would fain 
see good days? 

13 Keep thy tongue from evil, * and thy lips, that they 
speak no guile. 

14 Eschew evil, and do good; • seek peace, and ensue it. 
. IS The eyes of the LORD are over the righteous, * and 

his ears are open unto their prayers. 
16 The countenance of the LORD is against them that 

do evil, • to root out the remembrance of them from the 
earth. 
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17 The righteous cry, and the LORD heareth them, * and 
delivereth them out of all their troubles. 

18 The LORD is nigh unto them that are of a contrite 
heart, * and will save such as be of an humble spirit. 

19 Great are the troubles of the righteous; * but the 
LoRD delivereth him out of all. 

20 He keepeth all his bones, • so that not one of them 
is broken. 

2I But misfortune shall slay the ungodly; * and they 
that hate the righteous shall be desolate. 

22 The LORD delivereth the souls of his servants; • and 
all they that put their trust in him shall not be destitute. 

The Seventh Day. 

Morning Prayer. 

Psalm 35 . judica, Domine. 

PLEAD thou my cause, 0 LORD, with them that strive 
with me, * and fight thou against them that fight 

against me. 
2 Lay hand upon the shield and buckler, * and stand 

up to help me. 
3 Bring forth the spear, and stop the way against them 

that pursue me: * say unto my soul, I am thy salva­
tion. 

4 Let them be confounded, and put to shame, that seek 
after my soul; * let them be turned back, and brought to 
confusion, that imagine mischief for me. 

5 Let them be as the dust before the wind, * and the 
angel of the LORD scattering them. 

6 Let their way be dark and slippery, * and let the angel 
of the LORD pursue them. 

7 For they have privily laid their net to destroy me 
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without a cause; • yea, even without a cause have they 
made a pit for my soul. 

8 Let a sudden destruction come upon him unawares, 
and his net that he hath laid privily catch himself; • that 
he may fall into his own mischief. 

9 And my soul shall be joyful in the LORD; • it shall 
rejoice in his salvation. 

10 All my bones shall say, LORD, who is like unto thee, 
who deliverest the poor from him that is too strong for 
him; * yea, the poor, and him that is in misery, from him 
that spoileth him? 

I I False witnesses did rise up:' they laid to my charge 
things that I knew not. 

12 They rewarded me evil for good, • to the great dis­
comfort of my soul. 

13 Nevertheless, when they were sick, I put on sack­
cloth, and humbled my soul with fasting; • and my prayer 
shall turn into mine own bosom. 

14 I behaved myself as though it had been my friend 
or my brother; • I went heavily, as one that mourneth for 
his mother. 

IS But in mine adversity they rejoiced, and gathered 
themselves together; * yea, the very abjects came together 
against me unawares, making mouths at me, and ceased 
not. 

16 With the flatterers were busy mockers, • who gnashed 
upon me with their teeth. 

17 Lord, how long wilt thou look upon this? • 0 deliver 
my soul from the calamities which they bring on me, and 
my darling from the lions. 

18 So will I give thee thanks in the great congregation;' 
I will praise thee among much people. 

19 0 let not them that are mine enemies triumph over 
me ungodly; • neither let them wink with their eyes, that 
hate me without a cause. 
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20 And why? their communing is not for peace; • but 
they imagine deceitful words against them that are quiet 
in the land. 

2I They gaped upon me with their mouths, and said, • 
Fie on thee! fie on thee! we saw it with our eyes. 

22 This thou nast seen, 0 LORD; • hold not thy tongue 
then; go not far from me, 0 Lord. 

23 Awake, and stand up to judge my quarrel;' avenge 
thou my cause, my God and my Lord. 

24 Judge me, 0 LORD my God, according to thy right­
eousness; * and let them not triumph over me. 

25 Let them not say in their hearts, There! there! so 
would we have it; • neither let them say, We have de­
voured him. 

26 Let them be put to confusion and shame together, 
that rejoice at my trouble; • let them be clothed with re­
buke and dishonour, that boast themselves against me. 

27 Let them be glad and rejoice, that favour my 
righteous dealing; • yea, let them say alway, Blessed be 
the LORD, who hath pleasure in the prosperity of his ser­
vant. 

28 And as for my tongue, it shall be talking of thy 
righteousness, • and of thy praise, all the day long. 

Psalm 36. Dixit injustus. 

My heart showeth me the wickedness of the ungodly, • 
that there is no fear of God before his eyes. 

2 For he flattereth himself in his own sight, • until his 
abominable sin be found out. 

3 The words of his mouth are unrighteous and full of 
deceit: • he hath left off to behave himself wisely, and to 
do good. 

4 He imagineth mischief upon his bed, and hath set 
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himself in no good way; * neither doth he abhor any thing 
that is evil. 

5 Thy mercy, 0 LORD, reacheth unto the heavens, • 
and thy faithfulness unto the clouds. 

6 Thy righteousness standeth like the strong moun­
tains: * thy judgments are like the great deep. 

7 Thou, LORD, shalt save both man and beast: howex­
cellent is thy mercy, 0 God! * and the children of men 
shall put their trust under the shadow of thy wings. 

8 They shall be satisfied with the plenteousness of thy 
house; * and thou shalt give them drink of thy pleasures, 
as out of the river. 

9 For with thee is the well of life; * and in thy light 
shall we see light. 

10 0 continue forth thy loving-kindness unto them that 
know thee, • and thy righteousness unto them that are 
true of heart. 

II 0 let not the foot of pride come against me; * and 
let not the hand of the ungodly cast me down. 

r 2 There are they fallen, all that work wickedness ; • 
they are cast down, and shall not be able to stand. 

Evening Prayer. 

Psalm 37. Noli ;emulari. 

F RET not thyself because of the ungodly; * neither bt; 
thou envious against the evil doers. 

2 For they shall soon be cut down like the grass, • and 
be withered even as the green herb. 

3 Put thou thy trust in the LORD, and be doing good;· 
dwell in the land, and verily thou shalt be fed. 

4 Delight thou in the LoRD, • and he shall give thee 
thy heart's desire. 
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5 Commit thy way unto the LORD, and put thy trust in 
him, * and he shall bring it to pass. 

6 He shall make thy righteousness as clear as the light, • 
and thy just dealing as the noon-day. 

. 7 Hold thee still in the LORD, <l?d abide patiently upon 
hun: • b!lt gneve not thyself at him whose way doth pros­
per, agamst the man that doeth after evil counsels. 

8 Leave off from wrath, and let go displeasure: • fret 
not thyself, else shalt thou be moved to do evil. 

9 Wicked doers shall be rooted out; * and they that 
patiently abide the LORD, those shall inherit the land. 

10 Yet a little while, and the ungodly shall be clean 
gone: • thou shalt look after his place, and he shall be 
away. 

II But the meek-spirited shall possess the earth, * and 
shall be refreshed in the multitude of peace. 

12 The ungodly seeketh counsel against the just, • and 
gnasheth upon him with his teeth. 

13 The Lord shall laugh him to scorn; • for he hath 
seen that his day is coming. 

14 The ungodly have drawn out the sword, and have 
bent their bow, • to cast down the poor and needy, and 
to slay such as be upright in their ways. 

r 5 Their sword shall go through their own heart, • and 
their bow shall be broken. 

r6 A small thing that the righteous hath, • is better 
than great riches of the ungodly. 

r 7 For the arms of the ungodly shall be broken, • and 
the LoRD upholdeth the righteous. 

18 The LoRD knoweth the days of the godly; * and their 
inheritance shall endure for ever. 

19 They shall not be confounded in the perilous time; • 
and in the days of dearth they shall have enough. 

20 As for the ungodly, they shall perish, and the enemies 
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of the LORD shall consume as the fat of lambs: * yea, even 
as the smoke shall they consume away. 

21 The ungodly borroweth, and payeth not again; * but 
the righteous is merciful and liberal. 

22 Such as are blessed of God, shall possess the land; • 
and they that are cursed of him, shall be rooted out. 

23 The LORD ordereth a good man's going, • and 
maketh his way acceptable to himself. 

24 Though he fall, he shall not be cast away; • for the 
LORD upholdeth him with his hand. 

2S I have been young, and now am old; * and yet saw 
I never the righteous forsaken, nor his seed begging their 
bread. 

26 The righteous is ever merciful, and lendeth; • and 
his seed is blessed. 

27 Flee from evil, and do the thing that is good; • and 
dwell for evermore. 

28 For the LoRD loveth the thing that is right; • he 
forsaketh not his that be godly, but they are preserved 
for ever. 

29 The unrighteous shall be punished; • as for the seed 
of the ungodly, it shall be rooted out. 

30 The righteous shall inherit the land, • and dwell 
therein for ever. 

31 The mouth of the righteous is exercised in wisdom, • 
and his tongue will be talking of judgment. 

32 The law of his God is in his heart, * and his goings 
shall not slide. 

33 The ungodly watcheth the righteous, • and seeketh 
occasion to slay him. 

34 The LORD will not leave him in his hand, • nor con­
demn him when he is judged. 

3S Hope thou in the LORD, and keep his way, and he 
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Ehall promote thee, that thou shalt possess the land: • 
when the ungodly shall perish, thou shalt see it. 

36 I myself have seen the ungodly in great power, • 
and flourishing like a green bay-tree. 

37 I went by, and 10, he was gone: • I sought him, but 
his place could no where be found. 

38 Keep innocency, and take heed unto the thing that 
is right; • for that shall bring a man peace at the last. 

39 As for the transgressors, they shall perish together; • 
and the end of the ungodly is, they shall be rooted out at 
the last. 

40 But the salvation of the righteous cometh of the 
LORD; * who is also their strength in the time of trouble. 

41 And the LoRD shall stand by them, and save them: • 
he shall deliver them from the ungodly, and shall save 
them, because they put their trust in him. 

The Eighth Day. 

Morning Prayer. 

Psalm 38. Domine, ne in furore. 

PUT me not to rebuke, 0 LORD, in thine anger; • 
neither chasten me in thy heavy displeasure: 

2 For thine arrows stick fast in me, * and thy hand 
presseth me sore. 

3 There is no health in my flesh, because of thy dis­
pleasure; • neither is there any rest in my bones, by reason 
of my sin. 

4 For my wickednesses are gone over my head, * and 
are like a sore burden, too heavy for me to bear. 

s My wounds stink, and are corrupt, * through my 
foolishness. 
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6 I am brought into so great trouble and misery • • 
that I go mourning all the day long. 

7 For my loins are filled with a sore disease. * and there 
is no whole part in my body. 

8 I am feeble and sore smitten; * I have roared for the 
very disquietness of my heart. 

9 Lord. thou knowest all my desire; • and my groaning 
is not hid from thee. 

10 My heart panteth. my strength hath failed me . • 
and the light of mine eyes is gone from me. 

n My lovers and my neighbours did stand looking 
upon my trouble. • and my kinsmen stood afar off. 

12 They also that sought after my life laid snares for 
me; • and they that went about to do me evil talked of 
wickedness. and imagined deceit all the day long. 

' 3 As for me. I was like a deaf man. and heard not; • 
and as one that is dumb. who doth not open his mouth. 

'4 I became even as a man that heareth not. • and in 
whose mouth are no reproofs. 

IS For in thee. 0 LORD. have I put my trust; • thou 
shalt answer for me. 0 Lord my God. 

16 I have required that they. even mine enemies. should 
not triumph over me; * for when my foot slipt. they re­
joiced greatly against me. 

17 And I truly am set in the plague. • and my heavi­
ness is ever in my sight. 

18 . For I will confess my wickedness. • and be sorry for 
my sm. 

19 But mine enemies live, and are mighty; • and they 
that hate me wrongfully are many in number. 

20 They also that reward evil for good are against 
me; * because I follow the thing that good is. 

2I Forsake me not. 0 LORD my God; * be not thoU 
far from me. 
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2 2 Haste thee to help me, • 0 Lord God of my salva­
tion. 

Psalm 39. Dixi. Custodiam. 

I SAID, I will take heed to my ways. • that I offend not 
in my tongue 

2 I will keep my mouth as it were with a bridle. * while 
the ungodly is in my sight. 

3 I held my tongue. and spake nothing: • I kept silence. 
yea. even from good words; but it was pain and grief to 
me. 

4 My heart was hot within me: and while I was thus 
musing the fire kindled, * and at the last I spake with 
my tongue: 

5 LORD. let me know mine end. and the number of my 
days; • that I may be certified how long I have to live. 

6 Behold. thou hast made my days as it were a span 
long, and mine age is even as nothing in respect of thee; * 
and verily every man living is altogether vanity. 

7 For man walketh in a vain shadow, and disquieteth 
himself in vain; * he heapeth up riches. and cannot tell 
who shall gather them. 

8 And now. Lord. what is my hope? * truly my hope is 
even in thee. 

9 Deliver me from all mine offences; * and make me 
not a rebuke unto the foolish. 

10 I became dumb. and opened not my mouth; * for it 
Was thy doing. 

II Take thy plague away from me: * I am even con­
sumed by the means of thy heavy hand. 

12 When thou with rebukes dost chasten man for sin. 
thou makest his beauty to consume away. like as it were 
a moth fretting a garment: * every man therefore is but 
Vanity. 
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13 Hear my prayer, 0 LORD, and with thine ears Con_ 
sider my calling; * hold not thy peace at my tears; 

14 For I am a stranger with thee, and a sojourner, * as 
all my fathers were. 

IS 0 spare me a little, that I may recover my strength, . 
before I go hence, and be no more seen. 

