Table, and reverently place upon it what remaineth of the consecrated 
Elements, covering the same with a f air linen cloth . 

-,r Then shall the Priest say, 

Let us pray. 
Almighty and everliving God, we most heartily 

thank thee, for that thou dost vouchsafe to feed us 
who have duly received these holy mysteries, with 
the spiritual food of the most precious Body and Blood 
of thy Son our Saviour Jesus Christ; and dost assure 
us thereby of thy favour and goodness towards us; 
and that we are very members incorporate in the 
mystical body of thy Son, which is the blessed com­
pany of all faithful people; and are also heirs through 
hope of thy everlasting kingdom, by the merits of his 
most precious death and passion.

evil life, that the Congregation may thereby be satisfied; end that he 
hath recompensed the parties to whom he hath done wrong; or at

of righteousness for his name's sake. 
4 Yea, though I walk through the valley of the 

shadow of death, I will fear no evil: for thou art with 
me; thy rod and thy staff they comfort me. 

S Thou preparest a table before me in the presence 
of mine enemies: thou anointest my head with oil; 
my cup runneth over. 

6 Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all 
the days of my life: and I will dwell in the house of 
the LORD for ever. 

PSALM 43 

1 Judge me, 0 God, and plead my cause against 
an ungodly nation: 0 deliver me from the deceitful 
and unjust man. 

2 For thou art the God of my strength: why dost 
thou cast me off? why go I mourning because of the 
oppression of the enemy? 

3 0 send out thy light and thy truth: let them lead 
me; let them bring me unto thy holy hill, and to thy 
tabernacles. 

4 Then will I go unto the altar of God, unto God 
my exceeding joy : yea, upon the harp will I praise 
thee, 0 God my God. 
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S Why art thou cast down, 0 my soul? and why art 

thou disquieted within me? hope in God: for I shall 
yet praise him, who is the health of my countenance, 
and my God. 

PSALM 46 

1 God is our refuge and strength, a very present 
help in trouble. 

2 Therefore will not we fear, though the earth be 
removed, and though the mountains be carried into 
the midst of the sea; 

3 Though the waters thereof roar and be troubled, 
though the mountains shake with the swelling thereof. 
Selah. 

4 There is a river, the streams whereof shall make 
glad the city of God, the holy place of the tabernacles 
of the most High. 

S God is in the midst of her; she shall not be moved: 
God shall help her, and that right early. 

6 The heathen raged, the kingdoms were moved: 
he uttered his voice, the earth melted. 

7 The LORD of hosts is with us; the God of Jacob 
is our refuge. Selah. 

8 Come, behold the works of the LORD, what 
desolations he hath made in the earth. 

9 He maketh wars to cease unto the end of the 
earth; he breaketh the bow, and cutteth the spear in 
sunder; he burneth the chariot in the fire. 

10 Be still, and know that I am God: I will be 
exalted among the heathen, I will be exalted in the 
earth. 

11 The LORD of hosts is with us; the God of Jacob 
is our refuge. Selah. 
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PSALM 91 

1 He that dwelleth in the secret place of the most 
High shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty. 

2 I will say of the LORD, He is my refuge and my 
fortress: my God; in him will I trust. 

3 Surely he shall deliver thee from the snare of the 
fowler, and from the noisome pestilence. 

4 He shall cover thee with his feathers, and under 
his wings shalt thou trust: his truth shall be thy shield 
and buckler. 

5 Thou shalt not be afraid for the terror by night; 
nor for the arrow that fiieth by day; 

6 Nor for the pestilence that walketh in darkness; 
nor for the destruction that wasteth at noonday. 

7 A thousand shall faU at thy side, and ten thou­
sand at thy right hand; but it shaU not come nigh 
thee. 

8 Only with thine eyes shalt thou behold and see the 
reward of the wicked. 

9 Because thou hast made the LORD, which is my 
refuge, even the most High, thy habitation; 

10 There shall no evil befall thee, neither shall any 
plague come nigh thy dwelling. 

11 For he shall give his angels charge over thee, to 
keep thee in all thy ways. 

12 They shaU bear thee up in their hands, lest thou 
dash thy foot against a stone. 

13 Thou shalt tread upon the lion and adder: 
the young lion and the dragon shalt thou trample 
under feet. 

14 Because he hath set his love upon me, therefore 
will I deliver him: I will set him on high, because he 
hath known my name. 

15 He shall caU upon me, and I will answer him: 
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I will be with him in trouble ; I will deliver him, and 
honour him. 

