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PREFATORY NOTE. 
T HIS book contains the t ext of the Book 

of Common Prayer altered and enlarged 
in accordance with the proposals of the 
Prayer Book R evision Committee of the 
Eng lish Church U nion, first published in 
Octobcr 1922. These proposals were ex­
presscd in the form of amendments to the 
I Schedule of Alterations' contained in the 
Sceond Report of t he Prayer Dook R cvi<t ion 
Committce of the National Assemhly (N.A. 
CiO). It has been fclt. however, t hat I·he 
technical eharact cr of this form., while )1(' ­

ecssfll'y in the first insta nce, and cm;;; il y com­
prehensible to those who have time to study 
the English Church Un ion Report in con­
junction with N.A. 60 and the present 
l)rayer Book, may to a certain extent stand 
in the way of an accurate understanding of 
the import of the Union's suggestions by 
Churchmen in general ; and the President 
and Council have therefore decided to print 
n model l)rayer Book in extenso, in ordcr to 
exhibit, in a. popular and eas ily intelligible 
form, the exact effect which thcir proposals, 
if sanctioned by authority, would hjLVe. It 
nced hardly be said that this boOk, though 
it is identic-al Wit11 what Lhe U nion w01lld 
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TrrE PREFACE. 

Jikc to sec in the hands of English church. 
goers, is not meant for liturgical use, but is 
published, for the moment, m.erely as an 
essay in liturgy.making, designed to faciJj. 
tate and clarify discussion and to edueate 
opinion. 

The principles which governed the formu. 
lation of the Union's propo8.:'lls have been 
expla ined in the Report of the Prayer Book 
Revision Committee, and need not be further 
discussed here. Certain small questions, how­
ever, of a purely mechanical and redactionnl 
character, and not involving any theological 
01' other principle, havc emerged in the pro­
cess ofcditing this' Suggested Prayer Book', 
and it will be well to state what has been 
done in regard to them. 

(1) In the proposed title-page, the word 
, a1lthorizcd ' is, of course, not intcnded to 
prejudge the deeision of authority in regard 
to the particular proposals made by the 
English Church Union; it is printed merely 
because it would have in any case to appear 
on the title-page of any alternative Prayer 
Book. 

(2) The greater part of the Prefaces pre­
fixed to the pl'esent Book of Common Prayer 
has necessarily been omitted, inasmuch as 
their language, implying as it does that the 
Reformation belongs to a comparatively re­
cent pa~, ,that the confusions of the Com­
monwealth arc only just over, and that 
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K ing Charles II is still Oil the thronc. is 
cleady inapplicable to a Revision carricd 
through in tilC reign of King George V. 

(3) The Psalms are printed from the 
Prayer-Book Version as it at present stands. 
It has been thought premature to take 
account of the emendations proposed in the 
Revised Psalter Measure (N .A, 89), as th('rc 
arc matters both of principle and of detail 
which obviously need much discussion before \ 
those emendations are approved. 

( ,~) In the case of the Gospels to be read 
on Palm Sunday and Good Friday, the pro­
posals of the ~ Schedule' of the National 
Assembly's Committee, whieh have been 
accepted by the Union's Committee, are in 
that ~ Schedule' expressed in the form of' 
somewhat complicated rubrics giving per­
mission for the full traditional ~ Passions ' 
as alternatives. For the sake of typo­
graphical and literary effect, as well as for 
the convenience of the lay worshipper, the 
complicated rubrics in question have been 
omitted, and the 'Passions I have bE-en 
printed as part of the text, 011 the assumption 
that, as the use of the whole Book or of any 
part of it (see Measure, 1 (1), lines 5, 6) will 
be optional only and not compulsory, those 
who do not wish to use the long Passion 
narratives will be at liberty to revert to the 
shorter Gospels prescribed in the present 
Book of Common Prayer, Another such

simplification has been adopted in regard to 
the Union's own proposals for the Gospels of 
Monday, Tuesday, 'Vednesday, and Thurs­
day in lIoly \Vcck, and the National Assem­
b ly's Committee's proposals for an alterna­
live Epistle and Gospel on \Vcdnesday, 
'l 'hursday. }?riday, and Saturday of Easter 
Week. 

(5) 'l 'he Collects, Epistles, and Gospcls 
which follow 'the COIll.mcmoration of All 
Souls' have bcen rc-arranged in what ap­
pears to bc a somewhat morc logical a nd 
convenicnt sequence t han that in which t hcy 
UI'C placcd in thc l\1'easurc.

Then 
ass~mbJed together thc ehicf pricsts, and the 
sCrJbes, and the elders of the people, unto 
the palac~ of the high pricst, who WtlS 
ca.Ucd CaJaphas, and consulted that they 
might take J.csus by subtilty, and kill him. 
But they sald, Not on the feast day lest 
th.ere be an uproar among the people. 'Now 
w.hen Jesus was in Bethany, in the house of 
Slmon the Icper, there came unto him a 
wo~an h~ving an alabaster box of very 
prcclOus omtment, and poured it on his head, 
as he. snt at meat .. B':1t wJ~el.l his disciples 
saw It, they ~lad .lDdlgnatlon, saying, '1'0 
what purpose IS thu; waste? for this oint. 
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lIlent miuht have been sold for nmch, and 
given to the poor. 'Vhen Jesus understood 
it, he said unto them, \Vhy trouble ye the 
wOlllan'? for she hath wrought a good work 
upon me. l?o r ye have the poor always wi~h 
you; but me ye have not always. Fnr m 
that she h3th poured this ointlnent on my 
body, she did it for my burial. Verily I say 
unto you, \Vheresoever this gospel shaH be 
preached in the whole world , there shall al'3o 
this, that this woman hath done, be told 
1'01' a memoria l of her. Then Olle of the 
twelve. ca lled .Judas Iscariot, went unto the 
chief priests, and snid unto them , \Vhat will 
ye (five me, and I will deli ver him unto you '? 
And they eovenanted with him for, thirty 
pieces of silver . And from that tllne he 
sought opportunity to betray him. Now the 
lirst day of the feast of unle~vened br~ad 
the disciples came to J esus, saymg unto hllll . 
\Vhere wilt t hou that we prepare fol' thee 
to e..'\t the passover? And he said, Go i~lto 
the city to such a man, and say unto hlln , 
The Master sa ith, ~ly time is at han~l: 
I will keep the passover at ~hr house, WIth 
nw disciples. And the diSCIples dId a"i 
.Jesus had appointed them; and they made 
ready the passover. Now ~\'hen the evcn 
was come he sat down With the tweh ·c • 
. \nd as tJ;ey did eat, he said, Verily I "ay 
unto you that onc of you shall betmy me. 
And they were exceeding sorrowful , a nd 
began e\?ery one of them to say unto hi!l1 , 
Lord is it I? And he answered and smd .

Peter an'swered 
and SaId unto him, Though aU mcn shall 
be offended because of thce, yet will r nevcr 
be o ffended. J csus said unto him, Verily 
I say unto thee, That this night, before the 
cock erl?w, thou shalt deny me thrice . 
]JO~ter sUld unto him, Though I should di(' 
w~th thee, yet will r not deny thee. Like­
wIse also sa Id aU the disciples. Then cometh 
J esus with them unto a plucc called Ceth­
semane, an«;l sHith unto the disciples, Sit 
ye here, w~lJJe I, go and pray yonder. And 
he took WIth Jum Peter and the two sono; 
of Zebedec, and began to be sorrowful and 
vcry heavy. Then saith he unto them 
:My soul is exceeding sorrowful, cv('n llnt~ 
death! tarry ye here, Hnd watch with mc . 
And he went a little further, and fell on his 
~ace, and prayed, saying, 0 my Father, if 
Jt be poss ible, let this cup pass from m(' : 
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nevertheless not as I will, but as thou wHt. 
And he cometh unto the disciples, and find­
eth them asleep, and saith Wl.to Peter, 
What, could ye not watch ,vith me one 
hour? Watch and pl"'cly, that ye enter not 
into temptation: the spirit indeed is wi1ling, 
but the flesh is weak. He went away again 
the second time, and prayed, saying, 0 my 
l?ather, if this cup lUay not pass away from 
me, except I drink it, thy will be done. And 
he came and found thcm asleep again: for 
their eyes were heavy. And he left them, 
and went away again, and pr'clyed the third 
time, saying the same words. Then cometh 
he to his disciples, and saith unto them, 
Sleep on JlOW, and take your rest: behol(~, 
the hour is at hand, and the Son of man IS 

betrayed into the hands of simlers. Rise, 
let us be going: behold, he is at hand that 
cloth betray me. And while he yet spake, 
10 Judas onc of the twelYC, came, and with 
hi;n a ireat multitude with swords and 
staves from the chief priests and elders 
of the' people. Now he that betrayed him 
~l\ve them u sign, ~aying, \Vhot:nsoever 
1 shall kiss that same IS hc: hold hIm fast. 
And forth,~ith he came to Jesus, and said, 
Hail, master; and kissed him. And Jesus 
s..'lid unto him. li'ricnd, wherefore art thou 
come? Then cume thcy, and laid hands on 
Jesus, and took him. And, behold. onc of 
them which were with Jesus stretched out 
his hand. and drew his sword, and struck 
a servant of the high priest·s. and smote 
orr his car. Then said .Jesus unto him, Put 
HI) again thy sword into his place: for 
all they that take the sword shall perish 
with the sword. 'l'hinkest thou that 1 cau· 
lIot now pray to my li'ather, and he s~l.an 
presently give me more than twelve legions 
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of angels? But how then shall the scriptures 
be fulfilled, t!Iat thus it must bc? In that 
s~me hour saId Jesu~ to the multitudes, Are 
) e come out as agamst a thief with swords 
and stav~ for. to take me? I sat daily with 
you teaChing In the te~lple, and ye laid no 
hOI_d on me. But all tbls was done, that the 
sCriptures of the prophets might be fulfiHed 
Then all the disciples forsook him and fled' 
l\nd they that . had laid hold 011 ' Jesus led 

