IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual covenants and agreements hereinafter contained, the parties agree as follows:

1. The Parish will make available the Parish building [or specify what portion, eg. Basement], located at [street address, community, postal code] for the purpose of the Licensee [explain intended use].
2. The term of the Licence shall be from [date] to [date plus one year] for use of the [portion of] Parish building.

3. The Licensee shall pay rent of [rent spelled out ($x,xxx.00) per month [plus utility costs], maintain [the grounds and] the [portion of the] building in an orderly manner, and [provide janitorial cleaning]. The Licensee shall pay rent of [bridge amount spelled out or per diem ($xxx.00 or $xx.00 per day) for the [date] to [end of month] period.
4. The Licensee shall have exclusive use of the [portion of the] Parish building with the following exceptions: 

a. The Parish will meet in the building [define when conflict might occur]. 
b. The current Licensee [if any], shall have continued use of the area currently being rented. 
5. The Parish may enter into any further rental agreements beyond those listed above for any part of the building for the duration of this Licence.

6. [The Licensee shall carry out “tenant improvements” (interior partitions, painting, electrical, etc.).] 

7. The Licensee shall be liable for repairs and damage made by the Licensee or anyone for whom the Licensee is responsible, reasonable wear and tear excepted.

8. The Licensee shall not install any signage without the express written agreement of the Parish as to size and location of such signage.

9. Neither smoking, nor the consumption of alcoholic beverages, is permitted in the Parish building.

10. The Licensee shall maintain comprehensive third party liability insurance including legal liability coverage and cross liability coverage against claims for personal injury and death and property damage suffered in or around the Parish building, arising directly or indirectly from the use by the Licensee, its employees, workers, invitees, agents and representatives and those for whom the Licensee is responsible for at law, in the amount of not less than $2,000,000.00 per occurrence. The Parish is to be named as a party insured and provided with a copy of the policy (attached hereto).
11. The Parish shall maintain insurance coverage on the Parish building and its contents, excluding any contents belonging to the Licensee. The Licensee shall maintain insurance coverage for its property located in the Parish building or on the Parish grounds.

12. The Licensee indemnifies and holds the Parish and its officers, employees, agents and representatives harmless, from and against any and all costs, charges, expenses (including legal costs as between a lawyer and his own client), claims, actions and damages, whether in contract or in tort, that may arise in connection with, or out of the Licensee’s use of, the Parish building.

13. The Licensee shall have a separate mailing address from the Parish.

14. Either party shall give the other two months written notice if it wishes to terminate the Licence. The Parish and the Licensee shall meet to agree upon appropriate compensation if termination occurs except at the end of the Licence. Any renewal of this Licence must be in writing and be approved by the Parish.

15. The Parish may terminate the Licence immediately if the terms contained herein are not fully met.

16. The Parish and the Licensee shall meet in [month, year] to discuss the possibility of extending the Licence.
