¶  When  there  are  Ch i ldren  to   b e  bapt i ſed,  the  Parent s  o r  Spon ſo rs  al l  
g ive  kno wledge  the re of,  b e fo re  the  b eg inn ing  of  Mor n ing  Prayer,  to   
the  Min ier.   And  then  the  Godfa thers  and  Godmothers,  and  the   
Pe ople  wi th  the  Ch i ldren,  mu   b e  ready  a t  the  Font,  e i the r  immed i a tely  
a f te r  the  la  L eon  a t  Mor n ing  Prayer,  o r  el ſe  immed i a tely  a f te r  the   
la   L eon  a t  Even ing  Prayer,  a s  the  Min ier  by  h i s  d i ſc re t i on,  al l  
appoint.

¶ And let  them not  doubt  lut  that  the  
Child ſo  bapti ſed is  lawfully  ans 
ſufficiently  bapti ſed,  and ought not   
to  be  bapti ſed again.   Yet  neverthe-  
leſs,  i f  the  Child,  which is  after  this  
ſort  bapti ſed,  do  afterwards l ive,  i t   
i s  expedient  that  i t  be  brought into  
the  Church;  to  the  intent,  that  i f  the   
Minier of  the  ſame pari did 
himſelf  bapti ſe  that  Child,  the  Con - 
gregation may be  cert ified of  the  true  
form of  bapti ſm, by him privately  be -  
fore  uſed:  In which caſe  he  all   
ſay thus:

I  Cert i f y  you that  according  to  
 the  due  and preſcr ibed Order  

of  the  Church at  ſ uch  a  t ime  and  
at  ſ uch  a  plac e,  before  d iver s  wi t-
nees ,  I  bapt i ſed  th i s  Ch i ld .

¶ But
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¶ But  i f  the  Ch i ld  were  bapt i ſed  by  

any  o ther  lawfu l  Min ier,  then  
the  Min ier  o f  the  Par i  where  
the  Ch i ld  was  b or n  o r  chr iened,   
al l  examine  whether  the  ſame  
ha th  b e en  lawfu l ly  done.   And  i f  
the  Min ier  al l  find,  by  the  an -
ſwers  o f  ſ uch  a s  b r ing  the  Ch i ld,  
tha t  a l l  th ings  were  done  a s  they  
ought  to  b e ;  then  al l  he  no t  chr i -
en  the  Ch i ld  aga in,  but  al l  
re - c e ive  h im  as  one  o f  the  flock  of   
t r ue  Chr i i an  People  ſay ing  thus :

I  Cert i f y  you,  that  in  th i s  ca ſe  
a l l  i s  wel l  done,  and according  

unto  due  order,  concern ing  the  
bapt iz ing  of  th i s  Ch i ld;  who i s  now 
by Bapt i ſm incorporated  into  the   
Chriian  Church:  For  our  Lord 
Jeſus  Chri doth not  deny hi s  
g race  and mercy  unto  ſuch In -
fant s ;  but  mo lov ingly  doth ca l l  
them unto  him,  as  the  holy  Goſpel  
doth witneſ s  to  our  comfort  on  
th i s  wi ſe .

¶ T hen  the  Min ier  al l  ſay  a s  fo l -
lo ws,  o r  el ſe  al l  pa ſ s  on  to  the  
que ion s  addreed  to  the  Spon ſo rs ;  
and  f rom  thenc e  to  the  Prayer  im-
med i a tely  b e fo re  the  Immerfi on,  
o r  the  p our ing  of  wate r  on  the  
In - fant.   But  no te ;  tha t,  i n  e ver y  
Church,  the  i n te r med i a te  par t s  o f  
the  ſe r v i c e  al l  b e  uſed,  onc e  az t  
lea  in  e ver y  month  ( i f  the re  b e  a  
B apt i ſm)  fo r  the  b e t te r  i nr u -
ion  of  the  People  i n  the  Grounds  i f  
In fant  B apt i ſm.
Hear  the  words  of  the  Goſpel ,  

wri t ten  by  St.  Mark,  in  the  tenth 
chapter,  at  the  th i r teenth ver ſe .

