¶  When  the  ck  p erſon  i s  v i ted,  and  re c e iveth  the  Holy  C ommunion  a l l  a t  
one  t ime,  then  the  Min ier,  fo r  more  exped i t i on,  al l  cut  off  the  fo r m  of  the   
Vi ta t i on  a t  the  P ſa lm,  and  go  ra ight  to  the  C ommunion.

¶  In  the  t imes  o f  c ontag i ous  ckneſ s  o r  d i ſea ſe,  when  none  o f  the  Par i  or

Chri the  f i r- f ru i t s ;  a f terward 
they  that  are  Chri’s ,  at  h i s  com- 
ing.  Then cometh the  end,  when he  
al l  have  del ivered  up the  King-
dom to  God,  even  the  Father;

Be  not   
deceived:  Evi l  communicat ions  
cor rupt  good manners .   Awake 
to  r ighteouſneſ s ,  and n not:  for   
ſome have  not  the  knowledge  of  
God.   I  ſpeak th i s  to  your  ame.  
But  ſome man wi l l  ſay,  How are  
the  dead ra i ſed  up?  and with  what  
body do they come? Thou fool, that  
which thou ſowe i s  not  quick-  
ened, except it  die.  And that which 
thou ſowe,  thou ſowe not  that  
body that  al l  be,  but  bare  g ra in;  
i t  may chance of  wheat,  or  of  ſome 
other  g ra in .   But  God g iveth  i t  a  
body as  i t  hath plea ſed  h im; and 
to  every  ſeed  hi s  own body.   Al l  
f le i s  not  the  ſame f le; but  
there  i s  one  k ind of  f le of  men,   
another  f le of  beas ,  another  of  
f ies ,  and another  of  bi rds .  There  
are al ſo celeial  bodies,  and bodies   
ter reria l :  but  the  glory  of  the  
celeia l  i s  one,  and the  glory  of  
the  ter reria l  i s  another.

dy;  i t  i s  ra i ſed  a  ſpi r i tua l  body.  
There  i s  a  natura l  body,  and there  
i s  a  ſpi r i tua l  body.   And ſo  i t  i s  
wri t ten,  The f i r man Adam was  
made a  l iv ing  ſou l ,  the  la Adam 
was  made a  quickening  ſpi r i t .  
Howbei t,  that  was  not  f i r which 
i s  ſpi r i tua l ,  but  that  which i s  na-
tura l ;  and a f terward that  which 
i s  ſpi r i tua l .   The f i r man i s  of   
the  ear th,  ear thy:  the  ſecond man 
i s  the  Lord f rom heaven.   As  i s  
the  ear thy,  ſuch are  they  that  are   
ear thy:  and as  i s  the  heavenly,  
ſuch are  they  a l ſo  that  are  heaven -  
ly.   And as  we have  borne  the  
image  of  the  ear thy,  we al l  a l ſo  
bear  the  image  of  the  heaven -  
ly.  Now thi s  I  ſay,  brethren,  that  
f le and blood cannot  inheri t  the  
Kingdom of  God;  nei ther  doth 
cor rupt ion  inheri t  incor rupt ion  
Behold,  I  ow you a  myery:   
We al l  not  a l l  eep,  but  we al l  
a l l  be  changed,  in  a  moment,  in  
the  twinkl ing  of  an  eye,  at  the  
la t rump; for  the  t rumpet  al l  
ſound,  and the  dead al l  be  ra i ſ -
ed  incor rupt ible ,  and we al l  be  
changed.  For  thi s  cor rupt ible  mu  
put  on incor rupt ion,  and thi s  mor-
ta l  mu put  on  immorta l i t y.   So  
when th i s  cor rupt ible  al l  have  
put  on incor rupt ion,  and thi s  mor-
ta l  al l  have  put  on  immorta l i t y,  
then al l  be  brought  to  pa ſ s  the  
ſay ing  that  i s  wri t ten,  Death i s  
ſwal lowed up in  v iory.
