word “ Infant,” for “ Child or Perfon,” as occafion requireth.

Queft. Who gave you this Name?

Anfw. My Sponfors in baptifm;
wherein I was made a member of
Chrift, the child of God, and an
inheritor of the kingdom of Hea-
ven.

Queff. What did your Sponfors
then for you?

Anfw. They did promife and
vow three things in my name:
Firft, that I {hould renounce the
devil and all his works, the pomps
and vanity of this wicked world,
and all the finful lufts of the fleth;
Secondly, that I thould believe all
the Articles of the Chriftian Faith;
And thirdly, that I fhould keep
God’s holy will and command-
ments, and walk in the fame all
the days of my life.

Queft. Doft thou not think that
thou art bound to believe, and to
do, as they have promifed for thee?

Anfw. Yes, verily; and by God’s
help fo I will. And I heartily thank

our heavenly Father, that he hath
called me to this ftate of falvation,
through Jefus Chrift our Saviour.
And I pray unto God to give me
his grace, that I may continue in
the fame unto my life’s end.

Catechift. Rehearfe the Articles
of thy Belief.

Anfwer.

Believe in God the Father Al-

mighty, Maker of heaven and
earth:

And in Jefus Chrift his only Son
our Lord; Who was conceived by
the Holy Ghoft, Born of the Vir-
gin Mary; Sultered under Pontius
Pilate, Was crucified, dead, and
buried; [He defcended into hell;]
The third day he rofe from the
dead; He afcended into heaven,
And fitteth on the right hand of
God the Father Almighty; From
thence he fhall come to judge the
quick and the dead.

I believe in the Holy Ghoft;
The holy Catholic Church; The
Communion of Saints; The for-
givenefs of fins; The refurre&ion

of
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of the body; And the life ever-
lafting. Amen.

Queft. What doft thou chiefly
learn in thefe Articles of thy Be-
lief?

Anfw. Firft, I learn to believe
in God the Father, who hath made
me, and all the world.

Secondly, in God the Son, who
hath redeemed me, and all man-
kind.

Thirdly, in God the Holy Ghoft,
who fan&ifieth me, and all the
people of God.

Queft. You faid that your Spon-
fors did promife for you, that
you fhould keep God’s command-
ments. Tell me how many there
are?

Anfw. Ten.

Queft. Which are they?

Anfwer.
He fame which God fpake in
the twentieth Chapter of Ex-
odus, faying, I am the Lord thy
God, who brought thee out of the
land of Egypt, out of the houfe of
bondage.

I. Thou fhalt have none other
gods but me.

II. Thou fhalt not make to thy-
felf any graven image, nor like-
nefs of any thing that is in heaven
above, or in the earth beneath, or
in the water under the earth. Thou
thalt not bow down to them nor
worfhip them: for I the Lord thy
God am a jealous God, and vifit
the fins of the fathers upon the
children, unto the third and fourth
generation of them that hate me;
and thow mercy unto thoufands in
them that love me and keep my
commandments.

III. Thou fhalt not take the
Name of the Lord thy God in
vain: for the Lord will not hold
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him guiltlefs that taketh his Name
in vain.

1V. Remember that thou keep
holy the Sabbath-day. Six days

Queft. What doft thou chiefly
learn by thefe Commandments?

Anfw. 1 learn two things; my
duty towards God, and my duty
towards my Neighbour.

Queft. What is thy duty towards
God?

Anfw. My duty towards God,
is to believe in him, to fear him,
and to love him with all my heart,
with all my mind, with all my foul,
and with all my ftrength; to wor-
thip him, to give him thanks, to
put my whole truft in him, to

call
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call upon him, to honour his holy
Name and his Word, and to ferve
him truly all the days of my life.

Queft. What is thy duty towards
thy Neighbour?

Anfwer. My duty towards my
Neighbour, is to love him as my-
felf, and to do to all men, as I
would they fhould do unto me:
To love, honour, and fuccour my
father and mother; To honour
and obey the Civil Authority; To
fubmit myfelf to all my governors,
teachers, fpiritual paftors and maf-
ters: To order myfelf lowly and
reverently to all my betters; To
hurt nobody by word or deed;
To be true and juft in all my deal-
ings; To bear no malice nor ha-
tred in my heart: To keep my
hands from picking and ftealing,
and my tongue from evil {peaking,
lying, and flandering; To keep my
body in temperance, fobernefs,
and chaftity; Not to covet nor de-
fire other men’s goods; but to learn
and labour truly to get mine own
living, and to do my duty in that
ftate of life unto which it fhall
pleafe God to call me.

Catechift. My good child, know
this, that thou art not able to do
thefe things of thyfelf, nor to walk
in the Commandments of God,
and to ferve him, without his fpe-
cial Grace, which thou muft learn
at all times to call for by diligent
Prayer. Let me hear, therefore, if
thou canft fay the Lord’s Prayer.

Anfwer.
UR Father, who art in Hea-
ven, Hallowed be thy Name;
Thy kingdom come; Thy will be
done on Earth, as it is in Heaven;
Give us this day our daily bread;
And forgive us our trefpaffes, As
we forgive thofe who trefpafs a-
gainft us. And lead us not into
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temptation; But deliver us from
evil. Amen.

Queff. What defireft
God in this Prayer?