Psalm 40. Expectans expectavi. 

I WAITED patiently for the LORD, * and he inclined 
unto me, and heard my calling. 

2 He brought me also out of the horrible pit, out of 
the mire and clay, * and set my feet upon the rock, and 
ordered my goings. 

3 And he hath put a new song in my mouth, * even a 
thanksgiving unto our God. 

4 Many shall see it, and fear, * and shall put their trust 
in the LORD. 

5 Blessed is the man that hath set his hope in the 
LORD, * and turned not unto the proud, and to such as go 
about with lies. 

6 0 LORD my God, great are the wondrous works which 
thou hast done, like as be also thy thoughts, which are to 
us-ward ; * and yet there is no man that ordereth them 
unto thee. 

7 If I should declare them, and speak of them, * they 
should be more than I am able to express. 

8 Sacrifice and offering thou wouIdest not, * but mine 
ears hast thou opened. 

9 Burnt-offering and sacrifice for sin hast thou not re­
quired: * then said I, Lo, I come; 

10 In the volume of the book it is written of me, that I 
should fulfil thy will, 0 my God: * I am content to do it; 
yea, thy law is within my heart. 

I I I have declared thy righteousness in the great con-
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gregation: *10, I will not refrain my lips, 0 LoRD, and that 
thou knowest. 

12 I have not hid thy righteousness within my heart; * 
my talk hath been of thy truth, and of thy salvation. 

13 I have not kept back thy loving mercy and truth * 
from the great congregation. 

14 Withdraw not thou thy mercy from me, 0 LORD; * 
let thy loving-kindness and thy truth alway preserve me. 

IS For innumerable troubles are come about me; my 
sins have taken such hold upon me, that I am not able 
to look up; * yea, they are more in number than the hairs 
of my head, and my heart hath failed me. 

16 0 LORD, let it be thy pleasure to deliver me; • make 
haste, 0 LORD, to help me. 

17 Let them be ashamed, and confounded together, that 
seek after my soul to destroy it; * let them be driven back­
ward, and put to rebuke, that wish me evil. 

18 Let them be desolate, and rewarded with shame, * 
that say unto me, Fie upon thee! fie upon thee! 

19 Let all those that seek thee, be joyful and glad in 
thee; * and let such as love thy salvation, say alway, The 
LORD be praised. 

20 As for me, I am poor and needy; * but the Lord 
careth for me. 

21 Thou art my helper and redeemer; • make no long 
tarrying, 0 my God. 

Evening Prayer. 

Psalm 41. Beatus qui intelligit. 

BLESSED is he that considereth the poor and needy; * 
the LORD shall deliver him in the time of trouble. 

2 The LoRD preserve him, and keep him alive, that he 
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may be blessed upon earth; * and deliver not thou hUn 
into the will of his enemies. 

3 The LORD comfort him when he lieth sick upon his 
bed; * make thou all his bed in his sickness. 

4 I said, LORD, be merciful unto me; * heal my soul, 
for I have sinned against thee. 

S Mine enemies speak evil of me, * When shall he die, 
and his name perish? 

6 And if he come to see me, he speaketh vanity, • and 
his heart conceiveth falsehood within himself; and when 
he cometh forth, he telleth it.

10 But be thou merciful unto me, 0 LORD; * raise thou 
me up again, and I shall reward them. 

II By this I know thou favourest me, * that mine enemy 
doth not triumph against me. 

12 And in my innocency thou upholdest me, * and shalt 
set me before thy face for ever. 

'3 Blessed be the LORD God of Israel, • world without 
end. Amen.

10 The LORD will grant his loving-kindness in the day­
time; * and in the night season will I sing of him, and 
make my prayer unto the God of my life. 

II I will say unto the God of my strength, Why hast 
thou forgotten me? • why go I thus heavily, while the 
enemy oppresseth me? 

12 My bones are smitten asunder as with a sword, * 
While mine enemies that trouble me cast me in the teeth; 

'3 Namely, while they say daily unto me, * Where is 
now thy God? 

'4 Why art thou so vexed, 0 my soul? * and why art 
thou so disquieted within me? 

IS O put thy trust in God; * for I will yet thank him, 
Which is the help of my countenance, and my God. 
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Psalm 43. Judica me, Deus. 

GIVE sentence with me, 0 God, and defend my cause 
against the ungodly people; * 0 deliver me from 

the deceitful and wicked man. 
2 For thou art the God of my strength; why hast thou 

put me from thee? * and why go I so heavily, while the 
enemy oppresseth me? 

3 0 send out thy light and thy truth, that they may 
lead me, * and bring me unto thy holy hill, and to thy 
dwelling; 

4 And that I may go unto the altar of God, even unto 
the God of my joy and gladness; * and upon the harp will 
I give thanks unto thee, 0 God, my God. 

5 Why art thou so heavy, 0 my soul? • and why art 
thou so disquieted within me? 

6 0 put thy trust in God; * for I will yet give him 
thanks, which is the help of my countenance, and my God.

Morning Prayer. 

Psalm 44. Deus, auribus. 

WE have heard with our ears, 0 God, our fathers have 
told us • what thou hast done in their time of old: 

2 How thou hast driven out the heathen with thy hand, 
and planted our fathers in; * how tho~ hast destroyed the 
nations, and made thy people to flourish. . 

3 For they gat not the land in possession through thelf 
own sword, * neither was it their own arm that helped 
them; 

4 But thy right hand, and thine arm, and the light of 
thy countenance; * because thou hadst a favour unto them· 

5 Thou art my King, 0 God; • send help unto Jacob-
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6 Through thee will we overthrow our enemies, * and 
in thy Name will we tread them under that rise up against 
us. 

7 For I will not trust in my bow, * it is not my sword 
that shall help me; 

8 But it is thou that savest us from our enemies, * and 
puttest them to confusion that hate us. 

9 We make our boast of God all day long, * and will 
praise thy Name for ever. 

10 But now thou art far off, and puttest us to confu­
sion, • and goest not forth with our armies. 

II Thou makest us to turn our backs upon our ene­
mies, • so that they which hate us spoil our goods. 

12 Thou lettest us be eaten up like sheep, • and hast 
sea ttered us among the heathen. 

13 Thou sellest thy people for nought, * and takest no 
money for them. 

14 Thou makest us to be rebuked of our neighbours, * 
to be laughed to scorn, and had in derision of them that 
are round about us. 

IS Thou makest us to be a by-word among the na­
tions, • and that the peoples shake their heads at us. 

16 My confusion is daily before me, * and the shame of 
my face hath covered me; 

17 For the voice of the slanderer and blasphemer, • 
for the enemy and avenger. 

18 And though all this be come upon us, yet do we not 
forget thee, • nor behave ourselves frowardly in thy cove­
nant. 

19 Our heart is not turned back, * neither our steps 
gone out of thy way; 

20 No, not when thou hast smitten us into the place of 
dragons, * and covered us with the shadow of death. 

21 If we have forgotten the Name of our God, and 
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holden up our hands to any strange god, • shall not GOd 
search it out? for he knoweth the very secrets of the heart. 

22 For thy sake also are we killed all the day long,' 
and are counted as sheep appointed to be slain. 

23 Up, Lord, why sleepest thou? • awake, and be not 
absent from us for ever. 

24 Wherefore hidest thou thy face, • and forgettest Our 
misery and trouble? 

25 For our soul is brought low, even unto the dust; • 
our bel!y c1eaveth unto the ground. 

26 Arise, and help us, * and deliver us, for thy mercy's 
sake. 

Psalm 45. Eruetavit cor meum. 

My heart overfloweth with a good matter; I Speak the 
things which I have made concemmg the King. • 

My tongue is the pen of a ready writer. 
2 Thou art fairer than the children of men; • full of 

grace are thy lips, because God hath blessed thee for ever. 
3 Gird thee with thy sword upon thy thigh, ° thou 

Most Mighty, • according to thy worship and renown. 
4 Good luck have thou with thine honour: * ride on, 

because of the word of truth, of meekness, and righteous­
ness; and thy right hand shall teach thee terrible things. 

5 Thy arrows are very sharp in the heart of the King's 
enemies, • and the people shall be subdued unto thee. 

6 Thy seat, ° God, endureth for ever; • the sceptre of 
thy kingdom is a right sceptre. 

7 Thou hast loved righteousness, and hated iniquity ; • 
wherefore God, even thy God, hath anoiPted thee with the 
oil of gladness above thy fellows. 

8 All thy garments smell of myrrh, aloes, and cassia; • 
out of the ivory palaces, whereby they have made thee 
glad. 
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q Kings' daughters are among thy honourable women; • 
upon thy right hand doth stand the queen in a vesture of 
gold, wrought about with divers colours. 

10 Hearken, ° daughter, and consider; incline thine 
ear; • forget also thine own people, and thy father's house. 

II So shall the King have pleasure in thy beauty; • for 
he is thy Lord, and worship thou him. 

12 And the daughter of Tyre shall be there with a 
gift; • like as the rich also among the people shall make 
their supplication before thee. 

13 The King's daughter is all glorious within; • her 
clothing is of wrought gold. 

14 She shall be brought unto the King in raiment of 
needlework: • the virgins that be her fellows shall bear her 
company, and shall be brought unto thee. 

IS With joy and gladness shall they be brought, • and 
shall enter into the King's palace. 

16 Instead of thy fathers, thou shalt have children, * 
whom thou mayest make princes in all lands. 

17 I will make thy Name to be remembered from one 
generation to another; • therefore shall the people give 
thanks unto thee, world without end. 

Psalm 46. Deus noster rejugium. 

GOD is our hope and strength, • a very present help in 
trouble. 

2 Therefore will we not fear, though the earth be 
moved, • and though the hills be carried into the midst of 
the sea; 

3 Though the waters thereof rage and swell, * and 
though the mountains shake at the tempest of the same. 

4 There is a river, the streams whereof make glad the 
City of God; * the holy place of the tabernacle of the Most 
liighest. 
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S God is in the midst of her, therefore shall she not be 
removed; • God shall help her, and that right early. 

6 The nations make much ado, and the kingdoms are 
moved; • but God hath showed his voice, and the earth 
shall melt away. 

7 The LORD of hosts is with us; • the God of Jacob is 
our refuge. 

8 0 come hither, and behold the works of the LORD, • 
what destruction he hath brought upon the earth. 

9 He maketh wars to cease in all the world; • he break· 
eth the bow, and knappeth the spear in sunder, and bum· 
eth the chariots in the fire. 

10 Be still then, and know that I am God: • I will be 
exalted among the nations, and I will be exalted in the 
earth. 

II The LoRD of hosts is with us; • the God of Jacob is 
our refuge. 

Evening Prayer. 

Psalm 47. Omnes genies, plaudite. 

O CLAP your hands together, all ye peoples: • 0 sing 
unto God with the voice of melody. 

2 For the LORD is high, and to be feared; • he is the 
great King upon all the earth. 

3 He shall subdue the peoples under us, • and the na­
tions under our feet. 

4 He shall choose out an heritage for us, • even the ex­
cellency of Jacob, whom he loved. 

S God is gone up with a merry noise, • and the LoRD 
with the sound of the trump. 

6 0 sing praises, sing praises unto our God; • 0 sing 
praises, sing praises unto our King. 
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7 For God is the King of all the earth: • sing ye praises 
with understanding. 

S God reigneth over the nations; • God sitteth upon his 
boly seat. 

9 The princes of the peoples are joined unto the people 
of the God of Abraham; • for God, which is very high 
exalted, doth defend the earth, as it were with a shield. 

Psalm 48. Magnus Dominus. 

GREAT is the LORD, and highly to be praised • in 
the city of our God, even upon his holy hill. 

2 The hill of Sion is a fair place, and the joy of the 
whole earth; • upon the north side lieth the city of 
the great King: God is well known in her palaces as a 
SUIe refuge. 

3 For 10, the kings of the earth • were gathered, and 
gone by together. 

4 They marvelled to see such things; • they were aston· 
ished, and suddenly cast down. 

S Fear came there upon them; and sorrow, • as upon a 
woman in her travail. 

6 Thou dost break the ships of the sea • through the 
east-wind. 

7 Like as we have heard, so have we seen in the city of 
the LORD of hosts, in the city of our God; * God uphold­
eth the same for ever. 

8 We wait for thy loving-kindness, 0 God, * in the 
midst of thy temple. 

9 0 God, according to thy Name, so is thy praise unto 
the world's end; * thy right hand is full of righteousness. 

10 Let the mount Sion rejoice, and the daughters of 
JUdah be glad, * because of thy judgments. 

II Walk about Sion, and go round about her; • and tell 
the towers thereof.

Psalm 49 The Psalter Day D 

12 Mark well her bulwarks, consider her palaces, • that 
ye may tell them that come after. 

13 For this God is our God for ever and ever: • he shall 
be our guide unto death. 

Psalm 49. Audile Il<£c, omnes. 

O HEAR ye this, all ye people; • ponder it with your 
ears, all ye that dwell in the world; 

2 High and low, rich and poor, • one with another. 
3 My mouth shall speak of wisdom, • and my heart 

shall muse of understanding. 
4 I will incline mine ear to the parable, * and show my 

dark speech upon the harp.

Psalm SO. Deus deorum. 