16 With long life will I satisfy him, and shew him 
my salvation. 

PSALM 95 
1 0 come, let us sing unto the LORD: let us make a 

joyful noise to the rock of our salvation. 
2 Let us come before his presence with thanks­

giving, and make a joyful noise unto him with psalms. 
3 For the LORD is a great God, and a great King 

above all gods. 
4 In his hand are the deep places of the earth: the 

strength of the hills is his also. 
5 The sea is his, and he made it: and his hands 

formed the dry land. 
6 0 come, let us worship and bow down: let us kneel 

before the LORD our maker. 
7 For he is our God; and we are the people of his 

pasture, and the sheep of his hand. To day if ye will 
hear his voice, 

8 Harden not your heart, as in the provocation, 
and as in the day of temptation in the wilderness: 

9 When your fathers tempted me, proved me, and 
saw my work. 

10 Forty years long was I grieved with this genera­
tion, and said, It is a people that do err in their heart, 
and they have not known my ways: 

11 Unto whom I sware in my wrath that they 
should not enter into my rest. 

PSALM 96 

1 0 sing unto the LORD a new song: sing unto the 
LORD, all the earth. 
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2 Sing unto the LORD, bless his name; shew forth 

his salvation from day to day. 
3 Declare his glory among the heathen, his wonders 

among all people. 
4 For the LORD is great, and greatly to be praised: 

he is to be feared above all gods. 
5 For all the gods of the nations are idols: but the 

LORD made the heavens. 
6 Honour and majesty aTe before him: strength 

and beauty are in his sanctuary. 
7 Give unto the LORD, 0 ye kindreds of the people, 

give unto the LORD glory and strength. 
8 Give unto the LORD the glory due unto his name: 

bring an offering, and come into his courts. 
9 0 worship the LORD in the beauty of holiness: 

fear before him, all the earth. 
10 Say among the heathen that the LORD reigneth: 

the world also shall be established that it shall not be 
moved: he shall judge the people righteously. 

11 Let the heavens rejoice, and let the earth be 
glad; let the sea roar, and the fulness thereof. 

12 Let the field be joyful, and all that is therein: 
then shall all the trees of the wood rejoice 

13 Before the LORD : for he cometh, for he cometh 
to judge the earth: he shall judge the world with 
righteousness, and the people with his truth. 

PSALM 100 

1 Make a joyful noise unto the LORD, all ye lands. 
2 Serve the LORD with gladness: come before his 

presence with singing. 
3 Know ye that the LORD he is God: it is he that 

hath made us, and not we ourselves; we are his people, 
and the sheep of his pasture. 
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4 Enter into his gates with thanksgiving, and into 

his courts with praise: be thankful unto him, and 
bless his name. 

S For the LORD is good; his mercy is everlasting;

17 But the mercy of the LORD is from everlasting to 

everlasting upon them that fear him, and his right­
eousness unto children's children; 

18 To such as keep his covenant, and to those that 
remember his commandments to do them. 

19 The LORD hath prepared his throne in the 
heavens; and his kingdom ruleth over all. 

20 Bless the LORD, ye his angels, that excel in 
strength, that do his commandments, hearkening unto 
the voice of his word. 

21 Bless ye the LORD, all ye his hosts; ye ministers 
of his, that do his pleasure. 

22 Bless the LORD, all his works in all places of his 
dominion: bless the LORD, 0 my soul. 

PSALM 121 
1 I will lift up mine eyes unto the hills, from 

whence cometh my help. 
2 My help cometh from the LoRD, which made 

heaven and earth. 
3 He will not suffer thy foot to be moved: he that 

keepeth thee will not slumber. 
4 Behold, he that keepeth Israel shall neither 

slumber nor sleep. 
5 The LORD is thy keeper: the LORD is thy shade 

upon thy right hand. 
6 The sun shall not smite thee by day, nor the 

moon by night. 
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7 The LORD shall preserve thee from all evil: he 

shall preserve thy soul. 
8 The LORD shall preserve thy going out and thy 

coming in from this time forth, and even for evermore. 

PSALM 130 
lOut of the depths have I cried unto thee, 0 LORD. 
2 Lord, hear my voice: let thine ears be attentive 

to the voice of my supplications. 
3 If thou, LORD, shouldest mark iniquities, 0 Lord, 

who shall stand? 
4 But there is forgiveness with thee, that thou 

mayest be feared.

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PRAYER

Verily I say unto you, 
They have their reward. 

6 But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy 
closet, and when thou hast shut thy door, pray to 
thy Father which is in secret ; and thy Father which 
seeth in secret shall reward thee openly. 