, lurn aw~y to C31aphas the high priest, where 
the scribes and the elders were assembled 
B.ut Pe~er ,followed him afar orr unto th~ 
lu~h priest s palace, and went in. and sat 
wl!h thc; servants, to see the end. Now the 
chief prIcsts, al!-d elders, and all thc council 
s~ught false witness against Jesus, to put 
lurn to death ;. but found none: yen. though 
many false Wltnesses came, yet found they 
none. .At the. Jast eame two false witnesses. 
and saId, ThiS fellow said, I am abJe to 
?estroy the temple of God, and to build it 
Ul thrc;e days .. And the high priest arose, 
and S~l~. unto. hIm. AllSw~rest thou nothing? 
what IS It whIch these wItness against thee 'I 
B~t Jesus held his peace. And the hi I~ 
J>rlest answered and said unto him I adjJ e 
tbee by the living God, that th~u tcll ~s 
whether~ou be the Christ, the Son of God. 
Jesus sUlth unto him, Thou hast said­
nevertheless I say unto you Hereafter shali 
ye see the Son of man Sitting on the Tjg~ht 
h~nd of powrc,r, and cO~l..ing in the elouds 
of heaven. . I hen the J1Igh priest rent his 
clothes, saymg, He hath spoken blasphemy. 
what further need have we of witnesses? 
b~hold, ~ow ye have heard his blasphemy. 
V\ h~t th~nk ye? They answered and said 
~Ic l_S guIlty of death. Then did they spit 
In Ius face, and buffeted him j and others 
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~motc him with the palms of their hands, 
saying, Prophesy unto us, thou Christ, 
\Vho is he that smote thee? Now Peter 
sat without in the palace: and a dam.sel 
came unto him, saying, Thou also wast with 
.Jesus of GaJiIee. But he denied before them 
nil, saying, I know not what thou sayest. 
And when he was gone out into the porch. 
anotber maid saw him, and said unto them 
that were there, This fellow was also with 
Jesus of Nazareth. And again he denied 
WitJl an oath, I do not know the man. 
And after a. while came unto him they thut 
stood by, and S11id to Peter, SureJy thou 
also art one of them; for thy speech be­
wraycth thee. Tfhcn began he to curse and 
to swear, saying, I know not the man . 
And immediately the cock crew. And l)ctcl' 
remembered the wor'd of Jesus, which said 
lInto him, Before the cock crow, thou slmJt 
rleny me thrice, And he went out, and wept 
bitterly, " ' hen the morning was come, al1 
the chief priests and elders of the people 
took counsel against Jesus to put him to 
death: and wflen they had bound him, 
1hey led him away, and delivered him to 
l>ontius Pilate the governor. Then Judns, 
which had betrayed him, when he saw that 
hc was condemned, repented himself. and 
brought again the thil ty pieces ?f silvcr to 
the cnief priests and elders, saYlOg, I have 
sinned, in that I have betrayed the innocent 
blood , And they said, 'Yhat is that to us? 
see thou to that. And he cast down the 
picces of silver in the temple, and departed, 
and went and hanged himself. And thc chief 
priests took the silver pieces, and said, It is 
not lawful for to put them into the treasury, 
because it is the price of blood. And they 
took counsel, and bought with them the 
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potter's field, to bury strangerf) in. ",Thel'e_ 
fore tha~ field wus eaUed, The field of blood, 
Wl~ thiS day. (Then was fulfilled that 
wlll~h was spoken by Jcremy the prophet, 
~yJJlg, And they took the thirty pieces of 
sllvcr, the price of him that was va lued, 
whom thcy of the children of Israel did 
VAlue, nnd gave thcm for the pottcr's field 
as the Lord appointed me,) And Jesus stood 
be~ol'e ~he go~ernor; and the governor 
asked Ium, sayIng, Art tJ10U the King of 
the Jews? And Jesus said unto him 
Thou saycst. And whcn he was acclIseci 
of the chief, priests and elders, hc an. 
s~ered notlung. Then saith Pi late untu 
bJ.Ill, I-1eares~ thou not how Illany things they 
\\',rtness agamst thee? And he answel'ed 
hUll to never a word, inson,luch that the 
governor marveIJed greatly. Now at that 
feast thc governor was wont to I'elease unto 
the people a prisoner, wJlOlll they Would. 
And they had then a notable prisoner call­
ed Barabbas, 'rherefore whcn they' were 
gathered together, l">jJate said unto thcm 
Whom will ye that I rcJeuse unto you';' 
Bal'abbas, or Jesus which is calJed Christ"! 
~or he ~new that to!' envy they hud de. 
l!ver~d hllll, 'Vhen hc wns set down 011 

the ,Judgement seat, Ius ~vife sent unto him, 
~ylllg, Have thou nothlllg to do with that 
Ju~t man ,: for 1 have suffercd many things 
thrs day III a dream becuuse of him But 
the ~hief priests and elders l)Crsuud~d the 
llluJtltude that they should ask Barabbas 
and de~roy Jesus, '1'be governor answel'crl 
aJ~d said unto them, Wllcther of the twain 
Will ye that I rclease unto you? They said 
Barabbas, Pilute saith unto them ' Vhat 
sbaJ,' I rI~, then with J-esus which i~ called 
ChrIst? lheyall say \mto him, Let him be 
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crucified. And the governor said, \Vhy, 
what evil bath he done? But they cried 
out the more, saying, Let him be crucified. 
" 'hcn Pilate saw that he couLd prevail 
nothing, but that rather a. tmnult was made, 
he took water, and washed his hands before 
the multitude, saying, I am innocent of the 
blood of this just person: sce ye to it. 
'I'hen answered all the people, and said, His 
blood be on us, and on our children. Then 
released he Barabbas unto them: and when 
he had scourged Jesus he delivered him to 
be crucified. Then the soldiers of the 
Hovernor took .Jesus into the common hall, 
~nd gathered unto him the whole band of 
soldiers. And they stripped him, and put 
on him a scarlet l·obe. And wllen they had 
platted a crown of thorns they put it upon 
his head, a nd a Teed in his right hand: 
and they bowed the . knee before him, . and 
Blocked him, saying, HaiJ , King of the Jews. 
And they spit upon him, and took the reed, 
and smote him on the head . And after 
that they had mocked him they took the 
robe oft from him, and put his own raiment 
on him , Hnd led him away to crucify him. 
And as they came out they fOWld a man of 
L'yrene, Simon by name ; him they com­
pelled to bear his cross. And when they 
were come unto a place called Golgotha, that 
is to say, n place of a skull, they gave him 
v inega r to drink mingled with gall: . and 
when he had tasted thereof, he would not 
drink. And they crucified him , and parted 
his garments, casting lots: that it might 
bc fulfilJcd, which was spoken by the 
prophet, They parted my garments among 
them, and upon my vesture did they cast 
lots. And sitting down they watched him 
there; and set up over his head his aecusn-
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tion written, THIS IS JESUS THE I(ING 
OF 'rIlE JEWS. Then were there two 
thieves crucified with him; onc on the 
right hand, and another on the left. And 
they that passed by reviled him, wagging 

• their heads, and saying, Thou that dcstroyest 
the temple, and buildest it in threc days. 
sa , 'e thyself: if thou be the Son of God, 
come down from the cross. I.ikcwise also 
the chief priests mocking him, with the 
scribes and elders, said, tIe saved others, 
himself he cannot save: if he be the King 
of Israel, let him now come down from the 
cross, and we will believe him. He trusted 
in God; Jet him delivcr him now, if he 
will have him: for he snid, I am the Son of 
God. The thieves also, which were crucified 
with ' him , cast the same in bis teeth. Now 
from the sixth hour there was darkness over 
all the land unto the ninth hour. And 
about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud 
voice, saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachlhani? 
that is to say, My God, my God, why hast 
thou forsaken me? Some of them that stood 
there, when they heard that, said, This man 
caUeth for Elias. And straightway onc of 
them ran, and took a spunge, and filled it 
with vinegar, and put it on a reed , and gave 
him to drink. The rest said, Let be, let 
us see whether EJjas will come to save him. 
Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud 
voice, yielded up the ghost. And behold, 
the vail of the temple was rent in twain 
from the top to the bottom, and the enrth 
c1id quake, and the rocks rent, and the 
graves were opened, and many bodies of 
saints which slept arose, and came out of 
the graves after his resurrection, and went 
into the holy city, and appeared unto many. 
Now when the centurion and they that were 
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with him, watching Jesus, saw the earth­
quake and those things that were done, 
they feared g reatJy. saying, Truly this was 
the Son of God. And many women were 
there beholding afar off, which followed 
J esus from Galilee, ministering unto him: 
among which wus Mary Magdalcnc, a nd 
Mary the mother of James and Joscs, and 
the mother of Zcbedec's children. \Vhen 
the even was come, there came a rich 
man of Arimathrea, named J oseph , who also 
himself was J esus' disciple: he went to 
Pilatc, a nd begged the body of J esus. Then 
Pilate commanded the body to be delivered. 
And when J oseph had taken the body, he 
wrapped it in a clean linen cloth, and laid 
it in his own new tomb, which he had hewn 
out in the ['ock: and he roUed a great stone 
to the door of the sepulchre, and departed. 
And thcre was Mary l\:Iagdalenc, and the 
other Mary, sitting over aga inst the sepulchre.

N0\¥ the next day, that followed the 
day of the preparation, the chief priests 

and Pharisees came together unto Pilate, 
saying, Sir, we relTlember that that d eceiver 
said, while hc was yet alive, After thrce days 
I will rise again. Command therefore that 
the sepulchre be made sure until the third 
day, lest Ius disciples comc by night, and 
steal him away, and say unto the people, 
H c is risen from thc dead: so the last error 
shall be worse than the first. Pilutc said 
unto them, Y e ha ve a watch: go your way.

And Judas Iscariot, one of the twelve went 
unto the chief priests to betrav hin~ unto 
them. And w~en the~ heHrd it they were 
g lad, and prOlnJsed to gIVe him money.

And as they sat, and did 
eat Jesus said Verily I say WltO you, One 
of you whieh ~ateth with me sl\l:\I1. betray 
me. And they began to be sorr?whtl. and 
to say unto him one by onc, Is It [? and 
another said, Is it I? And he answered and 
said unto them, It is one o.f the ~~\'elv~ that 
dippeth with me in the dish. I he SOI~ of 
Man indeed goeth, as it is written of him:

Agalll ~he hig h priest asked him, and sa id 
unto hUll , Art thou the Christ, the Son of 
thc Blessed'? And J eslIs sa id. 1 a m ' and 
):e sha ll sec the Son of l\lan sitting C::n the 
right hand of power. and comincr in the 
c lo uds . of heaven. Then the 11igil priest 
rcnt Ills clothes, and saith \\' ha t' need we 
any further witnesses? YC ' have heard the 
blasphemy; wh~t think ye? And . they 
a ll condemned hlln t o be g uil ty of death. 
And sO.me began to spit on him, a nd t o 
cover J~ IS face, and to buffct him, and to sav 
un~o hll~l, Pr~phesy; a nd the servants did 
stTlke Jum With the palms of their hands 
And as l)eter was beneath in the palae~ 
th~r~ ~ometh one of the ma ids of the hig h 
1) ~l est, n nd when she saw ]:>etcr warming 
III Il1sclf, shc looked upo n him, a nd said. 
.And thou a lso wast with J esus of NaUlreth 
But he denied , saying, I know not, neither: 
undel'stand 1 what thou sayest. And he 
went out into the porch; a nd the eock 
crew. And a maid saw him again. and l>egan 
to say to them that -stood by, This is one 
(~ f them . And he denied it again. An.d a 
little after, they that stood by said again 
~o l:>ctcr, Surely thou art onc of them ; 
lor thou art a GaJilrean, and thy speech 
ag reeth thereto. nut he began to eurse 
and to .swcar, saying, I know not this man 
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of whom ye speak. And the second tj me 
the cock crew. . \ nd Peter called to mind 
the word that Jesus said unto him, Before 
the coek crow twice, thou shalt deny me 
thrice. And when he thought thereon, . he 
wept. And straightway in the .mornl!lg 
the chief priests held a consultation ".'I~h 
the elders and scribes and the whole council, 
and bound Jesus, Hnd curried him a~\'aYI 
and delh'cred him to Pilate. And Pllate 
asked him, Art thou the King of ~he Jews'! 
And he answerino- said unt~ hlln , Thou 
sayest it. And t11e chief priests accused 
him of many things : but he. t\nswer~d 
nothing. A.nd Pilate asked. hl~l agalll. 
saying Answerest thou nothmg. behold 
how l"':al~Y things they witness.against thec, 
But Jefius yet answered nothmg: so that 
Pilate marvelled. ~ow at that feast he 
released \Ulto them one prisoner, whom­
soever they des ired. And there was ~ne 
named Barabbas, which lay. bOlll~d w.JtI~ 
them that had made inSUTrectlol~ with hl!ll , 
who had committed murde~ 111 the .m­
surrcction. And the multitude, crylllg 
aloud, began to desire him to. do as he had 
ever done unto them. But Pilate answered 
them, saying, \ViII ye that I release unto 
you the King: of the Jews'? . For he. knew 
that the chief priests had dehvercd 111111 for 
envy. But the chief priests moved the 
people that he should rather release Barab­
bas w~to them. And Pilate ans~vered, and 
said again unto them, \Vhat wIll ye then 
that I shall do unto him whom ye ~ll the 
King of the Jews? And t~ley cn.ed out 
again, Crucify him. Then Pllute Said unto 
them, \Vhy, what evil hath h<: done? A!Id 
they eried out the more exceedlOgly, Crucify 
him. And so Pilatc, willing to content the 
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pe~plc, releascd Barabbas unto them, and 
de]l\'cred J~sus, when he had scourged him, 
to be crUCified. And the soldiers led him 
away into the haU, called Prretorium' and 
they call together the whole band. ' And 
they clothed him with purple, and plattcd 
a crown of thorns, and put it about hi<; 
head: and began to salute him Hail Kirw 
of the ~cws. And thcy smotc 'him ~n th~ 
head Wlt~ a I'ce~, and did spit upon hilH, 
a nd bowlllg thclr knees worshipped him. 
And when they had mocked him, they took 
off the purplt" from him, and put his own 
c1.otlles on him, and led hi~ out to crucify 
lum. And they COlllp~1 onc SlInon 0. Cyrenian, 
who passed by, COllllllg out of the country, 
tI~e father of Alexander and Rufus, to beu l' 
Ius cl'oss. And they bring him unto the 
p~ace Golgotha, which is, being interpreted , 
lhe place ~f a skull. And they gave llilll 
to drlll~ wl~e mingled with myrrh j but 
he ~ecelv~ It not. And when they had 
cruc!fied hlO1 they parted his garments, 
castlJlg lots upon t!lcm, what every mall 
should take. And It was the third hour 
an~1 ~hey cr,;!cificd him. And the SUpCl'~ 
sCflptlOn of hiS accusation was written over 
THE KIXG OF THE JEWS. And witl: 
h~m ~hey crucify two thicves, the one on 
Jus Tight hand, and the other on his left 
And the scripture was fulfilled, which saith; 
And he was numbered with the transgressors. 
And . they t~at passed by railed on him, 
wngglJlg their heads, and saying. Ah, thou 
~hat dcstroyest the temple, and buildest it 
Ifi three days, savc thyself, and come down 
fr~m the cross. Likewise ' also the chicf 
pfJests mocking said amono- themselves 
with the scribes, He saved .ot71crs j himsclf 
he cannot fiave. Let Christ the King of 
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lsrael descend now (Tom the cross, that wc 
may see and believe. And they that were 
crucified with him. reviled him. Alfd when 
the six'th hour was come, there was darkness 
over the whole land until the ninth hOlll'. 
And at the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud 
vo ice, saying, Bioi, Eioi, lama sobachtltani ? 
which is, being interpreted, My God, my 
God, why hast thou forsaken me? And 
some of them that stood b y, when they 
hCHrd it, ",aid, Behold. he callcth Elias. 
And onc ran and filled a spungc full .of 
"i negal', and put it 011 a reed , and gave 11Im 
to drink, saying, Let alone; le~ liS see 
whether Elias will come to take hun down. 
And J esus cri ed with a loud voice, and gave 
up the ghost. And the vail of the temple 
was rent in twain from the top to the 
bottom. And when the centurion. wh!ch 
... tood over against him, saw that he so Cried 
out, and ga.ve up the g host, he said. Truly 
this man was the Son of God . There were 
also women looking on afar off: amon~ 
whom was :\Iary Magdalene, and l\lnry the 
mother of James the less and of J oses, and 
Sl1 lome; (who also, when he was in Ga~ile('. 
followed him. ILnd ministered unto hUll ;) 
and many other women which came up 
with him unto .Jerusalem. 

1'he GONpel. St. Mark 15. 42. 
AND now when the even was come, 

.l"\. because it was the preparation, that 
is, the day before the sabbath, Joscph . of 
Arimatha!a, an honourable counsellor, whIch 
a lso waited for the kingdom of God, came. 
and went in bordlv unto Pilate, and cravcd 
the body of Jesus. And Pilate n~arvcllcd 
if hc were already dead: and ~alhng unto 
him the centurion, he asked ium whether

W l-IERE a t estament is , there must also 
of necessity be thc death of the testa­

tOI': for a testament is of force after men are 
deil;d; otherwise it is of no stren!!th at a ll 
wl~iJst the testator JivetJl. \YherclIpon, 
n~lther the first testament wa., dedicated 
Without blood: for when ~Ioses had spoken 
every precept to all the people, according to 
the law, ~le took the blood of calves a nd of 
goats, With water and scarlet wool and 
hyssop, and sprinkled both the book and all 
the people, saying, This is the blood of the 
testament , which God hath enjoined unto 
you. Moreover. he sprinkled with blood 
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both the tabernacle and all the yessels of t he 
ministry. And almost uU thing~ arc by the 
I:J.w purged with blood ; and without shed~ 
cling of blood is no remiss ion. It was there· 
fore necessary that the pat~e fllS o~ things in 
the hcaven~ should be pUrIfied with lhc~e ; 
but the heavenly things then~sc l ves . wlt,h 
better sacrifi ces than these. For Christ IS 

not entered into t he holy places made with 
hands, which arc the fig ures of the tr~ e, but 
into heaven itself, now t o appear In the 
presence of God for liS j nor ye~ that. h e 
should offe r himself often , as the high priest 
cntereth into the h oly place every year with 
blood of others: for then must he often have 
suffered since the foundation of the world ; 
but now once in the end o f the world hath he 
appeared to put a:vn:y s in b~~ the sacl'ifice of 
himself, And as It IS appolllted unto men 
once to die, but aftcr this the judgemen.t: so 
Christ was once offered t o bear the sms .of 
many; and unto them that loo~ for hi!" 
shall he appear the second time Without Sill 

unto salva tion. 

7'/te Passion of our Lord .Jesus Christ 
according to SI , Luke. 

NOY" the feast of unlen\'ened bread d rew 
nigh , whieh is ca lle~1 the Passover. And 

the chief priests and SCribes :"ought how they 
might kill him ; for they feared the people. 
Then entcred Snta n into Judas surnamcd 
I scariot, being the number o f the twclye. 
And he went his way, and cOlHllluned \~lth 
the chief priests and captains. how he mig ht 
betray him unto them. And they were glad, 
and covenanted to give him m0':1ey. And he 
promised , and SOUgllt opportulllt~' to betrar 
him unto them in the absence 01 the Inulll· 
tudc. Then came tbc rla~' of un1etlvcllcd 
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uJ'ead. when the passover must ue , kill£'d. 
.\nd he sent Peter and John, suying, Go and 
pl'eparc us the passover, that we IlIlt\' eat. 
AJld they said unto him , \\' hc l'£' wilt' thou 
that we prepare? And he said unto them , 
Bchold , when ye Hre cnte r'ed in to the citv 
tI~ e l'c s hall a man m?et rOll, helt ring a I)itchc l: 
uf water; follow hlln II1to the house where 
he cnte re th in, AJld ye shall say unto the 
good-man of the hou.se . The Master saith 
unto thee, \\' he re is the guest.chamber, 
\\~h c l'e J shall eat the passover with Ill\' dis. 
Clples"l A~l{1 he shall shew you a large lipper­
room furni shed ; there make read\·. And 
they went, and fOllJld as he had sa id un to 
them: and they made rendy the passo\'er, 
.\nd when the hour was come he sut down 
HIl,d the twelve Apostles with him. And h~ 
saJ(llInto them. \Vith d es il'e I have dcs ired to 
eat this pussover with you be fore I suffer: for 
I ~a'y u.n~o you, I will not any mOl'e cut there-
01. untLil t be fulfill ed in the Kingdom of God. 
AI~cI he took the cup, and gave thanks and 
said , Take this, and diyide it a I110n(' ~'Oll1'. 
sel ves. For I say unto you, I will not drink 
of th(' fruit o f the vine, until the J(inudom of 
God shaJJ Come. An~ he took bread , a~ld gave 
thanks, and brake It, and gave unto them, 
sayi ng. 'J~h i s i~ Illy body, which is g iven for 
y~tI: this do In rememurunce of IIIC. Like. 
WISC . al so the cup aftel' supper, suying. This 
~lIP IS the new testament in my bloOd, Wllich 
IS shed for YOll, But behold, the hand of him 
that bctruyeth me is with me on the table. 
.\11(1 tr~tly the Son of Man goeth a s it was 
det?rmllled ; but woe unto that man lJy whom 
he IS bctrayed. And ~hey bcgun to enquire 
alllong themselves, wJucJiofthem it was that 
sholl,ld do this thing. And there Wl:1 S also 
n strlfCHmong them, wh.ich of them should be 
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accounted the greatest. Anrl l~e sai~ U1~~O 
them, The kings of the GentIles exerc~~c 
lordship over them, and they that exerCise 
authority upon them arc called be.nefactors. 
But ye shaH not be so: but he that IS greatest 
among you, let him be as the younger; a~l{1 
he that is chief, as he that dC?th serve. lor 
whether is greater, he that sltteth ~t meat, 
or he that serveth ? is )lot hc that sltteth at 
meat? but I am among you as he. that 
serveth. Ye are they which. have contll1l~cd 
with me in my temptations. And I appomt 
unto you a kingdom, as my Father hath 
appointed unto me; tha~ ye may eat. and 
drink at my table in my kmgd,?m . and SIt on 
thrones judging the twelve tribes of Israel. 
And th'e Lord said, Simon, behold, Sat~lIl 
hath desired to have you, that he may SIft 
you as wheat: but I have prayed for thee, 
that thy faith fail not; Ilnd when thou art 
converted, strengthen thy brethren. And .he 
said unto him , Lord, I am ready to go with 
thee both into prison and to death. And he 
said, I teH thee,Peter, the cock shall l~ot 
crow this day, before that thou shalt tbl'JC?c 
deny that thou knowest me. And he s31d 
unto them, 'When I sent you without p~rsc.) 
and scrip, and shoes, lack,e~d ye 3!lY thmg . 
"\nd they said, Nothing. Ihen saId he Ul~to 
them. But nOw, he that hath a pllrse,let him 
take it and likewise his scrip: and he that 
hath n~ sword, let him sell his ~armen.t, anci 
buy one. For I say unto you: 'I~13t th~s that 
is written must yet be accomplished III m~. 
And he was reckoned amon~ the transgres· 
sors: for the things concermng me have an 
end. And they said, Lord, behold, here al:e 
two swords. And he said unto them, It IS 