T Hey brought  young chi ldren  
to  Chri,  that  he  ould  touch 

them; and hi s  d i ſciple s  rebuked  
thoſe  that  brought  them.   But  
when Jeſus  ſaw i t,  he  was  much
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diſplea ſed,  and ſa id  unto  them, 
Suer  the  l i t t le  chi ldren  to  come 
unto  me,  and forbid  them not;  for  
of  ſuch i s  the  k ingdom of  God.  
Veri ly  I  ſay  unto  you,  Whoſoever  
al l  not  receive  the  k ingdom of  
God as  a  l i t t le  chi ld,  he  al l  not  
enter  therein .   And he  took them 
up in  h i s  a rms,  put  h i s  hands  upon 
them, and bleed them.
¶ A f te r  the  Goſpel  i s  read,  the  Mi-  

n ier  al l  make  th i s  b r i e f  Exhor-
ta t i on  upon  the  words  o f  the  Goſ -
p el.

B Eloved,  ye  hear  in  th i s  Goſ-  
 pel  the  words  of  our  Sav iour  

Chri,  that  he  commanded the  
chi ldren  to  be  brought  unto  h im; 
how he  blamed thoſe  who would  
have  kept  them f rom him; how he  
exhorteth  a l l  men to  fol low thei r  
innocency.   Ye perceive  how,  by  
hi s  outward geure  and deed,  he  
de-clared  hi s  good wi l l  toward 
them; For  he  embraced them in  
h i s  a rms,  he  la id  h i s  hands  upon 
them, and bleed them.   Doubt  
ye  not  therefore ,  but  earnely  be-  
l ieve ,  that  he  hath l ikewi ſe  favour-  
ably  received  th i s  preſent  Infant ;  
that  he  hath embraced h im  wi th  the  
arms of  h i s  mercy;  and,  as  he  hath 
promiſed  in  h i s  holy  word,  wi l l  
g ive  unto  h im  the  bleng of  eter-  
na l  l i fe ,  and make h im  Par taker  of  
h i s  everlaing  Kingdom. Where-
fore ,  we being  thus  per ſuaded of  
the  good wi l l  of  our  heavenly  Fa-
ther,  declared  by  hi s  Son Jeſus  
Chri,  towards  th i s  In fant,  let  us  
fa i thfu l ly  and devout ly  g ive  thanks  
unto  h im,  and ſay  the  Prayer  which 
the  Lord himſel f  taught  us;

O UR Father,  who ar t  in  Hea-
ven,  Hal lowed be  thy  Name;   

Thy kingdom come;  Thy Wil l  be  
done  on Earth,  As  i t  i s  in  Heaven;

Give



Give  us  th i s  day  our  da i ly  bread;  
And forg ive  us  our  t reſpaes ,  As  
we forg ive  thoſe  who t reſpa ſ s  a-
ga in us;  And lead  us  not  into  
temptat ion;  But  del iver  us  f rom 
ev i l .  Amen .

¶ T hen  al l  the  Min ier  demand  
the  Name  of  the  Ch i ld ;  wh ich  
b e ing  by  the  Godfa thers  and  God-  
mothers  pronounced,  the  Min ier  
al l  ſay  a s  fo l lo ws.

D O thou,  in  the  name of  th i s  
Ch i ld,  renounce  the  dev i l   and  

a l l  h i s  works ,  the  va in  pomp and 
glory  of  the  world,  wi th  a l l  covet-
ous  dere s  of  the  ſame,  and the  
nfu l  dere s  of  the  fle; ſo  that  
thou wi l t  not  fol low nor  be  led  by  
them?

Anſw .  I  renounce  them a l l ;   
and,  by  Gods  help,  wi l l  endea-
vour  not  to  fol low nor  be  led  by  
them.

Mini .  Do thou bel ieve  a l l  the  
Art icle s  of  the  Chriian  Fai th,  as   
conta ined in  the  Apole s  Creed?