Anfw. 1 defire my Lord God,
our heavenly Father, who is the
giver of all goodnefs, to fend his
grace unto me, and to all people;
that we may worfhip him, ferve
him, and obey him, as we ought
to do. And I pray unto God, that
he will fend us all things that are
needful both for our fouls and bo-
dies; and that he will be merciful
unto us, and forgive us our fins;
and that it will pleafe him to fave
and defend us in all dangers both
of foul and body; and that he will
keep us from all fin and wicked-
nefs, and from our {piritual enemy,
and from everlafting death. And
this I truft he will do of his mercy
and goodnefs, through our Lord
Jefus Chrift; and therefore 1 fay,
Amen. So be it.

Queftion.
Ow many Sacraments hath
Chrift ordained in his Church?

Anfw. Two only, as generally
neceffary to falvation; that is to
fay, Baptifm and the Supper of
the Lord.

Queff. What meaneft thou by
this word Sacrament?

Anfw. 1 mean an outward and
vifible fign of an inward and {pi-
ritual grace given unto us; ordain-
ed by Chrift himfelf; as a means
whereby we receive the fame, and
a pledge to affure us thereof.

Queft. How many parts are there
in a Sacrament?

Anfw. Two; the outward vifi-
ble fign, and the inward fpiritual
grace.

Queft. What is the outward vi-
fible fign or form in Baptifm?

Anfw.

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Anfw. Water; wherein the per-
fon is baptized, In the Name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the
Holy Ghoft.

Queft. What is the inward and
{pirltual grace?

Anfwer. A death unto fin, and
a new birth unto righteoufnefs:
for being by nature born in fin,
and the children of wrath, we
are hereby made the children of]
grace.

Queft. What is required of per-
fons to be baptized?

Anfw. Repentance, whereby
they forfake fin; and faith, where-
by they fteadfaftly believe the pro-
mifes of God made to them in that
Sacrament.

Queff. Why then are Infants
baptized, when by reafon of their
tender age they cannot perform
them?

Anfw. Becaufe they promife
them both by their Sureties;
which promife, when they come
to age, themfelves are bound to
perform.

Queftion. Why was the Sacrament
of the Lord’s Supper ordained?

q

Anfw. For the continual re-
membrance of the facrifice of the
death of Chrift, and of the bene-
fits which we receive thereby.

Queft. What is the outward part
or fign of the Lord’s Supper?

Anfwer. Bread and Wine, which
the Lord hath commanded to be
received.

Queft. What is the inward part,
or thing fignified?

Anfw. The Body and Blood of
Chrift, which are fpiritually taken
and received by the faithful in the
Lord’s Supper.

Queff. What are the benefits
whereof we are partakers thereby?

Anfw. The ftrengthening and
refrefhing of our fouls by the Body
and Blood of Chrift, as our bodies
are by the bread and wine.

Queft. What is required of thofe
who come to the Lord’s Supper?

Anfwer. To examine themfelves,
whether they repent them truly of
their former fins, fteadfaftly purpof-
ing to lead a new life; have a lively
faith in God’s mercy, through
Chrift, with a thankful remem-
brance of his death; and be in
charity with all men.

The Minifter of every Parifh fhall diligently upon Sundays and Holy-

Days, or on fome other convenient occafions, openly in the Church, inftruct
or examine [o many Children of his Parifb, fent unto him, as he fball
think convenient, in fome part of this Catechifm.

S And all Fathers Mothers, Mafters,

and Miftrefles fball caufe their Chil-

dren, Servants, and Apprentices, who have not learned their Catechifm,
to come to the Church at the time appointed, and obediently to hear, and
to be ordered by the Minifter, until fuch time as they have learned all that

is here appointed for them to learn.

I As foon as Children are come to a competent age, and can fay the Creed,
the Lord’s Prayer, and the Ten Commandments, and can anfwer to the
other queftions of this fbort Catechifm, they fhall be brought to the Bifbop.

T And whenfoever the Bifbop fhall give knowledge for children to be brought
unto him for their Confirmation, the Minifter of every Parifb fhall either
bring, or fend in writing, with his hand fubfcribed thereunto, the Names
of all fuch Perfons within his Parifb, as he fball think fit to be prefented

to the Bifbop to be confirmed.

I Upon the Day appointed, all that
are to be then confirmed, being
placed and flanding in Order be-
fore the Bifbop, he, or fome other
Minifter appointed by him, fball
read this Preface following.

O the end that Confirmation
may be miniftered to the

more edifying of fuch as fhall re-
ceive it, the Church hath thought
good to order, That none fhall be
confirmed but fuch as can fay the

Creed, the Lords Prayer, and the

Ten Commandments; and can al-

fo anfwer to fuch other Queftions,

as in the fhort Catechi{fm are con-
tained: which order is very con-
venient to be obferved; to the end
that children, being now come to
the years of difcretion, and hav-
ing learned what their Godfa-
thers and Godmothers promifed
for them in Baptifm, may them-
felves, with their own mouth and
confent, openly before the Church,
ratify and confirm the fame; and
alfo promife that, by the grace of

God, they will evermore endea-

vour themfelves faithfully to ob-

ferve fuch things, as they, by their
own confe{fion, have affented un-
to.

I Then fhall the Bifbop fay,
O ye here, in the prefence of
God, and of this congrega-
tion renew the folemn promife