T HE LORD, even the Most Mighty God, hath spoken, •

8 I will not reprove thee because of thy sacrifices; * as 
for thy burnt-offerings, they are alway before me. 

9 I will take no bullock out of thine house, * nor he­
goats out of thy folds. 

10 For all the beasts of the forest are mine, * and so 
are the cattle upon a thousand hills. 

I I I know all the fowls upon the mountains, * and the 
wild beasts of the field are in my sight. 

12 If I be hungry, I will not tell thee; * for the whole 
world is mine, and all that is therein. 

13 Thinkest thou that I will eat bulls' flesh, * and drink 
the blood of goats? 

14 Offer unto God thanksgiving, * and pay thy vows 
unto the Most Highest. 

IS And call upon me in the time of trouble; * so will I 
hear thee, and thou shalt praise me. 

16 But unto the ungodly saith God, • Why dost thou 
preach my laws, and takest my covenant in thy mouth; 

17 Whereas thou hatest to be reformed, * and hast cast 
my words behind thee? 

18 When thou sawest a thief, thou consentedst unto 
him; • and hast been partaker with the adulterers. 

.19 Thou hast let thy mouth speak wickedness, * and 
WIth thy tongue thou hast set forth deceit. 

20 Thou sattest and spakest against thy brother; * yea, 
and hast slandered thine own mother's son. 

2 I These things hast thou done, and I held my tongue. 
and thou thoughtest wickedly, that I am even such a one 
as thyself; * but I will reprove thee, and set before thee 

, the things that thou hast done. 
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22 0 consider this, ye that forget God, * lest I pluck 
yoU away, and there be none to deliver you. 

23 Whoso offereth me thanks and praise, he honoureth 
me; • and to him that ordereth his way aright, will I show 
the salvation of God. 

Psalm SI. Miserere mei, Deus. 

HAVE mercy upon me, 0 God, after thy great good­
ness; • according to the multitude of thy mercies 

do away mine offences. 
2 Wash me throughly from my wickedness, * and cleanse 

me from my sin. 
3 For I acknowledge my faults, • and my sin is ever be­

fore me. 
4 Against thee only have I sinned, and done this evil in 

thy sight; * that thou mightest be justified in thy saying, 
and clear when thou shalt judge. 

5 Behold, I was shapen in wickedness, * and in sin hath 
my mother conceived me. 

6 But 10, thou requirest truth in the inward parts, • and 
shalt make me to understand wisdom secretly. 

7 Thou shalt purge me with hyssop, and I shall be 
clean; • thou shalt wash me, and I shall be whiter than 
snow. 

8 Thou shalt make me hear of joy and gladness, * that 
the bones which thou hast broken may rejoice. 

9 Turn thy face from my sins, * and put out all my mis­
deeds. 

10 Make me a clean heart, 0 God, * and renew a right 
spirit within me. 

II Cast me not away from thy presence, * and take not 
thy holy Spirit from me. 
. 1 2 0 give me the comfort of thy help again, • and stab­
hsh me with thy free Spirit. 
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'3 Then shall I teach thy ways unto the wicked, • and 
sinners shall be converted un to thee. 

'4 Deliver me from blood-guiltiness, 0 God, thou that 
art the God of my health; • and my tongue shall sing of 
thy righteousness. 

'S Thou shalt open my lips, 0 Lord, * and my mouth 
shall show thy praise. 

I 6 For thou desirest no sacrifice, else would I give it 
thee; * but thou delightest not in burnt-offerings. 

17 The sacrifice of God is a troubled spirit: • a broken 
and contrite heart, 0 God, shalt thou not despise. 

18 0 be favourable and gracious unto Sion; * build thou 
the walls of Jerusalem. 

'9 Then shalt thou be pleased with the sacrifice of 
righteousness, with the burnt-offerings and oblations; * 
then shall they offer young bullocks upon thine altar. 

Psalm 52. Quid gioriaris? 

WHY boastest thou thyself, thou tyrant, • that thou 
canst do mischief; 

2 Whereas the goodness of God * endureth yet daily? 
3 Thy tongue imagineth wickedness, • and with lies 

thou cuttest like a sharp razor. 
4 Thou hast loved unrighteousness more than good­

ness, * and falsehood more than righteousness. 
5 Thou hast loved to speak all words that may do 

hurt, • 0 thou false tongue. 
6 Therefore shall God destroy thee for ever; • he shan 

take thee, and pluck thee out of thy dwelling, and root 
thee out of the land of the living. 

7 The righteous also shall see this, and fear, * and shan 
laugh him to scorn: 

8 Lo, this is the man that took not God for hiS 
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strength; • but trusted unto the multitude of his riches, 
and strengthened himself in his wickedness. 

9 As for me, I am like a green olive-tree in the house 
of God; * my trust is in the tender mercy of God for ever 
and ever. 

10 I will alway give thanks unto thee for that thou 
hast done; • and I will hope in thy Name, for thy saints 
like it well. 

Evening Prayer. 

Psalm 53. Dixit insipiens. 

T HE foolish body hath said in his heart, * There is no 
God. 

2 Corrupt are they, and become abominable in their 
wickedness; • there is none that doeth good. 

3 God looked down from heaven upon the children of 
men, • to see if there were any that would understand, and 
seek after God. 

4 But they are all gone out of the way, they are alto­
gether become abominable; * there is also none that doeth 
good, no not one.

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Psalm 54. Deus, in Nomine. 

SAVE me, 0 God, for thy Name's sake, • and avenge 
me in thy strength. 

2 Hear my prayer, 0 God, * and hearken unto the words 
of my mouth. 

3 For strangers are risen up against me; • and tyrants, 
which have not God before their eyes, seek after my 
soul. 

4 Behold, God is my helper; * the Lord is with them 
that uphold my soul. 

5 He shall reward evil unto mine enemies: * destroy 
thou them in thy truth. 

6 An offering of a free heart will I give thee, and praise 
thy Name, 0 LORD; * because it is so comfortable. 

7 For he hath delivered me out of all my trouble; • and 
mine eye hath seen his desire upon mine enemies. 

Psalm 55. Exaudi, Deus. 

H EAR my prayer, 0 God, * and hide not thyself from 
my petition. 

2 Take heed unto me, and hear me, * how I moum in 
my prayer, and am vexed; 

3 The enemy crieth so, and the ungodly cometh on so 
fast; * for they are minded to do me some mischief, so 
maliciously are they set against me. 

4 My heart is disquieted within me, * and the fear of 
death is fallen upon me. 

5 Fearfulness and trembling are come upon me, * and 
an horrible dread hath overwhelmed me. 

6 And I said, 0 that I had wings like a dove! * for then 
would I flee away, and be at rest. 

7 Lo, then would I get me away far off, * and remain in 
the wilderness. 
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8 I would make haste to escape, * because of the stormy 
wind and tempest. 

9 Destroy their tongues, 0 Lord, an~ divide th.em; * 
for I have spied unrighteousness and strife ill the city. 

10 Day and night they go about ~thin the. walls 
thereof: * mischief also and sorrow are ill the midst of 
it. 

II Wickedness is therein; * deceit and guile go not out 
of her streets. 

12 For it is not an open enemy that hath done me this 
dishonour; * for then I could have borne it; 

13 Neither was it mine adversary that did magnify him­
self against me; * for then peradventure I would have hid 
myself from him; . * . 

14 But it was even thou, my companion, my gurde, 
and mine own familiar friend. 

I 5 We took sweet counsel together, * and walked in the 
house of God as friends. 

16 Let death come hastily upon them, and let them go 
down alive into the pit; * for wickedness is in their dwell­
ings, and among them. 

17 As for me, I will call upon God, * and the LORD shall 
save me.

6 Thou art my helper, and my redeemer: • 0 LoRIJ. 
make no long tarrying. 
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The Fourteenth Day. 

Morning Prayer. 

Psalm 7 I. In te, Domine, speravi. 

IN thee, 0 LORD, have I put my trust; let me never be 
put to confusion, • but rid me and deliver me in thy 

righteousness; incline thine ear unto me, and save me. 
2 Be thou my stronghold, whereunto I may alway re­

sort: • thou hast promised to help me, for thou art my 
house of defence, and my castle. 

3 Deliver me, 0 my God, out of the hand of the un­
godly, * out of the hand of the unrighteous and cruel 
man. 

4 For thou, 0 Lord GOD, art the thing that I long for: • 
thou art my hope, even from my youth. 

5 Through thee have I been holden up ever since I 
was born: * thou art he that took me out of my mother's 
womb: my praise shall be alway of thee. 

6 I am become as it were a monster unto many, • but 
my sure trust is in thee. 

7 0 let my mouth be filled with thy praise, * that I 
may sing of thy glory and honour all the day long. 

8 Cast me not away in the time of age; • forsake me 
not when my strength faileth me. 

9 For mine enemies speak against me; • and they that 
lay wait for my soul take their counsel together, saying, 

IO God hath forsaken him; • persecute him, and take 
him, for there is none to deliver him. 

I I Go not far from me, 0 God; * my God, haste thee 
to help me. 

r 2 Let them be confounded and perish that are against 
my soul; * let them be covered with shame and dishonour 
that seek to do me evil. 
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13 As for me, I will patiently abide alway, • and will 
praise thee more and more. 

14 My mouth shall daily speak of thy righteousness 
and salvation; • for I know no end thereof. 

I S I will go forth in the strength of the Lord GOD, • 
and will make mention of thy righteousness only. 

16 Thou, 0 God, hast taught me from my youth up 
until now; • therefore will I tell of thy wondrous works. 

17 Forsake me not, 0 God, in mine old age, when I am 
gray-headed, • until I have showed thy strength unto this 
generation, and thy power to all them that are yet for to 
come. 

18 Thy righteousness, 0 God, is very high, • and great 
things are they that thou hast done: 0 God, who is like 
unto thee! 

19 0 what great troubles and adversities hast thou 
showed me! and yet didst thou turn and refresh me; • yea, 
and broughtest me from the deep of the earth again. 

20 Thou hast brought me to great honour, * and com­
forted me on every side: 

2 I Therefore will I praise thee, and thy faithfulness, 0 
God, playing upon an instrument of music: • unto thee 
will I sing upon the harp, 0 thou Holy One of Israel. 

22 My lips will be glad when I sing unto thee; • and so 
will my soul whom thou hast delivered. 

23 My tongue also shall talk of thy righteousness all 
the day long; • for they are confounded and brought unto 
shame that seek to do me evil. 

Psalm 72. Deus, judicium. 

GIVE the King thy judgments, 0 God, • and thy right­
eousness unto the King's son. 

2 Then shall he judge thy people according unto right, • 
and defend the poor.

3 The mountains also shall bring peace, * and the little 
hills righteousness unto the people. 

4 He shall keep the simple folk by their right, • defend 
the children of the poor, and punish the wrong doer. 

S They shall fear thee, as long as the sun and moon 
endureth, • from one generation to another. 

6 He shall come down like the rain upon the mown 
grass, * even as the drops that water the earth. 

7 In his time shall the righteous flourish; * yea, and 
abundance of peace, so long as the moon endureth. 

8 His dominion shall be also from the one sea to the 
other, * and from the River unto the world's end. 

9 They that dwell in the wilderness shall kneel before 
him; • his enemies shall lick the dust. 

10 The kings of Tarshish and of the isles shall give pres­
ents; • the kings of Arabia and Saba shall bring gifts. 

II All kings shall fall down before him; • all nations 
shall do him service. 

12 For he shall deliver the poor when he crieth; • the 
needy also, and him that hath no helper. 

13 He shall be favourable to the simple and needy, • 
and shall preserve the souls of the poor. 

14 He shall deliver their souls from falsehood and 
wrong; * and dear shall their blood be in his sight. 

I S He shall live, and unto him shall be given of the 
gold of Arabia; * prayer shall be made ever unto him, 
and daily shall he be praised. 

16 There shall be an heap of com in the earth, high 
upon the hills; the fruit thereof shall shake like Lebanon: • 
and they of the city shall flourish like grass upon the earth. 

17 His Name shall endure for ever; his Name shall re­
main under the sun among the posterities, which shall be 
blessed in him; • and all the nations shall praise him. 
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18 Blessed be the LORD God, even the God of Israel • 
which only doeth wondIous things; , 

19 And blessed be the Name of his majesty for ever: • 
and all the earth shall be filled with his majesty. Amen, 
Amen. 

BOOK III. 

Evening Prayer. 

Psalm 73. Quam bonus Israel! 

T RULY God is loving unto Israel: • even unto such as 
are of a clean heart. 

:2 Nevertheless, my feet were almost gone, • my tread­
ings had well-nigh slipt. 

3 And why? I was grieved at the wicked: • I do also see 
the wlgodly in such prosperity. 

4 For they are in no peril of death; * but are lusty and 
strong. 

5 They come in no misfortune like other folk; • neither 
are they plagued like other men. 

6 And this is the cause that they are so holdel' with 
pride, • and cruelty covereth them as a garment. 

7 Their eyes swell with fatness, • and they do even what 
they lust. 

8 They corrupt other, and speak of wicked blasphemy; • 
their talking is against the Most High. 

9 For they stretch forth their mouth unto the heaven, • 
and their tongue goeth through the world. 

10 Therefore fall the people unto them, • and there­
out suck they no small advantage. 

II Tush, say they, how should God perceive it? • is 
there knowledge in the Most High? 

12 Lo, these are the ungodly, • these prosper in the 
world, and these have riches in possession: 
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13 And I said, Then have I cleansed my heart in vain, • 
and washed my hands in innocency. 