7 But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as 
the heathen do: for they think that they shall be 
heard for their much speaking. 

8 Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your 
Father knoweth what things ye have need of, before 
ye ask him. 

9 After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father 
which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name.

THE FATHER'S KINGDOM 

25 Therefore I say unto you, Take no thought for 
your life, what ye shall eat, or what ye shall drink; 
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nor yet for your body, what ye shall put on. Is not 
the life more than meat, and the body than rai­
ment? 

26 Behold the fowls of the air: for they sow not, 
neither do they reap, nor gather into barns; yet your 
heavenly Father feedeth them. Are ye not much better 
than they? 

27 Which of you by taking thought can add one 
cubit unto his stature? 

28 And why take ye thought for raiment? Consider 
the lilies of the field, how they grow; they toil not, 
neither do they spin: 

29 And yet I say unto you, That even Solomon 
in all his glory was not arrayed like one of these. 

30 Wherefore, if God so clothe the grass of the 
field, which to day is, and to morrow is cast into the 
oven, shall he not much more clothe you, 0 ye of little 
faith? 

31 Therefore take no thought, saying, What shall 
we eat? or, What shall we drink? or, Wherewithal 
shall we be clothed? 

32 (For after all these things do the Gentiles 
seek:) for your heavenly Father knoweth that ye 
have need of all these things. 

33 But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his 
righteousness; and all these things shall be added 
unto you. 

34 Take therefore no thought for the morrow: for 
the morrow shall take thought for the things of itself. 
Sufficient unto the day is the evil thereof. Matthew 
6:25-34 

THE PRODIGAL SON 

11 And he said, A certain man had two sons: 
12 And the younger of them said to his father, 
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Father, give me the portion of goods that falleth to 
me. And he divided unto them his living. 

13 And not many days after the younger son 
gathered all together, and took his journey into a 
far country, and there wasted his substance with 
riotous living. 

14 And when he had spent all, there arose a mighty 
famine in that land; and he began to be in want. 

15 And he went and joined himself to a citizen of 
that country; and he sent him into his fields to feed 
swine. 

16 And he would fain have filled his belly with 
the husks that the swine did eat : and no man gave 
unto him. 

17 And when he came to himself, he said, How 
many hired servants of my father's have bread 
enough and to spare, and I perish with hunger! 

18 I will arise and go to my father, and will say 
unto him, Father, I have sinned against heaven, and 
before thee, 

19 And am no more worthy to be called thy son: 
make me as one of thy hired servants. 

20 And he arose, and came to his father. But when 
he was yet a great way off, his father saw him, and 
had compassion, and ran, and fell on his neck, and 
kissed him. 

21 And the son said unto him, Father, I have 
sinned against heaven, and in thy sight, and am no 
more worthy tp be called thy son. 

22 But the father said to his servants, Bring forth 
the best robe, and put it on him; and put a ring on 
his hand, and shoes on his feet: 

23 And bring hither the fatted calf, and kill it; 
and letus eat, and be merry: 

24 For this my son was dead, and is alive again; 
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he was lost, and is found. And they began to be merry. 
Luke 15:11-24 

THE PHARISEE AND THE PuBLICAN 

9 And he spake this parable unto certain which 
trusted in themselves that they were righteous, and 
despised others: 

10 Two men went up into the temple to pray; the 
one a Pharisee, and the other a publican. 

11 The Pharisee stood and prayed thus with 
himself, God, I thank thee, that I am not as other 
men are, extortioners, unjust, adulterers, or even as 
this publican. 

12 I fast twice in the week, I give tithes of all that 
I possess. 

13 And the publican, standing afar off, would not 
lift up so much as his eyes unto heaven, but smote 
upon his breast, saying, God be merciful to me a sinner. 

14 I tell you, this man went down to'his house 
justified ralher than the other: for everyone that 
exalteth himself shall be abased; and he that humbleth 
himself shall be exalted. Luke 18:9-14 

THE SAVIOUR OF THE WORLD 

16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his 
only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him 
should not perish, but have everlasting life. 

17 For God sent not his Son into the world to 
condemn the world; but that the world through him 
might be saved. 

18 He that believeth on him is not condemned: 
but he that believeth not is condemned already, be­
cause he hath not believed in the name of the only 
begotten Son of God. 

19 And this is the condemnation, that light is come 
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into the world. and men loved darkness rather than 
light. because their deeds were evil. 