enough. And he came out, an~ went, as h.c 
was wont, to the mount of Olives, and IllS 
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disciples also followed him. And when he 
was at the place, hc said unto them, Pray 
that ye enter not into temptation. And h~ 
was withdrawn from them about a stone's 
cast, an~ kneeled dO\~n. and prayed, saying. 
Father, If thou be willmg, remove this cup 
Crom me: nevertheless, not my will but 
thine b~ done. And there appeared an ~ngel 
unto him from heaven, strengthening him. 
And being in an agony, he prayed morc 
earnestly j and his sweat was as it were great 
dropsofhloodfaUingdown totheground. And 
when he rose up from prayer, and was come 
to his disciples, he found them sleeping for 
s?rrow, and said unto them, Why sleep ye ? 
rise and pray, lest ye enter into temptation. 
And while he yet spa kc, behold, a multitude. 
nnd he that was called J lidos, one of the 
twelve, went before them, and drew near 
unto Jesus to kiss him. But Jesus said unto 
him, .Judas, betrayest thou the Son of Man 
with a kiss? When they who were about him 
saw what would follow, they said unto him. 
Lord, shall we smite with the sword? And 
one of them smote the servant of the high 
priest, and cut ocr his right ear. And Jesus 
answered and said, Suffer ye thus far. And 
he touched his ear, and heaJed him. Then 
Jesus said unto the chief priests, and captains 
of the temple, and the ciders who were come 
to. him, Be ye come out as against a thief, 
With swords and staves? When I was daily 
with you in the temple, ye stretched forth no 
hands against me: but this is your hour, 
and the power of darkness. Then took they 
him, and led him, and brought him into the 
high priest's house: and Peter followed afar 
off. And when they had kindled a fire in the 
midst of the hall, and were set down together 
Pcter sat down among them. But a ccrtair: 
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maid beheld h.im, as he sat by the fire, and 
earnestly looked upon him, and said, This 
man was also with him. And he denied him , 
saying, \Voman, I know him not. ~d after 
a little while another saw him, and said, Thou 
art also of them. And l:leter sa id, Man, I am 
not. And about the space of onc hour after, 
another confidently amrmed, saying, Of 
a truth this fellow also was with him ; for he 
is a GaliJrean. And Peter said , )lan. I know 
not what thou sayest. And immediatel.v. 
while he yet spake. the cock crew. And the 
Lord turned, uml looked upon P et cr; and 
J:lctcr remembered the word of the Lord, 
how he had said unto him, Before the cock 
crow, thou shal t dell." me thrice. And P eter 
went out, a nd wept bitterly. A nd the l1~cn 
that held Jeslls mocked him, and smote hUll. 
And when they had blindfolded him, they 
struck him on the face, and asked him, 
sa.y ing, Prophesy. who is it that smote thee? 
And nlUny other things blasphemo.llsly spake 
they aO'uinst him. And as soon a s It was day, 
the elders of the people and the chief prie~t .. 
and the scribes came together, and led hlln 
into their eouncil. saying, Art thou the 
Christ? tcll us. .\nd he said unto them, 
If I te ll YO ll, ye will not believe : and if I also 
o.sk you, ye will not answer me, nor let me go. 
Hereafter shall the Son of !\lan sit on the 
right hand of the power of God. Then said 
they all, Art thou then the Sonof God? And 
he said unto them, Ye say that I am. And 
they said, What need we any further wi~­
ness? for we ourselves have heard of hiS 
own mouth . And the whole multitude of 
them al'OSC, and led him unto Pilate. And 
they began to aecuse him, saying, We foun(l 
this fellow perverting the nation, and ~or­
bidding to give tribute to Cresar, saymg, 
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?'hat he.himsel~ is Christ a ](ing. And Pilute 
~lsked hun, saylllg, Art thou the Kin" of the 
~,ews? An~ h~ , answered him, and sa id . 
I1~oll sayest It. Ihen said Pi lute to the chief 
pr~ests, and to the people, I find n('l fault in 
t111~ man. And they were the Illor(' fieree 
saymg, H e stirreth up the people, tC"achill~ 
throl~ghout all Je"{1'y, beg inning from Gali lc~ 
to tlus place. "~hen ]:lilute heard of Galik-c 
he asked whether the man were a GaliJreun: 
And as Soon as he knew that he bclonged 
unto H erod's. juris(Uction. he sent him to 
J [erod! who hlJnself was also at J erusalem ut 
that time .. And whcn Herod saw Jesus he 
was e?,ceeding glad; for he was desirous to 
SCc him of a long season, because he had 
heard many things of him; and he hoped 
to have seen Some miraclc done by .him 
Then he quer,1;ione~ with h~m in many words; 
bu.t he answel·ed. llJlll nothmg. And the chief 
priests nll.d sCl' lbes stood and vehementlv 
acclIsed J~lIn. And Herod with his men of 
war set hUll at nought, and mocked him and 
mr~yed hi.m in a gorgeous robe, and sent. him 
agam to Pilate. And the Sc1;me dav Pilute and 
H erod were made friends toO:ether: foL' 
before they were at enmity bctwccn them­
selves. And }:lilate, when he had ea lled to­
gether the cl~ief priests and the rulers and 
th~ people, smd unto them, Ye have brought 
thiS Illan unto me, as one that pcrverteth the bcop1e : and behold, I having examined him 
cror~ you, have found no fuult in this mall 

tOllehmg those things whereof ye accuse him' 
No) nor yet Herod; for I sent you to him ~ 
a~d 10, notl~ing worthy of death is done lInt~ 
J1I111 . 1 . Will therefore chastise him ancl 
release hlln . FOI' of necessity he mu'st re­
}:l~SC one unto them at t~lC fcast. And they 
cfled out a ll at once, saying, Awny with this 
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man, and releasc tUlto us ~arabbas,: (who 
for a certain sedition made 111 the City, ,and 
for murder, was cast into prison ,) Pllate 
therefore, willing to release J~StlS, sp~ke 
again to, them. , Bu~ they cried, ~aymg, 
Crucify lurn, crucify him. And he ~ald unto 
them the third time, Why, what eVil hath l~c 
done? I have found no ca,usc ?f death In 
him: I will therefore eha~tlse him" and lct 
him go. ~~ they were l!1stant with, ~ou~ 
voices. reqUlfmg that he might be ~ruCl~ed . 
and the voices oCthem and of the chlcf prlE$t:s 
prevailed. And pilute gave sentence that It 
should bc as they required. , ~nd he released 
unto them him that for seditIOn and m';l"dcr 
was cast into prison, whom th~y h~d desired; 
but he delivered Jesus to tl~elr Will. And as 
they led him away, they laid hold upon one 
Simon, a Cyrenian, ~mingout of the coun~ry, 
and on him they la id the crOSS, that he nug,ht 
bear it after Jesus. And there followed hun 
a great company of people, and of. women, 
whieh also bewailed and lamented hm). But 
Jesus, turning unto them, snid, Daughters of 
.Jerusalem, weep not for me, ~ut weep ~or 

ourselves and for your cllIldren. For 
behold, th~ days are coming, in the which they 
sball say, Blessed are the barren, and ~he 
wombs that never bare, and the paps ~luch 
never gave suck. Then shall they begm to 
say to the mountains, l?all on us ; and to. the 
hills, Cover us. For if they do t~lese thmg~ 
in a green tree, what shall be done III the dry. 
And there were also two other, malefactors, 
led with him to be put to death .. Al!'d when 
they were come to the p~ace w~lIch IS called 
Calvary there they crUCified lurn; and the 
malefactors one on the right hand, and the 
other on th~ left. Then said Jesus, Father, 
forgive them, for they know not what they 
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do, And they parted his raiment, and cast 
lots. And the peoplc stood beholding; and 
the rulcrs also with !hem derided hjJn, saying, 
He saved others; let him save himself, if hc 
be Christ, the chosen of God. And the 
soldiers also mocked him, coming to him, and 
offering him vinegar, and saying, If thou bethe 
King of the Jews, save thyself. And a super­
scription also was written over him in letters 
of Greek, and Latin, and Hebrew, THIS IS 
Tlm KING OF THE JEWS. And one of 
the malefactors, which were hanged, railed on 
him, saying, If thou be Christ, save thyself 
a~d us .. But the other answering rebuked 
Jum, saymg, Dost not thou fear God, seeing 
thou art in the same condemnation? And 
we indeed justly; for we receive the due 
reward of our deeds; but this man hath done 
nothing amiss.

Jc!>us Christ once for aB. And every priest 
standcth daily ministering, and offering 
oftentimcs the &'lme sacr ifices, which can 
never tnkc awa\, sins. nut this man, after 
he had orrcl'cd onc sacrifice for sins for ever, 
sat down on the right hand of God j from 
henceforth eXl>ecting till his enemies be made 
his foot·stool. For by onc offering he huth 
perfected for ever them that arc sanctified. 
"Vhereof tlw ] loly Ghost also is a witness to 
us: for after that he had said before, This is 
the covenant that I wiU make with them after 
those days, saith the Lor~ , I ~vill 'put n~y 
Inws into their hearts, and 10 their mlllds will 
1 write them ; and their sins and iniquitic'i 
will J remember no morc. Now where re­
mission of these is, there is no morc offcring 
for s in. Having therefore, brethren, bold­
ness to cnter into the holiest by the blood of 
Jesus by a new and living way, which he 
hath 'consecrated for us, through the vail, 
that is to say, his flcsh j and having an High 
Priest over the house of God; let us draw 
near with a true heart, in full assurance of 
faith, having OUI' hearts sprinkled from .an 
evil conscience, and our bodies washed With 
pure watcr. Let us hold fast the professio.1l 
of our faith without wavering j (for he IS 

faithful that promised;) and let us consider 
one another to provoke unto love, and to 
good works j not forsaking the assembling of 
ourselves together, as the manner of some is ; 
but exhorting one nnother: and so mueh the 
more, as ye sce the day approaching. 

'l'lte Passion of OUT Lord Jesus Chy.ist 
according to St. John. 

W I-LEN Jesus had spoken these words, he 
went forth with his disciples over the 

brook Ccdron, where was a garden, into the 
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which he entcr~d, and his disciples. And 
Judas also, wluch betrayed him, knew the 
pl~ce: for Jesus ofttimes resorted thither 
wl~.h his disciples. Judas then, having re. 
cCl.vcd 3: band of men and officers from the 
~ef priests and Pharisees, cometh thither 
With lanterns and torches and weapons. Jesus 
therefore, kn~wing all things that should 
eome upon him, went forth, and said unto 
them, "\'horn seek ye? They anl:iwcred him 
Jesus of Nazareth. JeslIs saith unto them i 
a~ he. An<~ Judas a lso, whicll betray~d 
him, stood With them. As soon then as he 
had sUid unto them, I am he, they went back~ 
ward, and fell to the ground. Then asked he 
them again, Whom seek ye 't And they said, 
Jesus of Nuzareth. Jesus answered I have 
told you that I am !le: if therefore' ye seek 
m~, let these go thcn way: that thc saying 
ml~ht be fulfilled, which he spakc, Of thcm 
w.hlch U~ou gavest.me have I lost none. Then 
Sunon I cter havmg a sword drew it and 
s'!lotc. the high priest's servant, and c~t ofr 
his right ear. The scrvant's naJt:le WU.:i 