Anſw.  I  do.
Mini.  Wil t  thou be  bapt i ſed   

in  th i s  Fai th?
Anſw.  That  i s  my Dere.
Mini.  Wil t  thou then obedi-

ent ly  keep God’s  holy  wi l l  and 
commandments ,  and walk  in  the  
ſame a l l  the  days  of  thy  l i fe ?

Anſw.  I  wi l l ,  by  God’s  help.

¶ T hen  the  Min ier  al l  ſay,

W E receive  th i s  Ch i ld  into  
the  congregat ion  of  Chri’s  

flock,  and do* gn 
h im  wi th  the  gn 
of  the  Croſ s ,  in  to -
ken that  herea f ter  
he  al l  not  be  a-

amed to  confeſ s  the  fa i th  Of  
Chri crucified,  and manfu l ly  to

* Here the Mi- 
nier all make  
a Croſs upon the  
Child ’s forehead.

fight  under  h i s  banner,  aga in n,  
the  world,  and the  dev i l ;  and to  
cont inue  Chri’s  fa i thfu l  ſold ier  
and ſer vant  unto  h i s  l i fe ’s  end.   
Amen .
¶ T he  ſame  R ule  i s  t o  b e  obſe r ved  

here,  a s  to  the  omion  of  the  S ign  
of  the  Cro ſ s,  a s  i n  the  Publ i c  B ap-
t i ſm  of  In fant s.

¶  T hen  al l  the  Min ier  ſay,

S Eeing now,  dearly  beloved bre-  
thren,  that  th i s  Ch i ld  i s  rege-

nerate ,  and g ra f ted  into  the  Body 
of  Chri’s  Church;  let  i s  g ive  
thanks  unto  Almighty  God for  
theſe  benefits;  and with  one  ac-  
cord  make our  prayers  unto  h im 
that  th i s  Ch i ld  may lead  the  re of   
h i s  l i fe  according  to  th i s  beg in -
n ing.

¶ T hen  al l  b e  ſa i d,  a l l  kne el i ng,

W E yield  thee  hear ty  thanks ,  
 mo merci fu l  Father,  that  

i t  hath plea ſed  thee  to  regenerate  
th i s  In fant  wi th  thy  Holy  Spir i t ,  
to  receive  h im  for  th ine  own Chi ld  
by  adopt ion,  and to  incorporate  
h im  into  thy  holy  Church.  And 
humbly  we beſeech thee  to  g rant,  
that  he,  being  dead unto  n,  and 
l iv ing  unto  r ighteouſneſ s ,  and be-  
ing  buried  with  Chri in  h i s  death,  
may cruci f y  the  old  man,  and ut-  
terly  abol i the  whole  body of  
n;  and that,  a s  he  i s  made  Par-
taker  of  the  Death of  thy  Son,  he  
may a l ſo  be  Par taker  of  h i s  Re-
ſur reion;  ſo  that  fina l ly,  wi th  
the  redue  of  thy  holy  Church,  he  
may be  an  Inher i to r  of  th ine  ever-
laing  k ingdom; through Chri 
our  Lord.

¶  T hen  a l l  and ing  up,  the  Min ier  
al l  ſay  to  the  Godfa thers  and  
Godmothers  th i s  Exhor ta t i on  fol -
lo wing :

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F Oraſmuch as  th i s  Ch i ld  hath 
 promiſed  by  you h i s  Suret ie s  