14 All the day long have I been punished, • and chas­
tened every morning. 

I S Yea and I had almost said even as they; • but la, 
then I sh~uld have condemned the generation of thy chil­
dren. 

16 Then thought I to understand this; • but it was too 
hard for me, 

17 Until I went into the sanctuary of God: * then un­
derstood I the end a f these men; 

18 Namely, how thou dost set them in slippery places, • 
and castest them down, and destroyest them. 

19 0 how suddenly do they consume, • perish, and come 
to a fearful end! 

20 Yea even like as a dream when one awaketh; • so 
shalt tho~ make their image to vanish out of the city. 

21 Thus my heart was grieved, * and it went even 
through my reins. . 

22 So foolish was I, and ignorant, * even as It were a 
beast before thee. 

23 Nevertheless, I am alway by thee; • for thou hast 
holden me by my right hand. 

24 Thou shalt guide me with thy counsel, * and after 
that receive me with glory. 

25 Whom have I in heaven but thee? • and there is 
none upon earth that I desire in comparison of thee. 

26 My flesh and my heart faileth; • but God is the 
strength of my heart, and my portion for ever. 

27 For 10, they that forsake thee shall perish; * thou 
hast destroyed all them that are unfaithful unto thee. 

28 But it is good for me to hold me fast by God, to 
put my trust in the Lord GOD, * and t.o speak of all thy 
works in the gates of the daughter of StOn. 
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Psalm 74. UI quid, Deus? 

O GOD~ wherefore art thou absent from us so long? • 
why IS thy wrath so hot against the sheep of thy 

pasture? 
2 0 think upon thy congregation, * whom thou hast 

purchased, and redeemed of old. 
3 Think upon the tribe of thine inheritance, • and Mount 

Sian, wherein thou hast dwelt. 
4 Lift up thy feet, that thou mayest utterly destroy 

every enemy, • whIch hath done evil in thy sanctuary. 
5 Thine adversaries roar in the midst of thy congrega­

tions, • and set up their banners for tokens. 
6 He that hewed timber afore out of the thick trees, • 

was known to bring it to an excellent work. 
7 But now they break down all the carved work there­

of • with axes and hammers. 
8 They have set fire upon thy holy places, • and have 

defiled the dwelling-place of thy Name, even unto the 
ground. 

9 Yea, they said in their hearts, Let us make havoc of 
them altogether: * thus have they burnt up all the houses 
of God in the land. 

10 We see not our tokens; there is not one prophet 
more; * no, not one is there among us, that understandeth 
any more. 

II 0 God, how long shall the adversary do this dishon­
our? * shall the enemy blaspheme thy Name for ever? 

12 Why withdrawest thou thy hand? • why pluckest 
thou not thy right hand out of thy bosom to consume the 
enemy? 

13 For God is my King of old; * the help that is done 
upon earth, he doeth it himself. 
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14 Thou didst divide the sea through thy power; • thou 
brakest the heads of the dragons in the waters. 

IS Thou smotest the heads of leviathan in pieces, * and 
gavest him to be meat for the people of the wilderness. 

16 Thou broughtest out fountains and waters out of 
the hard rocks; • thou driedst up mighty waters. 

17 The day is thine, and the night is thine; • thou hast 
prepared the light and the sun. 

18 Thou hast set all the borders of the earth; • thou 
hast made summer and winter. 

19 Remember this, 0 LORD, how the enemy hath re­
buked ; • and how the foolish people hath blasphemed thy 
Name. 

20 0 deliver not the soul of thy turtle-dove unto the 
multitude of the enemies; * and forget not the congrega­
tion of the poor for ever. 

21 Look upon the covenant; • for all the earth is full of 
darkness and cruel habitations. 

22 0 let not the simple go away ashamed; * but let the 
poor and needy give praise unto thy Name. 

23 Arise, 0 God, maintain thine own cause; • remem­
ber how the foolish man blasphemeth thee daily. 

24 Forget not the voice of thine enemies: * the pre­
sumption of them that hate thee increaseth ever more and 
more. 

The Fifteenth Day. 

Morning Prayer. 

Psalm 7 S. Confilebimur libi. 

UNTO thee, 0 God, do we give thanks; * yea, unto 
thee do we give thanks. 

2 Thy Name also is so nigh; • and that do thy won­
drous works declare. 
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3 In the appointed time, saith God, • I shall judge ac. 
cording unto right. 

4 The earth is weak, and all the inhabiters thereof: • I 
bear up the pillars of it. 

S I said unto the fools, Deal not so madly; • and to the 
ungodly, Set not up your hom. 

6 Set not up your hom on high, • and speak not with a 
.,tiff neck. 

7 For promotion cometh neither from the east, nor 
from the west, * nor yet from the south. 

8 And why? God is the Judge; * he putteth down one, 
and setteth up another. 

9 For in the hand of the LORD there is a cup, and the 
wine is red; • it is full mixt, and he poureth out of the 
same. 

10 As for the dregs thereof, • all the ungodly of the 
earth shall drink them, and suck them out. 

I I But I will talk of the God of Jacob, * and praise him 
for ever. 

12 All the horns of the ungodly also will I break, • and 
the horns of the righteous shall be exalted. 

Psalm 76. Notus in jud<£a. 

IN Judah is God known; • his Name is great in Israel. 
2 At Salem is his tabernacle, • and his dwelling in Sion. 
3 There brake he the arrows of the bow, * the shield, 

the sword, and the battle. 
4 Thou art glorious in might, * when thou comest from 

the hills of the robbers. 
S The proud are robbed, they have slept their sleep; • 

and all the men whose hands were mighty have found 
nothing. 

6 At thy rebuke, 0 God of Jacob, • both the chariot and 
horse are fallen. 
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7 Thou, even thou art to be feared; * and who may 
stand in thy sight when thou art angry? 

8 Thou didst cause thy judgment to be heard from 
heaven; • the earth trembled, and was still, 

9 When God arose to judgment, • and to help all the 
meek upon earth. . 

10 The fierceness of man shall tum to thy praise; • and 
the fierceness of them shalt thou refrain. 

I I Promise unto the LORD your God, and keep it, all ye 
that are round about him; * bring presents unto him that 
ought to be feared. 

12 He shall refrain the spirit of princes, * and is won· 
derful among the kings of the earth. 

Psalm 77. Voce mea ad Dominum. 

I WILL cry unto God with my voice; • even unto God 
will I cry with my voice, and he shall hearken unto me. 

2 In the time of my trouble I sought the Lord: • I 
stretched forth my hands unto him, and ceased not in the 
night season; my soul refused comfort. 

3 When I am in heaviness, I will think upon God; • 
when my heart is vexed, I will complain. 

4 Thou holdest mine eyes waking: • I am so feeble that 
I cannot speak. 

S I have considered the days of old, * and the years that 
are past. 

6 I call to remembrance my song, * and in the nig~t. I 
commune with mine own heart, and search out my spmt. 

7 Will the Lord absent himself for ever? * and will he 
be no more intreated? 

8 Is his mercy clean gone for ever? * and is his promise 
come utterly to an end for evermore? 

9 Hath God forgotten to be gracious? * and will he shut 
up his loving-kindness in displeasure? 
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10 And I said, It is mine own infirmity; • but I will re­
member the years of the right hand of the Most Highest. 

I I I will remember the works of the LORD, • and call to 
mind thy wonders of old tinIe. 

12 I will think also of all thy works, • and my talking 
shall be of thy doings. 

13 Thy way, 0 God, is holy:' who is so great a God as 
our God? 

'4 Thou art the God that doest wonders, • and hast de­
clared thy power among the peoples. 

IS Thou hast mightily delivered thy people, • even the 
sons of Jacob and Joseph. 

16 The waters saw thee, 0 God, the waters saw thee, 
and were afraid; • the depths also were troubled. 

'7 . The clouds poured out water, the air thundered, • 
and thine arrows went abroad. 

18 The voice of thy thunder was heard round about:' 
the lightnings shone upon the ground; the earth was 
moved, and shook withal. 

'9 Thy way is in the sea, and thy paths in the great 
waters, • and thy footsteps are not known. 

20 Thou leddest thy people like sheep, • by the hand 
of Moses and Aaron. 

Evening Prayer. 

Psalm 78. Attendite, papule. 

H EAR my law, 0 my people; • incline your ears unto 
the words of my mouth. 

2 I will open my mouth in a parable; • I will declare 
hard sentences of old; 

3 Which we have heard and known, • and such as our 
fathers have told us; 

4 That we should not hide them from the children of 
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the generations to come; • but to show the honour of the 
LORD, his mighty and wonderful works that he hath done. 

S He made a covenant with Jacob, and gave Israel a 
law, • which he commanded our forefathers to teach their 
children; 

6 That their posterity might know it, • and the children 
which were yet unborn; 

7 To the intent tha.ot when they came up, • they might 
show their children the same; 

8 That they might put their trust in God;' and not to 
forget the works of God, but to keep his commandments; 

9 And not to be as their forefathers, a faithless and 
stubborn generation; • a generation that set not their 
heart aright, and whose spirit clave not stedfastly unto 
God; 

10 Like as the children of EphrainI; • who being har­
nessed, and carrying bows, turned themselves back in the 
day of battle. 

II They kept not the covenant of God, • and would not 
walk in his law; 

12 But forgat what he had done, • and the wonderful 
works that he had showed for them. 

'3 Marvellous things did he in the sight of our fore­
fathers, in the land of Egypt, • even in the field of loan. 

'4 He divided the sea, and let them go through; • he 
made the waters to stand on an heap. 

IS In the day-time also he led them with a cloud, • and 
all the night through with a light of fire. 

16 He clave the hard rocks in the wilderness, * and 
gave them drink thereof, as it had been out of the great 
depth. 

17 He brought waters out of the stony rock, * so that 
it gushed out like the rivers. 
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18 Yet for all this they sinned more against him, • and 
provoked the Most Highest in the wilderness. 

19 They tempted God in their hearts, * and required 
meat for their lust. 

20 They spake against God also, saying, • Shall God 
prepare a table in the wilderness? 

21 He smote the stony rock indeed, that the water 
gushed out, and the streams flowed withal; • but can he 
give bread also, or provide flesh for his people? 

22 When the LORD heard this, he was wroth; • so the 
fire was kindled in Jacob, and there came up heavy dis­
pleasure against Israel; 

23 Because they believed not in God, * and put not 
their trust in his help. 

24 So he commanded the clouds above, * and opened 
the doors of heaven. 

25 He rained down manna also upon them for to eat,' 
and gave them food from heaven. 

26 So man did eat angels' food; • for he sent them meat 
enough. 

27 He caused the east-wind to blow under heaven; • 
and through his power he brought in the southwest· 
wind. 

28 He rained flesh upon them as thick as dust, * and 
feathered fowls like as the sand of the sea. 

29 He let it fall among their tents, • even round about 
their habitation. 

30 So they did eat, and were well filled; for he gave 
them their own desire: • they were not disappointed of 
their lust. 

31 But while the meat was yet in their mouths, the 
heavy wrath of God came upon them, and slew the 
wealthiest of them; * yea, and smote down the chosen 
men that were in Israel. 
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32 But for all this they sinned yet more, • and believed 
not his wondrous works. 

33 Therefore their days did he consume in vanity, * 
and their years in trouble. 

34 When he slew them, they sought him, * and turned 
them early, and inquired after God. 

35 And they remembered that God was their strength, • 
and that the High God was their redeemer. 

36 Nevertheless, they did but flatter him with their 
mouth, • and dissembled with him in their tongue. 

37 For their heart was not whole with him, * neither 
continued they stedfast in his covenant. 

38 But he was so merciful, that he forgave their mis· 
deeds, * and destroyed them not. 

39 Yea, many a time turned he his wrath away, * and 
would not suffer his whole displeasure to arise. 

40 For he considered that they were but flesh, * and 
that they were even a wind that passeth away, and cometh 
not again. 

41 Many a time did they provoke him in the wilder· 
ness, * and grieved him in the desert. 

42 They turned back, and tempted God, * and pro­
voked the Holy One in Israel. 

43 They thought not of his hand, * and of the day 
when.he delivered them from the hand of the enemy; 

44 How he had wrought his miracles in Egypt, * and 
his wonders in the field of Zoan. 

45 He turned their waters into blood, * so that they 
might not drink of the rivers. 

46 He sent flies among them, and devoured them up; • 
and frogs to destroy them. 

47 He gave their fruit unto the caterpillar, • and their 
labour unto the grasshopper. 
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48 He destroyed their vines with hailstones, * and their 
mulberry-trees with the frost. 

49 He smote their cattle also with hailstones * and 
their flocks with hot thunderbolts. ' 

50 He cast upon them the furiousness of his wrath, 
anger, displeasure, and trouble: • and sent evil angels 
among them. 

51 He made a way to his indignation, and spared not 
thel~ soul from death; • but gave their life over to the 
pestllence; 

!i 2 . And smote all the firstborn in Egypt, • the most 
prmclpal and mightiest in the dwellings of Ham. 

53 But as for his own people, he led them forth like 
sheep, • and carried them in the wilderness like a flock. 

54 He brougkt them out safely, that they should not 
fear, • and overwhelmed their enemies with the sea. 

55 And brought them within the borders of his sanctu­
ary, * even to this mountain, which he purchased with his 
nght hand. 

56 He cast out the heathen also before them * caused 
their land t<? be divided among them for an heritage, and 
made the tnbes of Israel to dwell in their tents. 