20 For everyone that doeth evil hateth the light. 
neither cometh to the light. lest his deeds should be 
reproved. 

21 But he that doeth truth cometh to the light. 
that his deeds may be made manifest. that they are 
wrought in God. John 3:16-21 

CHRISTIAN LOVE 

1 Though I speak with the tongues of men and of 
angels. and have not charity. I am become as sounding 
brass. or a tinkling cymbal. 

2 And though I have the gijt oj prophecy. and un­
derstand all mysteries. and all knowledge; and though 
I have all faith. so that I could remove mountains. 
and have not charity. I am nothing. 

3 And though I bestow all my goods to feed the 
poor. and though I give my body to be burned. and 
have not charity. it profiteth me nothing. 

4 Charity suffereth long. and is kind; charity en­
vieth not; charity vaunteth not itself. is not puffed up. 

S Doth not behave itself unseemly. seeketh not her 
own. is not easily provoked. thinketh no evil; 

6 Rejoiceth not in iniquity. but rejoiceth in the 
truth; 

7 Beareth all things. believeth all things. hopeth 
all things. endureth all things. . 

8 Charity never faileth: but whet~er there be proph­
ecies. they shall fail; whether there be tongues. they 
shall cease; whether there be knowledge, it shall vanish 
away. 

9 For we know in part, and we prophesy in part. 
10 But when that which is perfect is come. then 

that which is in part shall be done away. 
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11 When I was a child. I spake as a child. I under­

stood as a child. I thought as a child: but when I be­
came a man. I put away childish things. 

12 For now we see through a glass. darkly; but 
then face to face: now I know in part; but then shall 
I know even as also I am known. 

13 And now abideth faith. hope. charity. these 
three; but the greatest of these is charity. I Corin­
thians 13:1 - 13 

THE ARMOUR OF GOD 

10 Finally. my brethren. be strong in the Lord. 
and in the power of his might. 

11 Put on the whole armour of God. that ye may 
be able to stand against the wiles of the devil. 

12 For we wrestle not against flesh and blood. but 
against principalities. against powers. against the 
rulers of the darkness of this world. against spiritual 
wickedness in high places. 

13 Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of 
God. that ye may be able to withstand in the evil 
day. and having done all. to stand. 

14 Stand therefore. having your loins girt about 
with truth. and having on the breastplate of righteous­
ness; 

15 And your feet shod with the preparation of the 
gospel of peace; 

16 Above all . taking the shield of faith. wherewith 
ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the 
wicked. 

17 And take the helmet of salvation. and the 
sword of the Spirit. which is the word of God: 

18 Praying always with all prayer and supplication 
in the Spirit. and watching thereunto with all per­
severance and supplication for all saints; 
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19 And for me, that utterance may be given unto 

me, that I may open my mouth boldly, to make known 
the mystery of the gospel, 

20 For which I am an ambassador in bonds: that 
therein I may speak boldly, as I ought to speak. 
Ephesians 6:10-20 

THE HIGH CALLING OF GOD 

7 But what things were gain to me, those I counted 
loss for Christ. 

8 Yea doubtless. and I count all things but loss 
for the excellency of the knowledge of Christ Jesus 
my Lord: for whom I have suffered the loss of all 
things, and do count them but dung, that I may win 
Christ, 

9 And be found inhim. not having mine own right­
eousness. which is of the law, but that which is through 
the faith of Christ. the righteousness which is of God 
by faith: 

10 That I may know him, and the power of his 
resurrection, and the fellowship of his sufferings, being 
made conformable unto his death; 

11 If by any means I might attain unto the resur­
rection of the dead. 

12 Not as though I had already attained. either 
were already perfect: but I follow after. if that I may 
apprehend that for which also I am apprehended of 
Christ Jesus. 

13 Brethren. I count not myself to have appre­
hended: but this one thing I do. forgetting those 
things which are behind. and reaching forth unto 
those things which are before. 

14 I press toward the mark for the prize of the 
high calling of God in Christ Jesus. Philippians 3 :7-14 
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THE REWARD OF LOYALTY 

43 And in the midst of them there was a young 
man of a high stature, taller than all the rest, and 
upon everyone of their heads he set crowns, and was 
more exalted; which I marvelled at ~reatly. 

44 So I asked the angel, and smd, Sir, what are 
these? 

45 He answered and said unto me, These be they 
that have put off the mortal clothing, and put on 
the immortal, and have confessed the name of God: 
now are they crowned, and receive palms. 

46 Then said I unto the angel, What young person 
is it that crowneth them, and giveth them palms in 
their hands?