Malchus. 'I.'hen said Jesus unto Peter, l>ut up 
thy sword mto the sheath: the cup which 
!n~ F~ther hath given me, shall I not drink 
It: Then the band and the captain and 
o~hcers of the Jews took Jesus , and bound 
him, and led him away to Annas first· for 
he w';'S fatl.ler in law to Caiaphas, whicl; was 
the high priest that same year. Now Caiaphns 
~vas he, whic~ gave counsel to the Jews, that 
)t was expedient that one man shouJd die for 
the people. And Simon Peter followed Jesus 
and so did another ~iscjpJf;!: that discipl~ 
w~s k-,?own .unto the high prle5tt, and went in 
WIth Jesus mto the palace of the high priest. 
But Peter stood at the door without. Then 
went out that other disciple, wJueh was 
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known unto the high priest, and spake unto 
her that kept the door, and brought in Peter. 
Then Sc:'lith the damsel that kept the door 
unto Peter, Art not thou also one of this 
man's disciples? He snith, I am not. And 
the servants and officers stood there, who had 
made a fire of coals; for it was cold: and 
they wal'med themselves:. and Pe~~r st~od 
with them, and wormed himself. lhe high 
priest then asked Jesus of bis dis.ciples, and 
of his doctrine. Jesus answered hun, I spake 
openly to the world; I ever taught in the 
synagogue, and in the temple, whither the 
Jews always resort j and in secret have I 
said nothing. '''hy askest thou me? ask 
them which heard me, what I have said unto 
them: behold, they know what I said. 
And when he had thus spoken, onc of the 
officers which stood by struck Jesus with 
the palm of his hand, saying, Answeres~ thou 
the high priest so? Jesus answered lum, If 
I have spoken evil, bear witness of the evil : 
but if weH, why smitest thou me? Now 
Annas had sent him bound unto Caiaphns 
the high priest. And SimoD Peter stood and 
warmed himself. 'l'hey said therefore unto 
him, Art not thou also ODe of his disciples ? 
He denied it, and said, I am not. Onc of the 
servants of the high priest, being his kinsman 
whose cur Peter cut off, saith, Did I not see 
thee in the garden with him? Peter tileD 
denied aQ'3in: and immediately the cock 
crew. Then led they Jesus fTom Caiaphas 
unto the hall of judgement: and it :was 
early; llnd they themselves went not mto 
the judgement haU, lest they should be 
defiled: but that they might eat the pass­
over. l:Jilate then went out unto them, and 
said What accusation bring ye against tIlls 
mat; ? They answered and said unto him, 
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If he were not a malefactor, we would not 
have delivered him up unto thee. Then said 
PiJate unto them: Take ye him, and judge 
him according to your law. 'rhe Jews there­
fore said unto him, It is not lawful for us to 
put any man to death: that the saying of 
Jesus might be fulfilled, which he spoke, 
signifying what death he should die. Then 
Pilate entered into the judgement hall again, 
and called Jesus, and said unto him, Art thou 
the King of the Jews? Jesus answered him, 
Sayest thou this thing of thyself, or did 
others tell it thee of me'? Pilate answered, 
Am I a Jew? Thine own nation and the 
chief priests have delivered thee unto me: 
what hast thou done? Jesus answered, My 
kingdom is not of this wor1d: if my kingdom 
were of this wodd, then would my servants 
fight, that I should not be delivered to the 
Jews: but now is my kingdom not from 
hence. Pilate therefore said unto him , Art 
thou a king then? Jesus answered, Thou 
sayest that I am a king. To this end wus I 
born l and for this cause came I into the world, 
Umt I should bear witness unto the tmth. 
Every one that is of the truth heareth my voice. 
Pilate 5Uith unto him, What is truth? And 
when he had said tltis, he went out again unto 
the Jews, and saith unto thenl, I fand in him 
no fault at all. But ye have a custom, that 
I should release unto you one at the passover: 
will ye therefore that I release unto you the 
King of tIle Jews? Then cried they all again, 
saying, Not this man, but Barabbas. Now 
Barabbas was a robber. Pilate therefore 
took Jesus, nnd scourged him. And the 
soldiers platted a crown of thorns, and put 
it on his head, and they put on him a purple 
robe, and said, Hail , King of the Jews: and 
they smote him with their hands. Then Piiate 
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therefore went forth auain, and Sr.'l.itil unlo 
them, Behold, I bring him forth un~o y~u , 
that ye Jllay know that I find no fault 111 hlln. 
rj'hen came Jesus forth, wcaring the cro~~n of 
thorns, and the purple robe. And I.late 
saith unto them, Behold the man! \Vhen ~he 
chief priests thcrcf<?re and o~licer~ saw hl~l~, 
they cried out, snymg, CruCify hlln, cruc:tfy 
him. Pilate saith unto them, Take ~e h~m, 
and crucify him: for I rind no fault III hllll. 
The Jews answered him, "Vc have a law, and 
by Ollr law he ought to die, because he made 
himself the Son of God. ,"Vhen Pilate there­
fore heard that saying, he was the morc 
afraid; and went again into the judgement 
hu· 1I and saith unto Jesus "Vhence art thou? 

. J '. h . h But Jesus gave him no answer. T en salt 
Pilate unto rum, Speakest thou not unto me ? 
knowest tbou not that I have power to 
crucify thee, and have power to relense thee? 
Jesus answered, Thou coulde.st bave. no 
power at all a«ainst me, except It were given 
thee from abo~e: therefore he that delivered 
me unto thee hath the grcater sin. And 
from henceforth Pilate sought to release 
him: but the Jews cried out, saying, If. thou 
let this man «0 thou art not Cresar's fflend : 
whosoever n~aketh himself a king speaketh 
against Cresar. "Vhen l>ilate th.erefore heard 
that saying, he brought Jesus for~h, and sat 
down in the judgement seat, In a. place 
that is caUed the Pavement, but III the 
Hebrew, Gabbatha. And it was th~ prepara· 
tion of the passover. and about the sD .. "th hour: 
and he saitb unto the .Jews, Beho~d y~)lIr 
King! But they cried out, Away.wlth hl.m, 
away with him crucify him. PIlate 53lth 
unto them, Shall I crucify your King:? The 
chief priests answered, \Vc hav~ no kIng but 
Coc:sar. Then delivered he hun therefore 
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unto them to be crucified: nnd they took 
Jesus, and led him away. And he, bearing 
his cross, went forth into a pJace called the 
place of a skull, which is called in the Hebrew 
Golgotha: where they crucified him, and two 
other with him, on either sidc onc, and Jesus 
in the midst. And Pilate wrote a title, and 
put it on the cross; and the writinll was, 
JESUS OF NAZARETH THE KING OF 
THE JEWS. This title then read many of 
the Jews: for the place where Jesus was 
crucified was nigh to the city: and it was 
written in Hebrew, and Greek, and Latin. 
Then said the chief priests of the Jews to 
}>i1atc, Write not, The K.in~ of the Jews ; 
but that he said, I am the Kmg of the Jews . 
Pilate answered , What I have written, I have 
written. Then the soldiers, when they had 
crucified Jesus, took his garments, and made 
four parts, to cvery soldier a part; and also 
his coat: now the coat was without seam, 
woven from the top tltroughout. They said 
therefore among themselves, Let us not rend 
it, but cast lots for it, whose it shall be: that 
the Scripture might be fulfilled, which saith , 
They parted my raiment among them, and 
for my vesture they did cast lots. These 
things therefore the soldjers did . Now there 
stood by the Cl·OSS of Jesus, his mother, and 
his mother's sister, l\Iary the wife of Cl eo ph as, 
and 1\:(ary Magdalene. "Vhen Jesus therefore 
saw his mother, and the disciple standing by, 
whom he loved, he saith unto his mother, 
Woman, behold thy son. Then saith he to 
the disciple, Behold thy mother. And fTom 
that hour that disciple took her unto his own 
home. After tJlis, Jesus, knowing that all 
thinbrs were now accomplished, that th(, 
Scripture might be fulft11ed, saith, I thirst. 
Now there was set a vessel full of vinegar: 
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and they fiUed a spuoge with vinegar, and 
put it upon hyssop, and put it to hls mouth. 
\Vhen Jesus therefore had received the 
vinegar, he said, It is finished: and be bowed 
his head, and gave up the ghost. The Jews 
therefore, because it was the preparation, 
that the bodies should not remain upon the 
cross on the sabbath-day, (for that sabbath­
day was an high day,) besought Pilate that 
their legs might be broken, and that they 
might be taken away. Then came the 
soldiers, and brake the legs of the first, and 
of the other which was crucified with him. 
But when they came to Jesus, and saw that 
he was dead already, they brake not his legs. 
But onc of the soldiers with a spear pierced 
his side, and forthwith came thereout blood 
and water. And be that saw it bare record, 
and his record is true: and he knoweth that 
he saith true, that ye might believe. For 
these things were done that the Scripture 
should be fulfilled, A bone of bim shaH not be 
broken. And again, another Scripture saith, 
They shaH look on him whom they pierced. 

7'". Gospel. St. John 19. 38. 
AND after this Joseph of Arirnathrea, being 

I\.. a disciple of Jesus, but secretly for fear 
of the Jews, besought Pilate that he might 
take away the bod.'. of Jesus: and Pilate 
gave him leave. , H e came therefore, nnd 
took the body of .Jcsus. And there came also 
Nicodcmus, which at the first came to Jesus 
by night, and brought a mixture of myrrh 
nnd aloes, about an hundred pound weight. 
Then took they the body of Jesus , and wouneI 
it in Hnen clothes with the spices, as the 
manner oC the Jews is to bury. Now in the 
place whe1'c he was crucified there was a 
garden; and in the garden a new sepulchre, 
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wherein was never man yet laid. There laid 
they Jesus therefore because of the Jews' 
preparation day; for the sepulchre was nigh 
at hand.

Go thy way j for he is a chosen vessel unt~ 
me, to bear my name before the Gentiles 
and kings. and the children of Israel: fo; 
I wiJI shew him how great things he must 
sufrer ~or my name's sake. And Ananias 
went Ill S way. and entered into the house' 
and, putt.ing his hands on him. said. Brothe; 
Saul. the Lord. (even .Jesus that appeared 
unto thee in the way as thou camest.) h8tb 
s~nt me. that thou mightest receive thy 
Sight., and ~c filled with the Holy Ghost.

The wind 
blowcth where it listcth, and thou hearest the 
sound thereof; but canst not teU whence it 
cometh, and whither it gocth; so is every 
onc that is born of the Spirit.

BELOVED, ye hear in this Gospel the ex­
press words of Ollr Saviour Christ, that 

except a man be born of water and of the 
Spirit, he camlOt entcr into the kingdom of 
God.

FO'r the promise is 
to' you and yO'ur children, and to all that arc 
afar off, even as many as the Lord our God 
shall call. And with many other words 
exhorted he them, saying, Save yourselves 
from this untoward generation. For (as the 
same Apostle tcstifieth in another place) 
even Baptism doth also now save us, (not 
the putting away of the filth of the flesh, but 
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the answer O'f a good conscience towards 
God,) by the resurrection Qf Jesus Christ 
Doubt ye ~Qt therefore, but earnestly believe' 
that he wdl favourably receive these present 
pt;rSO'1lS, tr.llly repenting, and coming unto 
lu-!U . by faith; that he will grant them re­
mISSion of their sins, and bestow upon them 
the ~oly Ghost; that he will give them the 
blessmg o~ eternal life, and make them par­
takers ,of hiS everlastina kingdom. \Vherefore 
we bemg thus persuaded Qf the good will of

hymn or anthem. 

" Upon the day appointed, all that aTe to be 
then cO'YIfirm.ed, be-ifig placed, and standing 
in order, before Ihe Bislwp; he (or some 
other Minisler appointed by him) shall read 
Ihis Preface following, unless he shall other­
wise determine. 

D EARLY be10ved in the Lord, in minis­
tering Confirmation the Church doth 

ronow the example of the Apostles of Christ. 
For in the eighth chapter of the Acts of the 
Apostles we thus read: 

'They therefore that were scattered 
abroad went about preaching the word. And 
Philip went down to the city of Samaria, and 
proclaimed unto them the Christ. 'When 
they believed Philip preaching good tidings 
concerning the kingdom of God and the 
name of Jesus Christ, they were baptized, 
both men and women. Now when the

, If there be a Communion, the prayer, ° God, 
who by thy mighty power, &c. shall be read, 
immediately after the Lord's Prayer at the 
end of the Canon, by the Priest, standing at 
the south side oJ the 1l0ly Table, with his 
face towards the Man and the Woman, who 
shall be k-neeling. Having said this prayer. 
the Priest shall turn to the Lord's Table and 
proceed in the Communion, saying, The 
peace of the Lord be alway with you, and 
the rest, as is appointed. The blessing, Al­
mighty God, who at the beginning, &c. 
shall in like manner be said over the Man 
and the 'Woman kneeling by the Pr-iest im­
mediately before the final blessing of the con­
gregation. 