to  renounce  the  dev i l  and a l l  h i s  
works ,  to  bel ieve  in  God,  and to  
ſer ve  h im; ye  mu remember,  
that  i t  i s  your  par t s  and dut ie s  to  
ſee  that  th i s  In fant  be  taught,  ſo  
ſoon as  he  al l  be  able  to  learn,  
what  a  ſolemn vow,  promiſe ,  and 
profeon,  he  ha th  here  made by  
you.  And that  he  may know theſe  
th ing s  the  bet ter,  ye  al l  ca l l   
upon h im  to  hear  Sermons;  and 
chiefly ye  al l  prov ide,  that  he  
may learn  the  Creed,  the  Lord’s  
Prayer,  and the  Ten Command-
ments ,  and a l l  other  th ing s  which 
a  Chriian  ought  to  know and 
bel ieve  to  h i s  ſou l’s  hea l th;  and 
that  th i s  Chi ld  may be  v i r tuouy 
brought  up to  lead  a  godly  and a  
Chriian  l i fe ;  remembering  a l -
ways ,  that  Bapt i ſm doth repre-
ſent  unto  us  our  profeon;  which 
i s ,  to  fol low the  example  of  our  
Sav iour  Chri,  and to  be  made 
l ike  unto  h im; that  as  he  d ied,  
and roſe  aga in  for  us ,  ſo  ould  
we,  who are  bapt i ſed,  d ie  f rom 
n,  and r i ſe  aga in  unto  r ighteouſ-
neſ s ;  cont inua l ly  mort i f y ing  a l l  
our  ev i l  and cor rupt  aeions ,  
and da i ly  proceeding  in  a l l  v i r tue  
and godl ineſ s  of  l iv ing.

¶ T hen  al l  he  add,  and  ſay,

Y E are  to  take  care  that  th i s  
 Ch i ld  be  brought  to  the  Bi-
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op to  be  confirmed by him,  ſo  
ſoon as  he  can  ſay   the  Creed,  the  
Lord’s  Prayer,  and the  Ten Com-
mandments ,  and i s  ſu fficient ly  in -
rued in  the  other  par t s  of  the  
Church Catechi ſm ſet  for th  for  
that  purpoſe.
¶  But  i f  they  who  b r ing  the  In -

fant  to  the  Church  do  make  ſuch  
unc er ta in  Anſwers  to  the  Min i -
er ’s  Que ion s,  a s  tha t  i t  cannot  
appear  tha t  the  Ch i ld  was  bap-
t i ſed  wi th  Water,  In  the  Name  of  
the  Father,  and  of  the  S on,  and  of  
the  Holy  Gho,  (which  are  een -  
t i a l  par t s  o f  B apt i ſm,)  then  le t  the  
Min ier  bapt i ſe  i t  i n  the  For m b e -
fo re  appointed  fo r  Publ i c  B apt i ſm  
of  In fant s ;  ſav ing,  tha t  a t  the  
d ipping  of  the  Ch i ld  i n  the  Font,  
he  al l  uſe  th i s  For m of  Words :

I F thou ar t  not  a l ready bap-  
t i ſed,  N .  I  bapt i ſe  thee  in  

the  Name of  the  Father,  and of  
the  Son,  and of  the  Holy  Gho.   
Amen .
¶ If  In fant  B apt i ſm,  and  the  re c e iv -  

i ng  of  In fant s  bapt i ſed  i n  pr iva te,  
are  to  b e  a t  the  ſame  t ime,  the  Mi-
n ier  may  make  the  Que ion s  to  
the  Spon ſo rs,  and  the  ſ ucc e ed ing  
Prayer  ſe r ve  fo r  b o th.   And  a-
ga in,  a f te r  the  Immeron,  o r  the  
p our ing  of  Water,  and  the  re c e iv -
ing  i nto  the  Church,  the  Min ier  
may  uſe  the  R emainder  o f  the  S e r-
v i c e  fo r  b o th.

¶ When  any  ſuch  Perſon s  a s  are  o f  R iper  Years  are  to  b e  bapt i ſed,   
t imely  no t i c e  al l  b e  g iven  to  the  Min ier,  tha t  ſo  due  care  may  b e   
taken  fo r  the i r  examinat i on,  whether  they  b e  ſ u ffi c i ent ly  i nr ued  in  the  
Pr inc iples  o f  the  Chr i i an  R el ig i on ;  and  tha t  they  may  b e  exhor ted  to   
prepare  themſelves,  w i th  prayers  and  fa ing,  fo r  the  re c e iv ing  of  th i s  
Holy  S acrament.