57 Yet they tempted and displeased the Most High 
God, • and kept not his testimonies. 

58 They turned their backs, and fell away like their 
forefathers; * starting aside like a broken bow. 

59 For they grieved him with their hill-altars .. and 
provoked him to displeasure with their images. ' 

. 60 When God heard this, he was wroth, * and took sore 
displeasure at Israel; 

61 So that he forsook the tabernacle in Shiloh * even 
the tent that he had pitched among men. ' 

62 He delivered their power into captivity, * and their 
beauty mto the enemy's hand. 
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63 He gave his people over also unto the sword, • and 
was wroth with his inheritance. 

64 The fire consumed their young men, * and their 
maidens were not given in marriage. 

65 Their priests were slain with the sword, * and there 
were no widows to make lamentation. 

66 So the Lord awaked as one out of sleep, • and like a 
giant refreshed with wine. 

67 He drave his enemies backward, • and put them to 
a perpetual shame. 

68 He refused the tabernacle of Joseph, • and chose not 
the tribe of Ephr dim; 

69 But chose the tribe of Judah, • even the hill of Sion 
which he loved. 

70 And there he built his temple on high, * and laid the 
foundation of it like the ground which he hath made con­
tinually. 

71 He chose David also his servant, * and took him 
away from the sheep-folds: 

72 As he was following the ewes with their young he 
took him, • that he might feed Jacob his people, and 
Israel his inheritance. 

73 So he fed them with a faithful and true heart, • and 
ruled them prudently with all his power. 

The Sixteenth Day. 

Morning Prayer. 

Psalm 79. Deus, venerunl. 

O GOD, the heathen are come into thine inheritance; * 
thy holy temple have they defiled, and made Jeru­

salem an heap of stones. 
2 The dead bodies of thy servants have they given to 
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be meat unto the fowls of the air, * and the flesh of thy 
saints unto the beasts of the land. 

3 Their blood have they shed like water on every side 
of Jerusalem, * and there was no man to bury them. 

4 We are become an open shame to our enemies, * a 
very scorn and derision unto them that are round about 
us. 

5 LORD, how long wilt thou be angry? * shall thy jeal­
ousy bum like fire for ever? 

6 Pour out thine indignation upon the heathen that 
have not known thee; * and upon the kingdoms that have 
not called upon thy Name. 

7 For they have devoured Jacob, * and laid waste his 
dwelling-place. 

8 0 remember not our old sins, but have mercy upon 
us, and that soon; * for we are come to great misery. 

9 Help us, 0 God of our salvation, for the glory of thy 
Name: * 0 deliver us, and be merciful unto our sins, for 
thy Name's sake. 

10 Wherefore do the heathen say, • Where is now their 
God? 

II 0 let the vengeance of thy servants' blood that 
is shed, • be openly showed upon the heathen, in our 
sight. 

1 2 0 let the sorrowful sighing of the prisoners come 
before thee; • according to the greatness of thy power, 
preserve thou those that are appointed to die. 

13 And for the blasphemy wherewith our neighbours 
have blasphemed thee, * reward thou them, 0 Lord, seven­
fold into their bosom. 

14 So we, that are thy people, and sheep of thy pasture, 
shall give thee thanks for ever, * and will alway be show­
ing forth thy praise from generation to generation. 
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Psalm 80. Qui regis Israel. 

H EAR. 0 thou Shepherd of Israel, thou that leadest 
Joseph like a flock; * show thyself also, thou that 

sittest upon the Cherubim. 
2 Before Ephraim, Benjamin, and Manasseh, * stir up 

thy strength, and come and help us. 
3 Tum us again, 0 God; * show the light of thy counte­

nance, and we shall be whole. 
4 0 LORD God of hosts, * how long wilt thou be angry 

with thy people that prayeth? 
5 Thou feedest them with the bread of tears, * and giv­

est them plenteousness of tears to drink. 
6 Thou hast made us a very strife unto our neighbours, * 

and our enemies laugh us to scorn. 
7 Tum us again, thou God of hosts; * show the light of 

thy countenance, and we shall be whole. 
8 Thou hast brought a vine out of Egypt; * thou hast 

cast out the heathen, and planted it. 
9 Thou madest room for it; * and when it had taken 

root, it filled the land. 
10 The hills were covered with the shadow of it, * and 

the boughs thereof were like the goodly cedar-trees. 
II She stretched out her branches unto the sea, * and 

her boughs unto the River. 
12 Why hast thou then broken down her hedge, * that 

all they that go by pluck off her grapes? . * 
13 The wild boar out of the w<>0 doth root It up, and 

the wild beasts of the field devour It. 
14 Tum thee again, thou God of hosts, look down from 

heaven, * behold, and visit this vine; 
IS And the place of the vineyard that thy right hand 

hath planted, * and the branch that thou madest so strong 
for thyself. 
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16 It is burnt with fire, and cut down; * and they shall 
perish at the rebuke of thy countenance. 

17 Let thy hand be upon the man of thy right hand, • 
and upon the son of man, whom tJlOU madest so strong for 
thine own self. 

18 And so will not we go back from thee: * 0 let us live 
and we shall call upon thy Name. ' 

19 Turn us again, 0 LORD God of hosts; * show the light 
of thy countenance, and we shall be whole. 

Psalm 81. Exultate Deo. 

SING we merrily unto God our strength; * make a cheer­
ful noise unto the God of Jacob. 

2 Take the psalm, bring hither the tabret, * the merry 
harp with the lute. 

3 Blow up the trumpet in the new moon, * even in the 
time appointed, and upon our solemn feast-day. 

4 For this was made a statute for Israel, * and a law 
of the God of Jacob. 

5 This he ordained in Joseph for a testimony, * when 
he came out of the land of Egypt, and had heard a strange 
language. 

6 I eased his shoulder from the burden, * and his hands 
were delivered from making the pots.

II But who regardeth the power of thy wrath? * or 
feareth aright thy indignation? 

12 So teach us to number our days, * that we may apply 
our hearts unto wisdom. 

13 Turn thee again, 0 LORD, at the last, * and be gra­
cious unto thy servants. 

14 0 satisfy us with thy mercy, and that soon: * so shall 
we rejoice and be glad all the days of our life. 

IS Comfort us again now after the time that thou hast 
plagued us; * and for the years wherein we have suffered 
adversity.

W HOSO dwelleth under the defence of the Most 
High, * shall abide under the shadow of the Al­

mighty. 
2 I will say unto the LoRD, Thou art my hope, and my 

stronghold; * my God, in him will I trust. 
3 For he shall deliver thee from the snare of the 

hunter, * and from the noisome pestilence. 
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4 He shall defend thee under his wings, and thou shalt 
be safe under his feathers; * his faithfulness and truth shall 
be thy shield and buckler.

ders unto all peoples.

17 When he turneth him unto the prayer of the poor 
destitute, * and despiseth not their desire. 

18 This shall be written for those that come after, * and 
the people which shall be born shall praise the LORD. 

'9 For he hath looked down from his sanctuary; • out 
of the heaven did the LORD behold the earth; 

20 That he might hear the mournings of sl!ch as are 
in captivity, • and deliver them that are appomted unto 
death; 

21 That they may declare the Name of the LORD in 
Sion, * and his worship at Jerusalem; 

22 When the peoples are gathered together, * and the 
kingdoms also, to serve the LORD. 

23 He brought down my strength in my journey, * and 
shortened my days. 

24 But I said, 0 my God, take me not away in the midst 
of mine age; • as for thy years, they endure throughout all 
generations. 

25 Thou, Lord, in the beginning hast laid the founda­
tion of the earth, * and the heavens are the work of thy 
hands. 

26 They shall perish, but thou shalt endure: • they all 
shall wax old as doth a garment;

15 The days of man are but as grass; • for he flourish­
eth as a flower of the field. 

16 For as soon as the wind goeth over it, it is gone; • 
and the place thereof shall know it no more. 

17 But the merciful goodness of the LORD endureth for 
ever and ever upon them that fear him; • and his right­
eousness upon children's children; 

18 Even upon such as keep his covenant, • and think 
upon his commandments to do them. 

19 The LORD hath prepared his seat in heaven, • and 
his kingdom ruleth over all. 

20 0 praise the LORD, ye angels of his, ye that excel in 
strength; * ye that fulfil his commandment, and hearken 
unto the voice of his word. 

21 0 praise the LORD, all ye his hosts; • ye servants of 
his that do his pleasure. 

22 0 speak good of the LORD, all ye works of his, in all 
places of his dominion: • praise thou the LORD, 0 my soul. 

Evening Prayer. 

Psalm 104. Benedic, anima mea. 

PRAISE the LORD, 0 my soul: * 0 LORD my God, thou 
art become exceeding glorious; thou art clothed with 

majesty and honour. 
2 Thou deckest thyself with light as it were with a gar­

ment, • and spreadest out the heavens like a curtain. 
3 Who layeth the beams of his chambers in the waters, * 

and maketh the clouds his chariot, and walketh upon the 
wings of the wind.

I I All beasts of the field drink thereof, • and the wild 
asses quench their thirst. 

12 Beside them shall the fowls of the air have their 
habitation, • and sing among the branches. 

13 He watereth the hills from above; • the earth is fil led 
with the fruit of thy works. 

14 He bringeth forth grass for the cattle, • and green 
herb for the service of men;

34 And so shall my words please him:' my joy shall be 
in the LORD. 

35 As for sinners, they shall be consumed out of the 
earth, • and the ungodly shall come to an end. 

36 Praise thou the LORD, 0 my soul. • Praise the LORD.

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32 He gave them hailstones for rain; • and flames of 
fire in their land. 

33 He smote their vines also and fig-trees; • and de­
stroyed the trees that were in their coasts. 

34 He spake the word, and the grasshoppers came, and 
caterpillars innumerable, • and did eat up all the grass in 
their land, and devoured the fruit of their ground. 

3S He smote all the firstborn in their land; * even the 
chief of all their strength. 

36 He brought them forth also with silver and gold ; • 
there was not one feeble person among their tribes. 

37 Egypt was glad at their departing; • for they were 
afraid of them. 

38 He spread out a cloud to be a covering, * and fire 
to give light in the night season. 

39 At their desire he brought quails; • and he filled 
them with the bread of heaven. 

40 He opened the rock of stone, and the waters flowed 
out, • so that rivers ran in the dry places. 

41 For why? he remembered his holy promise; • and 
Abraham his servant. 

42 And he brought forth his people with joy, * and his 
chosen with gladness; 

43 And gave them the lands of the heathen; * and they 
took the labours of the people in possession; 

44 That they might keep his statutes, • and observe 
his laws. 

Evening Prayer. 

Psalm 106. Confitemini Domino. 

O GIVE thanks unto the LORD; for he is gracious, • 
and his mercy endureth for ever. 
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2 Who can express the noble acts of the LORD, • or 
show forth all his praise? 

3 Blessed are they that alway keep judgment, * and do 
righteousness. 

4 Remember me, 0 LORD, according to the favour that 
thou bearest unto thy people; • 0 visit me with thy salva­
tion; 

S That I may see the felicity of thy chosen, • and re­
joice in the gladness of thy people, and give thanks with 
thine inheritance. 

6 We have sinned with our fathers; • we have done 
amiss, and dealt wickedly.

THE PREFACE. 

I T is evident unto all men, diligently reading Holy Scripture and ancient 
AUt/WTS, that from the Apostles' time there Moe been these Orders of 

Ministers in Christ's ChUTCh,-Bishops. Priests, and Deacons. Which 
Offices were evermore had in such reverend estimation, that tw man might 
presume to execute any of them, except Ite weTe firs t called, tried, examined. 
and known to have such qualities as are requisite JOT the same; and also by 
public Prayer, with Imposition of Hands. were approved and admitted 
thereunto by lawful Authority. And therefore, to the intent that these Orders 
may be continued, and reverently used and esteemed in this Church, no man 
shall be accounted or taken to be a lawful BishoP. Priest. or Deacon. in this 
Church, or suffered to execute any of the said Functions, except he be called, 
tried, examined, and admitted thereunto, according to the Form hereafter 
followi1Jg, or hath had Episcopal Consecration or Ordination. 

And none shall be admitted a Deacon, Priest. tIT BislwP. except he be 
of lhe age which lhe Canon in that case provided may requiTe. 

And the BishoP. /mowing either by himself. or by SUfficient testimony, 
any Person to be a man of tJirluous contJersation , and without crime; and, 
after examination and trial, finding him sufficiently instructed in the HoJy 
Scripture, and otherwise learned as the Canons require, may, at the times 
appointed, or else, on urgent occasion, upon some other day, il~ lhe f ace 
oj the Church. admit him a Deacon, in such manner and f orm as followe th. 



The Form and Manner of 
Making Deacons 

,. When the day appointed by the Bishop is come, thert shall be a Sermon, 
or Exhortation, declaring lhe Duty and Office of such as come" to be ad­
mitted Deacons; how necessary that Order is in the Church of Christ, and 
also. how the People ought to esteem them in fheir Office. 

11 The Sermon being ended. a Priest shall present unto the Bishop, sitt£ng 
in his chair near to the Holy Table. such as desire to be ordained Deacons, 
eaclt of them being decently habited, saying these words. 

DEVEREND Father in God, I present unto you these 
1'- persons present, to be admitted Deacons. 

~ The Bishop. 

T AKE heed that the persons, whom ye present unto us, 
be apt and meet, for their learning and godly con­

versation, to exercise their Ministry duly, to the honour 
of God, and the edifying of his Church. 