1f If there be no Communion, nor senno-n de­
claring the duties of Man and Wife, the 
Minister shall read some portion of Scr-ip­
ture or he shall say the Exhortation follow­
ing: 

A LL ye that arc married, or that intend to 
.l"1. take the holy e~te of Matrimony upon 
you, hear what the holy Scripture doth say 
as touching the duty of husbands towards 
their wives, and wives towards their hus­
bands. 

Snint Paul, in his Epistle to the Ephesians, 
the fifth Chapter, doth g ive tills command­
ment to all married men; Husbands, love 
your wives, even as Christ also loved the 
Church, and gave himself for it, that he 
might sanctify and cleanse it with the wash­
ing of water, by the word; that he might 
present it to himself a gloriolls Church, not 
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having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; 
but that it should be holy, and without 
blemjsh. So ought men to love their wives 
as their own bodies. He that lovcth his 
wife loveth himself: for no man ever yet 
hated his own flesh, but nourisheth and 
cherisheth it, even as the Lord the Church; 
for we arc members of his body. of his flesh , 
and of his bones. For this cause shall a man 
leave his father aud mother, and shaH be 
joined unto his wife j and they two shall be 
onc flesh. This is a great mystery; but 
I speak concerning Christ and the Church. 
Nevertheless, Jet every onc of you in par· 
ticular so love his wife, even as hjmself. 

Likewise the same Saint Paul, writing to 
the Colossians, speakcth thus to all men that 
arc married; Husbands, love your wives, 
and be not bitter against them. 

Hear also what Saint Peter, the Apostle of' 
Christ, who was himself a married man, saith 
Wlto them that arc married; Ye husbands, 
dwell with your wives accordin&, to know­
ledge; giving honour unto the WIfe, as unto 
the weaKer vessel, and as being heirs to­
gether of the grace of life, that your prayers 
be not hindered. 

Hitherto ye have heard the duty of the 
husband toward the wife. Now likewise, ye 
wives, hear and learn your duties toward 
your husbands, even as it is plainly set forth 
in holy Scripture. 

Saint l:JauJ, in the aforenamed Epistle to 
the Ephesians, teacheth you thus; Wives, 
submit yourselves unto your own husbands. 
as unto the Lord. For the husband is the 
head of the wife, even as Christ is the head 
of the Church: and he is the Saviour of the 
body. Therefore as the Church is subject 
unto Christ, so Jet the wives b~ to their own 
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husbands in every thing. And again he 
saith, Let the wife see that she reverence her 
h~band. 

And in his Epistle to the Colossians Saint 
Paul .giveth you tIllS short lesson; \Vives, 
su~m.lt YO';ll'selves unto your own husbands, 
as It IS fit m the Lord. 

Saint Pete~ also dotl~ instruct you very 
weU, thus saymg; Ye WIVes, be in subjection 
to your Own husbands; that, if any obey not 
the word, they also may without the word 
be won by the conversation of the wives' 
while they. behold YOUT chaste conveTsatiOI~ 
coupled With fear. 'Vhose adorning, Jet it 
no~ be that outw~rd adorning of plaiting the 
hair, and of wearmg?f gold, or of putting on 
of apparel; but let It be thc hidden man of 
the heart, in that which is not corruptible; 
eV~I.l the. orfl!lment of a meek and quiet 
sp~nt, which IS in ~he sight o.f God of great 
price. For after thIS manner III the old time 
the holy women also, who trusted in God 
ado.rued themselves, being in subjection unto 
thell' own husbands; even as Sarah obcyed 
Abraham, calling him lord; whose daughters 
ye ~re R;s long as ye do well, and are not 
afraid With any amazement.

Forasmuch as all mortal men be subject to 
many sudden peri13, discases, and sicl.:nesses. 
and ever uncertain what time they shall de­
part out of this life; therefore, to the intent 
they may be always in a readiness to die, 
w/tensoever it shall please Almighty God to 
call them, the Curates shall diligently from 
time to time (but especially in the time of 
pestilence, or other infectious sicA:ness) exhort 
their Parishioners to the often Teceivi'n~ of 
the holy Cornmunion of the Body and Blood 
of OUT Saviour Christ, when it shall be 
publickly administered in the Church j that 
so doing, they may, in case of sudden visita­
tion, have the less ca.-usc to be disquieted fOT 
lack of the same. 

, But if the sick person be not able to come to 
the Church. and is desirous that the Com­
munion be celebrated in his house, then he 
must give timely notice to the Curate. And, 
if the Priest judge that it is possible to cele­
brate the holy Communion in the house 
roil/LOut irreverence OT grave inconvenience, 
he may instntct the sick man's family or 
friends to prepare a comely place, together 
with all things necessary; and may there 
celebrate the fwly Communion, according to 
Iheform, in this Book prescribed: Save only, 
that he may at his discretion begin with the 
Collect, Epistle, and Gospel, WJd then pro­
ceed to the wo'rds, The Lord be with you. 
Answer. And with thy spirit. Priest. 
Lift up your hearts, &c.

they micrht shew their children the same; 

8" That they might put their trust in God: 
and not to forget thc works of God, but to 
kcep his commandments; 

o And not to be as their forefathers, a faith­
less and stubborn generation : a generation 
that set not their heart aright, and whose 
spir it e]eaveth not stedfastly unto <?od ; 

10 Like as the children of Ephrallll : who 
being harnessed, and carrying bows, turned 
themselves back in the day of battle. 

11 They kept not the covenant of God : 
and would not walk in his law; 

12 But forgut what he bud donr- : and the 
wonderful works that he had shewed for 
them. 

13 Marvellous things did he in the s ight of 
Ollr forefathers , in the land of Egypt: even 
in the field of Zonn. 

14 He divided the sea, and let them go 
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through: he nmdc the waters to stand on an 
heap. 

] 5 In the day-time also he led them with a 
cloud: and all the night through with a light 
of fire. 

16 He elave the hard rocks in the wilder­
ness : and gavc them drink thereof, as it had 
been out of the great depth. 

17 He brought waters out of the stony 
rock: so that it gushed out like the rivers. 

18 Yet for all this they sinned more against 
him: and provoked the most Highest in the 
wilderness. 

19 They tempted God in their hearts: and 
required meat for their lust . 

20 They spake against God also, saying : 
Shall God prepare a table in the wilderness? 

21 lIe smote the stony rock indeed, that 
the watet's gushed out, and the streams 
flowed withal : but can he give bread also, 
or provide flesh for his people? 

22 \Vhen the Lord heard this, he was 
wroth : so the fire was kindled in Jacob, and 
therc came up heavy displeasure against 
IsraeJ ; 

23 Because they believed not in God: and 
put not their trust in his help. 

24 So he commanded the clouds above : 
and opened the doors of heaven. 

25 He rained down manna also upon 
them for to cat : and gave them food from 
heaven. 

26 So man did eat angels' food : for he 
sent them meat enough. 

27 H e caused the east-wind to blow under 
heaven : and through his power he brought 
in the south-west-wind. 

28 He rained fl~sh upon them as thick as 
dust: and feathered fowls like as the sand of 
the sea. 
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20 He let it fall among their tents : even 

round about their habit.:'ltion. 
30 So they did eat, and were well filled: for 

he gave them their own desire : they were 
not disappointed of their lust. 

31 But while the meat was yet in their 
mouths, the heavy wrath of God came upon 
Ulem, and slew the wealthiest of them: yea, 
and smote down the chosen men that were in 
Israel. 

32 But for nU this they sinned yet morc : 
and believed not his wondrous works. 

33 Therefore their days did he consume in 
vanity: nnd their years in trouble. 

34 " 'hen he slew them, they sought him: 
and turned them early, and enquired after 
God. 

35 And they remembered that God was 
their strength : and that the high God was 
their redeemer. 

36 Nevertheless, they did but flatter him 
with their mouth: and dissembled with him 
in their tongue. 

37 }"'or their heart was not whole with 
him: neither continued they stedfast in his 
covenant. 

38 But he was so merciful, that he forgave 
their misdeeds: and destroyed them not. 

39 Yea, many a time turned he his wrath 
away : and would not suffer his whole dis­
pleasure to arise. 

40 For he considered that they were but 
flesh : and that they were even a wind that 
passcth away, and cometh not again. 

41 Many a timc did they provoke him in 
the wilderness : and grieved hint in the 
desert. 

42 They turned back, and tempted God: 
and moved the Holy One in Israe1. 

43 They thought not of his hand: and of 
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the day when he delivered them from the 
hand of the enemy; 

44 How he had wrought his miracles in 
Egypt : and his wonders in the field of 
Zoan. 

45 He turned their waters into blood : SO 
that they might not drink of the rivers. 

46 He sent lice among them, and devoured 
them up : and frogs to destroy them. 

41 He gave their fruit unto the caterpillar: 
and their labour unto the grasshopper. 

48 He destroyed their vines with hail­
stones : and their mulberry-trees with the 
frost. 

49 He smote their cattle also with hail­
stones : and their flocks with hot thunder­
bolts. 

50 He cast upon them the furiousness of 
his wrath, anger, displeasure, and trouble; 
and sent evil angels among them. 

51 Hc made a way to his indignation and 
spa!cd. not their soul from death : but 'gave 
thCJr hfe over to the pestilence j 

52 And sm?te. all the first-born in Egypt: 
the most rrUlClpal and mightiest in the 
dwellings 0 Ham. 

53 B.ut as for his own people, he led them 
forth like sheep : and carried thcm in the 
wilderness like a flock. 

54 He brought them out safely, that they 
should not fear : and overwhelmed their 
enemies with the sea. 

55 And brought them within the borders 
of his sanctuary: even to his mountain which 
he purchased with his right hand. 

56 He cast out the heathen also before 
them: caused their land to be divided all101lf1 
them for an herita~e, and made thc tribes of 
Israel to dwell in their tents. 

51 So they tempted and displeased the 
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most high God : and kept not his testi­
monies j 

. 58 Dl~t turned their bac~, and feU away 
like theIr forefathers : startmg aside like a 
broken bow. 

59 For they grieved him with their hill· 
altars: and provoked him to displeasure with 
their images. 

60 " ' hen God heard this, he was wroth : 
and took sore displeasure at Israel. 

61 So that he forsook the tabernacle in 
Silo : even the tent that he had pitched 
among men. 

62 He delivered their power into captivity : 
and their beauty into the enemy's hand. 

63 He gave his people over also unto the 
sword : and was wroth with his inheritance. 

64 The lire consumed their young men : 
and their maidens were not given to marriage. 

65 Their priests were slain with the sword: 
and there were no widows to make lamenta­
tion. 

66 So the Lord awaked as one out of sleep: 
and like a giant refreshed with wine. 

67 I-le smote his enemies in the hinder 
parts: and put them to a perpetual shame. 

68 He refused the tabernacle of Joseph : 
and chose not thc tribe of Ephraim j 

GO But chose the tribe of Judah : even the 
hill of Sion which he loved. 

70 And there he built his temple on high: 
and laid the foundation of it like the ground 
which he hath made continually. 

71 H e chose David also his servant: and 
took him away from the sheep-folds. 

72 As he was foIJowing the ewes great with 
young ones he took him: that he might feed 
Jacob his people, and I srael his inheritance. 

73 So he fed them with a faithful and true 
lleart : and ruled them prudently with all his 
power

and fearful things by the Red sea. 

23 So he said, he would have destroyed 
them, had not Moses his chosen stood before 
him in the gap : to turn away his wrathful 
.indignation, lest he should destroY them. 