¶  And  i f  they  al l  b e  found  fi t,  then  the  Godfa thers  and  Godmothers   
( the  People  b e ing  aembled  upon  the  Sunday,  Holy  D ay,  o r  Prayer  
D ay  appointed)  al l  b e  ready  to  preſent  them  a t  the  Font,  immed i a tely   
a f te r  the  S e c ond  L eon,  e i the r  a t  Mor n ing  o r  Even ing  Prayer,  a s  the  
Min ier,  i n  h i s  d i ſc re t i on,  al l  th ink  fi t.

¶  And  and ing  there,  the  Min ier  al l  a,  Whether  any  of  the  Per-  
ſon s  he re  preſented  b e  bapt i ſed,  o r  no ?   I f  they  al l  an ſwer,  No;  then   
al l  the  Min ier  ſay  thus :

D Early beloved,  fora ſmuch as  
 a l l  men are  conceived  and 

born  in  n,  (and that  which i s  born  
of  the  fle,  i s  fle) ſo  they  who 
are  in  the  fle cannot  plea ſe  God,   
but  l ive  in  n,  committ ing  many 
aual  t ran ſg reons;  and our  Sa-
v iour  Chri ſa i th,  None can  enter  
into  the  k ingdom of  God,  except  
he  be  regenerate  and born  anew 
of  Water  and of  the  Holy  Gho; 
I  beſeech you to  ca l l  upon God 
the  Father,  through our  Lord Je-
ſus  Chri,  that  of  h i s  bounteous  
goodneſ s  he  wi l l  g rant  to  theſe  Per-  
ſon s  that  which by nature  they  can -  
not  have;  that  they  may be  
bapt i ſed  with  Water  and the  Holy  
Gho,  and received  into  Chri’s  
holy  Church,  and be  made l ively  
members  of  the  ſame.

Sea,  figuring thereby thy holy Bap- 
t i ſm; and by  the  Bapt i ſm of  thy  
wel l -beloved Son Jeſus  Chri,  in  
the  r iver  Jordan,  d id ſanify  the  
element  of  Water  to  the  myica l  
waing away of  n;  We beſeech 
thee,  for  th ine  infini te  mercie s ,  
that  thou wi l t  merci fu l ly  look up-
on theſe  thy  S er vant s ;  wa them  
and ſanify  them  wi th  the  Holy  
Gho; that  they,  being  del ivered  
f rom thy wrath,  may be  received  
into  the  ark  of  Chri’s  Church;  
and being  eadfa in  fa i th,  joy fu l  
through hope,  and rooted  in  cha-
ri t y,  may ſo  pa ſ s  the  waves  of  th i s  
t roubleſome world,  that  fina l ly  
they  may come to  the  land of  ever-
laing  l i fe ,  there  to  reign  with  
thee,  world  without  end;  through 
Jeſus  Chri our  Lord.   Amen .

T Here was  a  man of  the  Pha-  
 r i ſee s ,  named Nicodemus ,  a   

ru ler  of  the  Jews .  The ſame came 
to  Jeſus  by  n ight,  and ſa id  unto  
h im,  Rabbi ,  we know that  thou 
ar t  a  teacher  come f rom God;  for  
no  man can do  theſe  miracle s  that  
thou doe,  except  God be  with  
him.  Jeſus  an ſwered and ſa id  un -
to  h im,  Veri ly,  ver i ly,  I  ſay  unto  
thee,  Except  a  man be  born  aga in,  
he  cannot  ſee  the  k ingdom of  God.  
Nicodemus  ſa i th  unto  h im,  How 
can a  man be  born  when he  i s  old?  
can  he  enter  the  ſecond t ime into  
h i s  mother’s  womb,  and be  born?  
Jeſus  an ſwered,  Veri ly,  ver i ly,  I  
ſay  unto  thee,  Except  a  man be  
born  of  water  and of  the  Spir i t ,  
he  cannot  enter  into  the  k ingdom 
of  God.   That  which i s  born  of  
the  fle i s  fle; and that  which
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is  born  of  the  Spir i t ,  i s  Spi r i t .  
Mar vel  not  that  I  ſa id  unto  thee,  
Ye mu be  born  aga in .  The wind 
bloweth where  i t  l ieth,  and thou 
heare the  ſound thereof:  but  
can not  tel l  whence  i t  cometh,  
and whither  i t  goeth:  ſo  i s  every  
one  that  i s  born  of  the  Spir i t .