11 The Priest shall answer, 

I HAVE inquired concerning them, and also examined 
them, and think them so to be. 

11 Then the Bishop shall say unto the People, 

BRETHREN, if there be any of you who knoweth any 
Impediment, or notable Crime, in any of these persons 

presented to be ordered Deacons, for the which he ought 
not to be admitted to that Office, let him come forth in the 
Name of God, and.show what the Crime or Impediment is. 

And .f any great Crime or Impediment be objected, the Bishop shall cease 
from Ordering that persmi, until such time as the party accused shall be 
found clear of that Crime. 

, Then the Bishop (commending such as shall be found meet to be Ordered, 
to the Prayers of the congregation) shall, with the Clergy and People present. 
say the Litany. 
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'I And NOTE, That oft" the Suffrage. That it may please thee to illuminate 

all Bishops. etc .• shall be said the following Suffrage: 

T HAT it may please thee to bless these thy servants, 
now to be admitted to the Order of Deacons, and to 

pour thy grace upon them; that they may duly execute 
their Office, to the edifying of thy Church, and the glory 
of thy holy Name; 

, And NOTE further. That in. the dis.cretion of th~ B~shoP. instead of the 
Litany appointed, may be SOld the Lttany jor OrdmattOns. 

IIJ Then shall be said the Service JOT the Communion, with the Coliect, Epistle. 
and Gospel, as followeth. 

The Collect. 
;\ LMIGHTY God, who by thy divine providence hast 

r\.. appointed divers Orders of Ministers in thy Church, 
and didst inspire thine Apostles to choose mto the Order 
of Deacons the first Martyr Saint Stephen, with others; 
Mercifully behold these thy servants now called to the like 
Office and Administration: so replenish them with the truth 
of thy Doctrine, and adorn them with innocency of life, 
that, both by word and good example, they may faithfully 
serve thee in this Office, to the glory of thy Name, and the 
edification of thy Church; through the merits of our Saviour 
Jesus Christ, who liveth and reigneth with thee and the 
Holy Ghost, now and for ever. Amen. 

The Epistle. ! Timothy iii. 8. 
T IKEWISEmust the deacons be grave, notdoubletongued, 
L not given to much win~, n?t greedy of fi~thy lucre; 
holding the mystery of the faith m a pure conscience. And 
let these also first be proved; then let them use the office 
of a deacon, being found blameless. E:ven so must 0elf 
wives be grave, not slanderers, sober, faithful m all thmgs. 
Let the deacons be the husbands of one wife, ruling their 
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children and their own houses well. For they that have 
used the office of a deacon well purchase to themselves a 
good degree, and great boldness in the faith which is in 
Christ Jesus. 

Or else. 

The Epistle. Acts vi. 2. 

T HEN the twelve called the multitude of the disciples 
unto them, and said, It is not reason that we should 

leave the word of God, and serve tables. Wherefore, breth­
ren, look ye out among you seven men of honest report, 
full of the Holy Ghost and wisdom, whom we may appoint 
over this business. But we will give ourselves continually 
to prayer, and to the ministry of the word. And the say­
ing pleased the whole multitude: and they chose Stephen, 
a man full of faith and of the Holy Ghost, and Philip, and 
Prochorus, and Nicanor, and Timon, and Parmenas, and 
Nicolas a proselyte of Antioch: whom they set before the 
apostles: and when they had prayed, they laid their hands 
on them. And the word of God increased; and the number 
of the disciples multiplied in Jerusalem greatly; and a great 
company of the priests were obedient to the faith. 

4J Then, the People being seated, the Bishop shall examine everyone of those 
who aTe to be Ordered, in the presence oj tile People, after this manner 
following. 

Do you trust that you are inwardly moved by the Holy 
Ghost to take upon you this Office and Ministration, 

to serve God for the promoting of his glory, and the edi­
fying of his people? 

Answer. I trust so. 
Bishop. Do you think that you are truly called, accord­

ing to the will of our Lord Jesus Christ, and according to 
the Canons of this Church, to the Ministry of the same? 

Answer. I think so. 
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Bishop. Are you persuaded that the Holy Scriptures 

contain all Doctrine required as necessary for eternal sal­
vation through faith in Jesus Christ? 

Answer. I am so persuaded. 
Bishop. Will you diligently read the same unto the 

people assembled in the Church where you shall be ap­
pointed to serve? 

Answer. I will. 
Bishop. It appertaineth to the Office of a Deacon, in 

the Church where he shall be appointed to serve, to assist 
the Priest in Divine Service, and specially when he min­
istereth the Holy Communion, and to help him in the 
distribution thereof; and to read Holy Scriptures and 
Homilies in the Church; and to instruct the youth in the 
Catechism; in the absence of the Priest to baptize infants; 
and to preach, if he be admitted thereto by the Bishop. 
And furthermore, it is his Office, where provision is so 
made, to search for the sick, poor, and impotent people 
of the Parish, that they may be relieved with the alms of 
the Parishioners, or others. Will you do this gladly and 
willingly? 

Answer. I will so do, by the help of God. 
Bishop. Will you apply all your diligence to frame and 

fashion your own lives, and the lives of your families, 
according to the Doctrine of Christ; and to make both 
yourselves and them, as much as in you lieth, wholesome 
examples of the flock of Christ? 

Answer. I will so do, the Lord being my helper. 
Bishop. Will you reverently obey your Bishop, and 

other chief Ministers, who, according to the Canons of the 
Church, may have the charge and government over you; 
following with a glad mind and will their godly admoni­
tions? 

Answer. I will endeavour so to do, the Lord being my 
helper. 
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Then, tire People !'tG1lding, the BishoP shall lay h£s Hands severally uPon 
the Head of everyone to he made Deacon, humbly kneeling before him, 
mld shall say, 

T AKE thou Authority to execute the Office of a Deacon 
in the Church of God committed unto thee; In the 

Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. 
Amen. 

,. Thetl shall the Bishop deliver to everyone of them the New Tesiametlt, 
saying, 

T AKE thou Authority to tead the Gospel in the Church 
of God, and to preach the same, if thou be thereto 

licensed by the Bishop himself. 

, Tizen one of them. appointed by the Bishop, shall read the Gospel. 

The Gospel. St. Luke xii. 35. 
lET your loins be girded about, and your lights burning; 
L and ye yourselves like unto men that wait for their 
lord, when he will return from the wedding; that when he 
cometh and knocketh, they may open unto him immedi­
ately. Blessed are those servants, whom the lord when he 
cometh shall find watching: verily I say unto you, that he 
shall gird himself, and make them to sit down to meat, and 
will come forth and serve them. And if he shall come in 
the second watch, or come in the third watch, and find 
them so, blessed are those servants. 

Then shall tile Bishop proceed t'n lhe Communion; olld all who aTe Ordered 
shall tarry, and reetice the Holy Communion the same day. with the Bishop. 

The Communion elided, after llu last Collect. and 1'mmediately bejore the 
Be1lediction, shall be said this Collect following. 

A LMIGHTY God, giver of all good things, who of thy 
ll... great goodness hast vouchsafed to accept and take 
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these thy servants unto the Office of Deacons in thy Church; 
Make them, we beseech thee, 0 Lord, to be modest, hum­
ble, and constant in their Ministration, to have a ready will 
to observe all spiritual Discipline; that they, having al­
ways the testimony of a good conscience, and continuing 
ever stable and strong in thy Son Christ, may so well be­
have themselves in this inferior Office, that they may be 
found worthy to' be called unto the higher Ministries in 
thy Church; through the same thy Son our Saviour Jesus 
Christ, to whom be glory and honour, world without end. 
Amen. 

T HE Peace of God, which passeth all understanding. 
keep your hearts and minds in the knowledge and 

lov~ of God, and of his Son Jesus Christ our Lord : And 
the Blessing of God Almighty, the Father, the Son, and the 
Holy Ghost, be amongst you, and remain with you always.

Y E have ~eard, .Brethren, as ~ell in your private ex­
ammatlOn, as m the exhortatIOn which was now made 

to you, and in the holy Lessons taken out of the Gospel, 
and the writings of the Apostles, of what dignity, and of 
how great importance this Office is, whereunto ye are called. 
And now again we exhort you, in the Name of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, that ye have in remembrance, into how high 
a Dignity, and to how weighty an Office and Charge ye are 
called: that is to say, to be Messengers, Watchmen, and 
Stewards of the Lord; to teach, and to premonish, to feed 
and provide for the Lord's family; to seek for Christ's sheep 
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that are dispersed abroad, and for his children who are in 
the midst of this naughty world, that they may be saved 
through Christ for ever. 

Have always therefore printed in your remembrance, 
how great a treasure is committed to your charge. For they 
are the sheep of Christ, which he bought with his death, 
and for whom he shed his blood. The Church and Con­
gregation whom you must serve, is his Spouse, and his 
Body. And if it shall happen that the same Church, or any 
Member thereof, do take any hurt or hindrance by reason 
of your negligence, ye know the greatness of the fault, and 
also the horrible punishment that will ensue. Wherefore 
consider with yourselves the end of the Ministry towards 
the children of God, towards the Spouse and Body of 
:Christ; and see that ye never cease your labour, your care 
and diligence, until ye have done all that lieth in you, ac­
cording to your bounden duty, to bring all such as are or 
shall be committed to your charge, unto that agreement in 
the faith and knowledge of God, and to that ripeness and 
perfectness of age in Christ, that there be no place left 
among you, either for error in religion, or for viciousness 
in life. 

Forasmuch then as your Office IS both of so great ex­
cellency, and of so great difficulty, ye see with how great 
care and study ye ought to apply yourselves, as well to 
show yourselves dutiful and thankful unto that Lord, who 
hath placed you in so high a dignity; as also to beware that 
neither you yourselves offend, nor be occasion that others 
offend. Howbeit, ye cannot have a mind and will thereto of 
yourselves; for that will and ability is given of God alone : 
therefore ye ought, and have need, to pray earnestly for 
his Holy Spirit. And seeing that ye cannot by any other 
means compass the doing of so weighty a work, pertaining 
to the salvation of man, but with doctrine and exhortation 
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taken out of the Holy Scriptures, and with a life agreeable 
to the same; consider how studious ye ought to be in read­
ing and learning the Scriptures, and in framing the manners 
both of yourselves, and of them that specially pertain unto 
you, according to the rule of the same Scriptures; and for 
this self -same cause, how ye ought to forsake and set aside, 
as much as ye may, all worldly cares and studies. 

We have good hope that ye have well weighed these 
things with yourselves, long before this time; and that ye 
have clearly determined, by God's grace, to give yourselves 
wholly to this Office, whereunto it hath pleased God to call 
you: so that, as much as lieth in you, ye will apply your­
selves wholly to this one thing, and draw all your cares and 
studies this way; and that ye will continually pray to God 
the Father, by the mediation of our only Saviour Jesus 
Christ, for the heavenly assistance of the Holy Ghost; that, 
b.r daily reading and weighing the Scriptures, ye may wax 
nper and stronger in your Ministry; and that ye may so en­
deavour yourselves, from time to time, to sanctify the lives 
of you and yours, and to fashion them after the Rule and 
Doctrine of Christ, that ye may be wholesome and godly 
examples and patterns for the people to follow. 

And now, that this present Congregation of Christ may 
also understand your minds and wills in these things, and 
that this your promise may the more move you to do your 
duties; ye shall answer plainly to these things, which we, 
in the Name of God, and of his Church, shall demand of 
you touching the same. 

D o you think in your heart, that you are truly called, 
according to the will of our Lord Jesus Christ, and 

according to the Canons of this Church, to the Order and 
Ministry of Priesthood?

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Bislwp. Are you persuaded that the Holy Scriptures 

contain all Doctrine required as necessary for eternal sal­
vation through faith in Jesus Christ?

F ROM Miletus Paul sent to Ephesus, and called the 
elders of the church. And when they were come to 

him, he said unto them, Ye know, from the first day that I 
came into Asia, after what manner I have been with you at 
all seasons, serving the Lord with all humility of mind, and 
with many tears, and temptations, which befell me by the 
lying in wait of the Jews: and how I kept back nothing that 
was profitable unto you, but have shewed you, and have 
taught you publickly, and from house to house, testifying 
both to the Jews, and also to the Greeks, repentance toward 
God, and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ.

Take heed there­
fore unto yourselves, and to all the flock, over the which the 
Holy Ghost hath made you overseers, to feed the church of 
God, which he hath purchased with his own blood. For I 
know this, that after my departing shall grievous wolves 
enter in among you, not sparing the flock. Also of your own 
selves shall men arise, speaking perverse things, to draw 
away disciples after them. Therefore watch, and remember, 
that by the space of three years I ceased not to warn every 
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one night and day with tears. And now, brethren, I com­
mend you to God, and to the word of his grace, which is 
able to build you up, and to give you an inheritance among 
all them which are sanctified. I have coveted no man's sil­
ver, or gold, or apparel. Yea, ye yourselves know, that these 
hands have ministered unto my necessities, and to them 
that were with me.

And as the Lord hath ordained that they who serve at the altar should 
live of the things belonging to the altar; so we authorize you to claim and 
enjoy all the accustomed temporalities appertaining to your cure, until 
some urgent reason or reasons occasion a wish in you. or in the congregation 
committed to your charge, to bring about a separation, and dissolution of 
all sacerdotal relation, between you and them; of all which you will give 
u.s due notice; and i~ case of ~ny di~erence between you and your congrega­
tion, as to a separatlon and dIssolution of aU sacerdotal connection between 
you and them, we, your Bishop, with the advice of our Presbyters. are to 
be the ultimate arbIter and judge. 