24 Yea, they thought scorn of that plea­
sant land : and gave no credence unto his 
word; 

25 But murmured in their tents : and 
hearkened not unto the voice of the Lord. 

26 Then Hft he up his hand against them: 
to overthrow them in the wilderness j 
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27 To cast out their seed among the 
nations: and to scatter them in the lands. 

28 They joined themselves unto Baal·pcor : 
and atc the orrerings of the dead. 

29 Thus they provoked him to anger with 
their own inventions : and the plague was 
great among them. 

30 Then stood up Phinees and prayed: and 
so the plague ceased. 

31 And that was counted unto him for 
righteollsness : among all posterities for 
evermore. 

32 They angered him also at the waters ~f 
strife : so that he punished Moses for thClr 
sakes' 

33 Because they provoked his spirit : so 
that he spake unndvisedly with his lips. 

34 Neither destroyed they the heathen 
as the Lord commanded them; 

35 But were mingled among the heathen: 
and learned their works. 

3G Insomuch that they worshipped their 
idols, which turned to their own decay: yea, 
they offered their sons and their daughters 
unto devils; 

37 And shed innocent blood, even the 
blood of their sons and of their daughters : 
whom they offered unto the idols of Canaan j 

and the land was defLIcd with blood. 
38 Thus were they stained with their own 

works: and went a whoring with their own 
invcntions. 

39 TherefOlc wns the wrath of the Lorq 
kindlcd against his people: insomuch that he 
abhorred his own inheritance. 

40 And he gave them over into the hand 
of the heathen : and they that hated them 
were lords over them. 

41 Their enemies oppressed them : and 
had them in subjection. 
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42 Many a time did !"te d~livcr t!lem : ~ut 

they rebelled against him With their .own JI~. 
ventions, and were brought down III their 
wickedness. 

43 Nevertheless, when he saw their ad­
vcrsity : he heard their complaint. 

44 He thought upon his covenant, and 
pitied them, according unto the multitude of 
his mercies: yea, he made nil those that led 
them away captive to pity them. 

45 Deliver us, 0 Lord our God, and gather 
us from among the heathen : that we may 
give thanks unto thy holy Name, and make 
our boast of thy praise. 

46 Blessed be the Lord God of Israel from 
everlasting, and wor1d without cnd: and let 
all the people say, Amen.

13 So when they cried unto the Lord in 
their trouble: he delivered them out of their 
distress. 

14 Ii'or he brought them out of darkness, 
and out of the shadow of death: and brake 
their bonds in sunder. 

15 0 that men would therefore praise thc 
Lord for his good ness : and declare the 
wonders that he doeth for the children of 
men! 

16 For he hath broktn the gat es of brass: 
and smitten the bars of iron in sunder. 

17 Foolish men are plagued for their of· 
fence: and because of their wickedness. 

18 Their soul abhorred all malmer of meat: 
and they wcre even hard at death's door. 

19 So when they cried unto the Lord in 
their trouble: he deli\'ered them out of their 
distress. 

20 H e scnt his word, and healed them : 
and they wcre saved from their destruction. 

21 0 that men would therefore praise the 
Lord for his goodness : anr! declare the 
wonders that hc docth for the children of 
men! 

22 That they would offer unto him the 
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sacrifice of thanksgiving: and tell out his 
works with g ladness ! 

23 They that go down to the sea in ships: 
and occupy their business in great waters; 

24 These men see the works of the Lord: 
and his wonders in the deep. 

25 For at his word the stormy wind ariseth: 
which liftcth up the waves thereof. 

26 They are carried up to the heaven, and 
down again to the deep: their soul melteth 
away because of the trouble. 

27 They reel to and fro, and stalYger like a 
drunken man: and arc at their wit's cnd. 

28 So when thcy cry unto the Lord in their 
trouble : he delivereth them out of their 
distress. 

29 For he maketh the storm to cease: so 
that the waves thereof are still.

32 That they would exalt him also in the 
congregation of the people: and praise him 
in the seat of the elders! 

33 'VI\p turneth the floods into a wilder. 
ness : and drieth up the water·springs. 

34 A fTuitful land maketh he barren: for 
the wickedness of them that7 dwell therein. 

35 Again, he maketh the wilderness a 
standing water: and water.springs of a dry 
ground. 

36 And there he setteth the hungry: that 
they may build them a city to dwell in : 

37 That they may sow their land, and plant 
vineyards: to yield them fruits of increase. 

38 He blesseth them, so that they multiply 
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exceedingly: and SUfCCTcth not their cattle 
to decrease. 

39 And again, when they arc mini shed. and 
brought low: through oppression, through 
any plague, or trouble; 

40 Though he suffer them to be evil in­
treated tllTough tyrants: and let them wan­
der out of the way in the wilderness;

And none shall be admitted a Deacon, except 
he be twenty-three years of age, unless he have 
a Faculty .

you will continually pray to God thc l~'ather,

Holy 'Ghost; that, by daily reading ~md 
weighing of the Scriptures, ye may wax riper 
and strollO'er in your ministry; and that ye 
may so e~deavour yourselves from time to 
time to sanctify the lives of you and YOUTS, 
and to fashion them after the rule and 
doctrine of Christ, that ye may be whole­
some and godly examples and patterns for 
the people to follow.

necessary to salvation. In the n&me of the holy 
Scripture we do understand those Canonical Books 
of the Old and New Testament, of whose a.uthority 
was never any doubt in the Church.

THE Old Testament is not contrary to the New: 
for both in the Old and New Testament ever· 

lal'lting life is offered to Mankind hy Christ, who is 
tho only Mediator between God and )fan, being 
both God and Man. Wherefore they are not to be 
heard, which feign that the old Fathers did look 
only for transitory promises. Although the Law 
given f'rom God by Moses, as touching CeremonieR 
and Rites, do not bind Christian men, nor the Civil 
precepts thereof ought of necessity, to be received 
III any commonwealth; yet notWlthstanding, no 
Christian man whatsoever is free from the obedienoo 
of the Commandments which are called Moral. 

VIII. 0/ the 'l'hree Creeds. 

THE Threo Crceds. Nieene Creed, Athanaaius's 
CrC'cd, I\nd that which is commonly called the 

Apostles' Creed, ought thoroughly to be received 
and believed: for they ma.y be proved by most 
certain warrants of holy Scripture. 
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IX. 0/ OrifJinal or Birth~silt. 

OlUOlNAL Sin stande~h not in t.he following of 
Adam, (as the PeWglan8 do vamly tnlk;) but 

it is the fa.lllt nnd corruption of the Nature of ev?ry 
man, tha.1; na.turally is ingenderod of the offspnng 
of Adam. ; whcreby man is very far gone from 
original righteousnC88, and is of his own nature 
inclined to evil, 80 that the flcsh lusteth o.lwa.ys 
contrary to the spirit; and therefore in evc.ry 
person 'born into this world, it dcscrveth God's 
wrath and damnation. And this infection of na.turo 
doth roma.in yoa in them that are regenorated; 
wheroby tho'lust of the flesh, called in the ~rook, 
<t>p6IIJ/I,{o. aapKos, which somo do expound the wlsd~m, 
some sol1sua.lity, some the a.ffection, s~me the deSire, 
of the flesh, is not subject to the Law of God. Anti 
although tbere is no condemna.tion for them that 
believo and aro baptized, yet the Apostlo doth 
confcss, tha.t concupiscence and lust ba.th of itself 
the nature of sin. 

X. Of F,,,·1V ill. 

THE condition of Man after the fall of Adam is 
such, that he cannot turn and prepare himself, 

by his own natural strength and good works, Lo 
fl\ith, and calling upon God: Wherefore wo have 
no power to do good works pleuant and. acooptable 
to God, without the grace of God by. Chnst provc!1t. 
iug us, that we may have a. good WlI.I, and working 
with us, when we ha.ve that good Will. 

XI. 0/ the Jmti.jicatwn. 0/ .Man.. 

W E are accounted righteous beforo God, only 
for the merit of our Lord and Sa.viour Jesus 

Christ by Faith, and not for our ow~ w,orks or 
desorvings: Wherefore, tha.t we arc Justified by 
Faith only is a. most wholesome Doctrine, a.nd very 
full of comfort, as more largely is expressed in the 
Homily of Justification. 

XII. Of Good Works. 
ALBEIT tha.t Good Works, which are the fruits 

.1':\. of Faith and follow after Justification, ca.nnot 
put awa.y ourtsins, a.nd endure the severity of God's 
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Judgcm?nt: ~et aro they pl~ing and acceptable 
to God 1Il Chflst, and do sprmg out necessarily of 
a ~ruc and,lively Faith; insomuch that by them 
a.,lIvely Faith ma.y be 8a evidently known as a tree 
dlsoorned by the fruit. 
_ _ xm. Of Works be/ore JWJ'i.ficatwn. 

W ORKS done before the grace of Christ nnd 
the Inspiration of his Spirit, are not plc~&lnt 

to God, forasmuch a.a they spring not of faith in 
JC8'~S Christ, neither do they make meD moot to 
recelVO frace. or, (as tho School-a.uthors say) deserve 
grace 0 congrwty : yea. rather, for that they arc 
not done a·8 God bath wHlcd and commanded thorn 
to ~ done, wo doubt not but they have the nature 
of sm. 

XIV . • Of Works oJ Swpererogatifm. 

V OLllNTARY Works besides, over and above, 
God 8 Commandments, which they call Works 

of Supererogation, cannot be taught without 
arroganey and impiety: for by them men d o 
declare, that they do not only render unto God as 
much as t.hey arc bound to do, but that t hey do 
more for hIS sake, than of bounden duty is required· 
whereas Christ saith plainly, When ye have done ali 
that aro commanded to yOll, say, We are unprofit­
able servants. 

xv. Of Chri&t alone. without Sin,. 

CH;RIST in the .truth of. our nature was made 
hke. unto us 1Il all tbin~s, sin only except, 

from. wh!eh ~~ was clearly VOid, both in his flosh, 
and m hiS spmt. He came to be the Lamb without 
spot, who. by sacrifice of himself once made 
sh?uld take a:vay the sins of the world, and sin, a~ 
Samt John salth, was not in him. But all we the 
rest, although baptized, and born again in Christ 
yet ?fiend in many t hings; nnd if we say we ha.v~ 
!l0 sm, we deceive ourselves, and t he truth is not 
In us. 

XVI. Of Sin after Bapti8m. 
'T 9T ev.ery ~ea~ly sin. willingly committed after 
1. ~ Baptism IS sm agamst the Holy Ghost and 
unpardonable. Wherefore the grant of repentance

is not to bo denied to such as fall into sin after 
Baptism. After we ha.ve received t he Holy Ghost. 
we may depart from grace given, and fall into sin. 
and by the grace of God we ma.y arise again, aod 
amend our Ih~c8. And therefore they are to bo 
condemned, which say, thcy can no more sin as 
long 88 they live here, or deny the placc of forgive­
ness to such as truly repent. 

xvn. Of Predestmati01' and EkGticm. 

P
REDESTINATION to Life is tbe everlasting 
purpose of God, whereby (boforo the founda­

tions of the world were laid) he bath const-antly 
decreed by his counsel secret to us, to deliver from 
curse and damnation those whom he hath chosen 
in Christ out of mankind, and to bring them by 
Christ to cverlasting salvation, as vcsscls made to 
honour. Wherefore, they which be endued with 
80 exoollent a benefit of God bo ca.lled according to 
God's purpose by his S pirit working in duo scason : 
they through Grace obey the calling: thoy be 
justified freely: they be made sons of God uy 
adoption: they be made like the ima.ge of his 
only-begotten Son Jesus Christ: they walk 
religiously in good works, and at len~th, by God's 
mercy. they attain to everla.sting felicity. 