¶ A f te r  wh ich  he  al l  ſay  the  
exhor ta t i on  fol lo wing.

B Eloved,  ye  hear  in  th i s  Goſpel  
 the  expreſ s  words  of   our  Sa-  

v iour  Chri,  that  except  a  man be  
born  of  Water  and of  the  Spir i t ,  
he  cannot  enter  into  the  k ingdom 
of  God.   Whereby ye  may per-
ceive  the  g reat  necety of  th i s  Sa-  
crament,  where  i t  may be  had.  
Likewi ſe ,  immediately  before  h i s  
a ſcenon into  heaven,  (as  we read  
in  the  la Chapter  of  Sa int  Mark’s  
Goſpel , )  he  gave  command to  h i s  
d i ſciple s ,  ſay ing,  Go ye  into  a l l  
the  world,  and preach the  Goſpel  
to  every  creature.  He that  bel iev-
eth  and i s  bapt i ſed  al l  be  ſav-
ed;  but  he  that  bel ieveth  not  al l  
be  damned:   Which a l ſo  oweth 
unto  us  the  g reat  benefit  we reap 
thereby.  For  which cauſe  Sa int  
Peter  the  Apole,  when upon hi s  
fir preaching  of  the  Goſpel  many 
were  pricked at  the  hear t,  and ſa id  
to  h im and the  re of  the  Apole s ,  
Men and brethren,  what  al l  we 
do?  repl ied  and ſa id  unto  them, 
Repent,  and be  bapt i ſed  every  one  
of  you for  the  remion of  ns ,  
and ye  al l  receive  the  g i f t  of  the  
Holy  Gho: For  the  promiſe  i s  to  
you and your  chi ldren,  and to  a l l  
that  are  a far  o,  even  as  many as  
the  Lord our  God al l  ca l l .   And 
with  many other  words  exhorted  
he  them, ſay ing,  Save  your ſelve s  
f rom thi s  untoward generat ion.  
For  (as  the  ſame Apole  teifieth

in



in  another  place)  even  Bapt i ſm 
doth a l ſo  now ſave  us ,  (not  the  
put t ing  away of  the  fi l th  of  the  
fle,  but  the  an ſwer  of  a  good 
conſcience  towards  God,)  by  the  
reſur reion of  Jeſus  Chri.  Doubt  
ye  not  therefore ,  but  earnely  be-  
l ieve ,  that  he  wi l l  favourably  re-  
ceive  theſe  preſent  Perſon s,  t ru ly  
repent ing,  and coming unto  h im 
by fa i th;  that  he  wi l l  g rant  them  
remion of  the i r  ns ,  and beow 
upon them  the  Holy  Gho; that  
he  wi l l  g ive  them  the  bleng of   
eterna l  l i fe ,  and make them Par-
takers  of  h i s  everlaing  k ingdom.

Wherefore ,  we being  thus  per-
ſuaded of  the  good wi l l  of  our  
heavenly  Father  toward theſe  Per-
ſon s ,  declared  by  hi s  Son Jeſus  
Chri;  let  us  fa i thfu l ly  and de-
vout ly  g ive  thanks  to  h im,  and ſay,

A Lmighty  and everlaing  God,  
 heavenly  Father,  we g ive   thee   

humble  thanks ,  for  that  thou ha 
vouchſa fed  to  ca l l  us  to  the  know-
ledge  of  thy  g race,  and fa i th  in  
thee.   Increa ſe  th i s  knowledge,  
and confirm thi s  fa i th  in  us  ever-
more.  Give  thy  Holy  Spir i t  to  theſe  
Perſon s,  that  they  may be  born  a-  
ga in ,  and be  made Heirs  of  ever-
laing  ſa lvat ion,  through our  Lord 
Jeſus  Chri,  who l iveth  and reign -
eth  with  thee  and the  Holy  Spir i t ,  
now and for  ever.