In witness whereof, we have hereunto affixed our episcopal seal and signa­
ture, at --, this -- day of --, A. D. --, and in the -- year of ow 
consecration. 
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At the time designated JOT the new Incumbent's Institution. the Bishop. 
or the Institutor appointed by him, attended by the new Incumbent, and 
by the other Clergy present. shall enter the Chancel. Then all the Clergy 
prese1ll standing in the Chancel or Choir, except the BishoP. or the Priest 
who acls as Instt'tu[C1T, who shall go within Ihe rails qf the Altar; lhe Wardens 
(or, in cose oj their necessary absence, two members oj the Veslry) standing 
on the right and left of lhe Allar, witlwut Ihe rails,' the Senior Worden 
(or lhe member of llie Vestry supplyi,zg his place) holding Ihe keys of tire 
Church in Itis hand, in opm piew, the Bishop, or tilt Pries! who acts as 
lht Institutor. shall say, 

DEARLY beloved in the Lord, we have assembled 
for the purpose of instituting the Rev. A. B. into

Question. Who gave you this Name? 
Answer. My Sponsors in Baptism; wherein I was 

made a member of Christ, the child of God, and an in­
heritor of the kingdom of heaven. 

Question. What did your Sponsors then for you? 
Answer. They did promise and vow three things in my 

name: First, that I should renounce the devil and all his 
works, the pomps and vanity of this wicked world, and all 
the sinful lusts of the flesh; Secondly, that I should believe 
all the Articles of the Christian Faith; And Thirdly, that I 
should keep God's holy will and commandments, and walk 
in the same all the days of my life. 

Question. Dost thou not think that thou art bound to 
believe, and to do, as they have promised for thee? 

Answer. Yes, verily; and by God's help so I will. And 
I heartily thank our heavenly Father, that he hath called 
me to this state of salvation, through Jesus Christ our 
Saviour. And I pray unto God to give me his grace, that I 
may continue in the same unto my life's end. 

Catechist. Rehearse the Articles of thy Belief. 
Answer. I believe in God the Father Almighty, Maker 

of heaven and earth:

Question. Which are they? 
Answer. The same which God. spake in the twentieth 

Chapter of Exodus, saying, I am the LoRD thy God, who 
brought thee out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of 
bondage. 

I. Thou shalt have none other gods but me. 
II. Thou shalt not make to thyself any graven image, nor 

the likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or in the 
earth beneath, or in the water under the earth; thou shalt 
not bow down to them, nor worship them; for I the LORD 
thy God am a jealous God, and visit the sins of the fathers 
upon the children, unto the third and fourth generation of 
them that hate me; and show mercy unto thousands in 
them that love me and keep my commandments.

Answer. I learn two things; my duty towards God, and 
my duty towards my Neighbour. 

Question. What is thy duty towards God? 
Answer. My duty towards God is To believe in him, 

to fear him, And to love him with all my heart, with all 
my mind, with all my soul, and with all my strength: To 
worship him, to give him thanks: To put my whole trust 
in him, to call upon him: To honour his holy Name and 
his Word: And to serve him truly all the days of my life. 

Question. What is thy duty towards thy Neighbour? 
Answer. My duty towards my Neighbour is To love 
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him as myself, and to do to all men as I would they should 
do unto me: To love, honour, and succour my father and 
mother: To honour and obey the civil authority: To sub­
mit myself to all my governors, teachers, spiritual pastors 
and masters : To order myself lowly and reverently to all 
my betters: To hurt nobody by word or deed: To be true 
and just in all my dealings: To bear no malice nor hatred 
in my heart: To keep my hands from picking and stealing, 
and my tongue from evil speaking, lying, and slandering: 
To keep my body in temperance, soberness, and chastity: 
Not to covet nor desire other men's goods; But to learn 
and labour truly to get mine own living, And to do my 
duty in that state of life unto which it shall please God to 
call me. 

Catechist. My good Child, know this; that thou art not 
able to do these things of thyself, nor to walk in the Com­
mandments of God, and to serve him, without his special 
grace; which thou must learn at all times to call for by 
diligent prayer.

,,:ard and spmtual grace given unto us; ordained by Christ 
hlffiself, as a means whereby we receive the same, and a 
pledge to assure us thereof. 

Question. How many parts are there in a Sacrament? 
Answer. Two; the outward visible sign, and the inward 

~piritual grace. 
Question. What is the outward visible sign or form in 

Baptism? 
Answer. Water; wherein the person is baptized, In the 

Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. 
Question. What is the inward and spiritual grace? 
Answer. A death unto sin, and a new birth unto right­

eousness: for being by nature born in sin, and the children 
of wrath, we are hereby made the children of grace. 

Question. What is required of persons to be baptized? 
Answer. Repentance, whereby they forsake sin' and 

Faith, whereby they stedfastly believe the promises of God 
made to them in that Sacrament. 

Question. Why then are Infants baptized, when by rea­
son of their tender age they cannot perform them? 

Answer. Because they promise them both by their 
Sureties; which promise, when they come to age, them­
selves are bound to perform. 
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Question. Why was the Sacrament of the Lord's Supper 

ordained? 
Answer. For the continual remembrance of the sacri­

fice of the death of Christ, and of the benefits which we 
receive thereby. 

Question. What is the outward part or sign of the Lord's 
Supper? 

Answer. Bread and Wine, which the Lord hath com­
manded to be received. 

Question. What is the inward part, or thing signified? 
Answer. The Body and Blood of Christ, which are 

spiritually taken and received by the faithful in the Lord's 
Supper. 

Question. What are the benefits whereof we are partak­
ers thereby? 

Answer. The strengthening and refreshing of our souls 
by the Body and Blood of Christ, as our bodies are by the 
Bread and Wine. 

Question. What is required of those who come to the 
Lord's Supper? 

Answer. To examine themselves, whether they repent 
them truly of their former sins, stedfastly purposing to lead 
a new life; have a lively faith in God's mercy through 
Christ, with a thankful remembrance of his death; and be 
in charity with all men. 

'If The Millisler oj every Parish shall diligently, upon Sundays and Holy 
Days, or on some olher convenient occasions, openly £" the ChItTCh, in· 
siTllcl or examine so many Children of his Parish. sent unto him. as he 
shall think convenient, in some part of this Cofechism.

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Articles of Religion 
As established by the Bishops, the Clergy, and the Laity of the 

Protestant Episcopal Church in the 

United States of America, 

in Convention, on the twelfth day of September, 

in the Year of our Lord 
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ARTICLES OF RELIGION. 

I. Of Faith in the Holy Trinity. 

THERE is but one living and true God, everlasting. without txxly. parts, 
or passions; of infinite power, wisdom. and goodness; the Maker, and 

Preserver of all things both visible and invisible. And in unity of this 
Godhead there be three Persons, of one substance, power, and eternity; the 
Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost. 

II. Of the Word or Son of God, which was made very Man. 
THE Son, which is the Word of the Father, begotten from everlasting of the 
Father. the very and eternal God, and of one substance with the Father. 
took Man's nature in the womb of the blessed Virgin, of her substance: so 
that two whole and perfect Natures. that is to say, the Godhead and Man­
hood, were joined together in one Person, never to be divided, whereof is 
onc Christ. very God. and very Man; who truly suffered. was crucified, 
dead, and buried, to reconcile his Father to us, and to be a sacrifice, not 
only for original guilt, but also for actual sins of men. 

III. Of the going down of Christ into Hell. 
As Christ died for us, and was buried; so also is it to be believed, that he 
went down into Hell. 

IV. Of the Resurrection of Christ. 
CHRIST did truly rise again from death, and took again his My, with flesh, 
bones, and all things appertaining to the perfection of Man's nature; where~ 
with he ascended into Heaven. and there sitteth, until he return to judge all 
Men at the last day. 

V. Of the Holy Ghost. 
THE Holy Ghost. proceeding from the Father and the Son, is of one sub­
stance, majesty , and glory, with the Fatherand the Son. very and eternal God. 

VI. Of the Sufficiency of the Holy Scriptures for Salvation. 
HOLY Scripture containeth all things necessary to salvation: so that whatso­
ever is not read therein, nor may be proved thereby, is not to be required of 
any man, that it should be believed as an article of the Faith, or be thought 
requisite or necessary to salvation. In the name of the Holy Scripture we do 
understand those canonical Books of the Old and New Testament, of whose 
authority was never any doubt in the Church.

of life and instruction of manners; but yet doth it not apply them to estab­
lish any doctrine; such are these following: 

The ThIrd Book of &rlra8, Baruch the Prophet., 
The Fourth Book of Eadras, The Song of the Three Children, 
The Book of Tobias, The Story of Susanna, 
The Book of Judith, or Bel and the Dragon_ 
The rest. of the Book of Esther, The Prayer of Manassea. 
The Book of Wi9dom. The First Book of Maccabees. 
Jesus the Son of Sirach, The Second Book of Macca.beetJ. 

All the Books of the New Testament. as they are commonly received, we 
do receive, and account them Canonical. 

VII. Of the Old Testament. 
THE Old Testament is not contrary to the New : for both in the Old and New 
Testament everlasting life is offered to Mankind by Christ, who is the only 
Mediator between God and Man, being both God and Man. Wherefore they 
are not to be heard, which feign that the old Fathers did look only for tranSI­
tory promises. Although the Law given from God by Moses, as touching 
Ceremonies and Rites. do not bind Christian men, nor the Civil precepts 
thereof ought of necessity to be received in any commonwealth; yet not­
withstanding. no Christian man whatsoever is free from the obedience of the 
Commandments which are called Moral . 

VIII. OJ the Creeds. 
THE Nicene Creed. and that which is commonly called the Apostles' Creed. 
ought thoroughly to be received and believed: for they may be proved by 
most certain warrants of Holy Scripture. 

IX. OJ Original or Birth-Sin. 
ORIGINAL sin standeth not in the following of Adam, (as the Pelagians do 
vainly talk;) but it is the fault and corruption of the Nature of every man, 
that naturally is engendered of the offspring of Adam; whereby man is very 
far gone from original righteousness, and is of his own nature inclined to evil, 
so that the flesh lusteth always contrary to the Spirit; and therefore in every 
person born into this world, it deserveth God's wrath and damnation. And 
this infection of nature doth remain, yea in them that are regenerated; 
whereby the lust of the flesh, called in Greek, cpplwT]p.a UapKO'i. (which some 
do expound the wisdom. some sensuality, some the affection. some the de­
sire. of the flesh,) is not subject to the Law of God. And although there is no 
condemnation for them that believe and are baptized; yet the AJX>stle doth 
confess, that concupiscence and lust hath of itself the nature of sin. 

X. OJ Free-Will. 
THE condition of Man after the fall of Adam is such. that he cannot tum and 
prepare himself, by his own natural strength and good works. to faith. and 
calling uJX>n God. Wherefore we have no power to do good works pleasant 
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and acceptable to God, without the grace of God by Christ preventing us, 
that we may have a good will, and working with us, when we have that good 
will. 

XI. OJ the Justification oj Man. 
WE are accounted righteous before God, only for the merit of our Lord and 
Saviour Jesus Christ by Faith. and not for our own works or deservings. Where­
fore. that we are justified by Faith only. is a most wholesome Doctrine. and 
very full of comfort. as more largely is expressed in the Homily of Justification. 

XII. OJ Good Works. 
ALBEIT that Good Works, which. are the fruits of Faith. and follow after Jus­
tification. cannot put away our sins, and endure the severity of God's judg­
ment; yet are they pleasing and acceptable to God in Christ, and do spring 
out necessarily of a true and lively Faith; insomuch that by them a lively 
Faith may be as evidently known as a tree discerned by the fruit. 

XIII. OJ Works before Justification. 
WORKS done before the grace of Christ. and the Inspiration of his Spirit. are 
not pleasant to God, forasmuch as they spring not of faith in Jesus Christ; 
neither do they make men meet to receive grace, or (as the School-authors 
say) deserve grace of congruity: yea rather, for that they are not done as 
God hath willed and commanded them to be done. we doubt not but they 
have the nature of sin. 

XIV. Of Works oj Supererogation. 
VOLUNTARY Works besides, over and above, God's Commandments, which 
they call Works of Supererogation, cannot be taught without arrogancy and 
impiety: for by them men do declare. that they do not only render unto God 
as much as they are bound to do, but that they do more for his sake, than of 
bounden duty IS required: whereas Christ saith plainly, When ye have done 
all that are commanded to you. say. We are unprofitable servants. 

XV. OJ Christ alone without Sin. 
CHRIST in the truth of our nature was made like unto us in all things, sin 
only except. from which he was clearly void. both in his flesh. and in his 
spirit. He came to be the Lamb without spot, who, by sacrifice of himself 
once made, should take away the sins of the world; and sin (as Saint John 
saith) was not in him. But aU we the rest, although baptized. and born again 
in Christ. yet offend in many things; and if we say we have no sin. we deceive 
ourselves. and the truth is not in us. 

XVI. OJ Sin ajter Baptism. 
NOT every deadly sin willingly committed after Baptism is sin against the 
Holy Ghost. and unpardonable. Wherefore the grant of repentance is not to be 
denied to such as fall into sin after Baptism. After we have received the Holy 
Ghost, we may depart from grace given, and fall into sin, and by the grace of 
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God we may arise again, and amend our lives. And therefore they are to be 
condemned. which say I they can no more sin as long as they live here, or 
deny the place of forgiveness to such as truly repent. 