AB the ~odly consideration of Predestination, and 
our ElectIOn in Christ, is full of sweet, pleasant, and 
unspeakable comfort to godly persons, and 8uch 
a.s feel in themselves the working oC the Spirit of 
Christ, mortifying the works of the flesh. and their 
eart hly members. and drawing up their mind to 
high and heavenly things, as well because it. doth 
greatly csta.blish and confirm their faith of eternal 
Salva.tion to be enjoyed through Christ, as because 
it doth fervently kindle their lovo towards God : 
So, for curious and carnal persons, lacking the 
Spirit of Christ, to have continually beforc their 
eyes t he sentence of God's Predcstinat.ion, is a most 
dangerous downfall, whercby the Devil doth thrust 
them eithcr into desperation. or into wrctchlcssllcss 
of most unclean Iiying, no less perilous than dcsQOra­
tion. 
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Furthermore, wo must roooive God's promiscs in 
such wise, as they be generally set forth to us in 
holy Scripture: and, in our doings, tha.t Will of 
God is to be (ollowed, which we bave exprossly 
declared unto us in tho Word of God. 

XVIII. Of obtaining eternal Salvation only by 
the Name of Chriat. 

THEY also arc to be had a.ccursed thatJ'resume 
to say, That every ma.n shall be sa.ve by tho 

Lo.w or Sect which he pro(cssoth, 80 that ho be 
diligent to frame his lifo according to that Law, 
ftnd the light of Nature. For holy Scripture doth 
sot out unto U8 only tho Name of Jesus Christ, 
whereby mon must be saved. 

XIX. Of tn. Ohurch. 

THE visible Churoh of Christ is a congregation 
of faithful mon, in the which the pure Word of 

God is preached, and the Sacraments be duly 
ministered according to Christ's ordinance in all 
th08e things tha.t of necess ity are requisite to the 
same. 

As the Church of Jerultalem, Alumldria, and 
Antioch, have erred; 80 also the Church of Rome 
hath erred, not only in their living and manner of 
Ceremonies, bUb also in matters of Faith. 

XX. DJ the Authority oJ the Church. 

THE Church hath power to decree Rites Of 

Ceremonies, and authority in Controversies 
of Faith: And yet it is not lawful for the Church 
to ordain any thing that is contrary to God's Word 
written, neither may it so expound one place of 
Scripture, that it be repugnant to another. Where. 
fore, although the Church be a witness and a. keeper 
of holy Writ. yet, as it ought not to decree any thing 
against the same, so besides the same ought it not 
lo enforce any thing to be believed for necessity 
of Salvation. 

XXI. DJ the Autlwrity oJ General Counciz.,. 

GENERAL Counci ls may not be gathered 
together without the commandment and wi ll 

of Princes. And when they be gathered together, 
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(forasmuch a.s they be an a89Cmbl~ ?f men, whereof 
11 bo not governed with the Spirit and Word of 

God ) they may err, and sometimes have erred, c.ven 
in things pertaining unto God. Whercfol,'C thtngs 
ordained by them as nece~ry to salv~tlOn have 
neither strength nor authoflty, unless I~ I~lay be 
declared that they be taken out of holy SCripture. 

XXII. DJ Pltrgatory. 

THE Romish Doctrine concerning. Purgatory. 
Pardons, Worshipping and Ado~tlOn. a~ wctl 

of Ima cs a.s of Reliques. and 80180 lRvocatlOn of 
Saints, fa a fond thing vainly invented. and grounded 
upon no warranty of Scripture, but rather repugnant 
to the Word of God. 

xxm. 01 M inislef'iw; in the Congregation. . 

I 'I is not lawful for any man to take l!ll?n I~Jlu 
the office of publick preachinf{, or nllOlst.cnng 

the Sa.craments in the Congrega.tlOn, boforo he be 
lawfully called , a.nd se~t to execute the same. 
And those we ought to Judge lawfully .called Rlld 

t hich be chosen and called to thIS work by sen,w . b " tthem men who ha.ve publick aut onty given. l~n 0 • 
in the Congregation, to call and sond MinIsters anto

XXN. OJ 8peaking in the Congregation in 8uck

I T is a. thing plainly repugnant ~o .t~c Word of

xxv. Of the Sacrament". 

SACRAMENTS ordained of Christ be not ~nly 
badges or tokens of .Christin~ mon's profcsslOn.

b;\~~gwhich ~e d~th work inVisibly in us, and doth 
not only quicken, but a.lso strengthen and confirm 
our Faith in him.

ARTICLES OF RELIGION. 

Thero are two Sacramonts orda.ined of Christ 
our Lord in the Gospel, that is to say. Baptism, 
llnd the Supper of t.he JA>rd. 

Those five eommonly called Sacraments, that. 
is to say, Confirmation, Penance, Orders, Matri· 
mony, and extreme Unction. arc not to be counted 
fol' Sacraments of the Gospel. being such as have 
grown partly of tho co rrupt following of the 
Apostles. pa-rtly are statcs of Iifo I\llowed in tho 
Scriptures; but yet have not like nature of 
Sacraments with Ba.ptism. and the Lord's Supper. 
for that they havo not any visible sign or ceremony 
ordained of God. 

The Sacraments were not ordained of Christ to 
be gazed upon . or to be carried about, but that we 
should duly use them. And in such only as wort.hily 
receive the same they have a. wholesome effect or 
oporation: but they that receive them unworthily 
purchase to themselvcs damnation, as Saint Paul 
saith. 

XXVI. 0/ the Unworthi?U88 0/ the Miniaiers, wltic/, 
hitld~a no' the eJ/ecJ. 0/ the Sacramet&l. 

A LTHODGH in the visible Church the evil be 
..tl.. ever mingled with the good. and sometimes 
tho evil have chief authority in the Miniatmtion of 
the Word and Sacraments, yet fora.smuch as they 
do not the same in their own name, but in Christ's, 
and do minister by his commission and authority, 
we may use their Ministry. both in hearing the 
Word of God, and in roceiving of the Sacraments. 
Neither is the effect of Christ's ordinance taken 
away by their wickedness, nor the grace of God's 
gifts diminished from such as by faith and rightly 
do receive the Sacraments ministered unto them; 
whieh be effcctual, because of Christ's institution 
and promise, a.lthough they be ministered by evil 
men. 

Nevertheless, it appertni neth to the discipline of 
the Church, that enquiry be made of evil Ministcrs, 
and that they be accused by those that ha.ve know­
ledgo of their offences; and fina.lly being found 
guilty, by jU.it judgcment be deposed. 
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XXVJ1. 0/ Bapti&rn. 

BAP'l'ISM is not only a. sign of p.ro~ession, and 
mark of difference. whcreby Chr~stmn mcn ar:c 

disoorned from others that be not chnstencd, but It 
is a lso a. sign of Jtcgencration or new Bir.th, where.by, 
AA by an instrument, they tha.t roeOlve Dapt~sm 
rightly arc grafted into the Church: ~he prollll8Cs 
of forgivcness of sin, and of our adopt'~~ to lJ:o tho 
SODS of God by the Holy Ghost, arc vlslb~y signed 
and sealed ; l<~aith is confirmed, and ,Grace mc.reascd 
by virtuo of prayer unto .God. 'Iho ~ptl~m of 
young Children is in a.ny Wl8C. to be ~tau~ed ~n the 
Church, as most agreeable With the tDstltutlOD of 
Christ. 

XXVTII. 0/ the Lorrf& S1'pper. 

T
HE Supper of the Lord is not only a sign of the 

love that Christians ought to IUl:vo a.mong 
themselves one to another; but rather J8 a ~cra­
meot of our Redemption by Christ's ~ca.th: tD~O­
lIluch that to 8uch as rightly, worth'~y. a.nd With 
faith, receivo the samc, the Broa~ whICh w~ bre~k 
is a. partaking of the Body of Christ; and likeWise 
the Cup of Blessing is a. partaking of the Blood of 
Christ. 

Tmn8ubst.a.ntiation (or the chnnge of the sub· 
stance of Bread and Wine) in the Su,!?per of t~o 
Lord cannot be proved by holy WrIt; but IS 

I'epugnant to the plain words of Scripture, o.ver­
throweth the nature of a Sacrament, and hath given 
occasion to many superstitions. 

The Body of Christ is given, taken, and ~~tcl1 , 
in the Supper, only after an heavenly and sptntua.l 
manner. And the mean whcreby the ~odJ:' of 
Christ is roceived aDd eaten in the Supper 18 FaIth. 

The Sl\Cmlncnt of the Lord's St~pper W&8 oO.t by 
Christ's ordinance reserved, cnrrtod a.bout, hft.ed 
up. or worshipped. 
XXIX. OJ the lVicketl wh~h eut Mt the Body 0/ 

CArist t.tl, the me 0/ the Lord'8 Supper. 

THE Wickcd and such 0.8 be void of a lively 
faith, a ltho'ugh they do carnally. and. visibly 

press with their tooth (as Saint AugU8itll.e 88.lth) the 
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Sl\Crament of the Body and Blood of Christ, yet in 
no wise are they pal·takers of Christ: but rather, la 
their condemnat ion, do eat and drink the sib'll or 
Sacrament of 80 great a thing. 

xxx. Of bot!, killM. 
'!'HE Cup of the Lord is not la be denioo to lho 

Lay·peoplo: for both the parts of tho Lord's 
Sacramcnt, by Christ's ordinance and command· 
nwnt, ought to be ministered to all Christian mcn 
alikc. 

XXXI. Of tile olle Oblation oJ Chri8/. fi,nislted 1J,PO" 
the Cr088. 

THE Offering of Christ once made is that pClofuct 
redcmption, propitiation, and satisfaction, for 

all the sius of t·ho whole world, both original and 
tlctunl; and there is none othcr satisfaction (or sin, 
but that alone. Wherefore tbe sacrificcs of Masses, 
ill the which it W&SJ commonly said. that the Priest 
did offer Christ for the quick and the dead, to havc 
I'Cmission of pain or guilt. wore blasphemous fables, 
and dangerous deooits. 

XXXll. 0/ th< Jfa,,;age o/.p, ... ",. 

BISHOPS, Priests, and Deacons, are not CO Il)­

mandcd by God's Law, either to vow the estate 
of single life, or to abstain from marriage: there­
fore it is lawful for them, as for all other Christian 
mon, to marry at their own discretion, &SJ thoy shall 
judge the same to scrve better to godliness. 

XXXIII. Of excom,m,tmicate Perso1UJ, lww they are 
to be avoided. 

rrRAT person which by open denunciation of the 
Church is rightly cut off from the unity of the 

Church, and excom municated, ought to be taken of 
the whole multitudo of the faithful, as an Heathen 
and Publican, until he be openly reconciled by 
penanoo, and received into the Church by a Judge 
tha.t ha.th 8.uthority thereunto. 
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XXXIV. OJ the Traditions oJ tile Okureh. 

I T is not neccssary tha.t Traditions and ~re. 
monies be in all places onc, and utterly hke; 

for a.t all time8 they have been divers, and ma.y. be 
changcd according to the diversitics of co~ntrlc8, 
timcs, and men's malUlers. so that nothing bo 
ordaincd against God's Word. Whosoevcr through 
his private judgcment, willingly and purpo:;ely, doth 
openly break the traditions and ceremoOlcs of tho 
Church, wbicb be not repugnant to the Word of 
God, and be ordained and approved by common 
authority, ought to be rebuked openly, (that ot~ers 
may fear to do the like,) as he that offendeth agaUlst 
the common order of the Church, and hurtcth the 
authority of the Magistrate, and woundeth tho 
conscicnces of the weak brethren.