XVII. Of Predestination and Election. 
PREDESTINATION to Life is the everlasting purpose of God, whereby (before 
the foundations of the world were laid) he hath constantly decreed by his 
counsel secret to us, to deliver from curse and damnation those whom he 
hath chosen in Christ out of mankind, and to bring them by Christ to ever· 
lasting salvation, as vessels made to honour. Wherefore, they which be en· 
dued with so excellent a benefit of God, be called according to God's purIX>se 
by his Spirit working in due season: they through Grace obey the calling : 
they be justified freely: they be made sons of God by adoption: they be made 
like the image of his only-begotten Son Jesus Christ: they walk rehgiously in 
good works, and at length, by God's mercy, they attain to everlasting felicity. 

As the godly consideration of Predestination, and our Election in Christ, 
is full of sweet, pleasant, and unspeakable comfort to godly persons, and such 
as feel in themselves the working of the Spirit of Christ, mortifyin~ the works 
of the flesh, and their earthlr members, and drawing up their mmd to high 
and heavenly things, as wei because it doth greatly establish and confirm 
their faith of eternal Salvation to be enjoyed through Christ. as because it 
doth fervently kindle their love towards God: So, for curious and carnal 
persons, lacking the Spirit of Christ, to have continually before their eyes 
the sentence of God's Predestination. is a most dangerous downfall, whereby 
the Devil doth thrust them either into desperation , or into wretchlessness of 
most unclean living, no less perilous than desperation. 

Furthermore. we must receive God's promIses in such wise, as they' be 
generally set forth to us in Holy Scripture: and. in our doings, that WIll of 
God is to be followed. which we have expressly declared unto us in the Word 
of God. 

XVIII. Of obtaining eternal Salvation only by the Name of Christ. 
THEY also are to be had accursed that presume to say, That every man shall 
be saved by the Law or Sect which he professeth. so that he be diligent to 
frame his life according to that Law, and the light of Nature. For IIoly 
Scripture doth set out unto us only the Name of J esus Christ, whereby men 
must be saved. 

XIX. Of the Church. 
THE visible Church of Christ is a congregation of faithful'men. in the which 
the pure Word of God is preached, and the Sacraments be duly ministered 
acco~~ing to Christ's ordinance, in all those things that of necessity are 
reqUiSIte to the same. 

As the Church of Jerusalem, Alexandria, and Antioch, have erred; so also 
the Church of Rome hath erred, not only in their living and manner of 
Ceremonies, but also in matters of Faith. 
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xx. Of the Authority of the Church. 
THE Church hath power to decree Rites or Ceremonies. and authority in 
Controversies of Faith: and yet it is not lawful for the Church to ordain any 
thing that is contrary to God's Word written, neither may it so expound one 
place of Scripture, that it be repugnant to another. Wherefore, although the 
Church be a witness and a keeper of Holy Writ, yet, as it ought not to decree 
any thing against the same, so besides the same ought it not to enforce any 
thing to be believed for necessity of Salvation. 

XXI. Of the Authority of General Councils. 
[The Twenty·first of the former Articles is omitted; because it is ~rtl¥ of a local and civil nature. 
and is provided for, all t.o the remainin& parts of it, in other ArtJcles.j 

XXII. Of Purgatory. 
TJ-rE Romish Doctrine concerning Purgatory, Pardons, Worshipping and 
Adoration, as well of Images as of Relics. and also Invocation of Saints, is a 
fond thing. vainly invented, and grounded upon no warranty of Scripture, 
but rather repugnant to the Word of God. 

XXIII. Of Ministering in the Congregation. 
IT is not lawful for any man to take upon him the office of public preaching, 
or ministering the Sacraments in the Congregation. before he be lawfully 
called, and sent to execute the same. And those we ought to judge lawfully 
called and sent, which be chosen and called to this work by men who have 
public authority given unto them in the Congregation, to call and send Min­
Isters into the Lcird's vineyard. 

XXIV. Of Speaking in the Congregation in such a Tongue as 
the people understandeth. 

IT is a thing plainly repugnant to the Word of God, and the custom of the 
Primitive Church, to have public Prayer in the Church, or to minister the 
Sacraments, in a tongue not understanded of the people. 

XXV. Of the Sacraments. 
SACRAMENTS ordained of Christ be not only badges or tokens of Christian 
men's profession, but rather ther. be certain sure witnesses, and effectual 
signs of grace, and God's good Wlll towards us. by the which he doth work 
invisibly in us, and doth not only quicken. but also strengthen and confirm 
our Faith in him. 

There are two Sacraments ordained of Christ our Lord in the Gospel, that 
is to say. Baptism. and the Supper of the Lord. 

Those five commonly called Sacraments, that is to say. Confmnation, Pen­
ance, Orders, Matrimony, and Extreme Unction, are not to be counted for 
Sacraments of the Gospel, being such as have grown partly of the corrupt fol­
lowing of the Apostles, partly are states of life allowed in the Scriptures; but 
yet have not like nature of Sacraments with Baptism. and the Lord's Sup­
per, for that they have not any visible sign or ceremony ordained of God. 
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The Sacraments were not ordained of Christ to be gazed upon, or to be 

~ed.aoout. but that we should duly use them. And in such oruy as worth­
ily receive the same, they have a wholesome effect or operation: but they that 
re~eive them unworthily, purchase to themselves damnation, as Saint Paul 
salth. 

XXVI. OJ the Unworthiness oj the Ministers, which hinders not 
the effect oj the Sacraments. 

ALTHOUGH in the. visible Church the evil be ever mingled. with the good, and 
sometimes the evil have chief authority in the Ministration of the Word and 
?acran:a-eI"!ts, yet foras!l1~ch as they do no~ t~e same in their own name, but 
10 <;:hn~t~. and do ~mlstex: by hiS commISSIon and authority, we may use 
thelf Mmls~rYI b?th m heanng the W(:)J"(:~ of~, and in receiving the Sacra­
m~nts. Neither 15 the effect of ~hr.lst 5 ~r~lI:tance taken away by their 
wlcke9ness, nor the ~race of God s gIfts dIf!1I~Ished from such as by faith, 
and nghtly, do receIve the Sacraments mInistered unto them; which be 
effectual, JA.""Cause of Christ's institution and promise, although they be 
ministered by evil men. 

Nevertheless, it ap~rtaineth to the discipline of the Church, that inquiry 
be made of evil ~tnlSters, and that they be accused by' those that have 
knowledge of theIr offences; and finally, being found gUIlty, by just judg­
ment be deposed. 

XXVII. OJ Baptism. 
BAp!J~M is not onl{a sign of profession, and mark of difference, whereby 
ChrIstIan men are discerned from others that be not christened, but it is also 
a sign of .Regene~tion?r New-Birth, wh~reby. as by an instrument, they 
that receIve Bapttsm nghtly are grafted mto the Church; the promises of 
the forgivenes:s of sin, ana of our adoption to be the sons of God by the I-IolX 
Gho~t. are viSibly signed and sealed; Faith is confirmed, and Grace increased 
by vIrtue of prayer unto God. 

The Baptism of young Children is in any wise to be retained in the 
Church, as most agreeabre with the institution of Christ. 

XXVIII. OJ the Lord's Supper. 
THE Supper of the Lord is not only a sign of the love that Christians ought 
to have among themselves one to another; but rather it is a Sacrament of our 
Rede~ptio~ Dy Ch~ist's death: insomuch that. to such as rightly, worthily. 
and wltn faith, r~celVe the same, the Bread which we break is a partaking of 
the Body of Chnst; and likewise the Cup of Blessing is a partaking of the 
Blood of Christ. 
. Transubstantiation (or the change of the substance of Bread and Wine) 
10 the Supper of the Lord, cannot be proved by Holy Writ; but is repugnant 
to the {>Ia in words of Scripture, overtnroweth the nature of a Sacrament, and 
hath given occasion to many superstitions. 

The Body of Christ is given, taken, and eaten, in the Supper, only after 
an heavenly and spiritual manner. And the mean whereby the BOdy of 
Christ is received and eaten in the Supper, is Faith. 

The Sacrament of the Lord's Supper was not by Christ's ordinance re­
served, carried about, lifted up, or worshipped. 
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XXIX. OJ the Wicked, which eat not the Body oj Christ in the 

use oj the Lord's Supper. 
THE Wicked, and such as be void of a lively faith, although they do carnally 
and visibly press with their teeth (as Saint Augustine saith) the Sacrament 
of the Body and Blood of Christ; yet in no wise are they partakers of Christ: 
but rather. to their coIldemnation, do eat and drink the sign or Sacrament of 
so great a thing. 

XXX. OJ both Kinds. 
THE Cup or the Lord is not to be denied to the Lay·people: for both the 
parts of the Lord's Sacrament. by Christ's ordinance and commandment, 
ought to be ministered to all Christian men alike. 

XXXI. OJ the one Oblation oj Christ finished upon the Cross. 
THE Offering of Christ once made is that perfect redemption, rropitiation, 
and satisfaction. for all the sins of the whole world, both origina and actual; 
and there is none other satisfaction for sin, but that alone. Wherefore the 
sacrifices of Masses. in the which it was commonly said, that the Priest did 
offer Christ for the quick and the dead, to have remission of pain or guilt, 
were blasphemous fables. and dangerous deceits. 

XXXII. OJ the Marriage oj Priests. 
BISHOPS, Priests, and Deacons. are not commanded by God's Law, either to 
vow the estate of single life, or to abstain from marriage: therefore it is law­
ful for them. as for all other Christian men, to marry at their own discretion, 
as they shall judge the same to serve better to godliness. 

XXXIII. OJ excommunicate Persons, how they are to be avoided. 
THAT person which by open denunciation of the Church is rightly cut ofT 
from the unity of the Church. and excommunicated. ough~ to be t~ken of 
the whole multitude of the faithful, as an Heathen and Pubhcan, unttl he be 
openly reconciled by penance, and received into the Church by a Judge that 
hath authority thereunto. 

XXXIV. OJ the Traditions oj the Church. 
IT is not necessary that Traditions and Ceremonies be in all places one, or 
utterly like; for at all times they have been divers, and may be changed ac­
cording to the diversity of countries. times, and men's manner~, so. that 
nothing be ordained against God's 'Vord. 'Vhosoever, through ~I~ pnvate 
judgment, willingly and purposely, doth openly break the TradItIons and 
Ceremonies of the Church, which be not repugnant to the Word of God, and 
be ordained and approved by common authority, ought to be rebuked openly, 
(that others may fear to do the like,) as he that orfendeth against the com­
mon order of the Church, and hurteth the authority of the Magistrate, and 
woundeth the consciences of the weak brethren. 

Every particular or national Church hath authority to ordain, change, and 
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abolish, Ceremonies or Rites of the Church ordained only by man's au­
thority. so that all things be done to edifying. 

xxxv. Of the Homilies . 
TilE Second Book of Homilies, the several titles whereof we have joined un­
der this Article, doth contain a godly and wholesome Doctrine, and neces­
sary for these times, as doth the fonner Book of Homilies. which were set 
Corth in the time of Edward the Si:'{th; and therefore we judge them to be 
read in Churches br the Ministers, diligently and distinctly, that they may 
be understanded 0 the people.

IThis Article is received in lhia Church, 90 far as It declares the Books of Homilies to be an ex· 
plication of Christian doctrine, and instructive in piety and morals. But al1 references to the 
constitution and laws of England are considered as inapplicable to the circumstances of thia 
Church; which al!lO suspends the-order for the reading of said Homilies in churches, until a re­
vi§ion of them may be conveniently made, for the clearing of them, as well from obsolete words 
and phrases, as from the local rcferences.l 

XXXVI. Of Consecration of Bishops and Ministers . 
THE Book of Consecration of Bishops, and Ordering of Priests and Deacons. 
as set forth by the General Convention of this Church in 1792, doth contain 
all things necessary to such Consecration and Ordering; neither hath it any 
thing that, of itself, is superstitious and ungodly. And, therefore. whosoever 
are consecrated or ordered according to said Form, we decree all such to be 
rightly. orderly, and lawfully consecrated and ordered. 

XXXVII. Of the Power of the Civil Magistrates. 
THE Power of the Civil Magistrate e."(tendeth to all men, as well Clergy as 
Laity, in all things temporal; but hath no authority in things purely spiri. 
tual. And we hold it to be the duty of all men who are professors of the 
Gospel. to pay respectful obedience to the Civil Authority. regularly and 
legitimately constituted. 

XXXVIII . Of Christian Men's Goods, which are not common. 
THE Riches and Goods of Christians are not common, as touching the right. 
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title, ~nd po~ion of the same; as certain Anabaptists do falsely boast 
Notwlth~tandmg, every man ought, oC such things as he possesseth, liber~ 
ally to give alms to the poor, according to his ability. 

XXXIX. Of a Christian Man's Oath. 
As we oonfess that .vain and rash S~earing is forbidd.en Christian men by 
our.L:ord Jesus Chnst •. ~d James hiS Apostle. so we Judge. that Christian 
RelIgion d~th not prohIbit, but that a man may swear when the Magistrate 
reqUlreth. 10 a cause of faith and charity. so it be done according to the 
Prophet's teaChing, in justice, judgment. and truth. 
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
